Ta1s College, having for its object the higher education

of Woinen, was opened four years ago in a small hired house ’

near Trinity University. The number of students during
the first year was five. At the end of the Academic Year
it was found necéssary to move into more commodious
quarters, and two houses were taken on a lease of three
years, capable of accommodating six resident students. These
soon proved inadequate,” and during last year two students
were obliged to reside outside the College.

The present _building contains room for ten resident

students, and is fully occupied, there being fourteen students -

attending lectures, and there are already applications from
students desiring to enter next year. Under these ciroum-

'~ stances the erection of a new College building has become

an urgent necessity.

The number of students who have attended the College
since its foundation is twenty-four, Of these seven have
obtained the B.A. Degree,—the rest have not yet completed
their course. .

TERMS OF ADMISSION.

Students applying for admission must bave entered on
'theit sixteenth year, and must have passed the Arts’ Matricu-
lation Examination of Trinity University, or of some other
recognized University.

Candidates holding Second Class Teachers’ Certificates
will be required to take only Latin and ‘Greek ; or, instead
of Greek, any two of the departments French, German,
Italian, Divinity, Physics, or Chemistry, provided that
French or German must be taken.

MATRICULATION.

The examination in July will be that conducted by the
Education 'Department for the Universities. The Pass
Examination will be held at Trinity College, Toronto, and

. at the various Collegiate Institutes and High Schools of the

Province. The Honour papers will be set at Trinity College
and at certain of the more ‘important Collegiate Institutes
selected by the Education Department. Candidates for this
examination, if they propose to write at a High School or -
Collegiate Institute, must notfify the Inspector and pay him
the fee of $5 before May 24th, and should at the same time
send notice to the University Registrar ou a form which
will be supplied on_application. Candidates proposing to
write at Trinity Collefre must send the required notice to
the Registrar, accompanied by a certificate of good character
and the fee of 85.
