judged to-night, the Liberal Local Govern­
ment carried the country at the elections by 
a large majority, the supporters of the Govern 
ment chiming twenty-nine out of the thirty- 
eight seats In the Assembly.

sang well together and showed an at-à Hamilton, June 18.—At the morning session 

of the General Assembly Rev. D. L. MeRae 
of Cobourg moved that the next place of 
meeting be reconsidered. He held that when 
the members voted for Winnipeg they were 
carried away by the enthusiasm of the mo­
ment. It wss too premature and too expen­
sive to go there. At $40 each, or at the more 
likely figure of $60, it would cost the assem­
bly over $28,000 for traveling alone. Rev. 
Robert Campbell of Montreal, speaking in 
favor of Winnipeg,i said that the as­
sembly was “fuller” than it wss to-day 
when it gave its deliverance, and had 
taken everything into consideration. Expense 
and other disadvantages notwithstanding, the 
assembly decided to stick to its former resolu­
tion to go to the Prairie Province next year.

At the afternoon session Mr. Wm. Morti­
mer Clark presented the report of the Common 
College Fund. The contributions during the 
year were $1(^380. On motion of Mr. Clark 
it was made optional with congregations 
whether they should contribute to the common 
fund or to any particular college.

On motion of Dr. McLaren it was decided to 
organize a presbytery in Central India with 
^nod^ers, to be called the “Pretoytery

'he special committees appointed to .draw 
up loyal addresses to the Queen and the Gov­
ernor-General read their effusions to J the 
assembly, and after they had been erititized 
and corrected, they were adopted as the senti­
ments of the Presbyterian Chusch.

The most interesting episode of t$e day’s pro­
ceedings to some of the members was the pho­
tographic part. The lights of Presbyterian­
ism ranged themselves against the church 
wall at 6 o’clock, with the moderator and the 
church bulwarks in front, and an enterprising 
photographer “took” them.

In the evening Rev. L. H. Jordan 
treal presented the report of the Committee 
on the State of Religion. Rev. L. Lyle of 
Hamilton and Rev. H. M. Parsons of Toronto 
spoke of the desirability of a series of Evan­
gelical meetings throughout the Church. 

Lyle said the existence of such 
organizations as the Salvation Army was a 
standing rebuke to the church for it showed 
that a certain department of church work had 
been neglected. It was decided to recom­
mend presbyteries,to conduct special evan­
gelic meetings in their different congregations, 
witlvthe assistance and co-operation of elders 
and church members.

The mammoth building 
was filled by nearly three thousand people, 
among whom were hundreds at Toronto’s very 
best citisens. The platform, with its fifteen 
tiers of seats occupied by the chorus, the 
grand orchestra, the able leader and the 
famous artistes from abroad, was a sight in 
itself which wouil be quite a task to duplicate 
in any one city, big. or little, on this continent.

The arrangement of the seating capacity of 
the rink was admirable, the decorations were 
tasty, and the air was profuse with the per­
fume of plants. Fourteen arc electric lights 
were suspended from the ceiling, which ren­
dered the view from every part of the great 
building all that could be wished for. The 
external and internal plans were carried out to 
perfection, and notwithstanding the immense 
crowd there was no jam, bustle or 
excitement. Everything ran as smooth 
as clock-work, and when at 8.10 Conductor 
Torrington and the soloists stepped upon the 

v- platform amid the most stirring applause, 
everyone wm seated and anxiously waiting for 
the treat that followed.

• trances were through the narrowest and meet 
cramped thoroughfare in Toronto, Dalhousie- 
etreet.

fire. One of the first buildings to go wm Mac- 
Cartney’s drug store, followed by the office of 
the Vancouver News. The flames shot acroM 
Abbott street with Mtonishing rapidity, and 
almost before the people could realize it, the 
whole of the western portion of the city wm in 
» blaze. The excitement wm now intense. 
People Were hurrying with what effects they 
could gather in their haste to a place of 
safety. Those who endeavored to save their 
goods were so wrapped in their object m to 
appear heedless of the danger they ran, and it 
was found especially necessary to compel many 
women to relinquish their effects in order to 
save their lives. In some cases there wm only 
just time to place them on improvised rafts, 
which were pushed, out from the shore beyond 
the reach of the flames, which literally seemed 
to fill the air.

