The Sol. General moved the adoption of the
first resolution, which as it contained mere
truisme was concurred in with very' slight
opposition. The learne¢ gentlemaa then mov
ed the second resolution which declares that
the representation in the new House of Assem«
bly should be equal for eagh Province.

Mr. Sherwood in a speech of great force
and eloquence wnuullw{ that Upper Canada
was entitled to the numerical preponderance
in the new Legislatare, and gave notice that
he wonid meve as an amendment the resolu-
tion of last session, which limits the number
of members to be elected for Lower Canada to
virry and leaves the representation of this
Province asitis, b h a preponderance
of about fifteen mer ould be secured

The Attorney General next explained his
views on the subject: He stated that he was
aware that the re ort had been industriously
irculated, that if any Officer of the Govern-
ment, who had opposed the union of the
Provinces formeily, should continue their op-
position now, that it was what was termed a
Gov tument measure, he would be disinissed,
and that he must choose, between abandon
