umty. commonly called  Undenominational-
1, [t 1s not only the one religion recog-
mzed by the State, not only endowed by the
State inall schools over which it has the
necessary authority, but it is the onlv one so
treated, the only one in all official  action,
for mstance, by the Charity Commissioners,
to be enforced wherever 'lm\\‘il)l(‘. As a
nation, we are, it would appear, beinz car-
ried into unity by a current of apparentiv
irresistible foree, hut what unity? A unity
which is, professedly, a unity not of faith,
but of despair; to be reached. not by coming
to a knowledge of the truth, but by drop-
ping what we once belicved to be true.”
He gives a reason why such unity may  be
acceptable to ¢ertain Nonconformist bodies :
“The bodies seeking it are awaking to  the
notion that they are bodies of human inven-
tton, device, and construction, and  finding
themselves drifting further and further along
the paths they had once chosen, they seck
now a unity which 1s not given by God, not
learned, accepted, and entered mnto by men,
but a unity which man 1s to construct.” e
defines the totally different position of the
Church: “Theré s, however, one body which
by her constitution is wholly excluded from
cven the possibility of joining in this pro-
The Church by her name, by every
assumption of her being, claims  a  Divine
authority. \s such she believes herself ap-
pointed to be the guardian, the trustee, the
angel and teacher of religious  truth, the
form in which it is embodied, by which it
is displayed.  That truth, because it 1s not
of her own making, she can neither modify,

brave,

nor compromise, nor abandon: as .it was
given to her, she can only accept 1t as a
thing to be learned and understood; only so
can she consistently set it forth to others.”

The contract between the builder and the
vestry “Cecil County, ss: Memor-
andum of a barganc or agrcement maid be-
tween the vestry of St. Mary Anne’s Parish
of the one parte, and Henry Baker, geutle-
man, of the other parte,” c¢te. On the south-
west corner-stone, dated 1743, the initials
of the rector and vestry are inscribed, as fol-

bhegins:

lows: Rev. W. Wye, Henry Baker, Nicholas
Hyland, Edward Johnson, Zebh Hollings-

worth, Thomas Ricketts, and John Currer.
Before the Revolutionary War the members
numbered over 7oo0.

The King Over the Water.

We have come across a notice of the pass-
ing away of a custom, which although hav-
ing_a reason, say two hundred vyears ago,
could hardly have lasted until the present
day.  DBut habits last long after their pur-
pose has ceased to exist. [t was the custom
of not allowing finger bowls to any private
gucst at table whenever a member of the
Royal family dined at a private house. It
was done to prevent either by accident or
design the health of the King “over the
water’” being drunk. One bowl only, filled
with rose water, was placed before the Royal
Quest.

It 1s to be hoped that
this policy mav prove successful with the
recaleitrant clergy of Liverpool, but it seems
to leave out of sight the claims of the laity
in these parishes. [t will be necessary for
the Dishop, in justice to them, to provide
some relief. It will onlyv be just that he
should do so, as suchr parishes supply re-
cruits to nonconformity of another kind,
