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WOUNDED MEN’S EFFECTS.
HE Canadian military organisation at the Front is 

so excellent in many respects that, when we point 
out any shortcomings, it is done in no carping 
spirit. The matter which we wish to bring to 

the attention of the authorities this week is in regard to 
the personal belongings of those who happen to become 
casualties. It has been a long-standing complaint that 
by the time the men arrive at hospital their personal 
belongings have parted from them between the advanced 
dressing station and the casualty clearing station, and 
certain articles are seldom subsequently recovered. So 
much is this recognised as unavoidable in the turmoil of 
war that allowances are made by the Government for the 
replacement of lost kit and equipment. To-day, how­
ever, the military machine runs so smoothly that a man’s 
belongings ought to follow him far more regularly than 
they do, and the Government should be saved much 
money thereby.

We may be told that confusion in men’s effects only 
occurs at times of stress, when heavy casualties try the 
machinery unduly. Against this we may place the fact 
that the medical service has outstandingly proved its 
ability to look after the men, however severe the pressure 
on its staff. For instance, at Vimy the wounded were 
dressed, collected, and transported with wonderful speed 
and regularity. One officer, however, while speaking 
in the highest terms of the medical attention he received, 
expressed his luck at even saving his boots from the 
covetous fingers of the orderlies whom he heard pre­
empting his desirable footwear while they thought him

to be unconscious. Other more easily-removed belong­
ings left him, and as his wounds quite incapacitated him 
from further service, he has lost hardly-earned souvenirs 
of his soldier’s life which he will ever regret.

There is a special department of the military organisa­
tion for the collection, storage, and return of soldiers’ 
effects, and undoubtedly a great deal is forwarded to the 
man or to his family. But there is a laxity of moral and 
discipline among some of the medical orderlies which 
should be sternly dealt with. The man himself is the 
chief object of attention, and so wejl is he cared for that, 
in the satisfaction of getting him comfortably to 
“ Blighty,” the loss of a few articles may be thought to 
be negligible. In an army less admirably organised than 
our own this might be accepted, but so long as there is 
any purloining of the belongings of the wounded men on 
the way to the base hospitals, the organisation and dis­
cipline of the C.A.M.C. will not be complete. A very 
few stern examples would put a complete stop to such 
pilfering, and remove the only criticism which we hear 
to-day regarding the work of this most efficient and self- 
sacrificing branch of the Canadian military organisation 
at the Front.

A “ TRUTH ” CANARD.
EW of our London contemporaries are so peculiarly 

inaccurate in their Canadian “ news ” as Truth. 
This ultra-Radical and Little-Englander journal 
seems incurably addicted to distorting facts about 

Canada. Recently we had to point out the fantastic com­
ment by its military correspondent on the Canadian attack 
at Fresnoy. Last week the editor of Truth wrote :—

I hear a number of our flying officers, when they get their 
wings, are taken on by the Canadian Government under contract 
which entitles them after a given period of service to a first-class 
fare to Canada, where they can enter into a fresh contract with 
the United States Government, which is offering as much as £20 
a week for qualified airmen. The more we can help America the 
better, but for obvious reasons I think the. right way is for the 
two Governments, British and American, to arrange for this help 
between them, instead of allowing individual action of the kind 
brought to light in this paragraph.

This entire statement is so packed with inaccuracies 
that one wonders at the ignorance of present military con­
ditions shown by the writer. The Canadian Govern­
ment has no flying service of its own, and, although 
some thousands of the flying officers in both services 
are Canadian by birth, it retains no control over any 
of its officers or men in the British flying services, apart 
from continuing the pay of its officers seconded to the 
R.N.A.S or R.F.C. Therefore, the suggestion that the 
Canadian Government acts as a kind of middleman in with­
drawing flying officers from the Mother Country in order 
to give them a “ fresh contract ” in the United States at 
£20 a week, as if they were music-hall performers, is as 
untrue as it is unworthy. Truth is evidently ignorant of 
the fact that the British Government has a large aviation 
school in Canada, where some 1,500 cadets are now in 
training, which is paid for entirely by Imperial funds. If, 
therefore, the United States require the services of quali­
fied airrnen, they will naturally deal direct with the British 
Government.

NOTES OF THE WEEK.
... „ .. . The political situation in Canada non­

Difficulties- Lnues to be unsettled and uncertain.
The formation of a Union Cabinet 

appears to be further off than ever. Sir Robert Borden 
has reiterated his determination to. spare no effort towards 
achieving that end. The negotiations, however, have been 
checked by the attitude of the Western Liberals. The 
Premier of Alberta, the Minister of Railways for Saskat­
chewan, and the President of the Grain Growers’ Asso­
ciation had agreed to. join the Union Cabinet, but only 
on condition that Sir Robert Borden, while he might be a 
member, should not be Prime Minister.

In order to meet their views, Sir Robert Borden offered , 
to resign and Sterve under Sir George Foster, whom they 
suggested as leader. The Minister of Trade and Com­
merce, however, declined to agree to that proposal, hold-
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ing that" it was essential that Sir Robert should be Prime 
Minister if Canada was to prosecute the war to the utmost. 
This view was upheld by the Conservative caucus at 
Ottawa. The position, therefore, is that a rapprochement 
has been made still more difficult, and a General Election 
has been brought nearer. This, says Sir John X-Villison, 
will be chiefly a struggle between the two parties, with 
conscription as the issue. The only gratifying feature is 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s consent to join in the appointment 
of the Tribunal Board of Selection on the ground that the 
Military Service Bill was now law, and it behoved every 
loyal subject to see that its provisions were carried out.

* * *
Canada’s The inauguration this week of the

National Press Canadian National Press Service is' an 
Service. important event in the life of the

Dominion. Thanks to a grant of $50,000 from Ottawa, it 
has been made possible to set up a co-operative system for 
the exchange of news from the Atlantic to the Pacific, 
which should enable every Canadian to hear more about 
his native land and the life of his fellow-countrymen than 
has hitherto been the case. Some 12,000 miles of leased 
wire will be operated under the new service, which wall 
employ ninety telegraphists. An important feature is the 
fact that every Canadian publisher associated in the service 
not only bears a share of the cost, but supplies local news 
to all other Canadian newspapers. The result will be less 
dependence upon American news agencies, while the 
availability of the news service, through the Associated 
Press, to American newspapers is all to the good. The 
Press of Canada is afforded a new opportunity of proving 
its national influence.

* * *

The table which we published in Canada 
a fortnight ago, showing the compara­
tive pay of regimental officers in the 

Imperial, Canadian, Australian, and American Forces, has 
brought us more letters than we remember having received 
on any one subject since Canada was established, nearly 
twelve years ago. They have come from the Front and 
the training camps in England alike, and from officers of 
every commissioned rank. They certainly indicate a keen 
interest in the matter.

