THE POWERS AND DVTIK8 OF FIRE IN­
SURANCE AGENTS.

Thk Ahext.—By common law, any person or 
persona having power to ilo a thing, in hi» or 
their own right, may do it by an agent. A com­
pany can not be a fleeted by any net of an agent 
not "within the scope of hi» authority. A cooi- 
|»uiy ran not be discharged by /tnmü* instruct ion» 
to agents, the insured being ignorant of such in- 
stnictiona at the time of making the contract 
When an agent haa no written *p|«Hutinrnt. the 
jury must decide as to the extent ol his authority, 
ftuui what he testifies and did, eoU|Jed with the 
art* of the company recognizing him. No per­
son ran m-t as agnit in a transaction in whi.-h lie 
has an adverse interest or employment.

Mathewson r. the Royal Insurance Com 
RANT.—The following judgment was given in the 
Supreme Court, Montreal, by Judge Bert helot 
In this case, which has been trie f More a jury, 
there were two motions—one » 
judgment,and one by defendant fo 
plaintiffs sued as the purchasers 
quantity of coal oil, which hail 
Middleton’a warehouse and burned at the fire 
which took place them some time ago. * There 
were various picas ; among the ijcst some raising 
the question whether the ownership of tlie oil wa* 
Hi the plaintiff, and whether there was as large a 
quantity as the latter claimed y>r. llis Honour 
now said that the verdict of tlie Jury was d oubl­
iai npon the first question sulcnitted to them as 
they merely said- they believe that the plaintiffs 
were the proprietors of the oil ; and positive <>q 
thi second question tliat all tlie oil claimed for 
was destroyed by fire. Neither pai tÿ was satisfied 
with the ruling of the learned Judge Monk. The 
plaintiffs had excepted to his statement that there 
was no evidence as to the quantity of the oil in the 
warehouse, and the defendant to the statement 
that there was evidence that thje oil lielonged to 
the plaintiffs. Graham on n.-w trials, who was 
the best authority on tlie subject, said that in 
ciara of verdict against évidente, the power to 
order a new trial was intended to give a remedy 
against the ignorance, prejudice^ and carelessness 
of juries, and that the Judge wins to exercise an 
effective control. The fact that there was some 
evidence on both sides did not exclude the newer, 
and if the Judge conscientiously! believed tile ver­
dict to be against the weight of evidence, he was 
bound to grant a new trial. Moreover, great 
attention was to lie given to the opinion of the 
judge who presided at the trial, for if he were dis­
satisfied with the verdict, it would be «‘great in­
ducement to send the case to aijother jury. Now

TIIE DOMINION TELEGRAPH CO.

We have placed our renders in possession 
of the charges made against the promoters of 
the Dominion Telegraph Company, as well as 
the reply of the President of that Company. 
As the President puts it in hia letter, the sum 
of JBH accusation is that “ the Dominion 
Company is simply a second edition of an 
alleged old swindle, tlie ‘Grand Trunk Tele­
graph Company of sixteen years ago, and 
tliat the same prominent actor, Mr. Snow, is 
again at work behind the scenes.” The 
President denies that the Toronto Board 
are aware of the existence of ID. Snow, and 
affirm tliat they aie ignorant of any relation­
ship existing between Mr. Snow and Mr. 
Reeve. After referring to the charge that 
“early last spring the Montreal Conqiany 
was approached by Mr. Snow with a pro­
position that neither Comjiany should reduce 
rates,” he states the Dominion Company’s 
charter was not obtained till the 25th of 
June, and tlie present Board was not organized 
till July. He assures the public that no por­
tion of the work lias yet bien taken over 
from the contractors, nor will be until it lias 
undergone a rigid inspection by thoroughly 
coui]>etent parties.

