WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

FMHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may bomestead a
quarter-sec tion of available Dominiou Tand
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Eutry by proxy may be inude
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Ag-ncy), on certain conditions.
Dutiesr—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the,land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his hcmestead on a farwm of
at least 80 acres, ou certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.
In certain districts a homesteader 1n
good standing may pre-empt a quurter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.
Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
bhomestead patent, on certain conditions.
A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead ir certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.
The area of cultivation is subject to re-
duetion in case of rough, scrubby or stony
land. Live stock may be -substituled for
cultivation under certain conditions.

THE SITUATION.

Italy is not yet officially in the fight,
but she is to all intents and purposes.
Germany realizes this, as the bitter
comments of the papers there fully
attest—comments charging breach of
faith, which come from a people who
do not know what faith means. Aus-
tria knows it, for she has been cutting
railroads leading to Italy, and the
whole world will mighty soon realize
the same thing. No actual hostilities
have yet taken place with the men of
the land of Garibaldi involved, but
they soon will.

Notwithstanding bad weather, Sir
John French reports quite a bit of pro-

gress near La Bassee, and the French!
official record relates that a temporary '

German success near Ypres was after-
wards retrieved.

The report regarding the Russians
shows a little improvement, but the
situation is not any too good. Prze-
mysl seems quite likely to change
hands once more. The capture of
that place by the troops of the Czar
constituted a remarkable achievement.

It was one of the strongest fort-
resses in Europe, and its investment
had occupied the Russians for six
months. Its garrison was first cut off
in September, but it is believed to have
been relieved in October, when the
original German advance on Warsaw
entailed a Russian retirement in Ga-
licia.

officer and started off afresh, only
tobe heldup a second time by some
cyclists, who treated him precisely
as the British officers had done. Onc:z
again he reached headquarters; once
more the officer who had identified
him before guaranteed his good
faith, and for the third time Captain
Barrae set out. This time it was a
bullet that stopped him. He dragged
himself to the side of the road and
waited for help. Someone came ut
last, and he said, ‘who is it?” a;
Barre,” he cried. “What you, Barre.
What do you want this time?” It
was the officer who had twice ide:-
tified him within the Tlast hour.
“Stretcher bearers,” said Barre. He
summoned the stretcher bearers, and
Barre was borne off to tell the tale
against himself afterwards.

MOVED HIS HEADQUARTERS.

Lieut.-Ccl. Currie, commanding the
48th Highlanders, 15th battalion, had
his telephone communication with his
men in the trenches cut by shrapnel.
‘He therefcre moved his battalion
headquarters into the reserve trenches
and took with him there a little band
of ‘runners’ to keep him in touch with
the message entrusted to him to its
miles in the rear. A ‘runner’ is a man
on fcot who, at every risk, must bear
the message entrusted to hi mto its
destination, over ground cross-har-
rowed by shell fire and possibly in the
enemy’s occupation. One such runner
was despatched and was no more
heard of until days after the battle
the lieutenant-colonel received a note
from him in a hospital. It ran:

“My dear Col. Currie—I am so
sorry that you will be annoyed with
me for not bringing back a receipt for
the message which you sent to head-
quarters by me. I delivered the mes-
cage all right, but cn the way back
with the receipt I was hurt by a shell
and I am taking this first opportunity
of letting you know that the message
was delivered, as I am afraid that you
will be angry with me. I am now in a
hospital.

“Yours truly,
M. K. Kerr.”

It is characteristic of the Colonel

and our country that he should al-
ways refer to the private as M. K.
Kerr, and from the English point of
view equally characteristic, as Kerr’s
report should begin, “My dear Col.
Currie.” and it marks the tone of the
whole battalicn that only 250 should
;'a_vc come unscathed out of the af-
air,
And here is a story of a brigade
headquarters that lived in a house
surrounded by a moat, over which
there was only cne road. On Thurs-
day the enemy’s artillery found the
house, and later on as the rush came
their rifle fire found it also. The staff
went on with its work until the end
cf the week, when incendiary shells
cet the place alight and they were
forced to move. The road being im-
passable on account of shrapnel, they
swam the moat, but one of them was
badly wounded, for whom swimming
was out of the question.  Captain
Scrimger, medical officer attached to
the Royal Montreal Regiment, pro-
tected the wounded man with his own
body against the shrapnel that was
coming through the naked rafters
and carried him out of the blazing
house into the open. .

