The fate of the King and the Government is hanging by a thread. Yesterday afternoon when Pre­

mier Lambros communicated to the King ,thc French Admiral, Du Fournet’s refusal to moderate the 
allies’ fresh demands, high words passed, the King telling the minister that only a confederate of the 
admiral would venture to present his King with such a note. Lambros visited the ministry of foreign 
affairs where he declared his intention to resign. He told his friends that he realized that the country 
had become an autocracy. Afterwards he visited the allied ministers. Lambros decided not to press 
his resignation for the moment. Later in the evening, on the disembarkation of French sailors, he 
hastened to the King and found him in a state of anger and consternation. The King said :

“There is nothing left for me, but to go with my family to Larissa,.”
The premier was unable to shake the king in his decision and hastened back to Athens and saw 

Skouloudis* Gounaris and Dragoumis, who went to Tatoi and implored the king not to take the irre­
vocable step. The King was influenced by their arguments and consented temporarily to defer his de­
parture. Meanwhile there is growing proof of his'inttention to organize for defence at Larissa. I have 
information that at Orfanon station, a large and lonely junction on the Larissa Lake, there_gre 16,000 
shells, nearly 30,000 cases of cartridges and forty field guns.

London,, Oct. 1.8.:—The Irish ques­

tion was again brought to the fore 
in the House of Commons to-day 
with the introduction by John Red­
mond of a motion criticizing the sys­
tem of government of the island. 
The motion reads;

“That the system of government 
at present maintained in Ireland is 
inconsistent with the principles 
wherefor the allies are fighting m 
Europe and is, or has been, mainly ! 
responsible for the recent unhappy 
events and for the present state of 
feeling in that country.”

Since Mr. Redmond gave notice of 
his intention to attack the govern­
ment the Irish leaders have held a 
number of conferences with Baron 
Wimborne, lord lieutenant of Ire­
land, but these probably had more 
to do with the suggestion of exten­
sion of conscription to Ireland than 
with the grievances arising from 
continuance of martial law and the 
failure to release all those arrested 
during the uprising in Ireland last 
spring. However, the- question of 
conscription did not come under Mt. 
Redmond’s motion. It doubtless will 

discussed to-morrow, when the 
whole subject of the man power .if 
the empire comes uatler review.

John Rawlinson, Unionist member 
for Cambridge University, moved as 
an amendment to the Redmond mo­
tion the following:

We 
do not know what precautions were 
taken to prevent the submarine from 
Obtaining supplies or 
from the newspapers or otherwise as 
to the movement of merchant ships 
off the coast. Nor do we 
whether American ships of war fac­
ilitated the operations .of the sub­
marine by getting out of the way as 
reported in the press.

Awaiting the Facts.
“It is only the United States Gov­

ernment and their officials who can 
authoritatively ascertain all 
facts, and until we know what the 
facts actually were and what view 
the United States Govoernment take 
of the proceedings of 
submarine we don’t propose 
anv official representation on the sub­
ject, which in the absence of further 
information, could only be hypothe­
tical, though it is obvious that the 
issues involved are very important.

“Of course the ‘allies altogether 
have made representation expressing 
very fully to the United States Gov­
ernment their view with regard to 
the danger Of permitting submarines 
of the war powers to visit ports ot 
the neutral powers. That was done 
before this particular German sub­
marine arrived. The reply of the 
United States Government was not 
favorable to the views of the allies

It would appear to be a case of 
“How not. to do it,” It will be ob­
served that the clause the solotis 
of the council would not include in 
the by-law was in the last degree 
important. As their by-law stands, 
there is nothing to prevent any shop 
keeper or huckster, at any of the 
street corners coming into the mar­
ket or anywhere upon the public 
streets, forestalling the market as 
much as they like. It was objected 
thaÇ the shop keeper ,was prevented 
from buying directly from the farm-, 
er when coming to the city, not t(f 
go to the market, but to sell in quan­
tity to the shop keeper. The amend­
ment I sought had no such meaning, 
or effect and was not in restraint of 
trade as the shop keeper in his shop 

not restrained from purchasing 
from the farmer when coming to 
the city to sell to him direct. It on­
ly prevented the shop keeper from 
stopping the farmer, on the road to 
the market with his products and di­
verting him to his shop.

If it is good t»Jstop forestalling 
the market, it is equally good 

to stop it on the streets.
Again it was contended that the 

working man would be injured be­
cause the farmer could not deliver 
butter to him. That again is not true, 
as under the original by-law any 
person could bargain with a farmer 
to deliver butter and would not in­
fringe the original by-law. It is won­
derful how some people’s bowels of 
compassion open to the poor work­
ing man. If I may be permitted to 
judge, I would say that these same 
working men are not so easily fool­
ed as some people think.

I felt It to be my duty to make 
the situation plain to the public, as 
I have earnestly sought to gave a 
real market in Brantford and not a 
delusion and a sham.
