Kerr, the first Maritime
Province soldier to win the highest
decoration within the gift of the
War Office, -and ‘he pointed, as ex-
planation of. his statement, to his
English bride who stood proudly by
his side. ~ “‘I prize the bar more than
the ‘Cross,”’ he shouted, for the in-
terview was  secured under difficul-
ties, the gallant soldier leaning over
the high rail of the ship, and the
newspaperman straining ‘his! ears
from the wharf to catch what the
Victoria Cross ' man had to say.

Kerr is still the unassuming lum-
berman he was when he left Cana-
dian shores. He was working in
the Peace River woods when war
broke out. He enlisted in_the 66th
Battalion, and on arrival in England
wag drafted to the 49th, then on the
firing line.

= A Soldier Superb

In trench warfare Kerr had al-
ways shown his valor, but when the
real testing time came at the Somme
he proved to be a soldier superb.
He 'was' in-the attack, and a party
of Germans had taken up a
covered position and with a ma-
chine 'gun were mowing down Kerr’s
pals’ ag “they dashed to the attack.
This was too much for the brawny
Tumberman, Single-nanded he rush-
ed the position, bayoneted and club-
bed several ‘of the Boches, and then,
seizihg the Germaan machine gun,
turned it upon the enemy and rout-
ed the entire party, killing most of
them. Hailed as the Canadian Mich-
ael O’Leary,, he 1060k his honors eas:
iy, and was later decorated with the]
Victoria Cross by the King. No ' less
a ‘soldier than; Brigadier-General
MacDonnell, who for a long time was
Commander of the 'Brigade in
France, and who is now ‘O.C. of this

District, made his way on board the
ship yesterday to grasp the hand of
this gallant Canadian lad. ;
There is only one thing that Kerr
can do better than fight, and that_is
smite. He is a general favorite with
the men, who treated him' as’a sort
of demi-god on the way over on the
ship.. He has no eyes for anyone
but his dainty little English * bride,
but he is eager to yet home and see

Capt. Strahan a Gallant Fighter
There was another famous Can-
adian soldier in the party in -the
person of 'Capt. H. Strahan, V.C,
M.C., of Chauvin, Alta., who won his
decorations with the Fort Gafry
Horse. Strahan is a six-footer who
elaims Scotland as the land of his
birth. Filled with the “wander-
lust,” he came to Canada several
years ago, and, hearkening to Gree-
ley's advice, went 'West. He enlist-
ed with ithe Forf Garry Horgé and
finally reached the' firing line. Heé
had not been there many months be-
fore his constant gallantry under
fire was.:oticel by hig superiors and
he was decorated with the Military
‘Cross.

Eight Miles Trough German Lines.

Tt was in the Cambria sector that
the 'bigger opportunity came. The
British had made a big push, and
Strahan was sent at the head of a
cavalry squadron to pierte the en-
emy’s lines, The ‘Commandant,
when he gave the order, did not
mean for Strahan to try to reach
Berlin with his squadron in one
push, but at all events Strahan and
his forty men determined to “Up
and at ’em” with all their might.

must reject all these foolish customs.
This will eventuality bring prosper-
ity upon them, if they sg choose, as
educated _natives are agsets to. the
state.. Frequgutly the natives ar
disinherited for accepting the-beli
éntuaﬂy the castes of India wi
be thrown aside, and all men will re-
cognize each other as brothers.
