Filipino Leaders Pientiful.
Washington, April 13, —The capture
of Aguinaldo by no means ends the war
in the Philippines. His departure as

the so-called commander of the Fili-
pino insurgents will_ mean but little,
if anything. There are said to be

bravér men in charge of the rebellion
who will be able to succeed the late
chieftain of the Filipinos as comman-
der-in-chief of the revolutionary army.
It is hinted by certain diplomats in
Washington that Aguinaldo deserted
his people at a certain time, but ina
dramatic sort of way, so that he could
make peace with the United States
government. Whether this romor - is
Fill-founded or not will probably be dis-
cussed later on. It will be noticed,
however, that the war department of
which the president is commander-in-
chief, is not farling to secure all the
transports possible to carry the troops-—
regulars at that — to Manila. The
standing army in  the Philippines hss
at the present time 60,000 Wen con-
sidered in fairly good physical condi-
tion.
