John Riley, a Banker, Falls From the 

Fourth Storey to the Pavement Be­
neath—Another Man’s Fear­

ful Jump—Three Hotel 
Employes Missing.
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New Orleans, April 80.—The impos­
ing front of the St. Charles hotel, with its 
spacious porticos surmounted by a dome 
of majestic dimensions and classic archi­
tecture in the centre of the block, is all 
that is left standing of the most famous 
hostelry in the United States ; within 
who* walls Jefferson Davie, Judah P. 
Benjamin and the other leading figures of 
the Confederacy formed the first plans for 
the establishment of a new republic be­
fore they started for Richmond ; where no 
less than six congressional committees 
have eat trying to' solve what became 
known as the Louisiana question after the 
war, and where Presidents, Kings and 
notabilities from every nation on the face 
of the globe who bave visited New Orleans 
have been sheltered.

The fire, which raged within its walls 
all Saturday night, started in the kitchen. 
The flames ate their way along the wood­
work with amazing rapidity, and, owing 
to the inability of the firemen to get at 
them, it soon became manifest that their 
efforts would prove futile. The hundred 
or more guests had about all retired, and 
though many had been awakened the night 
clerk sent messengers to every room oc­
cupied, and thus there was no possibility 
of any of tbsrn having been cut off from 
escape, as the flames did not reach the 
main portion of the structure for fully 
half an hoar after the fire was discovered. 
Panic seized them, however, and they 
rushed about frantically, most of them in 
their night clothes, and although there 
was ample opportunity to get down the 
broad stairway it took the efforts of the 
cooler heads to prevent the most impstnone 
from throwing themselves from the second, 
third and fourth storey windows. The 
only man who did jump from a window 
wan an unknown man, who dropped from 
a third-storey window to a shed, but was 
not injured, as he got up and walked of.

John Riley, a banker, occupied a room 
on the fourth story of the rear portion of 
the building. A spiral stairway led from 

part of the building,to the court be­
low. Riley gained the stairway after pass­
ing through the flames which swept past 
his floor, but tumbled and fell „ He 
caught hold of some broken 
the third storey after he had rolled partly 
off the stairway. He attempted to pull 
himself up but tras unable to do so, and 
fell .with a crash upon the stone pavements 
beneath. He lived acaroely a minute.

Three employ* of the hotel are missing. 
The hotel register was saved and all the 
guests are accounted for.

—the fibre of iron—or else a very curi­
ons transformation takes place m the 
manufacture of it There is certainly 
no fibre in iron ore, the most enthusias­
tic criticaster will admit that, and none 
has ever been discovered in the pig 
metal reduced from the ore. Where, 
then, doee it come from T We are told 
by men who have given the subject 
attention and are competent observers 
that the fibre of iron, so-called, 
is caused by the impurities in it 
not eliminated during its conversion 
from ore to the finished bar. This is to 
say that minute particles of silica, cin­
der, what not, are drawn out with the 
rod or bar and seperate the contiguous 
masses, so that the structure resembles, 
or really becomes fibrous in character. 
There is no question but that plate iron 
or bar iron is stronger in the direction 
of its length ; test strains show that, 
and fractures during test strains show 
a more or less tenuous silky structure, 
which, for want of a Jpetter name, is 
called fibrous. Whether this adds to 
its strength is open to question. Low 
grade steel of the same, or nearly the 
same carbonization as iron, shows a 
close crystalline structure, and no fibre 
at all yet it is stronger than iron.—The 
Engineer.

^Fhere is a difference between cold 
storage and freezing storage. The lat­
ter is for meats and fish and generally 
the great butchers do their own freezing, 
and in refrigerator cars send 
to the consumers or to the steamers 
with refrigerator storage compartments 
for shipment abroad. The freezing 
storage places should have a tempera­
ture of something like ten degrees above 
zero, bat it is likely that more fréquent 
ly than not the temperature rises to
more than ten degrees higher than this A B.mark.bl.

AT COSTWriting about that marvellous color 
pr«"«:i<'t*r, coal tar. a writer in Long­
man's Magazine reminds us that it is 
only thirty six years ago that Perkin 
“gathered up the fragments” in coal-tar 
and produced the beautiful mauve dye. 
Now, from the greasy material which 
was considered useless is produced mad­
der, which makes coal tar worth £100 a 
tun. . his coloring matter alone now 
employs an industry of two millions ster­
ling per aunnin. One tone of good 
runnel coal, when distilled in gas re 
torts, leaves twelve gallons of coal-tar, 
from which are produced a pound 
of benzine, a pound of toulene, a 
pound and a half of phenol, six pounds 
of napthalene, a small quantity of xylene 
and half a pound of anthracene for dye­
ing purposes.

those in authority, as to the proper 
manner to build or repair our common 
roads. It looks like the worst kind of 
folly to purchase a costly carriage and 
be able to have it last only three or 
four years in consequence of its being 
driven over the boulders and other ob- 
stuctions placed on the roads, in place 
of broken stone properly spread on a 
suitable read bed.
