LINKS WITH ENGLAND'S PAST.

Curious Customs Still in Vogue Which Have Come « * 3|
Down From Mediaeval Times. o

out one of quite a score of interest- .

ing customs that still survive to link
the England of 1903 with the Eng-
land of the Middle Ages.

There is hardly an . important
county im the land that does not
cherish some noteworthy custom,
hailing from early days in English
history. Probably the most interest-
ing feudal ceremony in existence is
planting the horngarth, an aet of
penance which is now in the ninth
centpry of commemoration, and
avhich has  been carried out every
Year at Whitby without a single
break.

The penance is for the death of a
hermit who sought to protect a
wounded boar, but who wasa slain by
its furious pursuer. The horngarth,
or penny hedge, itself is formed by
planting a hedge of stakes in the
tideway in the upper part of Whitby

Harbor, In the presence of the lord !

of the manor. When the penny hedge
is complete, three blasts are blown
on an antiquated. time-worn ho#n,
which is in accordance with the pre-
seribed stipulations. This horn is a
good 500 years old, so it has seen
censiderable service.

A very long way back in the his-
tory of, England was a time when the

high festival of Ceres was exceeding- '

1y popular. To this day we have
remnant of the mystic rites of the
Temgle of Eleusis of the Greeks sur-
viving in the form of the kern-baby.
In various parts of the country kern
suppers are held to celebrate the
conclusion of the harvest gathering,
and the kern-baby is carried on high
by the reapers. The baby is a straw
image made from the last sheaf of
the harvest, adorned with flowers
and with ears of grain. Really the
kern-baby appears at harvest fes-
tivals of to-day as the representa-
tive of an ancient Cpres.

Worship the Sun.

The most aucient of customs is still
observed in Ireland on June 21, and
in the Highlands of Scotland on May
1, ‘according to the old  rickoning.
This is beltein, the festival in con-
necwon with sun worskip; fires are

indled on the summit of the hills,
and a variety of ceremonies are gone
througt:.

Burning the clavie is  anothler
unique ceremony, whose origin goes
back far into the misis oif antiquity.
Peobably the rites st observed at
Jurgheasd, on the Moray Firth, have
been performed since the days of the
Druids. A tar -barrel is sawn in
halves; one hal: is filked with tar-
co d Tuel given by the townsfolk,
and is lighted with a picce of glowing
peat, The hery clavie is borne shoul-
der high aroumd the town limits in
grand procession, amd is placed fin-
ally on the ancieut freestone altar

«.to burn high ovar the waters of the
Firch. There are various minor welrd
ceremonies observed as  the clavie
burns away.

Perpetaal Fives,

Perhaps even wmore singular  are
the domaestic fives ol  certan  old-
fashivned farmuouses on the York-
ahirce dales.

After the
steward has read out the old charter
and called out the amounts due from
each parish, the representalives each
place the sum required in a hole in a
stone said to be the base of a cross.
This is'a, weird scene as the shadowy
figures glide up, place in their pence,
and hoarscly whisper the words
“wroth silver.” Defaulters ineur the
penalty of forfeiting a white bull
tipped with red at nose and ears and
tail. A hot milk and rum breakfast
concludes the ceremony. The origin
of the custom is not clear, though
some amtiquaries declare that
“wroth silver” was originally “wrath
money,” and was exacted for the
murder of some relative of the lord
of the mamor.

Commentary.—I. Paul conferswith
thie Church at Jerusalem (vs. 17-25).
The day after their arrival at Jeru-
salem “the elders and leaders of the
church, of whom James, the brother
of our Lord, was chief, met together,
apnd Paul gave them a report of his
work. ‘The settlement by vote, eight
Years befere, of the question as to
tho necessity of keeping the Jewish
law, had not changed the opinion

all the Jewish Christians.”® Their
rdship at this time was very
ubtful:

II. Paul purified in ,the Templg
(vs. 26-29). Four mcn had come to
Jerusalem to compiete a Nazarite
vow. Paul reluctantly agreed to
pay their recessury expenses, and for
u week to live with them ‘while
their heads were shaved and while
they took their hair to bura it “un-
der the sacrifice of the peage-offer-
ings.” This was not a compromise,
it was concession; but while Paal
attempted to refute certain slanders,
he ot the same time ran; the risk of
almost certain misrepreseutation on
the other side.

III. The mob and the rescue (vs.
30-39)- Paul was in the court of
the women in the temple, in or near
the room set apart for the ceremon-
ies of a Nazarite’'s vow, Certain
Jews who had been Paul’s opponents
at Ephesus were watching him. They
had scen TMrophimus, an Ephesian,
in the city with Paul, and when they
saw. Paul in the court of the women
with strangers, they supposed he had
taken Trophimus into the temple.
They stirred up a mob agaiast Paul,
charging %1im with having polluted
the temple. He was dragged down
the steps through the gate Beauti-
ful into the court of the Gentiles.
He would have been kiiled but for
the arrival of the Roman guards
from the Tower of Antonia.

