of Sphagnum Moss did not materialize
until 1916, and even in the Spring of
1916 its us: was in the exper ental
stage, Bo great has become the dé-
mand that. Great Britaln fis no longer
able to fill ft, and (anada end the
United States are now being actively
exploited for this highly absorbent
dressing.

The firet effectiva work on this side
of the Atlantie was initiated by Prol.
Porter of MeQill- University, who se-
cured sampies of various qualitiés of
moss from the British authoritfes
early in 1916 and then explored the
pogs of Eastern Nova Scotia until he
was able to locate supplies of material
which the same authorities accepted
as “perfect.’ The firet ephagnuni dress-
ings sent oversoas were made up from
this moss in the autumn of 1916 by
the Junior Red Cross of Guyshoro
Nova Scotia.

Since then the industry has devel-
oepd steadily. The McGill University
Women’s Uhion established a sphuyg-
mum department in & IaTge iaboratory
very generously placed at their di
posal by the University Medical
Behool in the autumn of 1916, and
from that day until this has been pre-
paring moss and shipping dressings.
Another important function of this or-
ganization has been to make up ex-
perimental sphagnum dressingy of
many sorts to try out the different
_grades ot - Canadian material under
‘warying conditions,

During the winter of 1917 another
work room Was - sariod at Dalthousie
University, Halifax, and the Canadian
Red Cross definitely adopted sphag-
num for hospital dressings and pre
pared to open wor centres on a
large scale. Unfortunately the changes
in the Atlantic ¢hipping  eituation
which resulted from unrestrictal sub-
marine warfare neceseitatel a temnpor-
ary check: but the work of explira-
tion and development was continved,
