In looking over 
School Report of 1880, (which 1 
hope every one interested in 
education will take the pains to 
examine, especially the last few 
pages containing Dr. Bennetts 
Report). I find that the In­
spectors are all agreed upon one 
thing, i. e. that great dissatis­
faction at first prevailed relative 
to the course of Instruction; but 
they all report it is now receivec 
with general favor.

Now, Sir, I question the cor­
rectness of this statement, espe­
cially as regards Carleton Co 
I do not think the Inspectors 
misrepresented the case 
intentionally; but in their zea 
for carrying out their instruc­
tions, have overriden the many 
unfavorable opinions ex pressée 
by the people as well as by the 
teachers. I now have several 
letters in my possession from 
highly respected and talented 
teachers expressing their dis­
satisfaction with the present 
complicated machinery of the 
School Law.

Inspector Graunce says he 
found pupils reading in the 5th 
Reader, who had not learned 
the tables of weights and mea­
sures. No, he says, not reading, 
but merely saying the words !

One would reasonably expect 
these children to be better read­
ers than if they had spent much 
of their time in studying the 
tables. Now Sir, either Mr *| behind the present

State should educate her chil­
dren; but it may be possible that 
xve pay too high for the whistle.

,000 Inspector’s salaries, extra 
cost of Normal School, costeo 
revising districts, school hoivse 
sites and the many etceteras and 
etceteras, not mentioning the 
cost of school buildings, furni­
ture, appa atus. books, etc., and 
we have$150,000from 800. Now 
add local assessment and the 
figures run to some thousand, 
over one-quarter of a million 
dollars for education. No not to 
educate, but to cram our little 
one with what? let any one look 
at the course ol instruction, and 
answer.

wants. We, as a people, have 
more to do socially (and I might 
add commercially) with the 
people of the United States,than 
those of any other country. Then 
why, I ask, is it necessary for 
our little ones to learn the details 
of Great Britain, as set forth in 
our school geography to the 
exclusion of more important 
matter.

Examine the words used in these 
tables. Are they not more dif­
ficult ot pronunciation than 
those of the dthReader ? Should 
not the pupil be able to pro­
nounce the words correctly be­
fore committing them to mem­
ory ? And yet Mr Gaunce com­
plains he found pupils reading 
contrary to the instructions ot 
the coarse ! ! I say,emphatically, 
that Mulholland’s elementary 
arithmetic is not suited to the 
wants of our schools.

The world has seen the Bill and it 
is by no means full-freighted with tid­
ings of joy and mitre peace to the 
Irish people. Perhaps it was as good 
««Gladstone could do. A hill that pro­
vides for ridding a country of her 
inhabitants, is a curious enough land 
bill ; and a bill that had to he changed 
twenty-two times before it was “nic- 
sentablc,"’ is a queer enough com.

Perhaps the best of all is the facilities 
afforded to some small extent, to the 
Irish people,to leave a land accursed, 
blasted and despoiled by a hereditary 
monster, that has no care but to live 
itself, and that is so firmly rooted, by 
time, by weahli, by associa*ions and 
by custom, as to be beyond the 
reach and the power of such stern re­
formers, and liberal humanitarians 
as Bright and Gladstone.

There are other good features in the 
bill. Sales of property are made 
without employing the ponderous and 
costly machinery of the law; the 
commission without any round about 
gives a crown deed of the land to 
the purchaser. It is good that con­
tracts made between landlord and 
tenant, outside the new act, will be 
void; it is good that the Commission 
will be a final court ot appeal, for in 
the majority of cases it would suit the 
wealthy lord better than the poor 
tenant to go to law ; and it is especi­
ally good that disputes between land 
lord and and tenant are to bo sub­
mitted to arbitration.

But the root of the matter, which 
is the hereditary lords and their en­
tailed lands, is not touched at all. 
There is nothing to compel the land­
lord to sell his lands, nor will he sell 
them unless he get far above their 
real value. The act therefore does 
not jar the power of the landlord; 
nuless in the case of profligate land 
Dioprietors,on the down road to ruin, 
who would be glad to sell to support
their debauchery.

