An ingenious method of printing
without the mses of irk has been
patented ~ recently, the printing
being”“accomplished by the employ=
ment of a peculiar sensiliz>d paper.

Japanese Swords.

The blades of Japanese sabres are
formed of a metal prepared from
magnetic iron ores and ferruginous
sand. The steel is produced in the
form of thin lamiree, and the work-
man commeneces by fixing ‘one of
these to the-end of ap iron rod
which serves as a handle. To this
are suldered other sheets until the
mass has a length of six 1o eight
inches, a width of {wo inches, and a
thickness of one-fourth to four-fifths
of an inch. This bar, brought to a
white hest, is deubled upon itself
and hamwered uotil it has taken its
original “dimensions. This process
is repeated fifteen -times. = Four
similar bare are then soldered to-
gether, doubled upon themselver,
re-soldered and heated, this opers.
tion being repeated five. times, By
this process the syperposed layers
of meta] become :0 thin that a saber
is estimated to contain at least one
million sheets of metal, Sometimes
alternate lsyers of iron and steel are
soldered together, snd thye the blade
presents @& veined sppearsnce.
When the blade is finished the eur-
face is soraped, apd the end formed
to receive the bacdle; it is then
ground to sbape, To finish the
blade, it is covered with a mixtare
of clay, fine sand, and powdered
cbarcoal, Formerly the clay wes
taken from Mount Inari, ard the
workmen first went through g form
of invocstion to the t.ntoltry dive
inity, to ask permission to teke the
vecessary materisl, When the layer
is nearly dry, sn orpamental design
is traced by sbort strokes which
penetrate to the surfape of the
metal. It is then beated pyer & fire
arrapged for the purpose, and when
the praper temperature is reached,
which can only be determined by
long experience, the bladé is plurged
into & bath of water or oil. The
sabér is then rharpen:d, and for

Orrawa adviees of the 20th
contain the following information ;
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has given
notice of a resojution increasing
the sessional indemnity of mem-
bers of Parliament and Senators
to $1,500 a year instead of $1,000
as at present.

Ottawa, May 18th, 1901.
One of the stricking things in
Parliament this week was bring-
ing down of the new Clergue con-
tract—which is only for 25,000
tons of steel rails to be delivered
this year. The withdrawn or re-
pudiated contract covered five
years. But the Opposition hav-
ing pointed out the illegality—
the unconstitutionality of making
a contract covering $4,000,000
without it being submitted to Par-
liament, and the monstrosity of
making such a contract without
calling for tenders—the colleagues
of Mr. Blair said to him he must
say the contract was an oversight,
deny he had ever seen it, and
come down with a contract for
25000 tons. But the Order-in
Council is enough for Mr. Clergue,
who says he is quite satisfied, and
Mr. Blair says there is- a “moral

obligation” on the Govertiment to

buy from him 25,000 tons of rails
in each of the four succeeding
years.” The cowardice and shuffi-
ing are nearly as bad as the origi-
nal misconduct of making this
vast contract without calling for
tenders, and on the eve of an elec-
tion.
MORAL OBLIGATION,

. On' this moral obligation Mr,
Brock uttered a seathing criticisin
of the shuffling of the Minister.
The impression left on his mind
was that the Department of Rail-
ways and Canals required a good
dealmorelookingafterat thehands
of Mr. Blair’s coleagues than it re-
ceived. The sort of thing that
had been exhibited before that
house would not be tolerated in
any business establishment. The
Minister of railways had made an
absolute misstatement of the case.

THE BELL TELEPHONE COMPANY.

Phe people have scored a vic-
tory over the Bell Telephone
Company through the Senate. In
the committee the Company gain-
ed a point and had an amendment
placed in the bill greatly to its
advantage. But Senator- Miller
and the majority of the' Sénate
voted down the amendment and
were prepared fo vote amend-
ments to the bill which wonld
surely place the rates under the
control of the Governor General
in Council.

175 voted as bonuses to railways.
Fhis year $3,462472, of which

$1,689,600 are new subsidies.
Thus this government has voted
the net sum of $19,889,047. The
subsidies added to the other ex-
penditure for 1901-2 over $61,-
000,000. This is portentous.
THR LEADER OF THE OPPOSITION.

The
reagon for this is that we shall be able
to make here Imperial as well as Cana-
dian coin, that is, gold coins out of
Canadian gold. The plans aré sll pre.
pared ; the bunilding, which will be on
Government property here in Ottawa
and will cost $200,000 ; a high fence en-
closing, $14,000; vaunlts and atrong
rooms, $45,000; cost of maintenance,
$65,000. The reason why the Govern-
ment took & $75,000 vote was that it
was desirable to bave a margin. Mak-
ing the equipment $300,000, equsl to
$9,000 & year, total annual ountlay, $74,-
000. Bat the profit &t the present time
is $94,000 a year, so that it will be more
than self sustaining. Mr. Borden and
all the opposition approved of the step.
An assay office is also to be established
somewhere in British Columbia.

In Memoriam.

At Irishtown, on Tuesday, May T7th,
Michael A. Ready, blackemith, was called
from this world of toil and care to enjoy
the reward of a well-spent life. As he was
a man of robust constitution and in the
prime of life having just completed bis
45th year, and as his illness wak of short
duration, his death came as a severs shock
to the community. About two weeks
previous he contracted s slight cold which
gradually developed into puneumonia, and
in‘spite of all that tender nursing could do
and medioal skill could e 1
sncoumbed to the inevitable, fo
the strengthening graces of the last Ssora-
ments. - He leaves a wife and six children
to mourn & loss that no human efforts can
ever repair.

His life was made up in unbroken
succession, of good works that aimed at
domestic happiness, social union and relig-
ious perfection. His calling brought him
in contact with people of all classes and
creeds, and with all he was deservedly
popular. His life was, indeed, a true
impersonation of that admirable character
so well portrayed in Longfellow’s poem,
“The Village Blagksmith.” The writer
can well remember how, when retdrning
from school, he *looked in at the open
door,” and how, later, he apent many a
pleasant hour in friendly argumentation
or casual conversation. i

His dealings with men were marked by
a true appreciation of honesty and justice.
He possessed an intellect of wonderful
scope and acute comprehensiveness, the
operations of which were displayed equally
well in literary acquirements and mechani-
oal expértness.  The nature of his work
kept him in touch with many iuventions
of modern times, and his work in this
connection ever displayed the hand of the
master mechanic. Ap expert in every
line of work of so extensive a profeseion,
he builf up an immense trade, tommand-
ing one of the lapgest and best areas-on
the Island to-day. In this he has left
a void that none can fill; others may
follow, but none ocan truly succeed. Indel-
ibly impressed on the mind is the genial
smile with which one was always greeted,
and engraved on the heart are the many
acts of kindness that he constantly per.
formed. His erudition was phenomenal,
when one considers the few sparg mo-
ments that he pou]d devate to pesding.
He was a ojose stydent of history and kept
thoroughly versed in the movements and
objects of governments and nations.
