and his friends exouse or explaio
away, aod leave only the admitted
fag'e. Contractor Mayes, in June,
1905, tendered for St. John Harbor
work at 50 cents per yard. He
wag Lhe only tenderer, but the con-
tract was not awarded to bim.
There was no middleman or rake.
off, Tenders were ‘again asked,
and this time Mr. Mayes consalted
Attorney-General Pugsley.

FIVE CENTS A YARD FOR THE
MIDDLEMAN.

" Mr Pugsley advised him to go to
Mr George McAvity, who is one of
the party managers in St John, and
whose firms bave enjoyed the party
patrocage, Mr MoAvity made ar
appointment to meet Mr Mayes..at
Ottawsa on the last day for receiving
tenders. They met, and MecAvity
asked Mayes what he proposed to
do. Mauayes mentioned his last
tender price of 50 ocents, and was
asked to make it five ocents higher
and give the five vents Lo MoAvity.
Muyes acked MoAvity to invest
80me money in the dredge, bnt the
proposal was declined, and he yield:
ing. To his surprise MoAvity pro-
doced a formal agreement setling
forth that he wag o have all that
was received over 50 cents a yard.
The only oconsideration mentioned
was that the party manager ehounld
assist Mayes ih getting more pap-
tracts.  Tbat clause was sdded
when Mayes complained that the
agreement was.one sided, Mr Mc-
Avity saw Mr Hyman first, and
then the two saw him. Mr Mayes
added the five cents and tendered at
556 oents. His was the jowest
tender, and he was informed the
next day that be would have the
contract.

$35,933 WAS THE RAKE-OFF.

Mayes bought the dredge with-
out belp from McAvity, and went
to work. He began psying the
rake.off io Junuary, 1806, withs
eheque for $2,000, and made ten
payments down to November, 1907,
The whole amounted to $35933.
Then Mr Mayes refused to pay
more rake-off and trouble begun.
So far there is no dispute. Toe
chicques are in evidence, payments
are got denied, and the middlemsd
does not claim that he gave any
otber retgrn than bie irfluence ip
getting*Mayes the oontpact, And
then the department 1tse]f gives out
the statement that the transaction
was regular, inssmuoh as Mayes
was the lowest tenderer, and clearly
entitled to the oontraet, . And so
the guestion comer, why should the
eontractor have to pay ten per oent.
of bis earnings to 8 middlemsn io
order to get a eontract to which he
is entitled ?

WHERE PUGSLEY COMES IN.

This is all admitted, Bat it is
stated by Mayes that when bhe
stopped paying the rake=off his own
psy was held up, Thais was ‘after
Mr Pogsley was the Minister, and
when Mayes went to the M nister to
delay, be was asked by Dr Pugsley
whether he had settled with Mo.
Avity. The Minister admita that
he spoke to the contractor of Me-
Avity’s claim, but says tbhat he did
not know exactly what it was, Bat
Mayes awears thut he told the Min.
ister that it was “tol],” and he also
deolares that the Miniater told him
hedid oot wanp to know the par-
ticnlars, but  advised him To pay
MoAvity ao that things would ruo
smootbly. It is at lesst clear that
the Minister's course greatly asais-
ted the middleman iu making his
,00llections.

The general result of the
Federal elections held on
Monday last, is not what we
expected from the evidence

polling. We certainly antici-
pated the defeat of the Laur-
ier Government, ~ and feel
somewhat disappointed that
this has not eventuated. So
far as this Province is con
cerned, Kings County has
done nobly in eletting Mr.
Fraser with & haadsome ma-
jority.~ Queen’s County, how-
ever, went back on its record
of four years ago and elected
Prowse and Warburton, the
Liberal candidates, by some-
thing over a hundred ma-
jority each, over Messrs.
Martin and McLean, who
carried the riding handsomely
in 1904. In Prince County
too, the result has been con-
trary to what we anticipated,
Richards, Liberal, is elected
there with a majority of about
two hundred. Mr, Fraser's
majority in King's seems to
be about 150. We congratu-
late Mr. Fraser. on his suc
cess, and congratulate the
elector’s of King’s on the ex-
cellent work they have dorne.
In a future issue we shall pub-
lish the corrected. figures for
the three counties. Nova
Scotia, where the whole eigh-
teen Liberal candidates were
returned at the general elec-
tion of 1904, has done splen-
didly for the Conservatives,
this time, returning. six or
seven opposition members.
Our Liberal friends there can
no longer boast of a ‘‘solid
eighteen.” Halifax did itself
credit by electing Borden,
Leader of the Opposition, and
his colleague, Crosby, Mayor
of Halifax. This isa com
plete reversion of its conduct
four years ago, when Roche
and Carney, Liberals, wére
allowed to go to Ottawa as
that city's representatives.
Borden is also elected by a
large majority in Carleton

