The 
member for Chateauguay bad said that the 
opposition to the late Government hpft pre­
vented them bringing down their measures 
last autumn, but the motion of neo-confidence 
he [Mr. Galt) had proposed was a direct 
attack upon the Administration for not hav­
ing brought down its measures. Could they 
accuse the then opposition of warn of gener­
osity when they had never given the Opposi­
tion an opportunity of supporting the mea­
sures they proposed. He did not think the 
taunt about the littleness of the ministerial 
measures was, under these circumstances, 
called for; it was not one which should be 
iu the mouths of gentlemen opposite. (Hear, 
hear.) He then referred more particularly 
to the subject of thv motion before the House, 
and showed that the policy of the .present 
Government was tho same aa that put in 
force by Mr. Hincks in 1853, which remained 
in operation till 1856.
