On recommendation of the Tuber­
culosis Commission, and under the 
provisions of Section 27, Cap. 46, Con­
solidated Statutes (Second Series), 
His Excellency the Governor in Coun­
cil has been pleased to approve the 
following Regulations respecting the 
Burial of Persons in St. John's: —

1. From and after the 15th day of 
February, 1910, no Sexton or other 
person or persons having charge of 
the Church of Bngland, Roman Cath­
olic, General Protestant or Salvation 
Army Cemeteries or burial places of 
St. John’s, shall permit the burial of 
any person without first having re­
ceived a burial :perto1b signed by the 
Registrar General of Births, Mar­
riages and Deaths, under a penalty 
of Ten Dollars, or in default, Thirty 
days’ imprisonment for each offence.

2. The Registrar General of Births, 
Marriages and Deaths shall not issue 
any burial permit without first hav­
ing received a certificate, on a form 
to be issued by him, and signed by a 
registered Medical Practitioner, cer­
tifying to the death of the person for 
whom burial is required, and setting 
forth as far as is known the cause of 
death.

NOTE.—The Registrar General has 
supplied all Medical Practitioners 
with forms of Death Certificate. In 
the case of persons wh6 have died 
without medical attendance, because 
of inability to pay for such services, 
the relatives or friends will apply to 
the Magistrate or Clerk of the Peace, 
who will arrange with a Medical 
Practitioner to issue the necessary 
certificate of death.

There is one

Not long ago I 
wrote an article 
on the old fash­
ioned mother and 

the wisdom of listening to some of 
her old fashioned advice.

Shortly afterward, one of this sis­
terhood of mothers wrote to me to say 
that she thought that some of the 
things in the article applied to her 
son, but that it had rolled from his 
shoulders like water off a duck’s 
back, because he was sure it was 
meant only for girls.

It wasn’t meant only for girls by 
any means. On the whole, 1 think 
that most young men need a conserv­
ative mother’s advice much more than, 
their sisters.

But you’d need Diogenes’ lantern to 
find the man who would admit that.

A woman can’t possibly understand 
the peculiar temptations a man has,

or the peculiar standards he lives by, 
think most boys. Of course, they ex­
pect their sisters to be refined and 
careful and straight. The very 
thought of anything else makes their 
blood boil. But as for themselves— 
that's different. They’re men.

I am an ardent suffragist, but I 
would rather see women get their 
rights in this matter than at the 
polls. I would rather see the time 
when a man’s sin and a woman’s sin 
would be regarded in just the same 
light, than the time when women will 
have free access to the ballot box.

I realize, of course; that women are 
their own worst enemies in this thing. 
It is a sad fact that a man will for­
give an erring woman far more quick­
ly than her sisters will. It is they 
who harshly condemn the woman who 
“loved not wisely, but too well,” even 
while they forgive the man who has 
deliberately led a fast life.

She has lost caste forever. He has 
merely been “sowing his wild oats."

And yet it is the same sin.
Isn’t it abominable? Isn’t it ab­

surd? Isn’t it shortsighted?
For we are doing ourselves far 

more harm than we realize.
A prominent woman physician re­

cently made the prophecy to me that 
the woman of the next decade was 
going to begin to demand of her lover 
the same clean record she brings t) 
him.

I am not so hopeful of that. It 
seems to me the next century will b( 
nearer the mark. The most I hope 
for is a gradual tendency in that 
direction.

But I do hope for that. And I d< 
think the woman who is working foi 
complete justice for her sex can d-' 
nothing better than try to abolish thif 
dual standard of morality, and pu: 
in its place one standard of rights ant’ 
wrongs for both sexes, one attitude 
towards the same weaknesses 
whether they be found in man or wo­
man.

A packed pint of chopped meat i. 

a pound.
The last spoonful of jelly can hi 

added to pies or cooked prunes.
A slice of lemon stewed with prunet 

gives a most delicious flavor.
Don’t add the flavoring to soft cus- 

ard until the custard is cold.
If meat for soup Is cut into small 

pieces more nutriment will be obtain­
ed.

