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On recommendation of the Tuber-
culosis Commission, and under the
provisions of Section 27, Cap. 46, Con-
solidated Statutes (Second Series),
His Excellency the Governor in Coun-
cil has been pleagsed to approve the
following Regulations respecting the
Burial of Persons in St. John's:—

1. From and after the 15th day of
February, 1910, no Sexton or other
person or persons havihg charge of
the Church of Bapgland, Roman Cath-
olic, General Protestant or Salvation
Army Cemeteries or burial places of
St. John’s, shall permit the burial of
any person without first having re-
ceived a burial permit, signed by the
Registrar General of ' Births, Mar-
riages and Deaths, under a penaliy
of Ten Dollars, or in default, Thirty
dayvs’ imprisonment for each offence.

2. The Registrar General of Births,
Marriages and Deaths shall not issue
any burial permit without first hav-
ing received a certificate, on a form
to be issued by him, and signed by a
registered Medical Practitioner, cer-
tifying to the death of the person for
whom :burial is required, and setting
forth as far'as i8¢ known the cause of
death.

NOTE.—The Registrar General has
supplied all Medical Practitioners
with forms of Death Certificate. n
the case of persons who have died
without medical attendance, because
of inability to pay for such services,
the relatives or friends will apply to
the Magistrate or Clerk of the Peace,
who will arrange with a Medical
Practitioner to issue the . necessary
certificate of death.

her old fashioned advice.

Shortly af(el‘\\'al'tl. one of this sis-
terhood of mothers wrote to me to say
that she thcught that some of the
things in the article applied to her
son, but that it had rolled from his
shoulders like water off a duck’s
back, because he was sure it was
meant only for girls.

It wasn’'t meant only for girls by
any means. On the whole, I think
that most young men need a conserv-
ative mother’s advice much more than
their sisters.

But you'd need Diogenes’ lantern to
find the man who would admit that.

A woman can’t possibly understand
the peeculiar temptations a man has,

A prominent woman physician re-
cently made the prophecy to me that
the woman of the next decade was
going to begin to demand of her love:
the same clean record she brings t>
him.

I am not so hopeful of that. It
seems to me the next century will b
nearer the mark. The most I hope
for is a gradual tendency in that
direction.

But I do hope for that. And I dc
think the woman who is working foi
complete justice for her sex can d
nothing better than try to abolish this
dual standard of morality, and pu
in its place one standard of rights anc
wrongs for both sexes, one attitude
towards the same weaknesses
whether they be found in man or wo-
man.

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A packed pint of chopped meat i
a pound.

The last spoonful of jelly can DY
added to pies or cooked prunes.

A slice of lemon stewed with prunes
gives a most delicious flavor.

Don’t add the flavoring to soft cus-
ard until the custard is cold.

If meat for soup is cut into small
pieces more nutriment will be obtain-
ed.

When frying mush dip the slices
first in white of egg. This makes
them crisp.

‘ For the roast of cold lamb course,
serve an egg salad, sprinkled with
minced mint  leaves.

To peel tomatoes without scalding,
rub them backwards with the blunt
edge of a knife.

Clean the glass of pictures with
whiting, as water is apt in time to
mar the painting beneath.

When leather armchairs look shab-
by, they should be wiped off with a
goft cloth, dipped in olive oil.

When the eyelishes are thin or in-
clined to stand out, rub them at nignt
with vaseline or cocoa butter.

Wooden breadboards are kept in
better condition by rubbing  them
with sand than by simply using soap.

in selecting beef, the pieces which
are well mottled with fat will be
fecund the richest and juiciest.

In making bread, do not fill the
pans over half full. Bread should I

ise to twice its size before baking.

Wring a cloth in vinegar and wraj
it several thicknesses around cheess
to keep it from molding or drying.

0Odd pieces of fruit, such as on¢
banana, an apple or an orange, arc
mixed with lemon gelatine to advant-
age.

