To test Solignum as a preservative for Wood against the at­
tacks of Worms, we tried» piece of2 x 4 Spruce, about two feet 
in length, by painting one-third with Solignum, leaving the 
balance clear" wood, this we suspended by a wire through the 
centre, in the water about one foot from the bottom, imme­
diately over a pile of stones tlie remains of a sunken wharf 
( which is the place where oar Wharf Shores are eaten off first) 
for Three Months. On taking It up at the end of that time we 
found some half-dozen small holes only a very short distance 
in the clear part of the wood, which shows the liquid had pene­
trated through the whole piece and the worms had hardly 
begun boring before coming in contact with it.

Last year as a test of some brands of Copper Paint we 
handle, we had a similar piece of wood treated at both ends, 
leaving the centre third clean ; this was in exactly the same 
place as the piece for the Solignum test for Three Months and 
Three Days, when taken up the painted ends were perfect but 
the centre was riddled with worm holes.

Both these pieces of wood are to be seen at our Office by 
those interested in the preservation of Wharf Piles or any other 
wood work.

Relieved of 
the man’s weight the balloon again 
ascended, and was later found near 
Innsbruck, Austria.

The Cancer Problem.
With the opening in a fortnight of 

the new Research Institute of the 
Cancer Hospital. London, will come 
into possession of the first complete 
institution in Which the cancer prob­
lem can be attacked from all sides at 
the? same time.

In a limited space of sixty by forty 
feet the new research laboratories 
provide the very last word in scienti­
fic apparatus for, the study of cancer. 
The work will be carried on in five de­
partments, each under its own direct­
or, the whole being under the super­
vision of Dr. Alexander Paine, the 
chief of the staff.

The various departments are fitted 
for: —

' 1.—Clinical investigation.
2. —The pathology of cancer.
3. —Chemical research.
4. —Physics.
5. —Electricity and radium therapy.
“Ours will be life first complete in­

stitution," said the director, “with the 
heads of the various departments co­
operating, and with the work being 
carried on simultaneously in every 
branch of scientific medicine.”

On the ground floor is the director’s 
laboratory, and a large reading-room, 
where the workers will be able to 
consult the latest scientific papers and 
publications dealing with cancer, 
in the basement are laboratories for 
preparatory chemistry and electrical 
work,! including the departments Tor 
X-rays and investigations with ra­
dium. The committee are at present 
negotiating for some £3,000 worth of 
radium. On the first floor are spaci­
ous laboratories for research work 
dealing with the physics, chemistry 
and pathology of cancer. The top 
floor will be devoted to special re­
search work on living cancer tissues.

Even 
on this occasion and notwithstanding 
the difficulties of the situation the 
Brigades had, prjor to the receipt of 
your Excellency's letter, as I have 
already pointed out, considered the 
matter seriously and at length, and 
had unanimously come to the conclu­
sion that it was in the interest of the 
whole Brigade movement to abandon 
the proposed parade altogether. In 
deference, however, to your Excell­
ency’s wish the representatives of the 
Brigades again met but failed to 
agree for the reason already pointed 
out.

Regarding the situation created as 
deplorable and of far-reaching effect, 
I submitted the matter to our Govern­
ing Committee, a course which I had 
already intimated to your Excellency 
I should take. The Committee being 
very desirous of fully considering the 
matter frbm all standpoints, inter­
viewed the whole body of officers of 
our Brigade and called a meeting of 
our Council. The attitude of the C. 
L. B.. your Excellency’s letter, and all 
other matters bearing on the subject 
were fully discussed, and all these 
bodies were unanimously of opinion 
that the M. G. B. should not take part 
in any public function except on the 
basis of -equality in all things, and 
that such equality would not . be 
secured by compliance with your Ex­
cellency's suggestions, however_kind- 
ly made.

1 note that your Excellency does 
not uphold the C. L. B.'s pretentions 
to precedence except on the ground of 
convenience. I must, however, point 
out that they do not make them on 
that ground, but df right, and beg re­
spectfully to say further, that the 
matter of convenience cannot be in 
any way affected by any proposed ar­
rangement whi* might be agreed 
upon by the Brigades. It cannot pos­
sibly be more„ convenient to have one 
Corps leading than another.

The question of “superiority”' as 
your Excellency justly points out is 
not involved at all. That is a matter 
which must be settled by other means.

What we submit is that an undue 
and unfair advantage would be ac­
corded the C. L. B. even in the mat­
ter of “superiority" were -their pré­
tentions recognized as rights or at 
all. It must be that they, too, think 
so since they are so insistent on a 
recognition to which they are in no 
way entitled. ’

Your Excellency suggests that the 
rules observed in the Army should be 
followed, but I would respectfully 
point out there is no analogy between 
"the Brigades and the Army. The 
Army is under one control, Is govern­
ed by one law, apd‘ is subject to its 
own rules and customs, whilst the 
Brigades are separate and independ­
ent organizations, are under separate 
control, and as your Excellency has 
pointed out are each mainly a rule un­
to themselves.

Recognizing that each of the Bri­
gades is separate and Independent of 
the others, it seems to me that the 
proper method of settling their re­
spective positions from time to time is 
by lot. I regret that I am unable to 
agree with your Excellency that draw­
ing lots involves any loss oT dignity 

iwhatsoever. Your Excellency’s at­

Woman’s Body Found 
Floating in Barbor.

Mark Osmond and James Judge, 
employed making repairs to Baird’s 
wharf, on the South Side, found the 
body' of the late Mrs. Thistle floating 
in the Harbor about 4.40 p.m. yes­
terday. It will be remembered that 
Mrs. Thistle, wife of Mr. William 
Thistle, of the General Post Office, 
disappeared last Xmas Eve, and after 
several days search had been made 
by her friends and the police the 
problem of her disappearance was 
given up as one of the many which 
will only be solved on the last day. 
The general opinion expressed at the 
time was that the deceased had gone 
into the water. Duder’s wharf would 
be the most likely place, and several 
days were spent by the police and 
others last winter in searching here 
with jiggers. The workmen who dis­
covered the body saw it floating down 
with the tide about 50 yards away 
from the wharf where they were 
working. They recognized at once 
that it was a human body and pro­
curing a boat they rowed out and 
attaching a hook to the woman’s gar­
ments towed the body to the wharf. 
The head was almost completely gone 
as also one of the legs. The two men 
with the assistance of others who now 
came to their aid removed the body 
from the water and placede it on a 
floating stage used there for repair­
ing schooners. A tarpaulin was pro­
cured and put underneath the body 
and eVeTytflrhfg was done as reverent­
ly as possible under the circum­
stances. A phone call to the police 
station resulted in ’ the arriving of 
Sergt. Oliphant and Constable Lawlor. 
They came over in Bowring's launch 
and took charge of the remains of the 
unfortunate woman and had it 
brought over to the north side of the 
Harbor and deposited in the Morgue. 
Shortly afterwards Mr. Wm. Thistle 
being apprised of the discovery came 
to the place and identified the body as 
that of his deceased wife; he readily 
recognized the clothing. Undertaker 
Collier came to the Morgue and put 
the body in a’coffin. The funeral took 
place this afternoon and was largely 
•attended. Deceased leaves a hus­
band, one son and one daughter to 
mourn their loss. William Thistle, 
letter carrier, is not a son of the de­
ceased.
