The healthy baby will soon learn to 
enjoy a bath properly given and show 
eagerness for it. The delicate baby 
should be bathed under direction of 
physician. He may order a sponge 
bath only, or an oil rub. Children 
suffering with any tform of skin dis 
ease should not be bathed unless the 
doctor orders it. Eczema and ring­
worm are both aggravated • by soap 
and water bathing.

But the healthy baby should have 
his morning bath between his six 
o’clock and nine o’clock feeding. It 
sends him off drowsy to his morning 
nap. When the baby is a year old 
the hour of bathing may be changed 
to five-thirty in preparation for his 
nigiht’s sleep. In this way the child’s 
entire being demands a bath, the sen­
sation of cleanliness, and when he is 
able to bathe himself he will do it as 
mechanically and regularly as he re­
moves his clothing to retire.

The most important habits of 
cleanliness are inculcated in a child 
by the mother’s own care of the ba­
by’s diapers. If the baby is kept dry 
and clean from birth he will fret 
when he is wet and soiled. And from 
fretting over discomfort from un­
cleanliness he will grow Into habits 
of cleanliness. He will learn regu­
larity and self-control.

The recent death, at the age of 
ninety, of John Dalton, the oldest rat­
catcher in England, who for many 
years held contracts from most of the 
leading railway and doc.k companies, 
hotels and restaurants, for killing 
rats, calls attention to the fact that 
there are a number of modern Pied 
Pipers in this country at the present 
time, who are waging a war of the 
most vital importance to commerce 
and general health.

Not long ago it was stated that the 
damage done by rats, throughout the 
country was estimated at £15,000,000 
a year. For the past 200 years the 
rat-catching industry of Loudon, 
which is said to be the worst-infested 
of any city, the estimated number of 
rodents in the Metropolis being 6.- 
000,000, has been in the hands of the 
Dalton family, and the business is 
still being carried on by the late Mr. 
Dàlton’s son. The latter has seven 
men working for him at rat-catching, 
and two whose sole business is the 
extermination of beetles.

Last year they accounted for 29,000 
rats, their success being mainly due 
to a secret method of enticing the 
rats to destruction, which has been 
handed down from father to son, no 
poisons, or Virus, or traps being us­
ed.

There is little danger of unem­
ployment among rat-catchers, for it 
is estimated that one pair of rats, 
having five litters of twelve each per 
year, can, at the end of twelve 
months, be responsible for the ex­
istence of 20,000 others. Fortunately, 
rats are the greatest enemies of rats. 
Were it not for civil war in the rodènt 
camps, rats would be an infinitely 
worse ,pest than they are, for al­
though, as has been said, two rats 
may have 20,000 descendants in a 
year, it is reckoned by experts that 
only 800 survive the tribal feuds.

In spite of this, however, the rat 
kings of the country—Turner of Lei­
cester, Bright of Manchester, Sim­
mons of Birmingham, Tupper of Al­
dershot, Barrett of Southampton, F. 
Ling, official rat-catcher to the Col­
chester Corporation, and many other 
‘Pied Pipers”—are kept very busy

all the year round. The last named, 
who works with "ferrets and dogs, has 
several records to his credit, one of 
his best results being the killing of 
sixty-four rats in two and a half 
hours in a piggery.

The late Mr. Dalton was quite a 
well known character. His carriage 
—for his business was so lucrative 
that he has left a fortune of several 
thousand pounds—was quite often to 
be seen outside buildings, while, be­
ing one of the old school of sports­
men, he was well known to the aris­
tocracy. Many’ a time he escorted 
scions of the nobility to old-style 
knuckle fights on Epsom Downs. An­
other of his side lines was to escort 
parties of ladies and gentlemen 
through underground London, taking 
them for long .walks through the sew­
ers.

Thieves Use
Victims to Death
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Burglars Kill Three
IN NKW YORK RESTAURANT.

Thieves i'<e (leavers to Batter'Their 
Victims to Death in Cellar.

Now York. April 5.—Otto Zinn, a 
restaurant keeper, and two of his em­
ployees. a porter and a cook, were 
kilted early to-day in Zinn’s restau­
rant. supposedly by burglars. Zinn 
and his wife; who slept over the res­
taurant. were awakened by a crash 
down stairs and the proprietor went 
down to investigate.

The police found also a re­
volver and a set- of burglars’ tools 
The porter and the cook had been sur­
prised and killed when they came 
down to get coal. The proprietor ap­
parently had surprised the thieves at 
work trying to open the safe.

Maid, porter, and Steven Bovorsiky, 
cook.

At the House.
FRIDAY, April 9.

