The Revolt of Islam.
Tu; key, which had been 
allowed tor some time to 
retire into grateful ob­
scurity, is once more in 

the limelight. The Grand Duke is out 
In earnest for Erzingan, to which the 
way has been made ready by the cap­
ture of Baiburt. At the same time 
the Arab revolt along the Red 3ea ap­
pears to be gaining in strength and 
importance. The causes underlying 
it are probably of much greater mo­
ment than the mere surface indica­
tions would seem to show. The Arabs 
have never really recognized either 
the temporal or spiritual suzerainty 
of the Sultan, and the upheaval in 
Europe may in the end profoundly af­
fect the whole Mohammedan world in 
Asia. Only the greater events else­
where have largely distracted the at­
tention of the Christian world from 
the significance of the Arab uprising that we must continue to look, 
aiid the importance of their capture 
of Mecca, the holy city and seat of 
Islam. If now Taif falls, Medina, the 
second city, may be next. What wip 
be the effect upon the two huhdred 
million Mussulmen of the world, of 
whom more than a quarter are under 
British rule and protection?

English comment upon the situa­
tion is cautious and guarded. Great

as immediately probable. Apart from 
Germany's ascendancy over Austria, 
she would find the Allies’ demands al­
together too humiliating to accept un­
til compelled to acceptance ; and it is 
doubtful if her removal from the 
scene would be welcomed by the 
Allies themselves as an unmixed ad­
vantage. But it is fairly certain that 
Austria will be the first to give way, 
and Russia at least recognises the 
fact. The war in the East may be said 
to be entering upon quite a new stage, 
the invasion of Hungary.

As a flation Austria-Hungary is a 
heterogeneous collection, and the 
component parts are not too firmly 
held together. Hungary has for some 
time been showing an inclination to 
fall away, and her leader. Count 
Karolyi, has openly stated her desire 
for peace. It will not be diminished 
in the next few weeks. The astonish­
ing victories of the Russians may be 
looked upon merely as the prelude to 
the descent upon the Hungarian 
plains, which is well under way. 
Some time ago a path was cleared 
from Kolemea and Kimpolung in tlie 
south ; Von Linsingen’s crushing de­
feat has removed one of the greatest 
obstacles in the north. The advance 
will hardly be continued seriously un- 

i til Lemberg is taken, but that seems 
j to be merely a question of.time now 

and is inevitable sooner or later. The 
surprising thing is that their efforts 
in Bukowina and Galicia have not 
been the result of a concentration of 

’ the whole Russian forces, as we 
might have expected, for they have 
dealt a shattering blow against Von 
Hindenburg in the north. It is, how­
ever, towards Galicia and Hungary

Rus­
sia has accounted for half a million 
men since her drive began, and of 
these far the larger number must be 
Austrians. If she plants her foot 
firmly in Hungarian soil, her advance 
cannot be stayed, for there will not be 
men enough to stay it. Berlin is 
gloomy when she looks towards the 
West; what must be the feeling in 
Vienna, and still more in Buda Pest, 
when they look East towards the Car­
pathians?

as are the spiritual forces involved, 
it is recognised that it is the military 
factors which must tell for the pre­
sent. The Arabs are a notoriously 
volatile race, incapable of cohesion 
and combined and organised efforts, 
and their warlike operations must not 
be given an exaggerated importance. 
But the situation is pregnant with 
possibilities. Continued successes 
and the failure of Turkish arms in 
the north may band together more arid 
more effectually the forces of the 
Grand Chief and bring recruits flock­
ing to his standard. The renaiss­
ance of Arabi may be one of the 
most potent and welcome results of 
the war. Ever since Turkey Joined 
her lot to Germany’s, the Arabs have 
realised the falsity of her position. 
As the Telegraph says, "To be at 
once the head of the faithful and a 
pubpet of Berlin is in the eyes of the 
Arabs a degrading position. The Mo­
hammedans have begun to discover 
that Mohammed V. is so entirely in 
the hands ef the Germans that he is 
deprived of all initiative, and has to 
carry out the commands of his Teu­
tonic taskmasters.'* In the gradual 
decay of Turkish power and influence- 
which is based very widely upon the 
Intense religious feeling of the Mo­
hammedans, German ambitions are 
being foiled; the Kaiser’s dream of 
Eastern Empire is fast dissolving. 
The activities of the Arabs may have 
an immediate military effect upon the 
campaign in Mesopatamia, but if they 
grow to national dimensions they will 
produce a political one of vast and 
abiding importance.

