Kropotkin in the prospect of once
again “going home” under a Govern-
ment which woyld make all peoples
equal in the control.

T MONDAY, April 2nd, 1917,

The Fight for
St. Quentin.

It is good that the tele-

graph wires, before they

are monopolised by the

rush of messages that are
certain to come from Washington,
have been free to give us details of
the stirring news from thge West front.
Once more it chronicles great pro-
gress, and this time by the British.
The great advance that began a fort-
night ago has borne a striking re-
semblance in one respect to the slow
but victorious course of the battle of
the Somme last year, of which it is
only the continuation. When the at-
tack was launched in July, the French
leaped forward almost at a bound
and were not held until the outskirts
of Peronne were reached. The Brit-
ish met obstinate resistance from the
first, and the whole campaign resolved
itself practically into a combat be-
tween their guns,and the German de-
fences. How complete was the vie-
toty of the guns we know, and we are
séeing the fruits of it now. The same
thing is happening in this second and
mightier battle, with Cambrai and
LaFere taking the place of Bapaume
and Peronne, The French have mov-
ed ahead in one place as far as twenty
miles and are now for the moment
checked. If they be not checked with
the same thoroughness as at Peronne
the parallel will fail and the second
battle of the Somme will be over almost
as soon as begun. Our Allies will
break through between St. Quentin
and Laon, their troops pour into the
breach and almost anything happen.
1t will be a case, in all probability, of
“On to Belgium.” |

Our own forces, meanwhile, have
had to fight their way continuously.
Opposed at first, it is true, by light
rearguards, they have been engaged
for some time now with what may be
the main enemy forces, and their Iast|
victories are all the more telling and
significant. How important they are |
we need the map again to inform us.
The villages of Epehy, Roisel, Ven-
delles, Vermand and Marteville, which

. are numbered among the gains, are

all on the main forward railway line
that connects Cambrai and St. Quen-
tin, so that this line, if not actually in
the pdssession of the British, is clear-
ly controlled by them. As for St.
Quentin itself, the British are within
four miles of it on the west and the
French hardly more on the south.
Still further south the French are
pushing forward on both sides of La
Fere, as vital a part of the German
Iine as any. Finally the British have
also moved ahead towards Cambrai,
the most important point of all, form-
ing as it does the heart of the western
half of the whole German front and
the avenue to the coal district of
Valenciennes.

This short summary is sufficient to
show that events of the first magni-
tude and consequences are rapidly
approaching. Of their possible issue
we have encouraging promise in these
late successes. All the messages lead
us to believe that they were not won
without a fierce struggle, and that
struggle could not have been decided
without the help of large artillery
operations' and big guns. We may
take it that the British have found a
way to bring them up far more rapid-
ly than the foe had anticipated, and
that one at least of the effects claimed
by the latter for their retreat has
been disappointed. In fact the
course of the retreat has been
such as to warrant us in disre-
garding everything that Berlin says,
including its boasts of the strength
of the new defences. Unless an en-
tirely new principle has governgd
their design, they cannot prove auny
less vulnerable to the British guns
than those:which the Germans them-
selves frankly admitted had been
“ghot to pieces” on the Somme. They
will also be shot to pieces. But the
possibility is growing morge and more
up to a certainty that they will not be
subjécted to the test, and that the
fighting will soon become one of the
open “character and movement which
both sides profess to desire. That, at
least, is the confident prediction of Sir
Douglas Haig, and he seems to know

what he is talking about.

PulSO[led Arrow
of Treachery

CAUSED RFSSIAN DISASTERS.
(By Col. Frank H. Simonds.)

New York, March 16.—It has been
a matter of common knowledge all
over Europe that for more than a year
conditions in Russia have been ex-
ceedingly bad. Ever since Sturmer
came into power, it has been increas-
ingly realized that the influence of the
Government, and of the  Government
officials, was being ccncentrated, not
upon prosecuting thc v hut upon
disorganising the nctional ciforts to
supply Russian defects and Russian
weakness.

At the moment when Rumania en-
tered the war, the control of the re-
actionaries in Russia was so complete
that artillery sent to Russia from
France for the Rumanians disappear-
ed in the Ural mountains, while vast
stores of ammunition were held in
Archangel until they were somewhat
tardily destroyed by German agents.

