14. —After any class or sub-class 
has been called out, and after the ex­
piration of the time limited by the 
calling out proclamation for report­
ing for service or making applica­
tions for exemption, any man, who 
may reasonably be supposed to be a 
member of the class or sub-class call­
ed out, many, at any reasonable time, 
be accosted by any Magistrate or 
Justice of the Peace, or by any com­
missioned or non-commissioned mili­
tary officer, or by any police officer 
or constable, and questioned as to all 
or any of the following matters, to 
wit:—His name, occupation, place of 
employment, abode, date and place of 
birth, and any other matters rele­
vant to show whether or not he is 
within such class or sub-class, or 
whether or not he has reported for, 
or is excepted or exempted from 
military service; and the man shall, 
if required, produce his certificate or 
such evidence as may be in his pos­
session, if he have any, showing that 
he has reported, or is not at the time 
liabe to report; and it shall be the 
duty of any such man so questioned 
to answer truthfully, and to the best 
of his information, knowledge and 
belief, all questions so put to him.

15. —If any man so accosted and 
questioned do not answer, or does^not 
truthfully answer, all questions put 
to him touching the matters afore­
said, or, if the officer questioning him 
have reasonable grounds to believe 
that the answers are untruthful or 
evasive, he may detain the man and 
take him before a Justice of the 
Peace to be dealt with a ccording to 
law; provided that nothing in this 
regulation shall affect the application 
of Section 12 of the Military Service 
Act, 1918.

16. —It shall be the duty of every 
person to answer any questions which 
may be ashed of or submitted to him 
orally or tn writing by the registrar 
or by any military or police officer 
relating to the age, occupation, abode, 
address or domestic position of any 
man who may reasonably be supposed 
or be a member of any class or sub­
class called out or to any facts which 
may be or use in determining whether 
such a man is entitled to exemption

The WeeVs War.
The new German drive has dashed 

itself to pieces on the stone wall of 
allied resistance, and far from reach­
ing its objective has been halted al­
most ere it commenced. Five hours 
after it was launched the attack was 
definitely held up on the whole front 
East of Rheims, and the only gains 
worth mentioning were in the neigh­
bourhood of the Souain Road And 
Prunay at which points they succeed­
ed in penetrating to a depth of one 
and one half miles on a very narrow 
front. Strong counter attacks at 
these places were immediacy initi­
ated by the French, and carried out 
with a measure of success. On the 
West fronting Rheims in the early 
hours of their advance the Germans 
succeeded in getting across the 
Marne. The bombardment preluding 
the attack was opened by the enemy 
shortly after midnight Sunday and 
lasted until 4.30 Monday morning, 
when the advance was made under 
cover of mists which are particularly 
heavy in the Marne Valley at this 
hour. The French intelligence de­
partment had been well served and 
correct dispositions were rapidly and 
properly made to meet the rush. Mili­
tary observers watching the progress 
of the battle, were confident that the 
Germans have lost their punch. The 
number of troops employed by the 
enemy is estimated to be between 
700,000 and 800,000. The present of­
fensive is the most ambitions stroke 
made by the enemy since March 21st, 
and the apparent purpose was some­
what similar to that of their May at­
tack along the Aisne. Some new 
features are shown by the bringing 
up of naval guns behind the German 
lines, these having a greater bom­
barding range than the field guns 
and projectiles were thrown into 
many towns far beyond the actual 
battle area. Up to the present the 
French and Americans only have 
been generally engaged, and their 
successes have been exceedingly no­
table. The Americans from late re­
ports having captured the town of

Broierzy, and in the region of Bois­
sons, made a bag of 4,000 prisoners 
beside many guns and considerable 
war material. The French have 
taken the offensive and delivered an 
attack over a 25 mile front, resulting 
In the capture of several thousand 
prisoners, and In addition to this have 
occupied the heights overlooking 
Fontenoy, on the left of the German 
flank. This movement is menacing 
to the enemy and he is faced With the 
alternative of withdrawing his troops 
from the Marne front or take the risk 
of having them pounded to pieces. 
That Foch’s moment hae arrived is 
now clear and when his carefully 
planned attack was projected, it went 
forward with all the pomp and cir­
cumstance of war, with every de­
partment, every weapon an<i every 
available man in play. The object of 
this thrust is to get sufficient artil­
lery into position to keep the Germans 

1 from using their railway lines around 
Boissons. This accomplished, move­
ment of the enemy between Chateau 
Thierry and Rheims becomes im­
possible. A new element in Foch’s 
attack, which took the Germans by 
surprise was the absence ot any 
initial artillery preparation, and in­
fantry and tanks moved forward, 
supported by barrage lire only.

