Any Chance Is Seized,

On the other hand, nothing is more
certain than that some of the missing
are alive and@ well. In sayving this, I
do not wish to raise false hopes; but
the fact remains tkat a small propor-
ticn of the Lost Legion in every cam-
paign inevitably come back from the
| dead.

At cerfain stages of the war, partic-
ularly durmgwthe retreat-in 1914, -and
again last’ Pear~Rambers of soldiers
"lost touch’ with their regiments, some
returning “to our lines after a longer
or shorter interval and others going
to swell.the total number of the Lost
Legion.

Now, every old soldier knows that
men of a certain type, once they are
free of our military trammels, will
jump at any opportunity that turns up,
even if it be to join the enemy tem-
porarily.

A remarkable case in point happen-
ed during the Afghan War. After the
inevitable disaster with which we open
our minor campaigns, a certain man
was missing, and, as he was last seen
in a place of great danger, was pre-
sumed dead. i

As a fact, however, . he -“lived for
years after his disappearance. He fell
into the hands of the enemy, who con-
veyed him to Kabul. There he was
elevated to the position of chief gun-
smith in the Ameer’s arsenal—a posi-
tion he'held for a long p_eriod. In the
end he was found dead in his own pri-

Perhaps the
most astonishing instance was that of
a man who was missing after Paarde-
burg, and for wkhom inquiries were
i made for vears by newspaper adver-
tisements, notices in messes, etc.

French Foreign Legion in Algeria, one
day recognized in a comrade who had
come over in a new draft the Ilong-
sought mystery man of.

Every old soldier knows, further,
that some of the men who accident-
ly become seperated from the for-
ces with which -they are acting are
afraid to return when they have the
opporunity. Fearful that they may
long be under suspicion, and fully
aware that in any case they will he
called upon to give an account of
themselves, they will not “face the
music,” and so choose to become
deserters.

General _Jan Smauts.

‘WAS ONLY POSSIBLE SUCCESSOR
TO LATE PREMIER BOTHA.

It was always understood that
QGeneral Jan Christian Smuts would
succeed the late General Botha as
Premier of South Africa. These two
are the only big South Africans we
know anything much about. Great
fighters, splendid losers and ulti-
mate winners, both of them. Some
gay Smuts is a bigger man than
Botha was, but it is probable that
those who think so are the intellec-
fuals. Botha, with his more full-
blooded and rugged personality, was
better understood by the people as a
whole. But Smuts is more or less
cosmopolitan and he became, a very
great figure in England during the
war,

Indeed, it was Smuts’ voice that
‘was first heard in South Africa after
war had been declared. Gen. Beyers,
commander-in-chief of the defence
forces of South Africa, had resigned
rather than take the offensive
against the Germans, and the letter
in which Smuts accepted his resigna-
tion will be remembered as

long as there is a history of South

Africa to be remembered. He lashed
the traitor with words of scorn', and
rémarked that if Beyers had been in
Germany he would have been shot for
his actiion.

Gen. Botha must be given the
heartiest praise by every loyal BFit-
ish subject for his handling of the
situation that followed the revolt of
De Wet and Maritz, but it is doubt-
ful if he could so successfully have
met the crisis had he not had as his
chief adviser and backer Gen, Smuts
It is true that he was responsible
for the deportation of the labor lead-

a-man of unusual achiévement. This
has beén the least of his triumphs.

The son of a typteal Boer farmer who

could do little more than read or

' wrrite, young Smuts at school early

distinguished himgell. He became a
fine classical soholar and eventually
won & schelarship that was to take
him to England.

'r Unfortunately, the bank whieh
was admiuistering this trust fafled,
but Cecil Rhodes stepped in, and sent
Smuts to Cambridge. Here he won a
gold medal and headed . the list of
both parts of the Law Tripos in 1894,
On his return to South Africa he
became associated witlh Rhodes, who
intended to'place ‘him in Parliament.
Tken came the Jameson Raid, and
the friendship between the two men
wgp broken, Smuis becoming one of
the most resourceful and determined
of the gfeat Empire builder’s op-
ponents.

In 1897 he 'was made state attor-
ney to Kruger. It is/said that Be did
his best fo persaade Kruger-to grant
reforms, but, though Oom Paul ap-
praciated - his unusual gifts, he con-
sidered him a mere youth, which in-
deed he was, and declined to ‘take
his advice upon the questions that
were rapidly bringing the Transval
and the British Empire to a state of
war, When war broke out, Smuts
took the field as a volunteer, but goon
showed that he was ag able a soldier
as he was a lawyer, was advanced
to the rank of general and when the
war over he was first in com-
mand in Cane Colony. Smuts, like
Botha, determined to make the best
of the new conditions in Socuth Africa
and became a loyal Britich subject.
Beyers, De Wet and cothers also took
the new oath but the difference be-
tween them was thiat Smuts meant to
keep the pledge 'that he accepted,
while the other seized the first op-
portunity to prove that they had the
common German idea about a “scrap
of paper.”

In 1907 Smuts was chosen to go to
England to present the famous Cull-
nan diamond to King Edward, and
upon that occasior he was given a
very warm reception. The new Pre«
mier of South Africa is now 48.

