An ordinary Engllah Peerage by
Patent can never fall into abeyant:e
It may be that it is not used because
there is disputée as to the heirship or
doubt as to the existence of heirs, as
for ‘example, the Barony of Gardner

.the Earldom of Milltown, or the Peer-

age of “Earl Fife.” These titles ar¢
now “dormant.”  They are not i
abeyance.

But there is another kind of Englis’
Peerage which is a Peerage “in fee.
That means it is heritable by female
heirs devolving in precisély the same
way as freehold land now .does in
England. These Peerages ‘rare us-
ually Baronies “by writ,” ‘which
means that they were not created by
Patent, but exist ‘merely by proof of
the issue of a Writ of Summmons: t(
Parliament .as a Peer and a sitting in
Parliament as conformity with the
writ. The two together create a herit-
able Peerage “in fee.”

So long as son succeeds father there
is no difficulty about the succession.
But there always comes a time when
there is no son, but only a daughter
If she is an only daughter, she suec-
ceeds to the Peerage and transmits it
to her eldest son. {

No Seniority Among Daughters.

An only daughter of an elder son
is the heir general in preference to
her father’s younger brother. But when
there are two or more daughters and
no son at any point in the pedigree,
4hen a curious position arises, be-
rause in English law there is no sen-
#rity among daughters. They all rai,lk
21ually as “coparceners” (i.e., having
equal rigihts) to use the old-fashion-
ed legal term.

The right of the eldest born, some-
times called the ‘droit d’ainesse,” is
only the shadowy fiction of the sup-
posed right to have first choice after
the division into portions of the land
and other things partidle. But a Peer-
age is not divisible, and consequently
“falls into abeyance” and so remains
until one or. ether of two things hap-
pen.