In less time than it takes to describe it the 
fire had reached Carroll-street. Some mer­
chants in this vicinity were engaged in convey­
ing their goods to a place of safety, but 
so rapid ' was the conflagration tliat 
before their horses were ready the 
teamsters themselves were obliged to fly 
for their lives. All hope of saving any con­
siderable amount of property wm now aban­
doned, and each contented himself with hastily 
rotting together what he could carry in his 
lands without seriously impeding his speed, 
and hurried from the spot; but even after 
leaving the houses the danger wm not over, for 
every road had become an avenue of fire. 
Falling timbers and stumps on each side of the 
road glowed with fire, and proved as serious a 
menace to the fugitives as the burning hawses 
of the doomed city.

During the confusion which prevailed, when 
some rowdies and roughs saw that every one 
was leaving, they went to the saloons, which 
had been left entirely unprotected, and 
menced drinking. Many a one was 
staggering along the streets with a keg of beer 
on Ms shoulders or carrying as many bottles 
of liquor as he could appropriate. Men were 
sitting completely hemmed in by the fire and 
apparently oblivious of their surroundings, 
drinking liquor.

A large number of fugitives collected at 
the Hastings Mill Company’s wharf, but the 
large majority collected at False Creek 
bridge. Nothing was to be seen from either 
of these points but a lurid rolling bank of 
smoke hanging over the ashes of the city, 
from which stragglers could be seen occasion­
ally fleeing. The steamer Dunsmuir came to 
the dock to receive people, and with several 
other steamers conveyed a large number over 
to Moodyville.

The dropping of the flames wm m sodden 
m their rise, and by 6 p.m. some adventurous 
spirits had already made their way along the 
roads of the destroyed city, and before dark 
the work of searching for the bodies of those 
overtaken by the fiery element bad begun. In 
a short time the remains at several persons 
had. been discovered, and up to 10 o’clock 
Monday morning nine bodies, some of which 

burned beyond recognition, had been 
found. There is uncertainty about the exact 
number alrêachfldiscovered, as in some cases a 
handful of cnered bones was the only 
indication of a human life being lost. One of 
the searchers said he thought the number 
could be truthfully estimated at 12.

The general sentiment of the people appears 
to be one of hopefulnees and determination to 
begin at once the reconstruction of the city. 
Some have already got building material on 
the ground. _________

[Three years ago Vancouver wm an indiffer­
ent village. Capitalists anticipated that it 
would be the terminus of the Canadian Pacific 
and invested largely in real estate. The rail­
way recognized the advantages of the 
location, but for a time it wm not 
settled whether the line would end 
at Vancouver or be pushed on to Victoria. 
As soon as the company got control of one- 
third interest of the improved lariBsof the 
syndicate of capitalists they located their 
machine shops, and Vancouver wm declared 
the terminus. The village immediately be- • 
gan to grow, and in a few months had a pop­
ulation of 3000 people. Daily papers were 
started, and thrift and enterprise were the 
chief characteristics of the place. The 
city is situated on a peninsula between 
Fraser River and Burrard Inlet, with 
an area of about 1000 acres and is only twelve 
miles fpjm New Westminster, the chief main­
land town of British Columbia. The isthmus 
connecting the main land with the peninsula 
is very narrow. It is upon this isthmus 
that the business part of the city is 
situated. The fire originated in an un­
cleared space where they were burning 
timber to make room to build. The gale 
from the sea carried the fire eastward. It 
became focused to small limits at the isthmus 
and swept all before it.]

Found en the CeWealeher.
PoNTvrooi, Ont., June 18.—A loaded 

wagon wm struck by the evening express 
coining west on the Canadian Pacific Railway 
yesterday, some distance east of PontypooL 
The engine struck the vehicle in the centre, 
completely cutting it in two and scattering 
the contents on either side of the line. Search 
along the track having failed to discover the 
body of the driver, the train was examined 
and the unfortunate man was found hanging 
head downward on the cowcatcher of the 
engine insensible. He had been carried for 
several hundred rods in this way. It wm sub­
sequently ascertained that be had received 
only slight injuries.
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BOARD OP WORKS AFFAIRS.

The Secretary's Salary Raised RMS-Other 
Business.