Some of the letters have simply asked for details as to 
the scales of Canadian pay referred to. Those details, 
we may say, were published in our issue of June 23 last; 
and, as pointed out last week, separation and other allow­
ances are included in the totals mentioned. Of course, as 
one correspondent points out, not only are unmarried 
officers not in receipt of a separation allowance, but the 
$1 per day messing allowance terminates when an officer 
ceases to be a member of a mess. Other letters which 
we have received go further in the way of comment, 
and draw the moral (from the comparative figures we 
published that Canadian officers should receive much 
higher pay than Imperials, especially on account of the 
value of a dollar in Canada. One of the grievances to 
which attention was drawn, for instance, is that widowers 
with families receive no separation allowance, although 
they have a household to maintain in Canada, where the 
cost of living is high, while other dependents have to be 
looked after in other cases.

* ¥■ *

A cogent and timely plea is made in a 
The Mind of recent issue of the British Medical 
the Soldier. journal that furlough should be given

to officers at the Front in the higher commands, in the 
interests of military efficiency. From internal evidence, 
this editorial was from the pen of Major Andrew Macphail, 
C.A.M.C., whose Cavendish Lecture was recently referred 
to at some length in Canada. The writer realises that it 
is necessary to conserve to the fullest extent possible the 
mental vigour of officers who have proved their capacity 
to assume heavy responsibility, and to preserve for the 
Army their valuable experience. It is urged that in civil 
life a man takes a holiday to save his business, and he 
returns regenerated to his task. How much more neces­
sary is it now, after three years of war, that the mind of

the soldier should be considered and the benumbing strain, 
should be temporarily relaxed?

It is urged by this writer, who speaks from professional 
and military experience, that the cumbrous and inelastic 
machinery of medical boards is quite unsuited to meet the 
case. He urges that “ an officer who is fit to command 
a battalion, or its equivalent, is fit to be taken at his word 
when he signifies that he needs a rest." A three months’ 
furlough would be necessary for such officers to return to 
their homes in Canada. This has been strongly urged 
by the Canadian Veterans’ Association, both for officers 
and men, and, although it may be impossible for the latter 
owing to the difficulties of transportation, it ought not to 
be insuperable for the former. Moreover, the mental 
strain in the case of the rank and file is by no means so 
severe as in that of officers in the higher command. 
The plea made by this writer deserves the very serious 
Consideration of the authorities,» and, if it can be acceded 
to, it will undoubtedly increase the efficiency and mental 
energy of the most important units of the Canadian mili­
tary organisation.

“ Unfriendly London ’’ is the title of a 
Lond'on sketch which appeared in the Daily

Mail the other day, with the result that 
several letters have since appeared on the subject in the 
columns of our contemporary. It told of a meeting in 
a popular restaurant with an Overseas officer, who turned 
out to be a V.C., in London on his “ V.C. leave,” but 
who, having no friends in town, was depressed with the 
11 terrible loneliness ” of London. One of the letters which 
followed was from an Army School Chaplain irr France, 
who stated that many Canadian officers had told him of 
the same experience.

The sketch and the .correspondence must have touched 
many readers, and left them with a sense of surprise and 
resentment. It is a thousand pities that any brave soldier 
should have such a bitter experience, especially when it is 
altogether unnecessary. The case of friendless officers 
from Overseas has not been left out of sight. Provision 
has been made for putting them in touch with hospitably 
disposed Londoners while they are on leave, from the 
Front. The Royal Overseas Officers’ Club has amply 
justified its existence, not only in respect of the “ at 
homes ” and concerts it provides, but by arranging hospi­
tality at both town and country houses, garden parties, 
entertainments on the river, etc.. As far as Canadians 
are concerned, the services in the same direction of the 
Red Cross Society and the War Contingent Association 
must not be forgotten.

* * *
One of the measures passed by the 

Protceti011 of the British Columbia Legislature last year 
amended the Forest Relief Act in such 

a way that possible injustice may be done to holders of 
timber licences who are serving with the Overseas Forces. 
Previous legislative enactments in 1914 and 1915 had pro­
tected the absentee on war service from any seizure of his 
holding for arrears of rent or taxes. By the amendment 
passed on May 19, 1917, it seems possible for the owners 
of local sawmills who find themselves short of raw material 
to acquire compulsorily the timber holdings of any 
absentees who happen to be six months in arrear in their 
tax liabilities. It is true that such holders must have six 
months’ notice before action can be taken, but ‘‘service 
of such notice can be legally made by, sending a copy of the 
notice by registered post to the last known address.’’

Considering the various areas of the world in which 
possible holders of these timber licences are now stationed, 
it is evident that the notices might never reach them, or 
reach them too late. We quite recognise that in the pre­
sent condition of the lumber industry, when the demand 
for any immediately available timber is urgent, it is reason­
able that such should be acquired by forced sale, if 
necessary. At the same time, the absentee on national 
and Imperial service should be protected against confis­
cation. This result could be accomplished by a legislative 
provision that the Government should take the responsi­
bility of seeing that the sale of any timber holdings so
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acquired should be negotiated at the current market price, 
and that the amount paid should be held in trust for thé 
holder, less the arrears of his taxes and reasonable 
expenses.

THE LATE EARL GREY.
Duke of Devonshire’s Tribute.

The death of Earl Grey on August 29 (recorded in last 
week’s Canada) has been the occasion of noteworthy tributes 
to his; statesmanship and his high personal character.

The Duke of Devonshire, speaking at Ottawa, said the late 
Earl “ always had a warm spot in his heart for this great 
Dominion. The world has lost a great man and Canada has,, 
lost- a good and true friend. ”

The members of the British-American Peace Centenary Com­
mittee, of which movement Earl Grey was President from its 
inception, have expressed their grateful acknowledgment of 
the valuable services rendered by him to the cause of British- 
American friendship and common action.

Funeral at Hewick.
At the funeral of Earl Grey, in the Churchyard near How ink 

Hall, last Saturday, the chief mourners were the Countess Grey

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THE FIGHTING FOR LENS: GENETP™'S

F
ROM the lQth to the 24th of August the Canadian Corps 

had the hardest and most successful fighting in which 
they hiad ever been engaged, and they killed more 
Germans than in a,ny previous battle. During this 

period they repulsed more than thirty counter-attacks by the 
enemy, and defeated more than six German divisions—truly a 
magnificent victory.

The slaughter of Germans has proceeded as steadily at Lens 
(says the Morning Post’s correspondent). The Canadians have 
consolidated the ground recently won around the south-western 
and western sides of the city, land have resisted all counter­
attacks.

Several raids have taken place during the past week, in one 
of which the Canadians captured four machine guns, in addi­
tion to a number of prisoners.