So fur as we can learn it is admitted on all 
hands that conqietitiuu in the telegraph busi­
ness is likely to jiruvc beneficial to the pub­
lic, and were even Mr. Snow, with ull hie 
disagreeable associations, to build a line with 
his own money, no one would sty a word 
against his doing so. But inasmuch as the 
Canadian public are asked to furnish the 
money necessary to secure the competition 
spoken iff, it is incumbent upon ns to pre­
vent, if p.issible, an unworthy advantage 

J being taken of public spirit, if such is at- 
i tempted. \4e have no hesitation in saving

we believe that Snow’s 
yean ago was an enormous swindle. If th* 
Toronto Board of the Detnimo* Comanm 
are rot aware of the transaction with wkkj 
he had to do, we can refer them to plenty 41 
people who are fully competent to — 
them. We further believe that those To­
ronto gentlemen who constitute the Boari of 
the Dominion Company are *hnros(ilj 
honest, and unlikely to take pert in ntyth^ 
that is a swindle or a sham, if awaiu that 
such is the character of an enterprise to 
which they lend the sanction of their aaam 
They wonld not and could not afford to ap- 
pear aa j miners in a swindle. But, as gave 
chargee have been made ; as the Baaed con­
fess their ignorance of Snow and his tricks ; 
as some of the directors hare even ooofamd 
an utter want of knowledge as to the sfcin 
of the Company, and as a great many Cm» 
dians have become shareholders in the Cam 
piny, we are forced to «»■»<■»« the mdan 
of the charges and the evidence adduced à 
their support.

We are now in a position to sum up the case 
for the prosecution. In the first application 
for incorporation by the Dominion Tele­
graph Compear the names of Joeiah Snow 
sad W. D. Snow appear. In the second ap­
plication their names are omitted, and 
Messrs. Selah Reeve and H. B. Reeve take 
their places. In the third application the 
list of shareholders is reduced to three per­
sons, and those three are Messrs. Ryan, S. 
Reeve end H. B. Reeve.

The evidence, which by the way is circum­
stantial, shows, we think, that Snow had to 
do with the starting of the Company. 
Whether his connection has ceased or not 
will be for the directors and stockholders to 
determine for themselves. There are the 
beet grounds for believing that none of the 
resident directors were aware of the real 
facts when they allowed their name* to be 
used. In fact Mr. Cayley assures the public 
that the Board did not know such a man as 
Snow even by name. Such an admission 
must have sounded very strangely in all the 
principal towns in Canada, where the name 
of Snow is still a household word, and is 
likely to be remembered for some time to 
ceme. Such au admission must in itself 
have done much to shake confidence in Mr. 
Cayley’s sagacity and acquaintance with such 
enterprises as that with which he has allied 
biaaself. We have reason to believe that the 
directors are at last enlightened as to the 
real state of affairs, and are puzzling their 
brains to find the solution of a rather diffi­
cult problem. In the meantime they are 
learning by experience the very useful lesson 
that before permitting their names to be 
used in connection with any public enter- 
pvise, they should be careful to see that they 
*tu not, either directly or indirectly, aiding

adventurers to impose on the community. 
At various times we have called the atten­
tion of those whose names go forth to the 
public as endorsers for embryo enterprises 
or full-fledged companies, to the grave re­
sponsibilities they incur. The gentlemen 
on the Board of this Company cannot be 
considered as in fault to auv greater degree 
than are many others occupying equally 
influential positions and equally honest. 
Their unwitting culpability is but the result 
of a practice which has had too many sup­
porters, and if the lesson now learned pro­
duce its legitimate 'fruits, it will, though 
purchased by an unpleasant cxjierience. have 
not been too dear.

BANK OF BRITISH NORTH AMERICA 
Y. TORRANCE.