Two of the staff, Lieut.-Col Hughes
(brigade major of the third infantry
brigade) and Lieut. Thompson (third
brigade grenade company officer,)
then re-swam the moat, and, waiting
for a lull in the shellfire, got the
wounded man across the road on to a
stretcher and into a dressing staticn,
after which they went on with their

After strenuous opposition on the
part of the manufacturers, Organized
Labor in Pennsylvania has secured
the passage of a biil through the state
iegisiature for the better protection of
children.

In Portugal, a recently passed law
provides that a store clerk shall not
be employed for a longer pericd than
ten hours per day. Hours in which
| children are aliowed to werk have
been placed at ten hcurs per day also.

Three hundred union carpenters at
| Beaver, Pa., have brought the build-
ing industry to a standstili. They are
asning for a wage increase of fifty
cents per day. The plasterers have
also come out for an advanced rate.

The Tobacco Strippers’ Union, of
Hartford, Conn., ccmposed entirely of
woinen workers, has just secured a
new agreement that concedes an in-
crease in wages and a reduction in
hours of from nine to eight per day.

Girls in the employ of the De Luxe
Hosiery Plant in Providence are on
strike against an attempt on the part
cf the firm to reduce wages. The seam-
ers, who were first to resist the reduc-
tion, declare they will not go back
until the old rate is restored.

State aid for mothers with depend-
ent children will be retained by the
Wisconsin Legislature. Theré are
hundreds of these unfortunates in the
state, and it is estimated that the total
cost per year will amcunt to some
thirty thousand dollars.

Printing Pressmen of El1 Paso,
Tex., have had no trouble in renewing
new agreements with employers. The
Texas locals have broken all records
this year in signing up for the union
shop, and the craft is splendidly or-
I:;auized throughout the entire state.

Olympia, Wash, union printers have
just won a great legal battle, The su-
preme court of the state refused re-
cently to continue a temporary in-
junction against the typographical un-
icn in that city. The bosses were also
assessed for the full costs of the ac-
tion,

Ice handlers of Columbus, 0., have

A CHANGED WORLD

AAPA NSNS AAANAP NS

In no former period of the earth’s
history have such stupendous changes
occurred as during the time that has
elapsed since the outbreak of hostili-

i ties in Europe, and what is more to!

the point, they are changes that tend

to make for the cause of democracy

and the rule of the so-called, common
people.

To-day the governments of the war-
ring nations are doing things under
state control that would have made
the capitalist interests stand aghast :if
they had been soberly proposed less
than a year ago.

There is now no better attested fact
in history than that private ownership
in a good many of the lines has failed
to meet the bill when put to the su-
preme test, and that the various gov-
ernments have found it necessary to
step in in the public interests and as-
sume state control of great industrial
plants and commercial enterprises.

In England the government has had
to take over the big industrial estab-
lishments that have been engaged un-
ownership in the manu-
facture or armaments and munitions
of war. It has taken over the ship-
building yards and even brought the
owners of the ccal mines to time by
the threat of taking over their pro-
perties and running them by the state
for such time as hostilities should
last.

Germany, as is well known, has
taken over the entire food supply of

the nation, to conserve it in the pub-

lic interests, so that the old cry that
state Socialism, if adopted, would but
lead to chaos and anarchy, has been

. proved, under the test of actual ex-

perience, to be altogether false and

misleading.

During the war the things that have |
{ been undertaken by the
{or the state have undoubtedly been
| more successfully and better admin-

istered than they have been, or
could be, through the medium of pri-
vate enterprise.

These are things that cannot fail to |

make their impress on public opinion
and national sentiment felt in no un-
certain manner, proving, as they ne-
cessarily must, evidence and argu-
ment that social reformers in all
countries will not fail to take the
fullest advantage of.

The time must come when even the
people, who heretofore have not
thought it necessary to delve into
social and economic problems, will
quite naturally ask themselves the
question as to why, if the governmen:
can so successfully manage these

government |

| great enterprises in times of waor,
| that it cannot just as efficiently man-

age them in times of peace for the
| benefit of the entire community.

And during this same limited per-
iod of time how rapidly are many
who formerly have been irrevocably
"opposed to the enfranchisement of
women, changing their views on the
i question, for to-day, in a different
| sense than ever before, men of ail
| classes have come to recognize that
j woman is just as essential as man to
| the welfare and upbuilding of the
state.

One result of the war will assured-
{ly be to strengthen the bonds of a

| may imagine in its ultimate effects.
It is conceivable that under the

‘that industry may yet be organized
by the state to produce for the bene-
‘fit of the people, and the finances of
 the nation be used to erect factories
and granaries, instead of being ex-
i pended to build armaments and con-
I'struct forts.

Lieut. Mec.