~ Only 30 of a Party of 220 Men
Escape Death.

Ead News From Somaliiand-——The War Office Despatch Giving Particulars
———Col Plunkeit Went Out to Rélicve Carpt. Olivey, Thought to Have
Been in Dancer and Was. Attacked by [lounted Troops——Gallant
Charge When Ammunition Was Exhausted. i

Aden, Arabia, ecable: The Brit-
Ish transport Hardinge arrived here
to-day from Berbera, the eapital of
Bomaliland, East Africa, and con-
firmed the report of a British de-
feat- in Somaliland. The officers of
the Hardinge say that ten oificers
and 180 men, out of a total British
foree of 220 men, were kilied recent-
ly in an engagement with the Soma-
lis.

»  The War Office Informefl.

London cable says : The War Office
to-day rececived from Brigadier-Gen-
oral Manmbpg, in command of the
Britisu forces in Somalland, a de-
spatch dated twenty miles westward
ol Galadi, Somaliland, April 18, as
follows: “I regret to report that a
flying co.umn undor the command of
Col. Cobbe, which left Galaw, April
10, Lo reconnoitre the road to Wal-
wal, had a most serious check on
April 7ch. On the morning of April
17ch Col. Cohbe was at Gumburru,
forty miles westward of Gaiadi, and
had deeided to return to Galadi, ow-
ing io the serious difficulty in lind-
ing the road to Walwal and to the
shoriness of water. He was about
1o leave his zareua (protected camp)
when iiring was heard in the qirec-
tion of a small party, under the
command of Capt. Olivey, which had
heen sent in a westerly direction
10 reconnoitre. !

A Reliel’ Party.

“At 9.15 in the morning, Colonel
Cohbe despatched Colonel Plunkett
with 160 men of the second battation
of the King’s African Rifles, 48 men
of the Second Sikhs and two Maxim
guns, for the extrication of uvapt.
Olivey, il necessary. As a matter of
fact, Captain Olivey had not been
engaged. Col. Piunket:, on joining
the detachment, continued to push
on. At 11.45 Col. Cobpo heard a heavy
fire in the direction taken by Col.
Plunkett, and about 1 in the after-
noon % few fugitives coming in re-
ported that Col. Piunkett had been
defeated with loss. ®

“The news has been lully corrobor-
ated since, and I have to report the
total loss of Col. Plunkett’s party,
with the exception of 37 Yaos who
have arrived here.

sSurvivors' Stories.

The latest information extracted
from the fugitives, is to tha effect
that Col. Plunkett pushed on with
his forces to the open country,
seven miles westward of Gumbarra,
where h2 was attacked by a strong

. force of mounted troops and the
enemy’s infantry, who attacked at
close quarters, He kept back the
eremy until he had no more am-
munition, when he formed a square
and charged with bayonels in the
direction of Col. Cobbe’s zaveba. He
moved some distance in this man-
ner, but a great many men, in-
cluding Col. Plunkett himseli, were
killed or wounded by the pursuing
epemy.

At last the enemy’s infantry over-
whe!med the square and annihi-
lated them all, with the exception
of the 37 fugitives above stated.

An Appalling List.

The despatch closes with a list
of the “officers and men missing,
and no doubt killed in action,”
namely Col. A. W. V. Plunkett, Cap-
talns Johnston, Stewart, Olivey,
Morriss and McKinnon, and Lieuts,

Gaypor and Bell, all of {he King's

African TRifles; Captain Vizey, of
the Second Sikhs; Capain Sime, of
the Indian medical staif; two white
privates, 48 of the Second Sishs
and 124 men of the African Riiles.
The two Maxim guuns also were lost.

Col. Cobbe in Peril.

Another despatch from Gen. Man-
ning, who, mmmediately on hearing
of the dereat of Col. Plunkett, start-
ed for Gumburru with 460 men, says
further intormation reached him
from Col. Cobbe to the effect that
the latter, with 220 troops, was
encamping with plenty of food and
supplies and four days' water. He
has about one thousand camels and
does not think he can withdraw from
his position without assistance, be-
cause the serob is thick and the
enemy’s forces seem likely to act on
the offensive.

Gen. Manning adds: “I march again
directly ana expect to arrive at
Gumburru to-morrow at noon. I shall
accomplish the extrication bf Col.
Cobbe, with as wmuch  transport as
possible, and return to Galadi. Ican
only carry sufficient water for the
march to Gumburry, returning dir-
Jdectly. T gsnall, therefore, be uon-
able to advance against the enemy
if the latter holds back.” t

WILLIAM MORTIMER CLARK, K.C.,
+The New Lieutenant-Governor of Ontario.