The root of the matter is the law 
of entail, whereby an estate descends 
in its entirety to a certain heir in the 
family. If the law of eu.ail were 
abolished all the sons of the Ian I lord 
would divide the spoils of their father, 
and their sons again would divide 
their father spoils, till in a couple of 
generations no one land holder 
would be powerful enough to be 
very oppressive even it he were so 
minded. England is ready at any 
moment to repeal this law, but the 
House of Lords, that relic of Eng- 
iands splendid barbarity, will not let 
it pass. They contend that the estates 
would eventually dwindle into little 
eight-by-ten patches, that the prestige 
of the country would be gone, that 
landlords descendants would dwindle 
nto peasants, like the inhabitants of 
Southern France who till their little 
vine gardens ; but who will toil us 
that this same region inliabitated by 
peasants with their thrifty little farms 
and cottages, both ol which ihey cal1 
their own, h not a happier country, 
is not a spot more worth coveting 
than Ireland with her human pig 
sties and baronial castles, her sounds 
of revehy, and her cry ol distress?

TUE EARTHQUAKE IX CHIOS.

This Island is in the Ægean sea and 
belongs to Turkey. It stands the" s oi 
tinel of the Galf of Smyrna. It is 32 
miles wide. It is extremely fertile, and 
bold mountains shoot ep in the North. 
It produces silk, and wool, and cheese 
etc. Scio, the capital with a population 
of 33,000 has been in greater part des- 
tvoyel by late Earthquakes—which.how 
ever, rent the whole island. Fully 7,000 
people were killed, and twenty five per 
cent, -of the whole population besides 
were wounded. The Island shook and 
trembled as an aspen in the gale, swayed 
as does a ship in a heavy sea.then fright­
ful dull crashes as if cavernous thunder, 
were heard ; buildings foundered,steeples 
fell, ships in the harbor were tossed in 
wi d commotion, though there was no 
wind—the sea rolled in upon the land, 
and went out again. The people ran out 
of their houses wild with terrer. They 
scarce knew the old timiliar places. 
Streets had sunk down, and 'hollows 
seemed to be filled up. The terrors of 
Pompeii and Herculaneum dawned upon 
the affrighted people, and they looked 
fut the intestine fires to burst out and 
devour them. The war ships in Chio 
are doing all they can to relieve the peo­
ple; 30,000 of whom are without a 
house to cover them. It will be remem­
bered this same Island,is where the scene 
of Mr. Robert’s poem Orion is laid. In 
the olden times this Islam! was covered 
with wild beasts ; and -Mr. Roberts calls 
it the “steep shoved Chios.”

This is some of bis description—and 
grand description it is —in the opening 
lines of Orion : —

THE LAND BILL.

The following are some of the pro­
visions of the’Land Bill,which has taken 
Mr. Gladstone and his Cabinet so long to 
draw up. It is difficult to say bow the 
Homs Rulers will receive the bill, but 
we suppose it, is better than nothing ; 
and is, at its beet, that it is the first step 
towards the disentegraticn of Landlord 

power in Ireland.
The tenant’s right to compensation for 

improvements is guaranteed. Tenants 
may ajyply to the court to fix what is the 
fair rent. Only tenants paying £150 
rent and over can contract themselves 
out of the provisions of the bill. Ex­
cepting in these cases, leases and con­
tracts inconsistent with its provisions are 
declared void.

Part 5 of the bill deals with the uc- 
quisilion of land by tenants.the reclama- 
ticn of laud vacated emigration. 
It provides that the Land 
Commission. out of the money 
in their hands for the purpose, may, if 
satisfied with the security,advance sums 
to tenants for the purpose of enabling 
them to purchase their holdings where 
landlords arc willing to s»ll. Snell an 
advance is not to exceed three-fourths of 
the p rincipal sum.

SALE OF HOUIINOS.

Where the sale of a holding is about 
to be made by a landlord to a tenant in 
consideration of the tenant paying a fine 
and engaging to pay t* t'-e landlord a 
lee as farm rent, the commission may 
advance a sum equal to half the fine pay­
able to the landlord. Provisions is also 
made to enable the commission to give 
purchasing tenants a parliamentary title 
at a fixed scale of costs in order to avoid 
the heavy legal expenses which attend 
the sale and transfer of landed property 
under the ordinary la v. Tenants can 
repay the principal and interest by an­
nual payment ot £5 per £100, clearing 
the debt in 35 years. • The Treasury 
may authorize the Board of Works to 
advance money to companies for the re» 
clamatiou or improvement of waste lands 
ou proper security.

EMIGRATION FUNDS.

The Land Commission raxv, from 
time to time, with the sanction of the 
Treasury, enter into agreement with any 
person or body of persons having 
authority to contract on behalf of the 
Dominion of Canada or of any province 
thereof, or on behalf of any British col­
ony or dependency or any State or other 
district in such Dominion, province, 
colony or dependency, or on behalf of 
any public company or other public body 
with whose security the Land Commis­
sion may be satisfied for the advance, 
by the commission by wuÿ of a loan out 
of t ie moneys in their hands, or such 
sums as the conmission may think it de­
sirable to expend in promoting emigra­
tion from Ireland. Such arrangements 
shall contain such provisions relative to 
the mode of application of loans an 1 the 
securing and repayment thereof to the 
commission and for other purposes ss 
the commission thinks fit.