County, Ontario. New
Brunswick has been a disap-
pointment, not more than

three Conservatives being re
turned from the whole Prov-
ince. In St. John Daniel
and Pugsley, one on each side‘
have been elected.  Foster,
after all that the Liberals did
and said against him, is hand-
somely elected in Toronto.
Laurier and McGiverin were
elected in Ottawa city. Que-
bec Province did better for
the Conservatives than at the
election of 1904 and probably
returned fifteen Opposition
members.  The accounts
from Ontario are disappoint-
ing. They are not complete;
but indicate that a greater
number of Liberals were
elected than was expecteds:

_ The reports from all_parts of}

the country west of Ontario
are very incomplete and con-
fusing and will require a day
or two to correct. The Laur-
ier Government has been gus-
tained ; but likely with a con=
siderably reduced majority.
When full and correct returns
are in, the exact majority will
be known. It is certainly
unfortunate that
should, for four or five years
more, be under the sway of
this extravagant and corrupt
administration.

What do we pay to Canada in
taxes ? Are we being bled white
by the Dominion ?

No separate trade statistics of
this Province are kept! An ex-
act culoulation is therefore im-
possible but we can approximate
closely enough for a fair under-
standing of the case.

We have seen that at the in-
ception of Confederation the
balance was against us by $150,-
000 per annum.

In 1884 this had grown to
$230,385. What is it now ?
Taking the total revenue of
Cunada for the year ending 31lst
March 1908 at $96,500,000.

What do we receive in return ?
Cash subsidies amounting to
$286,006. Then allow for winter
services, deficit on PEI R. and
new services say $200,000, all to-
gether amounting to $758,181.
The loss in one year toP E I, is
therefore $1,096,819.

In taxation alone our contri-
bution would be $1,400,000 in
1908.

These computations. are based
on the assumption that we pay to
Canada taxes and other contri-
butions in proportion to the rest
of Canada.

Bat this does not put the case
fairly for this Province as the
use per capita by the people of
this Province of dutiable goods is
probably much above the aver-
age. Nor have we taken into
account the indirect burden we
bear in the purchase of Canadian
goods of which the price is in-
creased by reason of the Canadian
tariff.

Captain Read who speaks with
best information from the Gov-
ernment side of the House es-
timated two years ago that today
under the Dominion tariff and
the increased imports the deriv-
able revenue from imports alone
if we were still - independent of
Canada, would be over two
millions of dollars per annum.”

Such an iocrease was evidently not
anticipated by the statesmen who led
us into Confederation nor did they
anticipate that the taxation of Canada
would have increased from $5,05, per
capital to $11,70,

In the year 1887 after 20 years ex
periences in Oonfederation a confer
ence of the Premiers was called at
Quebec at the instance of the late Mr
M ercier. Premier of Quebec, for the
purpose of formulating a plan for a
general increzs: of subsid'es to the
provinces.

The resolutions which were then a-
dopted are incorporated in the amend-
ment of the B. N. A. Act of 1907,
without any change whatever as far
as this Island is concerned. It is
under tbe terms of the Quebec Re-
solutions of 1887 that we now receive
the additional subsidy of $70,000.
This Province was not represented at
that Conference.

These are the provinions of the Re.
solutions of Quebec: —

“A" Ins ead of the amounts now
paid the sums herealter payable year
ly by Canada to the several proviaves
for the support of their governmen's
and legislatures to be according to
popylation and as follows ;—

The third Conference met at O:ti-
wa in 19 6—ajoint Cooference of
Canada and the Provinces.

They adopted the Quebec Resolut-
ions as the foundation for a readjust-
ment of the subsidies but did so “‘un-
der reserve of the right of any Prov—
ince to now submit to the Govern-
ment of Canada memoranda in writ
ing covering any claims it may have 1o
larger sums than those set out in the
said resolutions or to additional
sideration or recogoition,”
British Columbia presented a claim
for special subsidy on the grounds of:
1 The Cost of Administration ow
ing to the physical character of the
country,

2 The distance from the commercial,
industrial and administrative centres
of Eastern Canada.

3 The non industrial character of the
Province as compared with Eastern
Canada whereby a large precentage of
goods are imported and consumed
increasing the contributions to the
Federal Trezsury in the way of taxes

4 The disadvantages of the Province
in relation to the market for its special
products-

Oa these grounds the Conference
agreed to concede a special subsidy
to British Columbia of $100,000, per
annum for ten years,