When frying mush dip the slices 
first in white of egg. This makes 
them crisp.

For the roast of cold lamb course, 
serve an egg salad, sprinkled with 
minced mint leaves.

To peel tomatoes without scalding, 
rub them backwards with the blunt 
edge of a knife.

Clean the glass of pictures with 
whiting, as water is apt in time to 
mar the painting beneath.

When leather armchairs look shab­
by, they should be wiped off with a 
soft cloth, dipped in olive oil.

When the eyelishes are thin or in­
clined to stand out, rub them at nignt 
with vaseline or cocoa butter.

Wooden breadboards are kept in 
better condition by rubbing them 
with sand than by simply using soap.

In selecting beef, the pieces which 
are well mottled with fat will be 
found the richest and juiciest.

In making bread, do not fill the 
pans over half full. Bread should

■ise to twice its size before baking.
Wring a cloth in vinegar and wrai 

it several thicknesses around cheesi 
to keep it from molding or drying.

Odd pieces of fruit, such as on< 
banana, an apple or an orange, ar< 
mixed with lemon gelatine to advant­
age.

A little vinegar put into the water 
in which eggs are poached will kee;- 
them white and prevent them from 
spreading.

In baking cake it is well to remem 
her that a sponge cake requires i 
lower temperature than a cake made 
with butter.

What Will Asquith Do?
The British Parliament will he 

opened by His Maesty the King to­
day with the usual pomp and cere­
mony. The keenest interest is felt in 
the matter as the burning question 
of the hour is the attitude which the 
Government will assume towards the 
House of Lords.

The Lord Chancellor, the Chancel­
lor of the Exchequer and the Premier 
have all been equally explicit in 
stating that the claim of the House 
of Commons to the sole control of 
finance, and the abolition of the ab­
solute veto of the House of Lords in 
other legislation were of prime im­
portance.

Before the election, Mr. Asquith 
stated in the Albert Hall that

"The absolute veto of the House of 
Lords must go. The will of the peo­

ple as expressed in the House of Com­
mons must prevail in the life-time of 
a single Parliament.’’

Liberals will .not assume or hold 
office without safeguards for the 
legislative utility and honour of the 
party of progress.

There must be a Statute that "it is 
beyond the province of the Lords to 
meddle with finance.

What Premier Asquith will do is 
the question of the hour. His Na­
tionalist allies in the late Election, 
his Labour allies, too, are urgent that 
he should make this fight the fight of 
the opening Session.

The King’s Speech should disclose 
In general terms the policy. The 
Premier's speech in the House of 
Commons will probably go into de­
tails and show how they propose to 
go about their unique task.

Glaring Case of Cruelty
A glaring case of cruelty to i 

horse was brought before the notice 
of the police a few days ago and the 
owner of the animal will appear in 
court during the week. It appears 
that the animal was a kicker, and tc 
correct this equine vice its harness 
was so adjusted that whenever it in­
dulged in it the energy thus expended 
bore mostly on the tail of the beast, 
so that it was torn out of its socket. 
Only the stump now remains and this 
has become inflamed and is mortify­
ing. Despite this the animal has been 
worked right along though suffering 
severely, and a stocking was placed 
over the appendage to cover it from 
view. Those who saw the animal say 
that it is a flagrant case of cruelty.

He was at 
the dock looking for a job.

A Dastardly Outrage.
On Saturday we received a letter

We received it in good faith 
and published it in the usual way of 
business. It now appears that the 
marriage notice was false, no mar­
riage having taken place, and the let­
ter in question, purporting to come 
from the father of the bride, did not 
come from him. It was a forgery. 
We received a visit from the father, 
who is naturally distressed at such 
an affront being placed on his daugh­
ter. The supposed bridegroom, Mr. 
Gerald Hunt, also called at the office, 
and a letter from him appears in an­
other column. We have placed the 
matter in the hands of the police. A 
detective has possession of the com­
munication we received and the en­
velope. It is to be hoped the perpe­
trator of the outrage will be discov­
ered, and the expectation is well based 
as there are clues which will prob­
ably lead to a detection.