A little vinegar put into the water
in which eggs are poached will keejy
them white and prevent them from
spreading.

A scented bag that will keep moths
away is made as follows: One half
ounce each of cloves, nutmeg and
caraway seeds.

Old bread just now takes a new
form in breaderumb cakes. Soak thc
bread in buttermilk and use flour tc
thicken the batter.

Add a teaspoonful of sugar of lead
to the water in which fine silk hoisery
is washed to prevent the delicatec
color from fading.

From people who arrived from Bell
Island, Saturday afternoon, we-learn
that a terrible accident ‘occurred on
Friday morning at Lance Cove, by
which a little girl named Hammond,
aged three Yyears, was practically
burnt to death.

A doctor was
quickly summoned and administered
ointments which had the effect of
dulling the intenge pain which the
patient suffered, but it was seen from
the start that the child could not ve-
cover. In places the flesh was baked
and fell from the bones, especially
about the arms. The little sufferer

Seldom has an Ad-
dress from the Throne and its inter-
pretation by the Prime Minister been
awaited with such intense interest,
as on the tenor of these hangs the
life of the Government. Premier As-
quith is credited to-day with the ra-
ther clever plan of submitting to Par-
liament as a whole the question of
whether - priority shall be given to a
consideration of the Financial Bill or
to the question of the Veto Power of
the House of Lords. Should he de-
cide upon this course it is difficult
to see how the Unionists could avoid
supporting the Premier’s predeliction
of regularising the finances of the
country before an attack upon the
-House of Lords is made.

Revised New Testament

Full Marginal References Completed
After Thirty-Seven Years.

London, Feb. 10.—After thirty-sev-
en years’ work the task of compiling
full marginal references for the Re-
vised New Testament has been com-
Ileted. A new edition will shortly pe
issued by the University presses, in
which the new references will be
substituted for the abridged refer-
ences of 1898. Since the deaths of the
original compilers, Dr. Scrivener and
Professor Moulton, the work has been
done by the Rev. Albert Greenup,
Principal of the London College of
Divinity, and Dr. MacNeil, Professor
ot Biblical Exegesis in that institu-
tion, and the Rev. James M. Moulton,
Professor of Hellenistic Greek and
Indo-European PhilologyatManchast-
¢1 University, who is a son of the
lete Professor W. F. Moulton.

Professor Greenup says he believes
that every published commentary on
the New Testament has been read,
besides many issues of the authorized
versions, giving marginal references,
including French, German, Greek and
Hebrew. As an instance of the detail
with which the work has been carrizsd
out, he cites one verse, the references
to which it took ten years to complete.
\fany verses in the Gospels and Epis-
tles have nearly a hundred references
cach in the new addition.

Judge andc Preacher.

Judge Rentoul, who has been mak-
ing some strong observations with re-
gard to imprisonment for debt, was
bcth a Presbyterian minister and a
member of Parliament before he took
to the law as a profession. As a fact,
his honour, to all intents and pur-
poges, is still a “reverend,” though
not on the active list, for, once admit-
ted to the Presbyterian Church, a
minister is always a minister, and
can only be reduced to a layman
through some act-of misconduct.

It is not so very long ago since
Judge Rentoul was pastor of St. An-
drew’s Presbyterian - Church, Wiool-
wich. Then, becoming M. P. for East
own, he started to practise at the
Bar, carrying on his three callings at
the same time.

Not long ago Judge Rentoul told an
smusing story of the first illuminat=d
address he ever received. It was
presented to him on his first élection
to Parliament. Scanning it closely,
he was rather chagrined to find that
following his name the word “barris-
ter-at-law” was inscribed in very
large characters, whilst “Member cof
Parliament” was very small.

On drawing the attention of the-art-
ist to the fact, he got the answer:
“Well, sir, it requires a clever man
to be a barrister, but any duffer can
Ye a Member of Parliament.”