Several questions asked the Min­
ister of Ptitilic Works had to remain 
over as the Minister was ab5;nt. To 
the questions- asked by Messrs'. Lloyd, 
Coaker and Grimes the replies were 
that answers were being prepared.

Mr. Kent asked the Prime Minister 
whether a loan or financial assist­
ance had been received from the Im­
perial Government, what amount, for 
what purpose, what terms and condi­
tions; also, if any expenditure or ap­
propriation had been made therefrom 
and for what amount and for what 
purposes and to lay upon the table of 
the House all correspondence in re­
lation therto.

The Prime Minister replied that the 
Imperial Government had loaned One 
Million Dollars to the Colony Ifor pres­
sing emergencies at the same rate of 
interest they were paying themselves 
The temporary loan of $250,000 from 
the Bank of Montreal for war pur­
poses had been repaid out of the Im­
perial War Loan.

In reply to a question of the Leader 
of the Opposition as to whether the 
1914 Railway Loan had been raised, 
the Prime Minister said that It had 
not been raised and that when he was 
in London in June last our financial 
agents advised that it was in the best 
interests of the Colony to issue at 4 
per cent instead of 3%. He had ob­
tained a temporary loan of a million 
dollars.

Mr. Lloyd aatked for any recent cor­
respondence from the agents as to the 
markets, but the Prime Minister said 
there- was none.

Mr. (Maker asked why mails should 
not be brought by couriers from Mil- 
lertown to the logging camps;

The Colonial Secretary replied that 
he was in sympathy with what he con­
sidered a most desirable improvement. 
He had taken the matter up with the 
Postmaster General and that in the 
near future he hoped to get the lum­
bering men intercourse with civiliza­
tion.

In reply to a question of Mr. Coak­
er, the Colonial Secretary said that F. 
Thistle is paid$7.50 per trip for con 
veying the mails twice a week from 
King’s Point to Three Arms.

The Bills relating to the Employ­
ment of Loggers ; the Sale of Fish on 
the Labrador Coast ; the Amendment 
of the Customs Act; the Naturaliza­
tion of Aliens; the Administration of 
Local Affairs; the Seal Fishery and 
Patent and Trade Marks were read 
and deferred till next stiting.

Mr. Stone rose to make a few ob­
servations on the Speech from the 
Throne. The speech, he 'said, was 
very remarkable, not for what it con­
tained, but for what it did not con­
tain. He was in sympathy with pro­
vision being made for those who suf­
fer on account of the war. He was 
made to believe at the War Session 
lost September that the deficit up to 
June 30th last was $237,000 while as 
an actual fact we were- facing a de 
licit of" $300",000, a difference of $73,000 
but of course that is considered a 
flea bite by the present Government. 
Continuing he alluded to the financial 
condition of the Colony as being in a 
deplorable state, because of the wan 
ton and extravagant expenditures of 
the Government gave a scathing 
criticism of the incomplete branch 
railways, which are still incomplete, 
despite the millions of dollars spent 
cn them. The speaker pointed out 
that destitution prevailed all over the 
country owing to lack of employment, 
and he hoped that mean® would be 
adopted to relieve such a state of af­
fairs. He regarded the big proposed 
Labrador industry of the Government 
a bag of gas.

Mr. Targett. He endorsed the sen­
timents of the previous speaker re­
garding the war. When toe heard 
the Speech from the Throne read he 
thought Newfoundland would never 
see a poor day again. Last Septem­
ber he heard the Prime Minister say­
ing that the country was in- a pros­
perous and flourishing condition. The 
accounts show that the country is in 
financial difficulties. He is bewilder­
ed what to believe, having had the 
former information1 from a man -30 
years in public life. He compared a 
country to an individual, whs lives' 
beyond his means must eventually 
get into the. hole. He said that last 
year's -codfisheiry was poor on the 
whole so that with an apparently bad 
seal fishery this season" it looked to 
him as if all and sundry would have 
to die of starvation, as the duty on 
goods was continuing to increase but- 
that according to the Government the 
revenue was diminishing. In conclu­
sion he hoped that in future that the 
House of Assembly would open in the 
winter instead of in the spring.