Flower Service at 
Porlngal Cove

r ---------
Yesterday afternoon the annual 

flower service in commemoration of 
the faithful departed, held at Portu­
gal Cove, was a splendid success, 
hundreds of people from tl)e Cdve,
St. John's and nearby settlements 
attending. At 3 o’clock the beautiful 
and artistic church with its quaint- 
fashioned windows and walls, was 
filled to overflowing. The service 
opened with a short prayer by the 
Rev. H. E. E. Leggé, Rector at the 
Cove, followed by an address ably 
delivered by the Rev. Canon Smith, 
who for upwards of 30 -years was in 
charge of the parish. The rev. Canon 
in brief reviewed the history of the 
church at Portugal Cove as far back 
as the beginning of the eighteenth 
century, making references to" the 
ancient burial ground where the 
sturdy forefathers of the present gen1 
eration now lie at rest. Passing 
thence he brought his hearers to the 
peaceful little cemetery surrounded 
by tall trees Just east of the sacred 
edifice but for several years closed. 
Then in very touching words he made 
reference to the present magnificent 
piece of land now set aside for the 
burial of the dead. In front of the 
altar stood two large bouquets of 
flowers placed there in memory of 
two former members of the congre­
gation who had given their lives in 
the great cause of Empire—Royal Na­
val Reservist Albert Miller, who lost 
his life while in action in the North 
sea, and Sergt William Ollerhead, 1st 
Nfld. Regiment, a Gallipoli hero 
killed in action while fighting in 
France. The departed heroes were 
young men of exceptionally strong 
character marked by a ephstant de­
votion to their God and duty. Rev.
Mr. Legge, in addressing the congre­
gation made references to. the condi­
tion of certain graves, and impressed 
on his hearers the necessity of keep­
ing the last resting place of the de­
parted in a respectable condition. In 
referring to the annual event inaug­

urated six years ago by the Rev. Can­
on Smith, he stated that It was his in­
tention to continue the service each 
year. After the singing of the hymn 

O Paradise," the congregation pre­
ceded by the clergymen walked to 
the cemetery, where a short service 
was held and between the singing of 
hymns “Let Saints on Earth in Con­
cert Sing" and “O God our Help in 
Ages past,” flowers were placed on 
the graves. In a shady little nook 
surrounded by trees on the southeast 
side of the cemetery stood a -well- 
kept grave, decorated with beautiful 
flowers; here rest the remains of 

poor Nova Scotia sailor who died 
few years ago On board his ship 

while visiting Portugal Cove. The 
women folk of the Cove promised the 
captain they would look after the 
grave, and they have kept their word.

Big Steamer
That Made History

IS ASHORE IN ST. MARY’S BAY,
Tlie S. S. Matatiia, Gapt. Macfee, 

grounded at Peter’s Rfver, St. Mary's 
Bay, during a dense fog on Satur­
day evening last. The ship was bound 
to London from St. John, N.B., with 
a cargo of lumber.

On receipt of the above information 
the S. S. Susu was despatched to the 
scene of the wreck, taking along Mr 
Tasker Cook, representing Bowring 
Bros., Ltd., Lloyds’ Agents, and 
posse of police.

The condition of the latter was found 
to be such that the Stephano continu­
ed on tier *ay to Halifax after a very 
brief delay.

The Matatua was built in 1904, is 
6,488 tons gross; 4,177 nett; 448 feet 
feet long; 56.5 feet beem; 30.6 feet 
deep and is fitted with wireless tele­
graphy and a refrigerating plant. 
The ship is owned by the Shaw, Sa- 
viil and Albion Company, Ltd., an old 
London concern, who have operated 
a line of steamers to New Zealand 
for over a half century.

According to messages received 
from those who are at the scene of 
the wreck, the steamer is well 
aground and the probabilities are that 
she will be a total loss.

The Matatua has made quite a deal 
of history in marine circles. Only 
last March, as folks interested in 
shipping will remember, the ship was 
lying at anchor at St. John, N.B. Har­
bor, having on board a cargo of car­
bide and automobiles for the Old 
Country. The cargo caught fire and 
a terrifice explosion followed in 
which the captain, who went on board 
to get some important documents he 
bad left behind, was blown to pieces. 
When the fire was got under control, 
the ship sank by being flooded. Sub­
sequently she was raised and repair­
ed, but under the present circum­
stances, it looks as if she will leave 
her bones on.