During the winter months, London
and Paris have been exceedingly pes-
simistic about Russian conditions,
and there has been a growing feeling
that Russia would be unable to play a
proportionate part in the rest of the
war.

So far as it has . heen ‘possible to
analyze Russian condltions, it has
seemed to mean that- German agents
and German sympathisers, operating
in conjunction with the reactionary
elements in Russia, have been thwart-
ing the national will and paralyzing
the national effort. A number of
changes in the Ministry, a series of
incidents in the .Government, 'and,
finally, the recent proroguing of the
Duma have all pointed in the same
direction.

A Defeat for Germany. -

It is too early, of course, to say

what the present revolution means.

"It is too early to say that what seems

to be a success for the national party
will proye a permanent success, but
due regard being had for the slight-
ness of the evidence at hand, it is fair
to say that it points toward a nation-
al uprising of the people of Russia to
defend their nation and. to defend their
‘country, which must suggest in many
minds the uprising of the people of
France when they felt themselves be-
trayed by their aristocracy and tRejr
rulers in the early days of the Frenc
revolution.

We may say that if what seems 'to.
be true is true, and the revolution in
Petrograd is a victory for the Duma,
it may easily prove one of the greatest
incidents in the war, one of the de-
cisive factsyin determining German
defeat, 'and one of the landmarks in

human history, as it indicates bring-
ing 180,000,000 of people within the
frontiers of democracy.

For Germany, any uprising of the
Russian people would be a defeat be-
yond all compare, because the nation-
al will of the Russian people at all
times has been to drive the Germans
out of Russia—both the German ar-
mies and the German influence.

If Russia has at last awakened, if
Russia has at last, through patriotic
Russian leaders, taken charge of her
Government, her army, and her re-
sources, we are bound to see a recrud-
escence of Russian victory at the fron-
tier and a complete change in the
whole prospect of the war.

Treachery Laid Low.

The a.r'my has long felt itself aban-
doned by the Government. It has felt
itself betrayed from the beginning,
when the defeats of Tannenburg and
Gorlice were accepted as resulting
primarily from treachery at home.
The failure of Russian ammunition,
which led immediately to the terrible
disasters in the spring and summer of
1915, were consequences of acts of
treachery and treason of which the
world still knows but little.

The next few days should prove
whether the revolution is a national
outbreak, or one of those Byzantine
episodes so familiar in Russian his-
tory. At all events, after nearly a
year of darkness light is beginning
to break in upon Russmn affairs and
the world should know before Ilong
whether Germany is to be saved, as
was Frederick the Great’s Prussia, by
a change of position on the part of
Russia, or whether the Kaiser’s last
and best hope of breaking the ranks
of his enemies has expired.

BRITISH OFFICIAL.
LONDON, April 1 (Official.)
Heudencourt was captured by our

troops yesterday evening. Consider-
able progress has been made east-
ward of the village. A few additional
prisoners and machine guns fell into
our hands. We gained possession of
the villages of Marteville, Vermand
and Soyecourt with little
from the enemy and forced his troops
to retire from St. Emille wunder the
firé of onr artillery. We then occu-
pied the village. To-day our advance
was resumed along the valley of the
Cologne River and, the villages of
Jeancourt, Hervilly and Heudencourt
were captured, by our troops. Fur-
ther north we carried two hostile
posts in the neighborhood of Ecourt
St. ‘Mein, in spite of considerable re-
sistance. Other posts held by the ene-
my at West Heinin-sur-Cejeul were
rushed by'a small party of our troops,
who, after killing or capturing the
whole garrison, withdrew with pris-
oners and hostile guns. We carried
out successful raids this morning and
during the night northeast of Neu-
ville St. Vaast, east of Loos and north
of Ypres. Several dugouts and ma-
chine guns were destroyed and pris-
oners taken. Early this, morning a
small hostile raiding party in the
neighborhood of Neuville St. Vaast
failed to reach our trenches. Success-
ful work was carried out by our air-
planes yvesterday in spite of unfavor-
able weather. One hostile machine
was driven down out of control. Two
of ours are missing.. The only village
along the British front in France by
the name of Hendecourt is Hende-
court-les-Lagnicourt, lyilg to the
northeast of Croiselles around which
there has been much fighting lately.
Heudincourt is a few miles north of
Raisel, about 15 miles N.W. of St
Quentin.