The Indications now are that the 
object of Foch’s strategy has been 
attained, the enemy’s railway com­
munications having been interrupted, 
preventing him from bringing up re­
serves, upon the use of which great 
results were anticipated. By these 
manoeuvres it is possible that Bois­
sons may fall into the hands of the 
Allies. Should this happen it will 
mean the evacuation by the Germans 
of the entire Marne salient. The bat­
tle still rages with considerable fury 
along the Franco-American front. 
Latest dispatches, however, do not 
mention that the British armies in the 
North have yet been called upon to 
bear any considerable part in the 
struggle. From this it may be in­
ferred that the enemy intended to 
break through the French and Ameri­
can lines, and having rolled them up 
to turn his attention to the British. 
The order from Foch for the whole 
line to advance may be given at any 
moment. When the hour strikes for 
this, it will be the beginning of the 
end.

Very little news is coming in from 
other theatres, the operations on the 
Western front overshadowing all 
others. Fighting in Palestine, where 
the Turks are being' persistently har- 
rassed, continues active, and in a re­
cent engagement six hundred pris­
oners, half of whom were Germans, 
were taken by the British.

From far off Siberia but the barest 
details filter through. Allied troops 
are being sent to that country via 
Vladivostock, and Japan has agreed 
to reinforce these with several divi­
sions.

Since the Austrian retreat from 
the Piave (Italian) front, only minor 
engagements have taken place. There 
is no thought at present of the Aus­
trians organizing a new offensive, 
against Italy, they being to much oc­
cupied with other troubles, which 
are taking the whole, attention , jof the 
Administration.

The determination expressed at the 
recent Imperial and Press Conferences 
in London, to continue the war until a

permanent peace is assured, may be 
taken to mean that no overtures will 
be considered from Germany, unless 
they satisfy the Ideals for which the 
war Is being waged.

Nfld. Scotch
Cored Herring.

While New York operators are grad­
ually adjusting their affairs in the 
matter of cold storage for their her­
ring, there is still a shortage of avail­
able space, and, therefore, a restrict­
ed buying movement Stocks now 
coming forward from St John’s are 
for the most part winter and spring 
herring. There is practically no tall 
herring to be had in Newfoundland ; 
at least there has been a cleanup in 
first hands. The winter herring—es­
pecially that cured before the begin­
ning of the frigid weather—is conced- 

d to be of a quality superior to the 
hiring herring. Merchants are of the 
opinion that the spring herring cured 
when the temperature was lowest are 
not properly cured and will hardly 
stand up in the warm weather here. 
The improvement of these fish in cold 
storage would he slight and it is doubt­
ful if the fish would show any im­
provement, because of the fact that 
frozen herrings do not absorb the salt 
properly, and, therefore, are always 
mildly cured. The prices in this mar­
ket Rave not been stable during the 
past few weeks. . Indeed, a wide, range 
of prices has been in order. Quality 
has been the determining factors in 
the matter of price, for there is a 
small demand in evidence, and buy­
ers are recognizing more and more 
every day that the supply for the 
coming season will be limited at best. 
Winter herring of Scotch cure has 
been bringing from $22 to $25, accord­
ing to quality; spring herring has 
averaged about $20 to $23, and fall 
caught fat herring has been bringing 
in a limited way $24 to $28 per bar­
rel, size and quality considered. Some 
round lots are expected to arrive in 
New York within a short time and it 
may be expected that when it does a 
market will be re-established. Pack­
ers and merchants in Newfoundland 
are still asking good prices for théir 
fish, but there are instances where 
sales of spring herring have been 
made as low as $12 per barrel, and up 
to $14 for fancy quality.—Fishing Gaz­
ette. -

Measures Act, 1914, His Excellency 
the Governor in Council has been 
pleased to order that the following 
Regulations respecting Lights shall 
come into effect as and from this 
date.

Dep’t of Colonial Secretary,
July 16th, 1918.

1. Measures shall be taken so that 
the glare or upward reflection from 
street or other, outdoor lights in the 
City of St. John’s shall he reduced to 
fifty per cent, of the normal. This 
Regulation will also apply to Bell Is­
land, Conception Bay.

2. No light shall be lit in any pub­
lic building, shop or private residence 
in the City of St. John’s, except the 
windows in such public building, shop 
or residence are covered by suitable 
blinds or shades, so that the glare or 
reflection upon the heavens is reduced 
to fifty per cent, of the normal.