Gen. Smuts since the close of the
war has made some exceptionally
interesting pronouncements on Im-
perial and internaticnal affairs.

“Not only the Iliberated territories
of our allies, mot only our small
neutral neighbors, but the enemy
countries thewnselves, require our
helping hand,” he declared in an in-
terview in London. “Let us extend
it in all generosity and magnani-
mity. The idea of organizing food
supplies for those lands will help to
purify an atmosphere cursed with
war, hate and untruth. It would all
have been so much easier if Gemr-
many had fought a ‘clean fight and
not stained Ner hands with such
crimes, but even so we must be in<

“We must feel that in the call to
common humanity theére are other
purposes besides tho prevention of
war, for which a League of Nations

fluenced by the larger considerations. .

All these men. -
were constant habitues of the Stock-
holm Grand Cafe Royal, of notorious.«
fame as the meeting place during
the war of scores of German, Aus-
trian, Bulgarian, Turkish and Bol-
shevist agents, propagandists and
other shady perspnagés. During the
summer and automn of 1918 the
Grand Hotel Royal and its cafe were
crowded with Bolghevist agents and
representatives, official and secret,
the ‘'Swedish Government having
semi-officially recognized the Bolshe-
vist Government and authorized the
creation of a Bolshevist legation at
Stockholm. Amaong the members of
this ‘legation’ was Kalve, one of the
murdered men, who arrived from
Germany with Lenine, but chose to
remain in Sweden. This Kalve called

from the legation funds. .

“A couple of months later I learn-
ed that Kalve had cffered his ser-
vices to the Swedish peolice and was
furnishing very serious evidence on
the secret activities of Voroski and
the Bolshevist organization in Swe-
den. The resulf of this evidence was
that the Swedish Government severed
diplomatic  reluticns with Bolshevist
Russia and ‘invited’” Voroski and his
staff to leave Sweden, which they did
last February. On applying for a safe
conduct for himself and his staff Vo-
ravski insisted on including Kalve's
pame in th2 list (although Kalve had

At the offices
of the Commission it was stated if
care is exercised by the consumers
there is sufficient sugar in Canada for
Domestic use, providing there are no
strikes or transportation tie-ups. Can-
ada is one of the best situated coun-
tries of the world in this respect, it
was stated, and in addition to the 1919
requirements being safeguarded. Re-
finers in Canada have advised the
Commission that needs of 1920 now
appear well covered in regard to raw
material,

The
British Foreign: Minister had always
shown himself ready to make a diplo-
matic precedent if the general wel-
fare seemed to demand it. And so
he is found, on July 25, appealing to
the German Amhassador for a con-
ference of the four powers, Germany,
France, Italy, and Greéat Britain, in-
sisting that they should join in ask-
ing Austria and Russia not to cross
the frontier “till we have time to tyy
and arrange matters.” And then,
when the German Foreign Minister
refuses this offer, the British states-
man comes back on the 29th, un-
daunted, with that simple request, so
stupendous in its utter reasonable-
ness, “If Germany will suggest any
method to which she does not object
—since mine is unacceptable—
France, Italy and Great Bnitain are
ready to follow her.”

And fet if he labored for peace,
the British Forcign Minister never
deviated for one moment from the
path of honor. Here, to him, there
were no complexities. So when, on
the night of July 29, the German
Chancellor asks if Great Britainm will
stand aside while France is beaten,
if Qermany agrees not to annex
French colonies or the neutrality of
Belgium, Sir-Edward Grey indignant-
ly refuses. He again refused when
Germany offered to dincrease the
“blood money.” Great Britain would
abide by her treaties.

And it wvas a treaty, of course, that
finally settled it. On August 4 Sir
Edward Q@ey, even then ready ‘“be
yvond the last moment” as it was,
to consider any honorable offer, de-
spatches the last great request to
Berlin. Great Britain repeats her re-
quests, made the week before and

Finger-prints in blood on a light
surface present no difficulties. On a
dark surface, such as the finger-

statesman: “On the last day of Oc-
tober, im the year 1760, add in the
beginning of the most auspicious reign
of George III, Sir Thomas Chitty,
knight, lord mayor, laid the first stone
of this bridge, undertaken by the Com-
mon Council of London during the
progress of a raging war (“flagrante
bello”) for the ornament and conven-
ience of :he city; Robert Milne being
the architect. In order that there
mdight be handed down to posterity a
monument of the affection of the City
of London for the man who, by the
power of his geniug, by his highmind-
edness and courage (under the divine
favour and happy auspices of George
11.), restored, increased, and secured

America, and restcred the ancient re-
putation and power of his country
amongst the nations of Europe, the
citizens of Loudon Lave unanimously
voted this bridge to be inscribed with
the name of William Pitt.”” A more
appropriate or more deserved tribute
it would be difficult to point out. The
simple tablet lies Geep in the bosom of
the Thames, and its very existence is
perhaps known but to few; and yet,
far more honourable than all civic
crowns—far more than all the wealth
and titles secured t¢ him and to his
posterity by his Sovereign and the
Legislature—was this affectionate and
unbought voluntary testimony, “un-
animously voted” by the citizens of
London to the man who had restored
to them the security of commerce and
wealth, and the ancient rénown which
had rendered the name of Englishman
respected over the world.