The Board of Works met » half hour earlier 
yesterday than has been its wont, and in con­
sequence got through more work and finished 
earlier than usual. There were present :

Aid. Shaw obtained, in answer to an anxious 
request, an instruction to the engineer to 
report at onc^ on Tannery Hollow. Aid. 
Shaw also wanted to know something about 
the proposed Rosedale Creek sewer. The 
engineer had said that $7000 or $8000 would 
do the job. The matter will stand till the 
general sewerage report is brought in. The 
people of Major-street want a block pavement. 
The Mayor refuses to sign McKay’s contract 
for the work on account of McKay’s 
tion with Godson. Aid. Baxter suggested 
that the work be given to Mr.
Jones, the next lowest tenderer. Aid. 
Shaw said that Jones’ work on Yonge-street 
north was disgraceful Aid.

His Majesty Said Only te Here Been Eccen­
tric and Not Insane.

Munich, June 16.—Dr. Von Schleiss, form­
erly King Ludwig’s physician, denies the King 
was insane. He maintains Ludwig was eccen­
tric only. Tie doctor adds, though he dis­
agreed With-the official report of the examin­
ing board of physicians declaring the King in­
sane, still he felt compelled to keep bis views 
to himself, “for,” says he, “if I had published 
a statement in opposition to that of toe court 
doctors, I should have shared the fate of cer­
tain other persons and been at least consigned 
to prison. My opiniori as to the King’s condi­
tion is based on my experience m his physician 
since his birth. My colleague, Dr. Gintle, 
agrees with me."

Obsequies of the Ring.
Munich, June 15.—At 8.80 o’clock last 

evening Dean Tuerck, assisted by the Court 
clergy, read the funeral service over the re- 
mum* of the late King "Ludwig, which were 
lying in the entrance court of Berg Castle, 
After the service the body wm placed in a 
plain coffin and conveyed to Munich ip a 
hearse drawn by four horses. Three carriages 
conveying the clergy followed the hearse. A 
detachment af heavy cavalry met toe hearse 
at Semdling, a suburb of Munich, and escorted 
it to the city. The remains reached the resi­
dence Schloss at 1.20 a.m. Their arrival was 
unexpected, and nobody wm in attendance to 
receive them. The Empress of Austria sent a 
splendid wreath to Berg Castle to be placed on 
the coffin.

Dynamite is more and more in use—for law­

ful purposes, happily, even more than in fur­
therance of the objects of Fenians or Anar­
chists.
substances it has become a very great fact. 
Three Government Inspectors watch it. A 
large number of manufacturers make it. Its 
behavior is the subject of more than one act of 
Parliament, and the accidents by reason of it 
are detailed in a blue book just issued, con­
taining the annual report of Cob Majendie 
and his assistant inspectors on explosives, 
which is well calculated to make one feel that 
the use of such powerful agencies has sensibly 
increased the perils of life. Twenty years ago 
all such substances were of little account. 
Excepting gunpowder they were curiosities, 
scarcely known outside of the laboratory. But 
of late the trade in explosives has wonderfully 
expanded. The factories for the manufacture 
have doubled in 10 years; the magazines for 
the storage are 75 per cent, more than they 
were in 1875, and the retail premises exceed 
by 9,000 what they were in that year. We 
made more and we import more of such sub­
stances, and there is every sign that the trade 
is only in its infancy. Every year, too, addi­
tions are being made to the recognized explo­
sive.. Within the last year several have been 
added to the authorized list, one being electric 
detonator fusee, consisting of electric fuses 
with platinum wire imbedded in a charge of a 
priming composition made Of carefully purified 
gun cotton, such as touite and potentite, find 
favor. Compressed gunpowder cartridge® are 
superseding in mining loose gunpowder, and, 
being safe to handle, thev hold their own 
against the nitro compounds. The brown 
gunpowder called “cocoa” powder is, as every 
one knows, much used here, as well as in 
Germany. But the tendency is to develop the 
nitroglycerine group of explosives. For 
sporting purpaees, schultze powder, a nitro 
compound, consisting of nitre-lignin carefully 
purified and mixed with a nitrate, is employed.

892,500. . Deducting the cost of the same to 
the government, $12,367,880, we find a total of