About midnight the Canadians once again bit in upon the 
outer shell of Lens (says Reuter's special representative at 
the Front, writing on Tuesday). In the brilliant moonlight 
the raiding party went over from our front opposite Cité 
Sainte Elizabeth. Whilst the enemy was busy dealing with 
this incursion another party moved out further south, and, 
along a front of about 600 yards, succeeded in establishing 
posts from 250 yards forward of their front lines. A few 
prisoners of the 2nd Prussian Guards Reserve Regiment were 
brought back. The raiders found the Germans mainly in 
shell-holes, into which they had been driven by our artillery 
fire. To the north of Lens there is now in some places less 
than 800 yards of open ground between the Canadian positions 
and the buildings of the city proper.

through our barrage. Among ithe Newfoundlanders are men 
of the hardy fishing class, and especially trappers and lumber­
men from the woods, accustomed to fight with Nature in all 
her moods, whom nothing in the way of floods or swamps or 
man can appal.

Behind our (barrage they went doggedly on in the grey of 
the early morning, wading, stumbling, forcing a way as 'beat 
they could. Those who were badly hit sank into the dreadful 
ooze. Some lightly wounded went on after their comrades or 
made their painful way back. But the rest went on, and, 
mud from head to toe, with only their rifles held above .their 
heads still dry, panting and almost worn out, on the heels of 
the barrage (they rushed the German fort. There was a short 
burst of wild flighting, and the fort was theirs after as fine an 
exhibition of mere physical endurance as men have often been 
called on to show. Then, when it was over, they |turned to help 
their comrades who were still embedded in the slime, and, in 
bodies of three or four together, they pulled them out and got 
them safely to shore. It~is largely owing to them that our 
line here is now well beyond the Broenbeek, up the first stages 
of the ascent on the other side of the dip to the little valley 
bottom.

NEWFOUNDLANDERS' ENDURANCE.
The Crossing of Floating Swamp.

In proportion to Xdiei.r numbers there are no troops in the 
Army which have earned for themselves a finer reputation 
than the Newfoundlanders (writes Mr. H. Perry Robinson, 
the special correspondent of the Times and Daily News). Noth­
ing could have exceeded the splendour of their sacrifice on 
July 1 last year on the Somme. Nothing could have been 
sterner or hotter than their later flighting there upon the 
Switch Line. This year at Arras, beyond Monchy, they be­
haved magnificently, and, as I told in my despatches at the 
time, inflicted 'relatively colossal losses on the enemy. Once 
more in the recent fighting here they have done superbly.

lit was in Ithe advance beyond Steenbeek, when they were 
among the troops whose task was to cross some 500 yards of 
what is known as “ Floating Swaonp ” to attack a strong forti­
fied position with concrete defences on the farther side. Float­
ing Swamp is the name for ,a quaking morass which gives no 
foothold anywhere, but heaves and oozes and bubbles to un­
known depth as you wade through it.

The swamp itself was a fearsome tiling to breast, and it was 

swept by machine-gun fire, which, however, spluttered blindly

lance unit in a French village in August, 1915. The sketch 
is full of happy touches reminiscent of the hospitality and 
dainty fare provided, as well as clever character sketches of 
both the inhabitants and the Canadian visitors.

He visited the sick, and did not complete 
his ministrations until he was summoned to the convent to 
consult and advise upon the condition of the réfugiés who were 
sheltered within its walls. The colonel enjoyed himself in his 
orderly room poring over establishments, writing his war diary, 
checking nominal rolls, and verifying accounts. The officer 
with the Italian voice spent whole days visiting the shops to 
seek out the strange foods which are affected in foreign parts. 
One captain passed the time with his stethoscope. It was 
nearly a year since he had sufficient leisure to expend upon a 
case and examine the patient to his satisfaction. The sounds 
he heard seemed to give him as much pleasure as if they 
originated in an old and well-played violin.”

OFFICERS KILLED AND DIED.
Overseas Military Forces of Canada.

Of the Canadian officers reported killed and died this week, Lieut. 
Dauphinee comes from Bridgewater, N.S. ; Lieut. Fulton, Gays 
River, N.S. ; Lieut. Gunning, Winnipeg ; Lieut. McGibbon and 
Lieut. McKinnon, Regina ; Lieut. Montgomery, Victoria, B.C. ; 
Lieut. Sutherland, New Westminster; Lieut. Ritchie, Toronto.

Major Alexander R. Bawden, Man. Regt. (killed), was at the 
outbreak of war a mining engineer in California. Returning to 
Winnipeg, he enlisted in the First Contingent, and was given the 
rank of Col.-Sergt. in the original battalion of “ Little Black 
Devils.” He had the distinction of holding the regimental 
number “ 1 ” in the Canadian Infantry. He was one of the first 
Canadian “ rankers ” who had seen active service in this war to 
receive a commission, being gazetted just before the Battle of 
Festubert, in May, 1915. He was wounded in that battle, and 
returned to Canada, but later rejoined his battalion and gained 
further promotion.

Capt. W. H. D. Bennett, Quebec Regt. (killed), was the eldest 
son of Mr. W. S. Bennett, of Castlecaufield, Dungannon, Ireland. 
He was formerly in the service of the C.P.R., and was severely 
wounded in the Second Battle of Ypres in April, 1915. Since then 
he had seen much fighting in France and Flanders.

Major Mahlan Lambert Boyle, M.C., Alberta Regt. (killed), 
was a brother of the late Col. R. L. Boyle, D.S.O., who commanded 
a Calgary unit. Prior to the war the two brothers farmed exten­
sively at Crossfield, Alberta. The deceased officer formerly held 
a commission in the Calgary squadron of the 15th Light Horse.

Lieut. H. A. Carter, B.C. Regt. (killed on August 21), was the 
only son of Mrs. Alfred Carter, of Enfield, and was 27. He en­
listed in the First Contingent as a private, and worked his way 
up to commissioned rank.

Capt. Clarence Russell Dale, Saskatchewan Regt. (killed),

was from Toronto. He enlisted as a ranker in a Regina unit, and 
was dangerously wounded at Festubert, and given his discharge, 
but re-enlisted. He was given his commission, and rose to be com­
pany commander.

Lieut. H. de Varennes, Quebec Regt. (killed), came from 
Waterloo, P.Q. He was the son of the Hon. Ernest de Varennes, 
a member of the Quebec Legislative Council.

Lieut. C. E. Gatien, Quebec Regt. (killed), wis the son of the 
secretary of the Municipality of Sherbrooke, P.Q.

Capt. James Watt Lowe, M.C., Sask. Regt. (killed), came from 
Stratford, Ont., where he formerly held a commission in the 28th 
Perth Regt. (Militia). He was awarded the Military Cross early 
this year for “ great courage and determination whilst leading his 
men in attack under most trying conditions.”

Lieut. S. Marple, Manitoba Regt. (died of wounds), enlisted at 
Port Arthur as a private, and gradually won his way to commis­
sioned rank. His widow resides at Belfast.

Lieut. Neville Montgomery, B.C. Regt. (killed on August 21), 
was the son of the Rev. F. and Mrs. Montgomery, Halse Rectory, 
Taunton, and was 32. After passing through Selwyn College, 
Cambridge, he went to Canada and studied law, being called to the 
Bar in 1912. He enlisted in the ranks in 1915, and got his com­
mission the following year. He was married in June, 1915, to 
Ursula, daughter of the late Mr. Johnson Phipps, and niece of 
Mr. and Mrs. Gardner Johnson, of Vancouver.