The action brought by the Bank of British 
North Ajpenca against the Messrs. Torrance 
of Montreal, has given rise to a good deal of 
newspaper controversy which may justly be 
considered ill-timed, while legal proceedings 
are pending. The defendants have been in­
duced to publish a letter explaining their 
position, and the manager of the Bank has 
also published a reply. The Messrs. Torrance 
state that in 1867, they employed, a Mr. 
Yarwood to purchase grain for them in 
Ontario, on commission, and o]>eued a credit 
fur him of $45,000 with the Bank of Mon­
treal at Loudon. At the opening of Naviga­
tion orders were given to Mr. Yarwood to 
ship the grain purchased, but he informed 
the Messrs. Torrance that he had hyjiothe- 
cated a large portion of it to the British 
Bank “for his own private purposes." Be­
ing asked to assist in extricating him, the 
Messrs. Torrance accepted one bill for 
$10,000, and another for $9,000, which Yar­
wood undertook to provide for as they were 
for his accommodation. The day before the 
first bill became due, an accepted chequê for 
$10,000 was received from him, and a letter 
stating that it was to retire the draft, and 
advising that lie had drawn upon the Messrs. 
Torrance, at three months, for $10,000. 
The remittance was put to Yarwood1* credit 
in pavment of the accejitance. and he was 
telegraphed that the draft would not be 
accepted. The Messrs. Torrance say:

“ It subsequently appeared that the agent 
of the Bank of British North America had 
discounted Mr. Yarwood'» bill ui>on ns with­
out knowing or asking whether we would 
honour it, carrying the proceed» to his credit, 
and accepting bis clieque for $10,000, which 
he remitted to cover his engagement. The 
Bank now seeks to recover from us the 
money they thus gave to Mr. Yarwood, but 
which we consider no liability of ours, and 
we have also refused to accept a draft we 
never, directly or indirectly, cyne under the 
slightest obligation to honour.

“As our private affairs have thus been 
partially disci ueed# we will finish the stosry 
bv giving the financial results of the whole 
transaction. In Order to get poseeesK* of 
our property, We had to pay in addition to 
the whole cent end vain# of it, the emu rf 
$9,000 to the Bgiilt of British North America, 
and we narrowW escaped having to pay the 
institution $10,000 more, which it is now en­
deavouring to oelMkt bv legal process. Whet 
success will attend such an attempt remains 
to be seen.”

Mr. Hooper, the manager of the British 
Bank at Montreal, gives his side of the caee 
thus : the endsbes established that the draw­
ing by Yarwood of the drafts for $10,000 and 
$9,000, was the result of an arrangement 
privately made between Yarwood and the 
Messrs Tumueej to the effect that the latter 
would accept hie drafts to the extent of 
$25,000, on the sole security of a life potiey 
for $25,000 which Yarwood promised to send 
them. The iiysdiatr effect of the discount­
ing of these drafts was to enable the Messrs. 
Torrance to get possession of grain to the 
value of $19,000. When the discount was 
given the Bank knew nothing of the arrange­
ment referred to. When the $10,000 draft 
was near maturity, the Bank discounted a 
new draft for Yarwood, and accepted a cheek 
for $10,000, pytble in Montreal to the order 
of D. Torrance A Co., on the faith of Tar- 
wood’s represftiktina and undertaking that 
the Messrs. Tsrfancc would accept the new 
draft. Yarwood forwarded the accepted 
cheque to the Messrs. Torrance, Instead 
of depositing the cheque in bank, as is earn 
toman-, the Messrs. Torrance cashed it, at 
the same tiiip keeping the draft in their 
l»osseasion for twenty-four hours and cen- 
cvnqsaling frupi the Bank their predetermin­
ation not to arc ; t H. Before the proceeds 
of the cheque jwe re applied to retire the draft 
the ^Messrs. Torrance well notified by the 
Bank of all! the circumstances, and for­
bidden to usi the proceeds of the cheque 
without accepting the draft. The financial 
result of the transaction was that the Means. 
Torrance received payment at the expense of 
the Bank of StlO.OOO of bad debts due them 
by Yarwood, led by the payment of only 
$9,000 secured pueeeseion of grain of the 
Value of $10,000. Mr Hooper considers 
that the Messie. Torrance “ were both legally 
and morally bound to accept the draft in 
question, or intore to the Bank the money 
which they received from it on the faith that 
they would duly accept the draft."