“March g.—Friday night last we
marched from cur billets to the
trenches and took our place there
for four days. We found our se:-
tion of the trenches in a deplorable
state, lots of water and mud and the
fortifications shelled down, affording
poor protection for us. We set to
work 1mmediately and kept at it all
night. I had one hundred men and
‘the building of their trenches to
look after. Humndreds of sand bags
were used. We had to do all our
work by night, and my section was
only 130 yards from the Germans.
Part of the men kept watch and the
rest worked hard. By morning we
had the parapet built to a fairly
good protection and the parados
built up a little. The wire en-
tanglements in front of = our trench
were also strengthened. Whea
morning came and -everyone Was
standing we were very tired, wet,
and covered with mud. Parts of
the trench had water and mud over
our knees. During the night tlashes,
searchlights, and flares are con-
stantly being thrown upon us, as
also we do on the Germans. Dur-
ing these periods the snipers get a
chance at us, but by little tricks we
fool them a little.

GOT VALUABLE INFORMATION

“All day long there is continual
firing, sniping and artillery. W=
have some good shots, who prove to
be good snipers, and many of their
snipers were bowled over by us. We
can get a good view by means of tel-
escopes and periscopes. Their ar-
tillery did not manage to find us
Our artillery is vastly superior
Lieut. Miller and myself took pat-
rolls out each night we were In.
This takes us out into the black,
beyond our friends—into “no man‘s
land,” as it were. ~We managed to
get valuable information, though. H
got over one hundred ‘yards in froni
and located German listening posts,
patrols and locations. The second
night I was fired upon, but the
shots went wild. We were wakened
early this morning by the artillery.
The enemy’s shells fell thick enough
to get us, but somehow missed our
billet. Their explosives seem .to be
getting weak. ¥
PLATON’S NARROW ESCAPE.
March 12—I have been very busy
since coming out of the trenches. I
was -given the job of constructing a
bath house for the battalion. We
had to make tubs out of beer bar-
rels, and ‘rustle’ boilers and stoves
We go to the
trenches again to-morrow night. The
town is being heavily shelled, and
frequently shells burst nearby. One
hit the bath house corner just as I
had got inside the door. OQur billets
here are constantly being shelled,
though the shells seem to go just
wide enough. Company C had a
narrow escape while marching along
the road. An 8s5-pound shell fell
near them and pierced the ground 10
feet and did not explode. It is so
big it would have wiped out a whole
platoon had it exploded. The bri-
gadier personally sent a congratula-
tory message to Capt. Collins, whl-
ler and myself for our patrol work
and information obtained in front of
the German lines the other night.
LOCATED SNIPING POSTS.
“March 16—We are in the trenches
for four days again, or probably long-
er this time on account of tue
advances, On our right and left
there has been some very heavy
fighting and vast advances. We are
holding our own here. All day to-
day I have been locating the. enemy’s
sniping posts by means of high pow-
er glasses., Some appear Very bold,
and we could distinctly see them. 1
had a sniper on my right, who would
fire on the objects I located, and we
got them in this way several txr:xes.
General Alderson says we are full of
rasource. If you had seen us marching
to the trenches you would have
thought so. The boys were laden
down with supplies—coal, coke, etc.,
for brazier fires, and.cabbages, car-
rots and potatoes, which they locat-
ed somewhere. The canned beef, or
bully beef, is cut up with the vege-
tablse and soup powders, which the
boys cook over the braziers and a
splendid mess they have, too. At

Let us give
some examples. At Laghouat the family
of Bach-Agar Lakhdar, whose members
are most powerful in that territory, tele-
graphed to the Governor General express-
ing their loyalty and fidelity and announc-
ing that they were as ready to march
against the Turks as against the Germans.

Text of the Lesson, Il Sam. ii, 1-7; ¥
1-5—Memory Verses, v, 2, 3—Golden
Text, Ps. xxviii, 7—Commentary Pre-
pared by Rev. D. M. Ciearns.