Mr. W. Mortimer Clark, K. C., the
new Licutenant-Governor of Ontario,
was born in Aberdeen, Scotland, on
May 24th, 1836, and was educated
at the West End Academy Grammar
School, the University of Marischal
College, Aberdeen, and at the Uni-
versity of Edinburgh. He is a life
member of the general council of the
latter university. He is a son of Mr.
John Clark, general manager of the
Scottish Provincial Insurance Com-
pany, and founder of the Caledonian
Bank. In 1859 Mr. Clark was admit-
ted a writer to Her Majesty’s Signet.

In® 1686 the rector (Adam
Elliott), of St. James’, Duke Place,
married hundreds without banns or
license and was suspended therefor.

“Some give part of a sheep and oth-
er men able 1o take a purse,of money
with which he buys a parcel of
dates and puts to the sea. That
is to say, he lurnishes a house, pro.
vides a fine sunit of clothes, goes to
Duke Place, an! marries, and em-
barks on the troublous sea of mat-
rimony. .

But Fleet Stireet Prison was the
notorious marriage place at one
time. Ministers imprisoned for
debt there married thousands of
couples, for iilthy luere’'s sake and
gain. In some cases tavern keep-
ers kept o parson on their estab-
Wshiment at o salary of 2£0s. weekly
to marvy their customers; in faet,
tLis was a way to draw customers,
as nli wlo deired couid be married
on Lla spot. M2y Fair was another
of tke like recort, “Free and Easy:
was the motto of both places. Par-
liawent passed 2’ law, in 1754, pro-
hibiting  irregular marriages in
England under penalty of trans-
portation. A minister, named Wil-
kinson. and his curate, were both
sentenced 1o banishment fors marv-
rying persons without proclam@ation
of banns and license.

There Is a very eurious after-mar-
rlage custom at Dunmow, Essex. It
wasg establighed in the year 1104.
The" original document’ ruvs: “That
he which repents him not of hfy
marriags = either eating, sleeping,
walking, in a’ year and a day, may
lawfully go to Dunmow in Essexand
fetech & gammon of bédon.” He had
to take oath to that effect. The
couple were then earried through
the town on a chair on. men’s shoul-
ms. while all the friends, breth-

, townsfolk—young and old, male
and female—made shouts and ac-
clamation. The tacon was borne be-
fore them on a pble. The oath, ac-
cording to ‘the ancient custom, had
to he taken kneeling, on two great
stomes near the church door. The
bacon was then delivered to the

le. A year and a day was
the period married when aceord-
ing to enstom the fliteh might be
claimed, provided thie parties could
swear and proved they had lived
the whole of that time in true con-
jugal love. This very ancient eus-
tom has bheen revived of late years,
and is carried out In all its details
with as mueh merriment as ever.

In England, hefore the time of
Pope Innocent the Third (1195),
there was no morriage solemnized
in churches. When a man fancied
a woman he went to the house
where she resided and led her to
his own home. This was all that
was reouired of the ceremony of the
marriage, . The priests tried: to pre-
vent .all such 1nions, and to pre-
vent them the Church commanded
banns 1o b2 pro:taimed in the church
before the whole congregation, and
no marriage was to be lawful un-
legs, performed by the priest. Un-
lawful marriages continued, . how-
ever. In London thousands were
married without proclamation of
banns. In” 1686 the rector (Adam
Elliott), of Bt. James’, Duke Plaece,
married hundreds without bhanns or
license and was suspended therefor.
A cynieal writer of the period says;
“Some give part of a sheep and oth-
er men able 1o taka a purse, of money
withr which he buy® a parcel of
dates and puts to the sea. That
is to say, he lugnishes a house, pros
vides a fine suit of clothes, goes to
Duke Place, an! marries, and -em-
barks on the troublous sea of mat-
rimony. ’ "

But Fleet Street Prison was the
notorious marriage place at one
time. Ministers imprisoned for
debt there married thousands of
coupies, for iilthy luere’s sake and
gain. In some cases tavern keep-
ers kept d parson on their estab-
lishment at o salary of 20s. weekly
to marvy their customers; in faet,
tLis was a way to draw customers,
as ali who desfieed couid b married
oa Lko spot. M2y Fair was another
of tte like recort, “Free and Easy:!
was the mwotto of both places. Par-
lawent passed a' law, in 1754, pro-
hibiting ivregular marriages in
England under = penalty of trans-
portation. A minister, named Wil-
kinson. and his curate, were both
sentenced 1o banishment for' marv-
rying persons without proclamation
of banns and license.

About the ycar 1770 a London
tradesman look a curious way - of
disposing of Lis eleven daughters in
narriage. -He gave eaclk of them
for a dowry on thLeir wedding day,
tieir weight in halfpence. The
lghtost of thom weighed fifty pounds,
two sbLillings and sizpence.

In Isle .of Min marriages tle
groonssmta and bridesmaid lead the
young couple.  The man carried a
pecled willow wand, as 0« mark ol
superiority. (1 onee saw bride-
rroom carry o white wand at his
wedding. His name was Jol.n Barrie,
and Le marriad Helen Noble.

When
they, reach the church they walk
three timest round it. before they en-
ter.