SUPPLEMENTAL PROVISIONS.

The Treasury may, from time to 
time, as they think fit, issue out of the 
consolidated fund, or the growing pro­
duce thereof, the sums required for ad­
vances or purchases cf estates by the 
Land Commission under this part of the 
act, not exceeding the sum annually 
granted by Parliament. Provisions 
are also made for tenants purchasing an 
estate where three-fourths of the num­
ber are prepared to buy or are willing to 
borrow the necessary money for the 
commission. A striking feature of the 
bill is the recognition of the occupiers’ 
and tenants’ rights as a valuable in­
terest. Its advances to the tenant in 
ordinary cases are limited to a sum 
of £3,000. In extraordinary cases the 
limit is placed at £5.000. The Civil 
Bill Court of the country is declared the 
Land Court of first instance. It is pro­
vided that all differences and settlements 
between landlord and tenant may be sub­
mitted to arbitration.

No. G—Salmon stand, west of the 
last, will be fished by Mr. Bransfietd. 
He will use some 350 fathoms of net and 
expects to secure over 300 fish. T. H. 
Fleigher, Esq. contracts for his catch. 
Two men will be employed.

No. 7—There will be five fishing 
stands here, and they will all be occupied 
by T. H. Fleigher, Esq. He will use 
1000 fathoms of net, and ought to secure 
about 1,700 salmon. He will ice 
these, and ship them to wherever the 
market is good. He will hermetically 
seal when the market is low. Five hands 
will be employed.

No. 8—This ends the stands on 
Escuminac Shore. No. 8 will be fished 
by James McL°an, Esq., who will use 
500 fathoms of net, and expects to get 
500 salmon. He will employ two men, 
and T. H. Fleigher gets his fish.

[Note.—The Escuminac fishery lasts 
only aboit 4 weeks of actual fishing, in 
consequence of the stormy weather break­
ing in upon the fishing season, Escn- 
minac fishers, therefore, have disadvan­
tages that our other fishermen do not 
meet ]

ON HCCKEI.BERRY ISLAND.
There is a small Island,called Huckle 

berry, lying to the south east of Fox 
Island, and west of Escumiuac proper. 
To the north of this Island there are two 
excellent fishing stands. One will be 
occupied by Alex.

This stand in 
good years has produced 1,500 fish.

W. has a freezer on Bay du Vin Island 
to rective all the fish he cannot market. 
He will use 400 fathoms of net, and will 
probably get about 900 salmon. A ten­
der in waiting will take the fish twice a 
day to the freezer. Two men em­
ployed.

GRIFFITH'S VALUATION.

Dear Sir,—
We would like to enquire of the Post 

Office authorities whether there can be 
two places at which mails can be deliver­

My reason for asking this question is 
that during the winter months the mails 
which reach Douglastown jtwice per 
day are in the morning taken to Mr Hut­
chison’s Store, and in the evening 
taken to the residence of Wm. Russel, 
who, I believe, is Postmaster.

Yen, Mr. Editor, might probably 
know something about Post office regu­
lations, and you would be doing a favor 
to many of your readers by answering 
in regard to this-matter and if the civil 
service is being prostituted by one of the 
public servants the attention of Inspector 
McMillan might be called to the evil, Leitrim, who had seized the property,

(Concluded from Montreal “ Witness.”)

When the good Earl died and the late 
Earl came into possession, he immedia­
tely raised the rent to nearly double 
what was paid before, makiug John 
Buchannau pay dearly for his improve­
ments. John Buchanan died rather sud­
denly, leaving a widow and five children. 
The widow in her overwhelming grief 
was visited by Lord Leitrim personally. 
He told her with great abuse and out­
rageous language, that she had no claim 
whatever to a particle of the property, 
“she did not own a stoue of it.” The 
widow, worn and nervous with the great 
trouble she had passed through, was un­
able to bear this new trouble ; his Lord- 
ship's violence gave her a shock from 
which she never recovered. He then 
sent his bailiff's and put her and her 
children out, put out the fires, as taking 
possession, and re-let the place to her, 
again doubling the rent. Her eldest son, 
a young lad, boiling with wrath over the 
wrong done and the language used to 
his mother, went to his aunt, living at 
some distance, and besought her to seud 
him out of the country, lest he should 
be tempted to take vengence in his own 
hand. His aunt seeing this danger, 
fitted him cut of her own pocket, and 
the poor lad, his mother consenting, was 
expatriated out of harm’s way to far 
Australia.