It is well known history how
Premier McBride refused to ae-
cept this as a final settlement and
how through his instrumentality
the words “final and unalterable”
are not incorporated in* the Im-
perial Statute of 1907 respecting
the subsidies, and how by ap
amendment to the Bill in its pass-
age through the Imperial Parlia-
ment this Island was not further
shorn of its rights,

It should be noted that on the
grounds on which British Colum-
bia's claim was conceded the case
of P E Island would have been
incomparably better. But our
delegates sat dumb. This was
the golden opportunity for _pre-
senting to the Government of
Canada, then in Conference with
the representatives of all the Jocal
governments, all the glaims of
this Province “for larger sums
than those set out in the said
resolutions and for additional con-
sideration and recognition.”

Instead of this they voted to
make the terms then concluded
“final and unalterable.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier on the 25th
ot March 1907, speaking in the
House of Jommons, makes this
point clear when he says: “The
plan we proposed was that we
should revise the subsidies given
the Provinces with the clear -in-
timation to them that this was to
be a final settlement, that no
further claim would be recognized,
that edch Province muyst earry on
its affairs with the means at its
command and must not have re-
course to this Parliament. We
thought we could not do better
than have a friendly conference
with the Provinces and ascertain
what was the most they deemed
requisite in order to preyent their
coming agaia to Ottawa and
knocking at the door of this Par-
liament.”

The effect of the subsidy settle-
meant is that the subsidy for Gov-
eroments and Legislatyrgs is in
each ease inereased as follows:—

But on the per capita subsidy
a8 changed under this re-arrange-
ment we got nothing, can never
get anything, and narrowly es-
caped loosing part of what we
had.

In the case of Ontario and Que-
bec they were formerly paid the
80 cents per capita on their pop-
ulation as shown by the census of
1861. The Maritime Provinces
refused to come into Confeder-
ation unless this limit was im-
posed. They reeoguized then
that the great advantuges of the
union would acerue to the large
Provinces unless a limit was
set to the vast revenues
which they would receive from
Canada with their increase of
population, while the Maritime
Provinees with their restricted
areas would shortly reach their
limit. If the distribution of the
subsidies was to be by popula-
tion, to use the words of Col.
John Hamilton Grey, the: histor-
ian of these negotiations, “the
Provinces of Upper Canada
would receive what they did not
want, while the others (i. e. the
Maritime Provinces) would not
get what they did want.” Agree-
ment seemed hopeless, and on or
about the tenth morning after
the convention met the convic-
tion was general that it must
break up without coming to any
conclusion. The terms of mutual
concession and demand had been
drawn to their extremest tension
and silence was all around.”
Then a compromise was effected
by virtue of which Ontario and
Quebec were to be paid the per
capita subsidy on the population
as shown by the census of 1861
and the Maritime Provinces on
their actual population until it
should reach 400,000.

It is this limit which has now
been removed without any equiv-
alent to us in any form. Ontario
at once gains $629,000 per annum
by the change and Quebec $429,-
000 to beincreasedat every decade.
With their territories multiplied
by four. the expenditure of enor-
mous sums within their boundar-
ies for their development, and the
growth of population scon to
follow no man can measure the
prospective value to them of this
change in the Constitution. We
will have no part in this except
to pay our share of their enor-
mous gain.

This concession, this increase,
was made to them un the ground
that the increase of population
imposed upon them heavier bur-
dens for schools, public works,
agriculture, asylums, and the
other urgent demands which
modern conditions impose. But
not & word is said about the
boundless wealth of the Canadian
land given to them from which
already they derive millions an-
We
in this Province unfartunately
have not an ingrease of population,
but the reverse ; yet we have the
same need and the same right to
be paid for our increase cest of
education, public works, ete., as
have these wealthy and growing
Provinces. Our increase since
Confederation in the mainten-
ance of these garyipes is §128,000
per annum which is far below the
sum actually required for their
efficient performance, yot we are
left to struggle along unaided.

In the 30 years before we enter-
ed Confederation our .Population
bad doubled, manufagturies had
aprung up and progress was on
every hand, Then we handed
our destinies over to Canada.
Soon the march of progress be-
came slower, stopped, reyerged
and is travglling backward still,
By their failure to implement the
terms of Confederation and by
the great and growing drain of
taxation to feed the mammoth
works of Canada, the natural ad-
vantages of the Island have been
overcome and better opportugit-
ies made elsewhare—henge oyr
logs of population—s npational
evil that grows upon itself, and
involves all losses.