It may be interesting to mention 
that a Mr. Horner sent a telegram 
during the recent election in England 
over a signature not his own, which 
induced the Daily Mail to publish it. 
It told a story of a hostile demonstra­
tion In Cornwall against Lloyd George 
which the latter declared false. The 
Daily Mail discovered that the send­
er of the message was not the person 
whose name had induced them to pub­
lish it The signature was a Mr. Wal­
ter Kirby, but the gentleman who bore 
this name did not send the message. A 
Mr. Horner sent it. The Daily Mail 
prosecuted Mr. Horner, and accord­
ing to a copy of the Daily Mail, which 
we received this morning, Mr. Hor­
ner has been committed for trial by 
the Magistrate at the Mansion House, 
London, on the charge of forgery and 
uttering two telegrams at the Post 
Office, Penzance, on January 9th.

We call the attention of the Sydney 
papers to this matter as the notice 
in question contained an invitation to 
them to copy it.

The King Approves 
Speech From Throne

Which Will Be Taken Up First—The Budget or 
Curbing the House of Lords ?

Terrible Accident
at Bell Island.

From people who arrived from Bell 
Island, Saturday afternoon, we learn 
that a terrible accident occurred on 
Friday morning at Lance Cove, by 
which a little girl named Hammond, 
aged three years, was practically 
burnt to death. After getting up her 
mother started the fire in the kitchen 
stove, and taking a pail went outside 
to the well to fill it with water. The 
child arose from her bed and came in­
to the kitchen. She evidently went 
near the stove, her night dress caught 
fire and instantly her little body was 
enveloped in flames. Her mother 
hearing her screams rushed into the 
house and was horrified at the spec­
tacle which her child presented. She 
lay on the floor writhing in agony 
with her apparel consumed by the 
fire, her hair in a blaze and her little 
body and face charred and blackened. 
The woman threw the contents of the 
vessel, which she carried, over the un­
fortunate little one, and the fire which 
ate into her vitals was quenched 
thereby but the condition of her off­
spring almost drove the parent to 
distraction. Hearing the woman’s 
cries neighbours were quickly on the 
scene and everything possible was 
done for the sufferer. A doctor was 
quickly summoned and administered 
ointments which had the effect of 
dulling the intense pain which the 
patient suffered, but it was seen from 
the start that the child could not re­
cover. In places the flesh was baked 
and fell from the bones, especially 
about the arms. The little sufferer 
lingered until 3 p.m. when death end­
ed the miseries endured. The child's 
garaient was composed of flannelette, 
a material which seems to be univer­
sally worn by children, but which 
though comfortable is dangerous, and 
which the slightest spark is capable 
of igniting so highly inflammable is it. 
Every year both at home and abroad 
fatalities due to the wearing of this 
stuff are recorded, and it is about time 
that this material were discarded for 
something which would be less liable 
to induce such an awful accident.

Tried to Enter
Jackman’s Stores

Late Friday night or early Satur­
day morning some prowler tried to 
break into the tailoring and gent s 
furnishing store of Mr. E. M. Jack 
man on Water Street. Whoever did 
it no doubt had robbery in view, and 
his attempt to get into the place was 
only prevented by the solid character 
of the bolts and fastenings. He drew 
out tw ostaples with a chisel or some 
such instrument and endeavored to 
break off the locks but found them 
too strong. He also tried to force up 
the windows, but they also were too 
firmly secured. The matter has been 
reported to the police, but there is no 
clue for them to work upon.

The Fight Between the 
Lords and Commons.

Special to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, Feb. 20.