Dr. Lloyd was the next speaker. 
In rising he said it was not very often 
he bad occasion to congratulate' the 
Government and the Prime Minister, 
but now he was very pleased to have 
an opportunity of congratulating both. 
When he entered the House on open­
ing day he was strut* with the dec­
orations. The flags of our Allies 
stimulated us with the .thoughts of 
the solidarity of Entente; Mi' the 
draping of the Speaker’s Çe™ with 
the Union Jack was a-fitting emblem

of the fight Britons were waging for
free Institution against German Mili­
tarism. Our Colony had done ijiuéh 
and was doing much, but he detected- 
a note of sorrow in the Speech of the 
Premier in -his regret that Newfound-; 
land was handicapped in doing more 
by the great expenditures and obliga­
tions incurred during the past five or 
six years. He had in mind the fact 
that the Government had not stimu­
lated recruiting for the Naval Re­
serve by evehing up the pay to that 
of the Newfoundland Regiment. In 
his big hearted way the Premier toad 
promised that Newfoundlanders 
should man Dreadnoughts, and al­
though but a few were doing this, the 
bulk of our Reservists were at the 
post of honour in a position of the 
greatest danger in seas sown with 
mines and overrun with German sub 
marines doing their duty bravely and 
some sixty had already given their 
lives for their country. It was a 
pity the efforts of Newfoundland was 
so handicapped with debt. .True it 
was the Prime Minister had declared 
he could and Would defend everything 
his government had done in the past, 
but still he had offered the apology 
that the war could not be foreseen 
and that they had not been as econo­
mical as they might have been. It 
seemed to him, however, that the 
Prime Minister was preparing for 
earning events. They had the unusual 
spectacle of the Chairman of Com 
mittess seconding the Address In Re­
ply. His speech had been eloquent, 
hearty and patriotic. He was proud 
to be the son of a fisherman and had 
dilated at length on the honourable­
ness of a man’s calling in life. The 
occasion was as apt as the selection. 
The Prime Minister had in good time 
selected an undertaker to perform the 
obsequies of the coming dissolution of 
his government. The disease was 
financial overspending and high liv­
ing. The announcement of the de­
ficits did not come as a surprise to the 
Opposition as it had been foretold by 
them long before the last -session, and 
also at the last session. It will be 
remembered the remarkable budget 
that preceeded the election of 1913, 
which was regarded by the Opposition 
as the herald of financial disaster. 
Subsequent events have proved the 
truth of the charges with the duties 
taken off, the revenue was impossible 
to meet the expenditure, and instead 
of the surplus Of $50,000 foretold by 
the Hon. Minister of Finance, the 
country was faced with a deficit of 
some $300,000. Last Spring's addition 
to taxation was estimated by the Fin­
ance Minister to bring in $240,000 be­
fore June 30th, so that the Finance 
Minister was nearly $600,000 out in hia 
1,013 Budget forecast. The -estimates 
cannot intelligently be dte-eusied un­
til some full financial information is 
forthcoming and in this respect he 
would strongly express the desirabil­
ity of furnishing the Information as 
speedily as possible1.

Referring to the Railway Loan. Mr. 
Lloyd dealt with the folly of the 
Government in persisting in 1914 in 
the matter of the Loan at 3% per cent 
At the introduction of the Act he Op­
position pointed out that such a loan 
could not be raised as no Colonial 
Government had offered a loan at that 
rate, but no attention was paid to 
their warning. The result was that 
when thé Premier went to London and 
consulted with the agents of the col­
ony, he was informed that the Loan 
Act was useless, and the loan could 
not be pnt on the market. Quite re­
cently the Canadian rates were raised 
to 4% on 99, as against 4 per cent, 
twelve months ago. The whole show 
ed a lack of financial foresight. He 
then dealt with the recuperative pow 
ers of the country, citing as instances 
the rebuilding of the city after the 
fire of 1892, and the Bank Crash of 
1S94, and said that thertn lay the hope 
of the country getting out of the state 
Of financial disaster into which it has 
fallen.

The Premier replied. He took a 
very optimistic view of the financial 
situation, and was* inclined to think 
that the previous speaker was a 
prophet titf evil, while at the same time 
he wished to congratulate him on' the 
tearless and open manner in which, he 
had attacked the Government. He 
even ventured to say that something 
would be learned from- the remarks of 
the Opposition. He then went on to 
say that for thè past thirty years he 
had been listening to the same old 
tune with regard to the deplorable 
condition of the country. He refer­
red to the improvements effected by 
tiie Government since coming into 
power, and referred to the present 
great depression as only a temporary 
set back caused by the war. He said 
the Government had a mandate from 
the country to build the railway. He 
assured the House that the Hon. Min­
ister of Finance wHl bring forward a 
statement that will be satisfactory. 
He concluded with a reference to the 
increase of the Colony’s imports and 
exports, and said that t.he outlook for 
Newfoundland was a bright one, that 
Peace will bring reaction, and sur­
pluses will come back to the country. 
He reiterated what Mr. Lloyd had 
said regarding the country's recupera­
tive powers and said that now It waa 
only bending to a storm that was not 
pf its own making.