HEAVY FIGHTING WEST OF ST.
QUENTIN.
LONDON, April 1.
Heavy fighting took place west of

St. Quentin, resulting in the capture
by the British of the village of Savy.
Later, British troops attacked Savy
Wood about a mile from the village
and only three miles from St. Quen-
tin, and occupied the position. The
official report from the British head-
quarters in France which records
these successes, announced the cap-
ture by the British of Vendelles, ly-

opposition -

ing further north, and Epehy and
Peiziere, to the southeast of Hendi-
court. The report reads: During the
montli of March we have taken in
raids in local operations and in the
course of the enemy's withdrawal,
1,239 German prisoners, including 16
officers, and have captured 3 field
guns, 25 trench mortars and a quan-
tity of war material. The total Ger-
man prisoners captured during the
first three months of this year num-
ber 79 officers and 4,600 men. We
captured the village of Savy this
morning, four miles west of St. Quen-
tin, after considerable fighting, taking
61 prisoners and 2 machine guns. The
enemy’s casualties were heavy in kill-
ed and wounded. Seventy German
dead were counted on the front of a
single Dbattalion. This afternoon
Savy Wood, a mile northeast of the
village was successfully attacked,
and is now in our possession. We
captured Vendelles last night and this
morning Epehy and Peizeire, together
with a . few prisoners. We made fur-
ther progress to the mnorthwest of
Croiselles. Parties of our troops en-
tered the enemy’s trenches last night
and this morning north of Rolincourt,
northwest of Neuville St. Vaast, and
southwest of the Givenchy-Arras sec-
tor. A few more prisoners were tak-
en and many casualties inflicted on
the enemy. There was considerable
air activity yvesterday and many fights
while two German airplanes were de-
stroyed and three driven down. One

of ours is missing.

MORE VILLAGES TAKEN.

LONDON, April 1.
the

British troops advancing on
front in Northern Frapce in pursuitl
of the retreating Germans, captured

five additional towns, Reuter’s corres-
pondent at the British headquarters
reports to-day. The towns taken are
Heudeéncourt, St. Emille, Marteville,
Vermand and Soyecourt. The British
advance made considerable "progress
substantially deepening the bulge to-
wards St. Quentin:.and biting into the
German defences ‘between Croiselles
and the Bapaume-Cambrai road, says
the despatch. The British gained full
possession of a strip of territory
northeast of Peronne extending for
about seven miles from Neuville-
Bourjouval towards Villers-Faucon.
Within this zone we cccupied the vil-
lages of Fins, Seral, Heudencourt and
St. Emille. The resistance which the
garrison offered was comparati ely
slight. The advance northwest of St.
Quentin gained us the villages of
Marteville, Vermand and Soyecourt.

CONTINUE TO MAKE PROGRESS.

LONDON, April 1.
British troops on the Somme front
yesterday continued to make progress
notwithstanding the stubborn resist-
ance offered by the Germans, tele-
graphs- Reuter’s correspondent at the

 hostile troops advancing from

British headquarters in France. Due
east of Peronne, General Haig’s for-!
ces advanced to a point four miles
west of the Cambrai-St. Quentin road.

Further south they have forced the
Germans back within four miles™ of
the centre of St. Quentin. The de- i

spatch says, our progress the past 24
hours was continued: with the enemy’
opposition weaker aleng the southern |
part of the front. Every advance on'
the northern part had to be won byi
hard fighting. East of Peronne the'
British seized a hill which brings them
within four miles of the Cambrai-St.
Quentin road. Further south the ad-
vance reached a point four miles from
the centre of St. Quentin. In the tri-
angle of greater resistance between
Croiselles, Vaux, Vracourt, Queant,
two more enemy posts have been cap-'
tured after hard fighting. One of these
positions was protected by a bombing
post in which every man was Kkilled.

EFFORTS OF TURKS FAIL. }
LONDON, April 1. l
Efforts made by the Turkish troops '
to envolop a British force near Delta-
wash, 35 miles north of Bagdad failed,
says the official British statement on
military operations in Mesopotamia,
and the Turks in that region are now
in full retreat. The text of the state-'
ment follows: An attempt by the