3. Head lights used on any motor 
cars or motor cycles in or near the 
City of St. John’s, or in or near any 
settlement in the Districts of St. 
John’s East or West, or on any road 
approaching St. John’s or any of the 
said settlements, upon which lights 
may be visible at sea, shall be so ob­
scured that the glare or upward re­
flection upon the heavens shall be re­
duced to fifty per cent of the normal. 
Side lights on motor cars, motor 
cycles, or vehicles of any description 
must be obscured, and shall not be 
of greater strength than ten candle 
power.

4. It will be the duty of the mem­
bers of the Constabulary to see that 
these Regulations are strictly en­
forced and all orders issued by them 
for their better observance shall be 
forthwith carried out

5. Every person convicted of a vio­
lation of these Rules and Regulations 
before a Stipendiary Magistrate or 
Justice of the Peace, shall be liable to 
a penalty not exceeding $100, or in 
default of payment, to imprisonment 
not exceeding Three Months.

I 
looked more

J up by some cutting machines.

War economy, of course.
Yes, and why not peace economy, 

too, when we have fought the good 
fight and won our victory?

Necessity is a teacher as well as a 
-mother. The necessities of war are 
daily teaching us all the best kind of 
economy,—which is not the economy 
of doing without, but the economy of 
fuller use of what we have.

But School Cannot be over Too Soon.

If we do not promptly forget these 
lessons as soon as our teacher leaves 
us. (and this school cannot be over 
too soon, and the savage Hun beater. ) 
that will be one blessing wrested 
f.-om the most tragic duty the world 
ever had set before it.

Of course the efficiency movement 
had long before the war, taught 
many of the business men of the 
country lessons in this fuller utiliza­
tion which enriches both the individ­
ual and the world. For instance, 
there is a big mail order house which 
ter years, has manufactured wall pa­
per out of the vast quantities of cor­
respondence it handles. But the stern­
er teacher who is now task master, 
will surely drive home the lesson 
more forcibly and more universally.

Cheating Thirteen Hundred Pigs.

Fortunately the largest and most 
important industry in the country is 
the one in which the lessons of utili­
zation have been most ably put into 
practice. I refer of course to the 
great business of home-making. Let 
m« tell you a little incident which ' 
will illustrate more forcibly than any­
thing I could say, what has been done ] 
in this line. A friend of mine knows 
a man who has the contract for col­
lecting the garbage for two cities, | 
each, I believe, of about ten thousand

inhabitants. He told her, the other 
day, that before the war he .vas able 
to feed sixten hundred pigs on the 
material gathered. To-day he can 
only feed three hundred.

Surely She Will Never Go Back.
That is a humble, perhaps some , 

might say a vulgar, incident. But to 
my mind it is one of the best things 
I have heard for months.

Surely the American woman is ( 
learning a lesson in true economy , 
which she can never wholly forget. I j 
do not mean that I think she will be 
as strict after victory is won, as she 
is to-day ; but I do not think she will 
ever be as lax as she was in those 
carefree, careless, wasteful days be­
fore the war.

Milady’s Boudoir.
TO HAVE A PRETTY ARM.

To have a pretty arm is a boon 
craved oy most women. Eut arms 
are not all pretty, and to make them 
so will require treatment and lots of 
patience. One must remember that it 
is harder to build up than to tear 
down. However, there are simple 
treatment that will work a wonderful 
improvement, if not entirely correct 
the faults. Exercises may be adopted 
that will perfect the circulation and 
take away from or add to any part 
of the arm. Should the arm be thin 
the exercises should be mild, but if 
there is too much flesh the exercises 
should be vigorous.

An ideal method of plumping the 
arms is to wrap them wtih oiled 
bandages, to be worn at night. Beforj 
apply the bandages, the entire arm 
should be bathed with warm water 
for eight or ten minutes. In addition 
to cleansing the skin it opens the 
pores and better prepares the skin to 
absorb the oil.

The bandages should be trips of 
linen about two inches wide, first 
soaked in olive oil and then applied. 
Begin at the wrist by winding the 

i bandage around the arm, working up­
ward until the whole arm is encased.

I The bandage should be put on firmlv, 
but not so tight âs to retard circula­
tion. To prevent ones clothing or the 
bed clothes from becoming soiled, 
silk may be used to cover the band­
ages.

The oil may be applied by massag­
ing the arms but the bandages are 
better. The arms should be bathed 
again in the morning and after being 
thoroughly dried a small amount of 
oil again rubbed into the skin by 
friction, after which the arms should 
be wiped with a soft cloth and then 
powdered.