Lieut. Alexander Solomon, Quebec Regt. (killed on August 15), 
was the eldest son of Mr. Solomon Solomon, of Holland Road, 
London, W., and was 36.

Lieut. J. Weir, Alberta Regt. (killed), was a West Flamboro' 
(Ont.) man who joined the 187th (Calgary) Battalion on its organisa­
tion. He was a well-known breeder of thoroughbred and hackney 
horses in the Carbon district. Two brothers are serving in France.

Regt. (killed on August 18), 
at the age of 25, was the son of the late Mr. R. G. Wooler and 
Mrs. Wooler, Wolsingham, Durham, and a nephew of Archdeacon 
Davidson, of Bermuda. He was well known in the West.

Capt. William Herbert Bambridge, Royal Fusiliers (killed on 
August 19), was a few years ago farming in Canada, but returned 
to England to enter the Royal Academy of Music.

Sec. Lieut. W. G. Boyd, R. Irish Fus. (killed), was a corporal 
in the C.M.R. when he received his commission a year ago.

Rev. Herbert Hinton East, a Chaplain with the Forces (killed 
whilst ministering to the wounded), lived for many years in 
Western Canada. He was trained for the Church at St. Chad’s 
College, Regina, was ordained in 1912, and in 1915 was appointed 
incumbent of Lanigan, Sask. He obtained his bishop’s sanction to 
come to Europe for service as a chaplain. He was 30 years of age.

Sec. Lieut. Esme C. van Eeghen, R.G.A. (killed on August 20), 
went to the Imperial Army from the C.E.F., which he joined early 
in 1915

Sec. Lieut. Henry Cope Evans, D.S.O., R.F.C. (previously 
reported missing, now reported killed), was formerly on the staff 
of the Department of Agriculture at Medicine Hat, Alberta. He 
had served for some time as a dispatch rider at the Front.

Sec. Lieut. Frank J. Foster, R.F.C. (killed), was a Regina man. 
He entered the flying service as a cadet last November, and was 
gazetted a flying officer in May.

Sec. Lieut. Alan Ferrier Gates, R.F.A. (died of wounds), was 
a cadet at the Royal Military College of Canada when he received 
his commission in July, 1916. His home was at London, Ont.

Capt. Maitland 'L. Gordon, Gordon Highlanders (killed), 
referred to in last week’s notes, was the son of Mr. W. H. Lock­
hart Gordon, barrister, of Toronto, and aged 35. After graduating 
from the R.M.C. of Canada, he took a post-graduate course in civil 
engineering at McGill, and carried on business as an engineer and 
surveyor at Vancouver. His younger brother, Capt. Leslie L. 
Gordon, was killed at the second Battle of Ypres, and another 
brother, Lieut.-Col. H. D. Lockhart Gordon, D.S.O., who saw con­
siderable service in France with his battalion of Mounted Rifles, 
now commands the 8th Res. Battn. at Shorneliffe.

Lieut. Alexander Fenton McCullough, R.F.C. (killed while 
flying in Gloucestershire, on August 16), was the youngest son of 
Mr. and Mrs. A. McCullough, 198, Cobourg Street, Ottawa. Only 
the night before he met his death Lieut. McCullough graduated 
and was presente 1 with his wings by his flight-oommander. He 
enlisted in 1914 with the Borden Machine Gun Battery, and served 
in France for twenty months. He joined the R.F.C. in March of 
this year, remaining in England until bis death. The funeral took 
place on August 20, the only relative, present being his sister, Miss 
G. B. McCullough, who is. a nursing sister, at present in the Cana­
dian Hospital, Buxton, Derbyshire. Sergt-Major J. L. McCullough, 
First Canadian Contingent, who is now serving in France, is the 
only brother of the deceased.

Sec. Lieut. J. M. Mackay, R.E. (killed on August 10), Has two 
brothers serving in the Canadian Forces.

Sec. Lieut. Herbert William Hare Marshall, R.F.C. (acci­
dentally killed whilst flying in Lincolnshire on August 26), was the 
only son of Col. H. S. Marshall, Indian Army, and of Mrs. Marshall, 
of Weston-super-Mare, and Revelstoke. B.C. He had spent several 
years in Canada, and at the time of his enlistment was in the ser­
vice of the Imperial Bank. His brother-in-law, Capt. E. G. 
Hadow, M.C. (killed in action on May 29), enlisted at the same 
time. He obtained a commission in the Yorkshire Regt., but 
transferred to the R.F.C. and saw considerable service in France 
ere he met with an accident, necessitating his return to England. 
He was married in May last to Miss Evelyn Orr-Ewing, of Weston- 
super-Mare, and was 27 years of age.

Sec. Lieut. Edward Revere Osler, R.F.A. (died of 
wounds on August 30). was the only child of Sir William Osier, 
Bart., Regius Prof essor of Medicine at Oxford University, and 
Lady Osier. He was a commoner of Christ Church, Oxford, and 
was only 21. He had served in the C.A.M.C. for a year, afterwards 
transferring to the R.F.A.

Lieut. William Douglass Scott, Oxford and Bucks L.I. (killed 
on August 22), was the only son of Mr. G. R. Scott, late Fellow and 
Tutor of Merton College, Oxford, and was 25 years of age. He 
graduated from McGill in 1914, and was the students’ spokesman 
for the Faculty of Applied Science on degree day. Afterwards he 
was sent by the Government to the Canadian Rockies on survey 
work. On account of poor sight he was unable to obtain a com­
mission in the Canadian Forces, and returning to England joined 
the Oxford and Bucks, a regiment in which his grandfather and 
great-grandfather had both served.

Sec. Lieut. Charles Everard Thorne, R.E. (died of wounds 
on August 16), enlisted in the First Contingent, and after 15 months’ 
service with the C.E.F., obtained his commission in the Imperial 
Army.

Capt. Claude W. Treherne, R.A.M.C. (died of wounds on 
August 12), was the son of Surgeon-General Sir Francis Treherne. 
He is survived by a widow, the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. F. 
Burpee, of Vancouver.

Capt. Cahleton Main Clement, R.F.C. (missing), has had a dis­
tinguished career in the R.F.C. since he transferred from the ranks 
of the 47th Batt. in May, 1916. In January of this year he was 
gazetted a flight commander and temporary captain, was mentioned 
in despatches in May, and received the Croix de Guerre in July. He 
is the son of Mr. Justice Clement, of Vancouver, and has just 
passed his 21st birthday. He is a 1914 graduate of Toronto 
University.

Lieut. D. Beynon Davies, R. Welsh Fusiliers, attd. R.F.C 
(missing since August 11), was a Cardiff man, and acted as assistant 
emigration agent for the Canadian Government for Wales. He 
enlisted as a private and gradually worked his way up to com­
missioned rank.