The Meeem. Torrance allege that, out ef 
courtesy to *e bank, they did give early 
intimation of their probable refusal to ac­
cept the draft, and that if Yarwood had 
offered any good security for hie new draft, 
they would have accepted it.

' unprecedented in a single tram action. Dur­
ing the week eliding ou the 18 th November, 
the stock of coin and bttllioti in the bank 
was withdrawn to an amount exceeding one 
million jiounds.

MINING IN NOVA SCOTIA.

This illegitimate kind of business lias been 
carried to n greater extent this year than 
probably ever lieforc, and must he attended 
by correspondingly augmented losses ; this, 
ami other causes, have made the past few 
reasons most unsatisfactory to vessel1 owners, 
so that they are now fairly disheartened, and 
until a change for the 1 tetter occurs, we need 
not expiect to see any increase in the tonnage 
of our lake marine.

We did not intend that our remarks in the 
last number of this Journal should be con­
strued ss depreciatory of gold mining in 
Nova Scotia. The fact that gold has lieen 
found there in quantities is proved Iwyond a 
doubt. Dr. 8terry Hunt, in bis repnirt on 
that region, states : “It may Ik affirmed that 
the average yield of gold to this ton in Nova 
Scotia, and also to each miner, is greater in 
Nova Scotia than in any otli|er auriferous 
region known.” What we did intend to con- 
vey was, that parties desirous of investing in 
gold mining enterprises shoubl make them­
selves fnlly acquainted with the preliminary 
arrangements attemlaut hjkhi the formation 
of the Companies they go into.

THE NARROW GAUGE RAILWAYS.

The By-Laws authorising tin > issue of de­
bentures ill aid of the Toronto, Grey and 

i Bruce, and tlie Toronto and N pissing Rail­
ways, were sanctioned by a vot: of the pro- 
jierty owners of Toronto, on the 8tli inst.

In answer to eer- 
tsin qnr.ti.ms of the Committer of the Senate, 
Mr. G. Hague, <«shier of the Bank of Toronto, 
•pi-aka of the powers of legislation in reference 
to the regulation of the laisinese of the banker. 
In Us opinion it would be impossible to devise 
laws which would prevent bank failures. These 
wise entirely from had management, which can­
not he restrained by Act of Parliament, ami which 
most produce its natural effect in the end. One 
ef the most important measures within teach 
would he to require frequent returns, exhibiting 
the position of the business, which would exrr- 
cise s corrective ami restraining influence upon 
the banks themselves, and would he a great benefit 
to the public, the customers, and the shareholders. 
And these should be furnished in such detail as to 
be fally intelligible, the model taken in this in­
stance being the accounts of the Hank of France. 
What Mr. Hague recommends for Canada we 
would advocate at home. Our banking system 
should be placed on the footing df the Bank of 
England in this respect, but the greater detail of 
the Bank of France would be necessary. The 
business thus carried on under constant puldic in­
spection, in the open light of day. could in future 
defythe machinations of the evil-minded, who 
can only succeed by mystery and darkness. Our 
modern system would by this means attain a 
measure of safety which might even reconcile the 
Bank of England directors. It would prove as 
potent e protection to credit in its latest form as 
the Act of 1844 has been in another way.—fini- 
timid.

New Bridge on the Buffalo and Lie*
Hueox Kailwat at Paris. The new bridge for 
Buffalo end Lake Huron Railway across the Grand 
River at Paris, which has been m course of erec­
tion for more thin a year, is completed. It is 
built of wood, on the Howe Tniss principle, sup­
ported on stone piers 66 feet high, and si nils the 
river with five arches. The total length is 775 
feet 1 inch ; the width 18 feet « inches, and the 
height from the stonework to the rails 24 feet » 
inches, so that the rails are 90 feet above the 
water. The spans vary somewhat in length, the 
dimension* being as follows : commencing at the 
east end-No. 1. 158 feet 5 inches ; No. 1 165 
feet; Nx 3. 156 feet 5 inches ; No. 4. 162 feet 8 
inches, and No. 5.