In ibe two portions assigned for this
lesson we Luave the record of Davids
second  and  third  suointings over
Judih and over all Istael (i, 4 V.
3). the tirst anointing being at the
hands of Samuel (I Sam. xvi, 13 As
all anoiutings are suggestive of the
work of the Holy Spirit and ot Him
whom God anpointed with the Holy
Ghost and with power (Acts X, uS)
who also apoints and seals the believer
with the Boly Spirit (11 Cor. i, 21, 22),
we will trn for a few minutes to the
other lesson for today in 1 Cor. xii
1-13 to notice that 1o ohe can say tawt
Jesys is the Lord. but by the loly
Spirit, and that by tie sune Spirit
eich believer receives gilts for service
18 the Spirit sees tit; to every muan ac
cording to his several ability. to vvérx
man his work (Matt. xxv, 15; Mark
xiii, 34). As our Lord Jexus Christ, the
son of David. is waiting for His king
dom, when He will oceupy the throne
of David. so all true believers, anointed
Kings and-priests. associates of Him
who shall beua priest upon IIis throne.
ihe trpe Melchizedek, are waicing with
Him ana w Him, He at the Father's
vight hand wnd we in the conbiict Lere
(Luke i. 32, 33; Rev. 1, O, 6; Zech. vi, 13;
Gen. xiv, 18; I’s. ex, 1, 4. While we
wait it is our privilege to suffer with
ilim and to serve [Him fa any way or
place which He may assign to us,
knowing that the glory of His-king
fom will abundantly recompense for
Ul suffering or service during the little
while of walting. Returning to our
.esson in Samuel, we note that, though
Saul was dead, the rule over all Israel
Jdid not coue to David at once, hut in
Hebron over Judah for seven years
and then in Jerusalem over all Israel
and Judah for thirty-three years «chap
ter v, M.

We may find an analogy in the com
ing of the kingdom of our Lord Jesus
Christ when all the kingdowms of this
world shall have becowe His (Ilev. xi,
15), and we wmay then see more clearly
the signiticance of David's three anvint
ngs. ¢

We cannot help noting David's la
mentation over Naul and Jonathan,
with its thrice repeated “[ow are the
mighty fallen!" (11 Sam. i, 19, 25, 27).
How he could say that Saul and Jona-
than were lovely and pleasant in theiy
lives 1 do not kuow uuless ou the saume
principle that God did not see iniguity
in Jacob nor perversepess in Israel
(Nuwm. xxlii, 21), grace covering up the
wrong.  We can more eaxily under

stand bow David could say of Joua-’

than, “Thy love to me was wonderful,
vassing the love of women™ (1, 20,
and that leads us to (be greatest love
that was ever seen or known-the love
of God in Christ Jesus to
Rom. v, 8; Joun iii, 16; | Johp iii, 16;
v, 10).  See David's babit of inguiring
of the Lord ccncerning guidnnce in all
matters of the kingdom (il 1; v, 19, 23;
also 1 Sam. xxiii. 2, 4; xxx, 8), remind-
ing us of some of the good advice of
his son. Solomon, “In all thy ways ac-
knowledee Him, and He shall direct
thy paths™ (I'rov. iil, 6.

Although David knew that the king-
lom was now his, he would wnot do
anything without the Lord's guidance
as to when and where. At the Lord's
command he went to Hebron with his
own and his faitiful followers’ house-
holds, and there the men of Judah
anointed him king over the house of
Judah. See the story of Hebron in
connection with Abraham and Isaac

sinners

and Caleb, and let us learn to live in

fellowship with God. David's words
to the men of Jabesh-gilead are for
us alsc, that we may be strong and
valinnt for God (ii, 7). Tle intervening
chapters in our lesson story (el of the
opposition to David by the house of
Saul, but that David waxed strouger
and stronger and the house of Saul
weaker and weaker (iii, 1). In our
present conflict it cannot be said that
the devil i3 waxing weaker and weak-
er, for his greatest eifort will be just
before his final overthrow, but in due
time he will be overthrown, and Jesus
Christ shail reign (P’s. Ixxii, 11).

After David became king over all
[srael it is written that “David went
on and grew great (went going and
growing—margin), and the Lord God
of hosts was with him” (v, 10). That
the Lord was with him is repeated
again and again in his story (I Sanm.
xvi, 18; xviii, 12, 14, 28) and reminds
us of this blessed assurance to Isaac,
Jacob, Moses, Joshua, Gideon and oth-
ers and of His word to all who go
forth in His name as His messengers
(Gen. xxvi, 3; xxviii, 15; Ex. iii, 12;
Josh. 1::5: Judg. vi. 16; lIsa. xii, 10;
Hag. ii, 4, 5; Matt. xxviii, 20). The
[ord's presence does not insure us
freedom from all adversaries, but it
does assure us of victory over them.
David had to say concerning some
with whom he had to deal, *I am this
day weak, though anointed king, and
these men, the sons of Zerniah, are
too hard for me” (iii, 39). Compare
Num. xi, 14; I Kings xix, 7; Ps. xxxV,
10; 1xxiii, 16, and then thank God that
nothing is too hard for Him (Gen. xviii,
14; Jer. xxxii, 17), and roll all cares
and burdens upon Him, and trust Him
to carry you and them. All real work
for God must be by the Spirit of God,
and when He is in control we will
fear no mountain nor despise any small

things (Zach. iv).