The widow never recovered the shock 
which Lord Leitrim had given her. It 
«as aggravated by despair at seeing all 
the savings of her husband’s lifetime ap­
propriated by the strong hand, and the 
children left destitute. She was also in 
debt to the value of £600 for building 
material for an addition built to the 
house and some office houses built later 
osome time after the rest of the 
j -operty. This debt of £600 wore on 
her. She had no means of payment ; 
all her means were swallowed up in this 
property. The creditors could not col. 
lect it off the property, it was not held 
liable for the debt, neither was Lord

that, he had cause of quarrel with the 
priest he obliged his tenant to put him out 
on pain of losing the house which he had 
built. After he had got rid of priest 
and minister, he built a little Episcopal 
church, that the people might worship at 
his sliriue. Tbe little church stands 
empty now. The graveyard about this 
little church was a rocky corner with 
little soil. The minister ventured to 
request that the people might have leave 
to draw a little clay from a hill near, to 
cover the 'oodles interred there, as there 
was not soil enough. “I'll not give a 
speonful:

I.ET THEIR BODIES BLEACH THERE," 
said the earl.

During the life-time of the good earl, 
thepeople being encouraged to improve 
their lands, crept up the mountain side, 1 
reclaiming whatever land they could. 11 
have seen some of these portions, and 
noticed how they had got no close to 
the rocks, by using the spade where the 
plough would ret go. They cleared off 
the whins of the mountain; they drained 
the bogS). They made kilns and burned 
lime for top-dressing. When the wick­
ed lord came into possession he not only 
raised the rents on tho tenants' improve­
ments, but built a kiln of his own, and 
burned lime, forbidding them to use 
theiis, compelling them to buy from 
him at his' own price. He would not 
even allow them to make manure of the 
floating seaweed that drifted in from the 
sea.

Went to see the place where Lord 
Leitrim was done to death. Looked 
down on Milford Bay, dotted with tree­
less and sbrubless islands. Ilound it are 
round-shouldered hills, brown and bare 
now—purple with heather bells iu sum­
mertime, I dare say. On a point stretch, 
ing out into this bay stands his resi­
dence, Manor Vaughan. The road 
leading from Manor Vaughan to Milford 
is screened by a plantation of trees. On 
the opposite side of the Bay the hills are 
really mountains. The murderers cross­
ed the Bay, tied their boat to a stone, and 
waited in the plantation. Lord Leitrim, 
with his clerk, was driven along on one 
car, followed by another containing his 
servants. His car,somewhat in advance, 
went slowly up a little hill. These lying 
in wait fired, the driver fell dead. 
Lord Leitrim was wounded ; lie jumped 
off on one side, the clerk ou the other. 
He had pistols but they were in the car; 
he retreated trying to defend himself as 
they poured on him shot after shot. The 
other car, instead of coming up, stopped 
in mortal terror. The clerk,only slightly 
wounded in the ear, ran to there, ex- 
claining, “They are killing LordLeitrim, 
they have killed me,” and dropped dead 
with nervous terror. The assassins had 
poured in all their shot, still the Earl 
was not dead. He might yet have been 
saved if there Ila4 been any one to help 
him. What must his thoughts have been 
in that supreme moment. They beat the 
life out of him, he defending himself to 
the last. They cut loose their boat, 
lowed across the Bay, cast it adrift.took 
to the mountains and escaped.

The Earl fell, his head iu a pool of 
water. The Country people coming iu 
to Milford town passed by with white 
faces on the other side ; uo one lifted his 
head, no one looked to see if life was 
extinct. At length the constabulary 
arrived and the remains of tho dead 
lord were carried in a cart into Milford. 
There was a post mortem examination ; 
part of his remains was buried iu the 
grave yard of the little church which he 
built, and a load of the clay he refused 
to his tenants brought to cover it. His 
name will long linger in evil fame among 
the mountains of Donegal.

One word about Griffith’s valuatiou. 
It valued the improvements made by the 
tenants before that valuation, and, there­
fore, they, the tenants, even under that 
valuation in many cases paid for their 
own improvements. I have heard a 
good deal about careless farming in Ire­
land. The contrary is very much the 
case in County Donegal, as far as I have 
seen. The lands are carefully tilled. 
Tillage creeps up among rocks and around 
them, using up every spade breadth ot 
soil.

It was his own private property. It stands 
wiudowless and roofless, a monument to 
the dead earl.