Pernier Asquith has filled the va­
cancies in the ministry, which is an 
indication that he at least expects the 
Government to pass safely through 
the crisis. The new Ministers are: 
Wm. Wedgewood Benn and Owen Sf. 
Joseph Seares, Junior Lords of the 
Treasury; Edwin Samuel Montague, 
Under-Secretary for India, and Cecil 
Wm. Norton, Assistant Postmaster 
General. Mr. Morton succeeds Sir 
Henry Notman, who failed of election. 
This completes the Ministry. In the 
case of the Junior Lords, bye-elec­
tions will be necessary, but as both 
had good majorities last month" there 
is little danger of their losing their 
seats. The King's speech, it is be­
lieved, beyond the usual references 
to foreign affairs, will be confined to 
the question to finance and relations 
between the two houses. The su­
premacy of the House of Commons in 
financial matters will be asserted 
firmly, but the Government’s plan for 
limiting the Lord’s power of veto will 
not be disclosed until the Premier ad­
dresses the House of Commons on the 
Address in Reply to" the King’s 
Speech. Finance is certain to take 
precedence over all other business in 
the House. Mr. Asquith has remain­
ed firm on this point, and the Lib­
erals are convinced that the Ministers 
will be able during the course of the 
debate on the address to make out a 
case satisfactory to both the Labor 
and Irish members. Parliament will 
be formally opened at 2 o’clock to­
morrow by the King, who will be ac­
companied by the 'Queen, the Prince 
and Princess of Wales, and Prince 
and Princess Henry of Prussia. The 
formalities will take up an hour, and 
as Premier Asquith is expected io 
speak early in the debate on the Ad­
dress in Reply to the Speech from the 
Throne, the members wall not have 
long to wait for the Government's an • 
nouncement of its intentions. The 
pronouncement of Irish affairs, by 
which the Premier hopes to attain the 
support of the Nationalists, is await­
ed with the greatest curiosity.

300 Roiters Arrested.
Special to Evening Telegram .

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. 20.
Rioting in every section of this city 

followed the attempt of the Phila. 
Rapid Transit Company to operate its 
lines here to-day. Passengers and 
crews were driven from the cars by 
infuriated mobs of strikers, and in 
nearly a score of instances the aban­

doned cars were burned or otherwise 
destroyed. At nightfall every car was 
withdrawn from the service. Stern 
measures were taken by the police to 
quell the disorders and nearly 500 
persons were arrested charged with 
rioting. Iron bars and stones were 
piled on the tracks and several cars 
were wrecked. Mounted police were 
powerless to disperse the mobs and 
a fire hose was finally brought into 
play. Contradictory statements are 
made by the opposing forces as to 
the number of men on strike. Th 
leaders of the Association of Street 
and Electric Railway employees say 
that six thousand and two hundred of 
the seven thousand employees of the 
Transit Company have left their cars.

Egyptian Premier Shot

CAIRO, Feb. 20.
Bourtras Pasha Gaili, the Egyptian 

Premier and Minister of Foreign Af­
fairs, was shot and seriously wound­
ed to-day by a student, who was ar 
rested. After the shooting the stud­
ent'fired five shots, three of the bul 
lets lodging in his body.

The date to which the Legislature 
sat last year was so near to the open­
ing of the new fiscal year that it must 
have been recognized that most of the 
expenditure noted under the head of 
General Contingencies would be in­
curred before the close of the next 
fiscal year, and Legislative provision 
should have been sought therefor. 
If from the expenditure for General 
Contingencies, i.e., $16,130.56, is de­
ducted the above amount of $12,239.- 
05, a credit balance of $4,591.51 would 
be left to the vote, sufficient, with or­
dinary care, to meet the normal re­
quirements of the service to the end 
of the fiscal year.

16. Deducting from the sum of $12,- 
239.05 noted against General Contin­
gencies, the sum of $6,130.56 shewn as 
the actual overdraft on this vote (see 
page 7) which is contained in the $12,- 
239.05, and adding to the remainder 
the total overdrafts ($17,123.(9) 
shewn on the said page, it will be 
seen that Supplementary Supply Ajr 
$23,232.28 will be required to meet 
undue expenditures to January 31st, 
1910.