While 
the Premier thought Mr. Lloyd pessi­
mistic and termed him a prophet of 
evil, he was of the opinion that Mr.-

thé Premier’s speech. With- regard to 
thp increase of, the experts of the 
country and the proportionate in­
crease of the imports, which1 was. 
cited by the Premier as an instance of

the country's prosperity, Mr. Morine 
said that it must be remembered that; 
when the imports are equal to the ex­
ports the country to spending every 
dollar that"It can earn, and so cannot 
be prosperous. 'The country bas no 
reserve, a fact due to faults in the 
financing of the Colony’c affairs.

Bor 
rowed money sunk In unproductive1 
works ,1s no evidence' of prosperity 
He held that the purchasing power of 
the Colony, part from purchases On 
borrowed money was- due mainly to 
increases in the value of our staple 
industry and not to remunerative re­
turns from railways or other large 
enterprise, which had so far remained 
unprofitable. He disagreed with the 
Premier that when the war is over 
trade will recover rapidly. The uni­
verse cannot respond to the loss of 
war for a long time to come. Tens 
of thousands of men at the front and 
engaged elsewhere in the production 
Of munition®, and now being phot 
away, will. be thrown out of work, 

fWhile the large borrowings for war 
will affect the money market and 
leave behind a great burden of inter­
est to be borne. It was wiser to pre­
pare for the stress of the future. Op­
timism was as dangerous as pessim­
ism. The future called for economy 
in managing the affairs of state.

The House adjourned at 6 p.m. until

Baron Rothschild.
Bnrcn Rothschild, whose death has 

just occurred, is head of the British 
branch of the great Jewish banking 
firm of Rothschild's. He was born in 
November, 1840. His father was the 
first Jew ever elected to the British 
House of Commons. Baron Roths- 
< hild had an Austrian title and also 
a British title; the former he gave up 
at the outbreak of the war, but re­
tained his British honors. His son. a 
member of ihe House of Commons, is 
now at the front with his regiment, 
the Royal Bucks Yeomanry. The 
Rothschild fortune was made at the 
time of Waterloo, when the then head j 
of the family secured advance infer- | 
niation regarding the outcome of the ! 
battle and purchased British consols. [ 
Other branches of the family are lo­
cated at Paris, Berlin and Vienna.

The death of Lord Rothschild calls 
attention to the place the Jews are 
making for themselves in the present 
war. Up to the present, no Jew was 
allowed to enter the Russian army 
or navy, but during the past few 
months many Jews have received 
commissions, and 'are now fighting 
against the Germans. Russia is said 
to have 230.000 Jews in the army; Aus­
tria has 52.000: France, 10,000; Ger­
many. 6.000; Belgium, 1.000, and Ser­
vis. 700. There are also a large num­
ber in the British army. In the Ital­
ian army there is a Jewish general 
named Ottolighi. who formerly held 
the portfolio of Minister of War.

THE AMERICAN FARMER.

By GEORGE FITCH,
The American farmer is a careless, 

unscientific, lazy individual who raises 
more and trigger crops than the farm­
er of any other country.

We get the description of the Ameri­
can farmer from his European critics, 
and his results from the grain statis­
tics of the world. It is very peculiar 
that so thriftless a man should be able 
to feed not only himself but half a 
dozen foreign nations into the bar­
gain. Perhaps if he worked harder all 
Europe would be enabled to abandon 
the farm and live entirely on war and 
glory.

Foreign critics tell us that it the 
American farmer worked as hard and 
as carefully as the European farmer 
he would raise twice as much wheat 
per acre. But when reproached with 
this the American farmer smiles a 
shy, sweet. smile and asks that his 
European competitor be /searched 
carefully for automobiles and other 
signs of prosperity. After a European 
farmer has lavished his unflagging at­
tention for eighteen hours a day upon 
his wheat field, raising tremendous 
crops thereon for twenty-five years, 
he borrows enough money to pay his 
fare to America where he toils morn­
ings in a cultivator seat' and drives 
into town in his automatic horse in 
the afternoon to see the ball game 

And at the end of five years the 
government comes down on him with 
great zeal and reproaches him., for 
holding out on his income tax report.

There is some mystery in this. Why 
does the old world farmer work him­
self into an early and frugal tomb 
while the American farmer loafs him­
self into the presidency of the village 
bank? Is this a proper reward for 
industry?

In answer we might observe that il 
is the usual reward for industry un­
mixed with intelligence of any sort.