Sec. Lieut. Philip E. Durnford, R.F.A. (wounded), comes from 
Montreal, and was originally a cadet at the Royal Military Col­
lege of Canada. He received his commission in July last year.

Capt. Robert Inkerman Harris, M.C., M.B., R.A.M.C.
(wounded), formerly held a lieutenant’s commission in the 
C.A.M.C. He is a Toronto man, and was awarded the Military 
Cross last November for superintending the work of his stretcher- 
bearers throughout the entire day under incessant fire. He was 
gazetted temporary captain last December.

Capt. L. W. Just, Gloucester Regt. (wounded), was formerly a 
corporal in King Edward’s Horse. Last month he was gazetted 
to the acting rank of captain whilst commanding a company.

Capt. Edwin A. Ketteringham, M.C., Norfolk Regt. (wounded), 
was formerly a sergeant in the Canadian Divisional Cyclists, and 
obtained his commission in the Imperial Forces in November, 1915. 
He was promoted lieutenant last March, and acting-captain last 
month. He was awarded the M.C. last November for bravery and 
initiative during a raid on the enemy trenches.

Capt. W. J. Knight, M.C., M.D., R.A.M.C. (wounded), was 
previously wounded a year ago. He took a commission in the 
C.A.M.C. (Military District No. 13) in August, 1914.

Sec. Lieut. P. L. McGavin, R.F.C. (missing), comes from 
Toronto.

Sec. Lieut. James McQuoid, R. Irish Rifles (wounded), enlisted 
with the Canadian Scottish at Vancouver. In December, 1916, 
he received his commission in the Imperial Army, and was later 
transferred to a Service battalion.

Capt. F. Despard Pemberton, R.F.A., attd. R.F.C. (missing), 
is the son of Mr. and Mrs. F. B. Pemberton, of Victoria, B.C., and 
is 23. He studied at the R.M.C. of Canada, and later served as a 
subaltern in the 50tli Militia Regt. He passed the flying course 
at the Wilbur Wright School at Dayton, Ohio, but took a com­
mission in the C.F.A. In July, 1915, he transferred to the R.F.A., 
and later became associated with the Royal Flying Corps. He was 
promoted flight commander and temporary captain in May this year, 
in which month, also, he was wounded.

Sec. Lieut. John H. Price, R.F.A. (wounded), is a cadet of the 
R.M.C. of Canada, and was given his commission in December.

Lieut. L. B. Reynolds, R.E. (wounded), was formerly a sapper 
in the Canadian Engineers. He secured his commission in January, 
1916, and was wourded last January.

Sec. Lieut. C. R. Gailey Scott, Cameron Highlanders (wounded), 
came from Canada with his brother (Lieut. H. J. Scott, Camerons, 
who fell at Loos in 1915) in 1914. Another brother is Capt. A. W. 
Scott, K.O.S.B. Lieut. Scott, who is the youngest son of Mr. 
Alex. Scott, St. John’s, Annan, was previously wounded last 
autumn.

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OTTAWA.—The total developed water-power in Canada is 
now 1,850,000 h.p., equal annually to the energy produced by 
15,000,000 tons of coal, or to the labour of 41,000 workmen.
------The Hon. L. P. Duff, of the Supreme Court of Canada,
will act as the final court of appeal under the Military Service 
Act.

TORONTO.—The Victoria Cross won by the late Lce.- 
Sergt. E. L. Sifton, on April 9 last, was presented to his 
father, Mr. T. J. J. Sifton, of Wiallacetown, at the Canadian 
National Exhibition by the Governor-General, who congratu­
lated Mr. Sifton upon his son’s heroic deed.
------Mr. Bradshaw, the City Commissioner of Finance, has
pointed out that the expenditure on the city’s soldiers’ insur­
ance scheme to the end of 1916 amounted To $2,500,005, and 
that at the end of this year it was estimated at $5,000,000. 
He adds that with the Provincial wiar tax of one mill on the 
assessment Toronto’s ratepayers’ contribution is $1,207,729 
yearly.
----- -The Canadian Food Controller has made an arrangement
with the Provincial Government to throw open Lake Nipigon 
and Lake Nipissing for net fishing to increase the available 
supply of Ontario fish. The Government will provide refrige­
rator plants, storage warehouses and transport facilities.
------The Hon. I. B. Lucas, Attorney-General of this Province,
states his belief that a revision of the treaty between Great 
Britain and the United States regulating the use of the water 
of Niagara Falls may be necessary.
------The women of Ontario are, through Mrs. Arthur van
Koughnet, to receive written acknowledgment from Queen 
Mary of her Majesty's appreciation of their work, which has 
taken the form of numerous consignments of gifts for the 
Queen Mary Needlework Guild. The gifts sent by the women 
of Ontario have been found especially useful, in consequence 
of the huge demand made upon the Guild by the sufferers in 
Russia, Rumania, and the reconquered areas of France.

HAMILTON.—This city has contributed a total of over 
$200,000 to Canadian Red Cross funds.

ST. CATHARINES.—Sir James Grant, of Ottawa, was 
formally tendered the freedom of this city by the Mayor and 
City Council .at a civic reception given in his honour.

PETERBOROUGH.—The first municipal coal yard in the 
Province bats been established here, and will supply citizens 
at less than $10 per ton.

GODERICH.—Fire which broke out in the wood-working 
plant of the Goderich Manufacturing Company caused 
damage amounting to $100,000.

MONTEITH.—Some of the returned soldiers who are taking 
up Government farms have been removed from the school here 
to the Kapuskasing Colony Farm. These men will assist in 
the building of houses, besides clearing a certain portion of 
the land and making roads and railway sidings.

PROVINCE^

QUEBEC.—The Hon. W. G. Mitchell, Provincial Treasurer, 
states that the ordinary receipts of the Province for the fiscal 
year ended June 30, 1917, amounted to $10,441,113, and that 
the ordinary and extraordinary expenditure for the same 
period amounted to $9,907,673. Out of the surplus was paid 
the sum of $375,000 to the Canadian Patriotic Fund, during 
the year, on .account of the subscription of $1,000,000 of the 
Province, authorised by the Legislature.

NEW BRUNSWICK.1

FREDERICTON.—Upwards of two-thirds of the $500,000 
bond issue for roads and bridges in this Province, have already 
been subscribed. The issue was the first 5 per cent. Provin­
cial Government bond ever placed on the market, and the 
bonds are free of provincial, civic, municipal and school taxes 
for the period of their issue.

ST. JOHN.—A resident named Logan oaugjht 18 hogsheads 
of sardines in one night in the local weirs, and sold them at 
$40 per .hogshead. On the two following nights another boat 
netted 160 hogsheads and sold them, for $6,400.
------The Canadian Cottons, Limited, which has installed much
modern machinery in the Marysville mill within the past few 
years, has decided to insital 500 new looms.

NOVA SCOTIA.