17. I have so often advised a proper 
distribution of the present votes so

mentary Vote, that it Is unnecessary 
that I should say anything m°re on 
this subject.

In conclusion I beg leave to re­

spectfully draw the particular atten­
tion of the Legislature to a matter of 
very grave importance which I have 
had to. deal with 1 nformer reports. 
I refer to the matter of the raising of 
Temporary Loans. For some years 
past a practice has been growing up 
of raising Temporary Loans for the 
public service of the Colony by the
Governor-in-Council, acting doubtless 
under the presumed authority given 
them by Section 8 of the Audit Act of 
1899 There is no doubt that occa­
sions very frequently arise when the 
exigencies of the public service re­
quire the raising of loans for imme­
diate and necessary public works, and 
that Section 8 of the Audit Act does 
give- the Governor-in-ÆounciL author­
ity in cases of emergency and to 
meet unforseen contingencies, to raise 
these loans. But there is a danger, 
it seems to me, inherent in the grant­
ing of this authority, which is, that 
Governments may, under circumstan­

It seems to me that it is 
not the policy of the Audit Act that, 
bv the adoption of any such expedient 
as this, control or guardianship over 
such expenditures by the Government 
should be wholly withdrawn from the 
Office of the Comptroller and Auditor 
General.

Revised New Testament
Full Marginal References Completed 

After Thirty-Seven Years.
London, Feb. 10.—After thirty-sev­

en years’ work the task of compiling 
full marginal references for the Re­
vised New Testament has been com­
pleted. A new edition will shortly oe 
issued by the University presses, in 
which the new references will be 
substituted for the abridged refer­
ences of 1898. Since the deaths of the 
original compilers, Dr. Scrivener and 
Professor Moulton, the work has been 
clone by the Rev. Albert Greenup, 
Principal of the London College of 
Divinity, and Dr. MacNeil, Professor 
of Biblical Exegesis in that institu­
tion, and the Rev. James M. Moulton, 
Professor of Hellenistic Greek and 
Indo-European Philology at Manch -st- 
ci University, who is a son of the 
lete Professor W. F. Moulton.

Professor Greenup says he believes 
that every published commentary on 
the New Testament has been read, 
besides many issues of the authorized 
versions, giving marginal references, 
including French, German, Greek and 
Hebrew. As an instance of the detail 
with which the work has been carried 
out, he cites one verse, the references 
to which it took ten years to complete. 
Many verses in the Gospels and Epis­
tles have nearly a hundred references 
each in the new addition.

Judge and Preacher.
Judge Rentoul, who has been mak­

ing some strong observations with re­
gard to imprisonment for debt, was 
both a Presbyterian minister and a 
member of Parliament before he took 
to the law as a profession. As a fact, 
b.is honour, to all intents and pur­
poses, is still a “reverend,” though 
not on the active list, for, once admit­
ted to the Presbyterian Church, a 
minister is always a minister, and 
can only be reduced to a layman 
through some act of misconduct.

It is not so very long ago since 
Judge Rentoul was pastor of St. An­
drew’s Presbyterian Church, Wool­
wich. Then, becoming M. P. for East 
own, he started to practise at the 
Bar, carrying on his three callings at 
the same time.

Not long ago Judge Rentoul told an 
rmusing story of the first illuminated 
address he ever received. It was 
presented to him on his first élection 
to Parliament. Scanning it closely, 
he was rather chagrined to find that 
following his name the word “barris- 
ter-at-law” was inscribed in very 
large characters, whilst “Member of 
Parliament" was very small.

On drawing the attention of the- art­
ist to the fact, he got the answer: 
"Well, sir, it requires a clever man 
to be a barrister, but any duffer can 
he a Member of Parliament.”