The American farmer could sequest­
er himself on a ten acre lot and toil 
as hard as anyone raising wheat with 

hoe and cutting it with a sickle if 
he was that foolish. Instead he pre­
fers to joy-ride over a 320 acre farm 
ou a flock of red, white and green ma­
chinery, raising half as much wheat 
per acre and ten times as much finan­
cial comfort per year.

If ten core worn European scien­
tists would combine, buy one Ameri­
can corn planter and tear down the 
gothic stone walls between their rug 
sized farms, one of them could do the 
work while the other nine went fish­
ing.

Any farmer could raise 50 bushels 
of wheat on’ an acre of ground in 
America if he wasn't so busy raising 
80 bushels of com per acre on a 
quarter section. \

American scientists say there is 
nothing improbable in the claim of 
German chemists to manufacture milk. 
The cow’s milk has been analyzed by 
these learned persons, and on this 
analysis they can produce its oppo­
site—a synthesis. For some time they 
have been able to put together a liq­
uid closely resembling milk—that is, 
having the same nutritive effect.

Still, to produce a liquid so like 
milk as to be indistinguishable from 
it by ordinary tests is a much greater 
work. The German synthetic milk is, 
said to meet the case.

One of the ingredients of the milk— 
and an important one—is the soy 
bean.

The soy bean appears to be one of 
its important ingredients. “Soy milk’" 
is mentioned in various text-books as, 
a product made by boiling milk and 
then making a pulp or emulsion of 
the cooked product. “Soy cheese” is 
also an ancient and well-known pro­
duct in Japan and China.

American Officers 
t Recalled.
Tlieir Places With German Army Will 

Not he Filled by Others.
Washington, April 4.—The five Am­

erican army officers on duty as mili­
tary observers with German armies 
"have been ordered home, and their 
places will not be taken by other of­
ficers.

The reason given by the Secretary 
of War for the recall orders was that 
their mission had been fulfilled. This 
explanation was announced to be the 
war department's last word on the 
matter.

It is known, however, that other 
reasons, largely of a personal char­
acter, were considered by army offi- 
eils in determining to withdraw the 
observers.

The American officers, it is said, 
have found their position somewhat 
difficult because of the high tension 
to which at least a few of 'these with 
whom" they have come in contact have 
been strung by months of warfare, and 
press reports in Germany criticizing 
the United States relating to the war.

So far as is known, the withdrawal 
of American military observers with 
other European armies is not con­
templated.

The Governor, Newfoundland:

The French Governmnet summar­
izes the result of operations between 
the Meuse and the Moselle since April 
4th as follows: On the northeast 

__ and east fronts-at Verdun the French 
have gained from one to three kilo­
metres on a front of twenty kilome­
tres, and occupied the heights which 
dominate the course of the Aisne. At 
Eparges we have carried almost all 
the strong positions held by the ene­
my on the plateau commanding 
( ombres near St. Mihiel ; have cap­
tured the entire southwestern portion 
of Boisdailly, where the Germans 
were strongly established, and in 
fruthern Woevre have won a dis­
tance of three kilometres on a front 
of seven to eight kilometres. At all 
these points the Germans suffered 
heavy losses.

The Russian Government reports 
progress in Ondava Valley, in the 
Carpathians, and the crossing of the 
principal chain of the Carpathians 
in the region north of the railway 
form Uzsok to Berezna.

• BASEL, Switzerland, April 9.
British and French cruisers, ac­

cording to advices received here, have 
taken from Italian mail steamers 2,- 
300 bags of German mail, addressed 
abroad, containing letters, .post cards, 
money checks, and small packages.

PARIS, via St. Pierre, April 8.
In Belgium the day has be eh mark­

ed by artillery duels. In the Valley 
of the Aisne and in the region east of 
Rheims our efforts, notwithstanding 
particularly bad weather, were .kept 
up actively, and we have maintained 
all our gains between the Meuse and 
Moselle, and at the same time we 
have progressed anew. In Burnt 
Woods, as we reported yesterday, we 
have captured a German trench and 
a great number of priosners. The 
heavy rain of the last few days has 
deeply soaked the, chalky ground of 
Wcevre region, rendering all move­
ments of artillery guns difficult and 
keeping shells from exploding. Our 
troops consolidated their gain of the 
previous day. Notwithstanding ex­
traordinary counter-attacks, we have 
held on to all ground gained. At 
Esparges. in particular, the last Ger­
man counter-attack by a regiment 
and a half was completel}' repulsed, 
the enemy sustaining numerous loss­
es. corpses of German soldiers literal­
ly covering the ground. Three hun­
dred men who had, for a whfle. suc­
ceeded in coming near our lines, 
were mown down by our machine 
guns; not one of them escaped.