HALIFAX.—Mr. G. H. Vroom, of Middleton, Dominion 
fruit inspector, after completing a, trip over practically all of 
western Nova Scotia,, said :—In Annapolis county, there is the 
best apple crop there has been since 1,911. There is a steadily 
increasing acreage of apples in Lunenburg, Queens, Shelburne 
and Yarmouth counties, and in these districts there will be a 
great many more apples than last year. Kings and Hants 
counties will not be much better than last year.

PARRSBORO. — From the Cochrane shipyard a 425-ton 
schooner, with motor-power for hoisting purposes, has been 
launched, and another of 500 tons is nearing completion.

DIGBY.—A 351-ton schooner has been launched here by the 
Hankinson Company, and two others are on the stocks.

YARMOUTH.—At the annual meeting of the Nova Scotia 
Guides’ Association, Mr. Bernard Cummings, of Port Joli, 
was elected president, Mr. T. Davis, Upper Clyde, vice-presi­
dent, and Mr. Roy S. Kelly, of this place, secretary. It was 
stated that 1,351 bull moose were shot last season.

MANITOBA PROVINCE.
WINNIPEG.—The band of the 100th Winnipeg Grenadiers 

(of which Lieut.-Col. C. W. Rowley is O.C.), 45 strong, re­
cently made a highly successful tour of Northern Minnesota, 
Wisconsin and Dakota at the request and expense of the 
United States authorities, in the interests of recruiting. The 
regiment has raised and sent Overseas nearly 6,000 men and 
over 400 officers.
------The party of landseekers from Winkler, Man., who went
to British Columbia to look for land, have returned and report 
most favourably of a locality on the Grand Trunk Pacific line 
near Vanderhoof.

VICTORIA.—Through the instrumentality of the Duke of 
Connaught portraits of King Edward and Queen Alexandra 
and of their present Majesties have been received from the 
Imperial authorities and placed in Government House.

VANCOUVER.—Mrs. Ralph Smith astonished her audience 
at an I.O.D.E. meeting here by telling them that 110 languages 
were spoken in Canada. In Vancouver about 47 languages 
were in use, and at one school there were children of 22 dif­
ferent nationalities. When the honours in that school came 
to be distributed, 75 per cent, of them went to the foreign- 
born children. Mrs. Smith will be a candidate at the next 
general election.

NORTH VANCOUVER—The North Shore Iron Works of 
this city, which company was awarded a large order by the 
Imperial Munitions Board for machinery for the new ships being 
built under the direction of the Munitions Board, have taken 
out plans for an enlargement of their works.
----- Mayor Vance states that the time has come for this city
to adopt a name which shall not give the idea that the city is 
a mere suburb of Vancouver. He suggests that henceforth 
the city should be known as Burrard.

CRESTON.—The Board of Trade here has a scheme for 
reclaiming 25,000 acres of land in the Kootenay River Valley, 
which would employ many returned soldiers and provide them 
with rich land to cultivate.

Major Lambert Dumont Laviolette, who was wounded at 
Oourcelatte, has died at Montreal, according to a Daily Record 
cablegram.

The wife of Pte. Thos. Wylie, of the C.O.M.F., was knocked 
down by a public motor ’bus in High Street, Hythe, and 
received injuries which proved fatal.

The Eskimos who were brought to (Edmonton from the Arctic 
Circle—a distance of 2,000 miles—by the R.N.-W.M.P., on a 
charge of murdering the Rev. Father Leroux, a missionary, 
three years ago, have been found guilty (says a Daily Record 
cablegram). The jury, however, made a, strong recommenda­
tion for mercy, on the grounds of ignorance and superstition 
After the Judge had communicated with the Department of 
Justice at Ottawa, the Eskimos were allowed to return home, 
with a warning and iadvice from the Cburt.

Success attends very largely the work of the training ship 
Arethusa, the office of which is at 164, Shaftesbury Avenue, London, 
W.C.2, but now and' then it secures exceptional success. One old 
boy during last year secured the Second Mate’s Certificate, and 
was awarded a sextant for passing this examination. Another 
gained a commission in the Royal Navy. It is a typical case of 
advancement. From the Arethusa he entered the Royal Navy, and 
while at Shotley secured the watch for general proficiency, com­
peted for by 2,400 boys. Pressing on and upwards, he received 
the Distinguished Service Medal at Gallipoli, and is now Flight 
Sub-Lieutenant in the Royal Naval Air Service. No one need 
hesitate to support a work of this kind.

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CANADA’S OVERSEAS MILITARY FORCES.
Applications for Homestead

T
HE attention of any member of the Canadian Forces 

who has filed on a homestead, or who has taken up a 
pre-emption or a purchased homestead, is directed to 
the notice bearing on the same which recently ap­

peared in General Routine Orders.
By Order-in-Council passed on July 9 last, an entrant who 

has completed the conditions of his entry and is entitled to 
the issue of Letters Patent for a homestead, pre-emption, or 
purchased homestead, but who, by reason of his services as a 
member of any of the military or naval forces of the Allies, is 
unable to make the application for such Letters Patent in 
person as provided by the Act, may appoint a legally author­
ised attorney, from whom the Minister of the Interior shall 
receive the application of the entrant and deal with the 
same in like manner as though it had been made by the 
entrant himself in person. The form of power-of-attorney 
must be signed by the applicant in the presence of his C.O., 
who must witness the same. Applicants, it is suggested, 
should secure the assistance of an officer possessing legal 
training in completing the power-of-attorney.

London, Tuesday.
There has only been a light volume of 

business on the Stock Exchange during the 
week. There has been a lack of sustained 
activity in the Canadian group, as else­
where. Among the gilt-edged issues of the 
Dominion, the Old Fours, after allowing 
for the interest deductions, are rather 
higher at 80. The 4* per cents, hold at 
93*.

In the railroad group, Canadian Pacifies 
have kept close around 179* throughout 
the week. Grand Trunk junior stocks 
have further dropped * (bo *, and the 1st 
Preferred at 64* is a point lower. The 
company’s earnings for the concluding ten 
days of August were £11,500 heavier than 
for the corresponding period last year. 
Canadian Northern issues have not varied.

As regards land shares, Hudson’s Bays, 
after allowing for the dividend deduction, 
are firm at 7 5-16. Lower-priced shares 
h!*ye continued to mark time.

Industrials have kept in th'e background, 
but they have displayed some features of 
cheerfulness. Canadian Cars have risen 
5 to 55, the Preferred being unchanged at 
95, after having been up to 100. The re­
cent mysterious movements in these issues 
have aroused soime comment in financial 
circles. Dominion Steels, after a further 
advance, have reacted slightly to 67. There 
is no change in Steel of Canada. Cana­
dian Mairconis remain around 9ls. 6d. 
There has been a set-back of 5 to 295 in 
City Services.