In spite of continuous bad weather, 
new successes were reported yester­
day and to-day between the Meuse 
md the Moselle. At Eparges a night 
attack succeeded in our making a 
step forward and we have maintained 
our advance in spite of three fierce 
counter-attacks. W*e have already 
counted over a thousand German

IDLE WERE SUNK.'tHfW

o-:o:o:o:-o:-o:-o:o-k>:-o:o:ok>:- LONDON, April 9.
Private advices have been received 

here telling how the battleships ir- 
restible and Ocean were sunk during 
the bombardment of the Turkish for­
tifications on March 18, after they had 
been been damaged badly by fire from 
the Turkish forts. Information from 
eye-witnesses of the battle is that af­
ter the Irresistible was struck amid­
ships by Turkish shells, “one of our 
craft finished her with a torpedo.” 
The fate of the Ocean, it is said, was 
similar. Having struck a mine, which 
almost wrecked her, “she was dis. 
patched by a British torpedo.” . It is 
said that this action was taken to pre­
vent the helpless battleships from 
drifting ashore, where they might 
have fallen into the hands of the- 
Turks. The statemnt of the British 
Admiralty said that the Irresistible 
“sank, having probably struck a 
mine," and that the Ocean, “also hav­
ing struck a mine, sank." 7

26.000 Seals
Is What the Bonaven- 

lure Hails For.
At 6.20 last evening, the s.s. Çona- 

venture, Capt. Bob Bartlett, quietly 
■steamed into port, having returned 
from the Gulf sealflshery, reporting 
her catch as 26,000 prime harp seals, 
valued at $50,000. The Bon was sig 
nailed from the Cabot Tower at 
o'clock last evening and as soon as 
she hove in sight large concourses of 
people assembled on the wharves 
along the water front and other 
points of vantage to view her. A 
Telegram reporter was the first to go 
aboard and congratulate Capt. Bart­
lett on his success and to get a story 
of the voyage.

T thought I would have the pleas­
ure of loading her,” said the intrepid 
explorer of the north, as he talked cf 
his hazardous mission as if it was a 
berry picking party. All things con­
sidered, he said, he was very lucky 
from the outset of the voyage to the 
end. “We left here on Sunday, 
March Jtji,” he continued. The ship 
remained in the ice blockade for 20 
hours off the Narrows and after free­
ing herself proceeded, and made a 
splendid run to Channel. Leaving 
there on the afternoon of March 10th 
went in the Gulf to within seven 
miles of Amherst. Considerable ice, 
though not extra heavy, was met 
with on the way, though the Bona- 
venture got through without much 
difficulty. After steaming about in 
quest of the seals for several hours, 
Capt. Bob got sight of his first white­
coat on the afternoon of the 16th, and 
proceeded in that direction until the 
next morning, March- 17tn when he 
struck the main patch. The ocean 
for miles around, in fact as far as the 
eye could see. was dotted with seals, 
and Capt. Bob never saw them thick­
er. Immediately the ship .was burnt 
down and the men put on the lee.' The 
Bonaventure was, all by her •'lone­
some” for a wetk, net another ship 
being in sight. For the first day's 
kill 10,000 was reported by the mas­
ter watches, next day March ISth. 16,- 
000 and so on until in the neighbor­
hood of 50,000 had been accounted 
for. When 16.000 were cn board, on 
March 2Gth, a strong gale from the 
N.W. raged, accompanied by a snow 
storm, causing the ice to break up 
and the missing etf three hundred 
pans. The storm lasted until the 
2Sth. About one-third of the missing 
nans drifted towards the land and 
the landsmen were seen working 
them. After the storm the ship got 
clear and followed her seals towards 
the shore and succeeded in finding 
100 pans, the other pans, amounting 
to about 20,000, were never seen after­
wards. Most of them drifted towards 
the Nova Scotian coast and were 
picked up by the landsmen, while 
what was on a few pans went under 
the ice. On Wednesday the ship came 
out of the Gulf and went towards the 
harbor of Sydney her seals having 
drifted that far. but only recovered 
very few. Cqpt. Bartlett says the 
weathêr and ice conditions were bad. 
Strong winds and tides were fre­
quently experienced, but a peculiar 
feature is that there was virtually no 
frost and most of the sealers worked 
during the spring with their hands 
uncovered. - He never saw as much 
ice-blindness. On one day alone 105 
of his most experienced sealers were 
'aboard with their eyes affected, but 
there was scarcely «any sickness of 
any kind #or the voyage amongst the 
crew who are all well and in the best 
of spirits. “The ice was very heavy 
this season,” reported Capt. Bartlett, 
and he reports the other Gulf ships 
over a week ago off Cape St. Lawr- 
Nova hailed for 3,000 when last seen 
over a wee kago off Cape St. Lawr- 
rence. The Viking, Diana and Erik 
got no seals and were jammed for 
most cf the spring. The Bonaventure 
was in danger of going ashore sev­
eral times, owing to the running ice. 
but fortunately not the slightest mis­
hap was met with. The ice was cover­
ed with deep snow all the spring, ac­
cording to Capt. Bartlett, and hamp­
ered the work of the men greatly, es­
pecially hauling seal», which were 
tewed from two to six miles to the 
ship. A man named Edward Kenny, 
belonging to Conception Harbor, who 
was wheelman on the S;S. Terra Nova, 
was brought in with a broken leg. 
The Bonaventure’s seals are expect­
ed to average 51 lbs. and are in ex­
cellent condition. To Capt. Bartlett 
we extend heartiest congratulations.