Brazilian Tractions, though no higher, 
are steadier around 47, reflecting, with 
other Brazilian securities, the increased 
stability of the Rio Exchange. Mexico 
Trams have reacted 4 to 35, and Mexican 
Light and Power issues are 2 to 5 points 
down.

A further spectacular rise in the price 
of silver metal has not affected the Cana­
dian silver mining shares. Casey Cobalts 
at 9s. 3d. are 3d. down, and Mining Cor­
poration of Oainada, around 16s. 6d., are 
about the same.

OUR TORONTO LETTER.
Toronto, August 18.

The most noticeable feature of Stock Ex­
change business during the past few days 
has been the activity in Spanish River. 
Both the Common and the Preferred have 
advanced, the former to 18f and the latter 
to 53*. This is probably due to discount­
ing the expected favourable report for the 
past year, and the movement is accom­
panied by various dividend rumours. It 
is suggested, for instance, that the com­
pany has now earned all its arrears of 
Preferred dividends, and that it will 
shortly pay one year’s arrears of these divi­
dends. The company, of course, is one 
of the largest, if not the largest, producers

of news-print in Canada, and, as such, 
must have shared importantly in the good 
times of the industry ; but it must not be 
overlooked that its total arrears of Pre­
ferred dividends now amount to 
$1,406,811. Also, while the company is 
now regularly paying its bond interest, it 
owes its bondholders $1,356,429 on account 
of Deferred interest payments, has 
$1,460,000 short term notes which will 
have to be provided for before long, and 
its last balance-sheet showed a deficiency 
account of $1,335,399. The suggestion 
that it can yet have made up its Preferred 
dividend leeway seems, therefore, hardly 
credible.

Early in the week there were some signs 
of a broadening of interest in industrials, 
transactions occurring in some low-priced 
stocks which had been inactive for some 
time. Thus a transaction took place in 
Sawyer-Massey Common at 10, while an­
other in Ames-Holden Common at 16 shows 
a little improvement. The Steel stocks 
have fairly maintained their strength, 
with the exception of Scotia, which is now 
several points below the high point which 
it recently reached. A settlement of the 
steel price controversy would probably im­
prove the demand for the Canadian steel 
stocks, which are largely influenced by 
New York, while a definite statement in 
regard to income taxation would also 
favourably affect the market. Steamships 
have been firm, but Civic Power and 
Quebec Railway, though active, have been 
somewhat heavy. Traction issues have 
been firm, Winnipeg Electric improving to 
40, or 4 points above the low point recently 
recorded.

Among other current prices, Scotia is 
104*, Dominion Steel Corporation 62J, 
Steel of Canada 57f, Cement 62, Canadian 
Car Common 32, Preferred 70, Canadian 
General Electric 102*, Locomotives 61*, 
Dominion Bridge 147, Civic Power 74*, 
Riordon 120J, Brompton 46, Smelters 29, 
Quebec Railway 20; the War Loans are 
quoted : 1925, 97* ; 1931, 96* ; 1937,
95*.

The mining markets have continued to 
be active, and show considerable strength. 
Among the gold stocks Hollinger at $4.50, 
Dome at $10, McIntyre at $1.55, Newray 
at .71, and Kirkland Lake at .50, all 
show improvement. As a result of the 
advance in the price of silver, silver 
stocks have been in some demand. Adanac 
has improved to 17* and Beaver to 36*. 
Nipissing recently sold up to $8.10, closing 
at $8, Temiskaming is steady at .32*, Kerr 
Lake is $4.50. The Mining Corporation 
of Canada recently sold 125,000oz. at 90 
cents.

HONOURS FOR CANADIAN AIRMEN.
DISTINGUISHED SERVICE CROSS.

Flight Sub-Lieut. (Actg. Flight Lieut.) Alfred Williams Carter, R.N-

This officer has at all times led his patrols with great courage, skill, and 
pertinacity, often engaging superior numbers of hostile aircraft. On July 
22, 1917, he engaged single-handed for half-an-hour five enemy scouts, 
which he prevented from carrying out a reconnaissance. On July 24, 1917, 
with one other pilot, he attacked four enemy aircraft, one of which he 
drove down completely out of control.

C.P.R. AND CN.R.
Statement by Lord Shaughnessy.

On being asked to make a statement in connection with the 
proposed acquisition of the Canadian Northern Railway by the 
Canadian Government, Lord Shaughnessy, President of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway, made the following reply (says 
Reuter’s Montreal correspondent) :—

“ I wish to deny most emphatically the statement, evidently 
inspired, which has been published in a number of newspapers, 
that the Canadian Pacific Railway Company is offering 
organised opposition to the Government’s proposals about the 
Canadian Northern. Up to the present time no effort of any 
kind has been made by the Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
to influence the vote of a single member of the House of 
Commons or of the Senate upon the measure now before Par­
liament. It is true that the acquisition of the Canadian 
Northern Railway by the Canadian Pacific Railway was dis­
cussed by representatives of the parties concerned, but the 
discussion took. place at the suggestion of members of the 
Dominion Cabinet. After a time it was evident that no 
transaction was possible and the negotiations were dropped.

“ The fate or destiny of the Canadian Northern Railway is 
not a matter of special moment to our company as a common 
carrier, but the company, having enormous interests in 
Canada, naturally views with apprehension the possibility of 
the payment of an excessive price for the alleged equity of 
the holders of the majority of the stock, and feels that some 
less speculative and more direct means should have been used 
to fix the amount rather than the very uncertain process of 
arbitration. It is to be hoped that if the transaction is car­
ried out the country will not in consequence be saddled with 
heavy liabilities which have not up to now been disclosed, and 
that in fixing the amount to be paid under arbitration pro­
ceedings no consideration whatever will be paid to personal 
investments in unfortunate ventures, such as coal-mines, 
lumber mills, blast furnaces, and other works alleged to have 
been undertaken in the interests of the Canadian Northern 
Railway’s enterprises, but which are in fact private specula­
tions. ”

Capt. (Act.-Major) H. H. Gribbon, Hampshire Regt., a 
grandson of the late Sir Hugh Allan, of Montreal, has been 
mentioned in despatches for services in Mesopotamia, and 
awarded the D.S.O. Lieut.

INVESTMENT NOTES.
In connection with the proposals for the taking over of the 

C.N.R. by the Government an interesting statement, tabled 
on the Canadian House of Gommons in the middle of August, 
shows that the total assets of the Canadian Northern Railway 
on April 30 were estimated at $581,084,678, showing a surplus 
of assets over liabilities of $37,494,870. The estimated cost 
of completing the lines and terminals whose construction it is 
desirable to proceed with before the end of the war, is given 
as $4,188,099, to meet the cost of which there is cash in trust 
accounts to the amount of $3,683,831, together with Govern­
ment guaranteed securities amounting to $217,160 and C.N.R. 
debentures to the value of $287,566. On construction account 
the Company owes $999,566. It is estimated that for better­
ments and rolling stock $6,590,000 will be required in 1918, 
$8,355,0000 in 1919, and $8,317,500 in 1920. Up to date the 
Government, under the legislation of 1913, advanced in 1916 
and 1917 a total of. $2,634,500 to the C.N.R. interest account. 
In connection with the terms under which the system is to be 
taken over, the Montreal Financial Times recalls that the 
company’s profit and loss statement for 1914 showed a net 
surplus, over all fixed charges, of $304,505, and suggests that 
if strongly financed the system is capable, under conditions of 
moderate general prosperity, of earning all its fixed charges 
and providing a. very substantial sum annually towards the 
reduction of .its floating liabilities.