HOME INDUSTRIES.

The main objectionable feature of 
the Bank of Nova Scotia’s new Bank 
of course, is the way our local con­
tractors were ignored. As regards a 
foreign contractor beating them on 
prices—they are only up against it as 
most of our local industries are. 
There are few of us who ask for lo­
cal made articles for sentimental 
reasons. We buy them only when 
they are of better quality and cheap­
er than the imported article. And 
the contractors here will have to get 
in touch with the many appliances 
used in their business, that shorten 
work and lessen labour, if they would 
handle all the big jobs here. I have 
heard that in this new Bank the stone 
is to be cut here, whereas the stone 
used in the Museum for instance was 
imported all ready cut. This will 
mean more labour and is a good idea 
and if possible should always be done.

“John Bull” tells about a promin­
ent Sugar refinery in England in 
which almost every bit of machinery 
is “Made in Germany”! It is such 
times as these that we find out how 
much patriotism influences us when 
money is concerned. But at the same 
time', if we are compelled to buy only 
English made machinery and English 
products that will cost more—just as 
certain is it that the new Germany 
wKII capture our trade again and even 
more than fcrmeiHy.

tation, hut a window loosely set, or 
a couple of leaks bring many discom­
forts—and the landlord turns a deaf 
ear. Suitable houses are hard to get, 
and most landlords take every advan­
tage of the fact, and until some ex­
ample is set by private or public en­
terprise by building sensibly-planned 
and decent houses at a reasonable 
rent, this situation will remain—it 
will only be by force of competition 
that there will be any improvement.

$50 A YEAR RENT.
Now that the Council has announ­

ced that all tenants paying fifty dol­
lars or under for rent may demand 
that their houses be kept tight, I hope 
that the Council will not rest on its 
pars and think that its duty is accom­
plished. I hope it will not he left for 
those poor people to complain, for if 
they do complain, then the next thing 
will be a notice from the landlord to 
quit. And goodness knows where 
they can find another shelter. ’The 
Council Should take the matter in its 
own hands—make a list of such hous­
es unfit and act on the City's account 
against the owners, and- protect as 
much as they can, the tenant from 
the ire of the landlord.

And why, pray, should we stop at 
fifty-dollar-a-year houses? Why 
shouldn't the man paying $80 a year 
and $100 a year and more, have the 
same privilege of demanding a tight 
house as his right? In many ways 
the man paying these latter rents, 
has a much harder job to get along 
and live as he would like to. He is 
the man who is generally bearing the 
burden and heat of the day and who 
is really higher in the scale of worth 
than many whom we term the “aris­
tocracy.” So let him be protected too. 
His house may not be unfit for habi-