*

It is pointed out /that the Government, as the stockholder 
of the C.N.R. Co., will own all the company’s assets, includ­
ing its large land holdings. The statement ajbove referred to 
shows that the company at present holds ,843,127 acres of land 
in Manitoba and Saskatchewan, 2,000,000 acres in Ontario, and 
402,860 acres in Quebec, the land in Saskatchewan being valued 
at $15 per acre, and that in, Ontario and Quebec at $3 per 
acre. The estimated total value of unsold lands is $19,855,485. 
while deferred payments receivable amount to $7,140,996. The 
total land assets of the company are valued at $29,405,165. 
against which mortgages amount to $21,251,073.

Railway, and 
besides being secured by first mortgages on these lines are 
unconditionally guaranteed as to principal and interest by the 
Provinces mentioned. £2,032,800 of these bonds have been 
issued under the guarantee of Saskatchewan and £738,600 
under that of Alberta, all of which is repayable at par in 
1939 excepting £238,600, which, guaranteed by Alberta, was 
issued in 1913 and is repayable in 1942. The bonds, with 
either the Saskatchewan or Alberta guarantee, can now he 
purchased a.t about 72. A:t this price they afford an annual 
income yield of well over 5^ per cent., while if to this is added 
th,e proportion of the /increment at redemption the yield is 
over 6j per cent. For those who desiire a fairly long term 
Governmentoguaranteed investment for their money, these 
bonds, which afford a yield of 5J per cent, and a bonus, in 22 
■years, of nearly 40 per cent, on the capital invested, would 
seem to be highly attractive.

The eleventh annual statement of the Western. Trust Co. 
show's that for the year which ended Jan. 31, 1917, the com­
pany’s net earnings were $81,058 after making full provision 
for dlouhtful accounts.

Ontario after the War—WATER POWER.
The whole industrial success of Ontario may be 

said to depend upon the development of its water 
power.

The water power of Ontario is cheapened and made 
generally available by Government control and operation, 
and nearly every city and town in Ontario has already 
been provided with hydro-electric power both for lighting 
and manufacturing purposes.

The importance of this phase of development may be 
realised from the fact that Ontario to-day has 16,000 
factories depending upon water power, with an annual 
output amounting to $579,000,000.

The enormous reserve of Ontario’s water power may 
be realised from the fact that, of the many millions of 
horse-power available, only about 10 per cent, has, up to 
now, been brought under control.

NOTES ON INVESTMENTS.

Sir Robert Another step in the direction of bringing 
Borden and the Canadian railway companies into
Canadian closer communion with the Government was
Railways. indicated by Sir Robert Borden, in his 

speech at Ottawa on the railway situation. The Times corre­
spondent, in cabling this important information, says that 
the Canadian Premier in outlining what he regarded as a 
necessary railway policy to meet the situation in the future, 
declared that “ the railway companies and the Government 
should get together in the immediate future and deal with 
the possibility of having a system of co-operative management 
of the railways of the Dominion. Without some such system ” 
he said, “there would continue to he an unnecessary dupli­
cation of lines. Co-operative management would result in a 
reduction of capital expenditure, and also ” ihe claimed, “in 
operating expenses,” and Sir Robert indicated that this would 
be the policy of the Government if it were returned in the 
coming election. That some drastic measures are required to 
cope with the present situation is evidenced by the rapidity 
with which expenditure is rising month by month. The re­
turns for July were pregnant with significance, the expense 
ratio of the C.P.R. being 71.88 per cent, against 67.20 per 
cent, in the corresponding month of 1916, the respective figures 
in the case of the Grand Trunk Railway being 79.30 per cent, 
and 70.46 per cent. The C.P.R. is now only $1,139,000 to the 
good in the matter of net revenue for the seven months, and 
the Grand Trunk is no less than $500,800 to the had.

In the case of the C.P.R., for the first time 
since February lasit, higher working coats 
have entirely obliterated the increase in 
gross receipts, a rise in the latter of 
$1,130,000 being converted into a net loss 

of $257,000. With the effect of the recent alarming increase 
in operative costs on this company s expense ratio we have 
dealt above. How changed is the position of the C.P.R. as 
compared with this time in 1916, when expenses were begin­
ning to increase sufficiently to cause serious alarm, may be 
guaged from the fact that the expense ratio is now practically 
72 per cent., or nearly 4| per cent, up on the year. For the 
seven months of the current year all that survives as net addi­
tion to revenue out of a total gross increase of $9,475,000, is 
$1,139,000, or less than the average monthly gross gain of the 
seven months. If this kind of thing continues C.P.R. stock­
holders will begin to feel pleased that 3 per cent, of their 
10 per cent, dividend is independent of the operations of the 
railway. The Canadian Northern Railway presents a dis­
tinctly dismal showing for the month under review. The total 
gross earnings for the period in question were $10,700 higher 
than a year ago, but as it cost no less than $303,200 to secure

this, the net earnings have suffered to the tune of no less 
than $292,500. How changed is the position of this system 
also compared with last year is seen from the fact that in 
July the net revenue was $1,197,400, with a mileage less by 
138 than this year, as compared with only $904,900. Such a 
showing as that made by the Canadian railways for July can 
but have an alarming effect upon the minds of stockholders, 
and make them wonder when the apex of this unpleasant up­
ward movement in expenditure is likely to be reached.

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THE WESTERN HARVEST.

Favourable Weather Conditions.
The High Commissioner for Canada, 19, 

Victoria Street, London, S.W., has re­
ceived the following information by cable­
gram from the Minister of the Interior at 
Ottawa, under date August 30: —

There has been a wonderful improve, 
ment in the crops in the three Prairie 
Provinces, due to favourable weather con­
ditions. Threshing operations have been 
started in Alberta.

In British Columbia the indications are 
favourable for good crops. Apples, apri­
cots, peaches, pears, and plums compare 
favourably with the returns last year, and 
vegetables are cropping well.

A large number of prairie towns are 
organising “ stocking bees.” Parties of 
business men and others go out in the 
evenings to neighbouring farms and help 
in stocking the grain.

Five new Manitoba Government ele­
vators of the latest type will be ready for 
this season’s grain. Each has a capacity 
of 30,000 bushels. Three of them are on 
the Canadian Northern Railway and two 
on the Canadian Pacific Railway.

The prospect which is entertained of the 
crops exceeding expectations has improved 
business. Wholesale trade is maintained 
in good volume.