GOVERNMENT AID.
And there is perhaps a better 

scheme still. Instead of the Govern­
ment building houses and selling 
them on easy terms to the occupants, 
let the Government help men to help 
themselves and aid them by a money 
loan, letting the men build the houses 
themselves as many are capable of 
doing. I know several who just want 
this aid and who would have a house 
up before next winter, and if there 
are any men With money to spare 
reading this now and would like to 
try the experiment I should like to 
hear from them. The landlords com­
plain that there is no money in own­
ing houses, but I think there are 
many advantages and savings in' own­
ing a house in which one lives. What 
man likes to spend money on a house 
that he may leave at any time? The 
ill-kept loc.k of so many houses is di­
rectly due to the fact that landlords 
are stingy of paint. If a man owns 
his house, he is going to take some 
pleasure in having it look as nice as 
possible, inside and out. But here we 
have houses built by the mile—on 
your right you can hear several 
babies in a yelling match while the 
man of the house is singing “Tipper- 
aryee” in several keys at once,—on 
your left the woman of the house is 
giving a public curtain lecture to 
“himself"—and you are vainly trying 
to read the “Quiet Hour" or an inter­
esting article in the Telegram! And 
you step from your front door right 
on the sidewalk and from your back 
door to your yard—yes a yard in 
very surety—one square yard! And 
this is no exaggeration. If there is 
anything that should belong to the 
people it is Land, and no man should 
own any other land than that he oc­
cupies. The earth îs the Lord’s and 
the fullness thereof. But that must 
have been before real estate agents 
got busy! There is plenty of land 
here to have detached houses and a 
garden for each house and the sooner 
an energtic Council thinks that way 
the better. A quarter of a million 
spent in making improvements along 
these lines would mean better value 
than new water mains—insurance 
rates can be paid yet abit.

INCOME TAX.

While business and competition and 
money-making go on as they do now, 
the adjustment to the new conditions 
that must come and are coming every 
year, must cause irritation and worry 
to the money-man. The way must 
open to the man of worth, (I don’t 
mean in money) and as he rises to 
eminence he is bound to adjust mat­
ters without regard to immense ma­
terial possessions. Some favour a 
revolution, others advocate a gradual 
process by which some at least of a 
man’s surplus shall revert to the peo­
ple which have contributed in some 
way to the upbuilding of the fortune. 
The incpme tax is one that we might 
profitably copy from the old land, and 
almost every civilized country, except 
Canada, uses it when emergency 
money is required. And when such 
money is required it is the rich that 
must be taxed first. They have the 
surplus and it is this that naturally 
should be taxed first. It is no secret 
that Newfoundland finances are sadly 
in need. The situation is not brought 
about by the war either, which makes 
it sadder still. What remedies this 
Session of the House will bring to our 
help I know not, but an Income Tax 
graded from say $1,000 a year, ought 
to be one of the remedies and is one 
that will bear on those who can best 
afford the burden. It is a long, long 
way to wait till a man dies to tax 
his possessions—let him be of service 
to his country while he- lives. Death 
duties, necessary as they are, arc 
gruesome spoils at the most.

cent, and with many necessaries tak­
en off the free list, our hearts are 
rather glum these bays. And what a 
short-sighted policy is it this taxing 
of our food and clothing. It is quite 
in error to say that this is taxing all 
alike. Those who are getting $800 a 
year and under, and they form the 
large majority, have all they can do 
now to manage their money and make 
it buy their needs without going into 
debt. If you tax these further they 
will have to do without and I submit 
that there are few things that such 
men can do without. But the rich 
man doesn’t feel the extra tax at all— 
he has enough money to stretch to 
meet the increased prices and he will 
not do without any of his luxuries, 
not to speak of the ordinary neces­
saries of life. So an extra tax now 
Is an unjust one. Someone suggested 
to me the other day that the Opposi 
tion should not let the House rise this 
Session unless an Income Tax Bill 
be put through! He felt strongly 
about the matter as he knows how lit­
tle he can afford to meet the increas­
ed prices that will eome if the Govt, 
increases duties again. I certainly 
think that it is no part of the duty of 
the Opposition to refrain from full 
criticism of the Government. It 
should not be a short session. There 
is such distrust and doubt concerning 
the actions of the Government that 
the most rigid inquiry should be made 
of all expenditure. It is a common 
expression that “Morris has no more 
regard for money than he has for the 
sand on the seashore," and it may 
well be true. It may not be his fault, 
but we surely cannot afford to have 
such a man at the head of affairs.

Speaking about sweepstakes and 

betting the other night, someone of­
fered a defence which seemed pecu­
liarly logical. He said “what is the 
difference between my betting you 
$5 that the 'Beat-all' will win the 
boat race and my betting the Insur­
ance Company $5 to $500 that my 
house will not burn down in a year?"

The rate of insurance is not fix­
ed till the season is over. Then if 
there have been any losses—each 
schooner bears a proportionate pàrt. 
There are no profits divided among 
a comparatively few shareholders 
who, In a regular Insurance Co. take 
big risks. This mutual insurance 
scheme is carrying out the precept of 
“bearing one another’s burdens," and 
such companies are “fdlfilling the 
law” in a way that to foreign to most 
business pursuits.

something “outside” the church. The 
church is generally content to teach 
principles, but this does not help the 
man who is in the midst of doubt 
about the equity of whatever business 
he is in. No doubt the churches are 
insured—but have they sat down to 
think the business out? Some prob­
ably wonder if “Theobald” is insured 
He is.
