For the first time within a period of 
at least 12 years a woman has been 
awarded the Edward Medal for sav­
ing life at great personal risk. This 
honour has been conferred by the 
King on Mrs. Lilian Peyton, who is 
employed by Messrs. Holdsworth 
Bros., flock manufacturers, ot White 
Hartroad, Plumstead. While flock 
was being delivered from a rag grind­
ing machine on June 17 last, the 
material suddenly burst into flames. 
The flock was being packed by a girl 
named Rose Wade, and her clothes 
caught fire. The flames spread all 
round the machine, and as Miss Wade 
turned to run out she stumbled and 
fell. Mrs. Peyton, who was working 
on the other side of the machine, 
rushed to the girl’s assistance, and 
tried to drag her clear. A heavy sack 
of waste material which was sus­
pended behind the machine, and 
which had itself caught fire, fell 
down on Sk» girl, and forced Mrs. 
Peyton to release her hold. She again 
however, went to Rose Wade’s as­
sistance, and this time was able to 
drag her out of the flames.

The New The second report of the Royal 
Commission on Wheat Supplies, is­
sued yesterday, reveals that the Bread 
Subsidy, which came into operation 
on September, 17, 1917, and ended on 
March 31, 1921, cost the nation £138,- 
011,673 6s. 3d.

This amount represents the cost 
ot the subsidy—amounting to £162,- 
500,000, less miscellaneous profits of 
approximately £24,500,000 — arising 
out of the commission’s trading oper­
ations.

Purchases made by the Royal Com­
mission on British account solely, and 
on British account through the Wheat 
Executive, on which the commission 
and the French and Italian Govern­
ments were represented, totalled 
£587,000,000. Trading operations 
were not confined to wheat and flour, 
but included maize, oats, barley, rye, 
rice and other cereals.

Brussels, Belgium, has recently been j 
thrown into much excitement Over a I 
strange and mysterious affair, cul- I 
minai.'ng in the arrest, in the sleepy 
suborb of Forests, of a woman of 
singular character and antecedents.

She was in the habit of describing 
herself as a pilgrim and apostle of 
Christ and a performer of miraculous 
cures. She invariably appeared in the 
streets dressed as a boy scout, also • 
shod In riding boots and golden spivs. 
She—or he—was known by her friends 
as George Maresco, but her real name 
is Bertha Mirazek and the story of 
her life, as far as it is known at pre­
sent, makes strange reading.

Born in Brussels thirty-four years 
ago of a Czech father and a Belgian 
mother.she began at an early age to 
dance in a circus, became a great 
horsewoman and finally a tamer of 
tigers. She was further known as a 
lyrical artist, a painter. In the war 
she acted as nurse in a Belgian pri­
soners’ hospital under the German 
military authority, but she apparently 
succeeded in satisfying the Belgian 
authorities as to the purity of her in­
tentions, for after the war she became 
attached to the Belgian military head­
quarters and was sent to Germany as 
a secret agent to report on military 
formations in that country.

While on that mission in Germany 
she fell ill. And this is where the 
strangest part of her story begins. She 
was struck down by paralysis. Doc­
tors declared her case hopeless. For 
a year she lay in the hospital. Then, 
being devout, she expressed a desire 
to try a pilgrimage to Lourdes.

That being too expensive, she chose 
the next best course, had herself car­
ried qn a stretcher to the church in 
Hal, a small town near Brussels, ac­
companied by the priest of Forest. In 
that church, in front of*the image of 
the Holy Virgin, she began to raise

The seizure of girls in Arabia is 
principally to supply the harems of 
wealthy Moslems. It is one of the 
gravest matters before the Assembly. 
The area of the Arabian peninsula is 
the world’s greatest slave market to­
day, and theTefore the scene of some 
of the most evil abuses of human 
beings. There are two general class­
es of human merchandise in the 
peninsula.

1. Negro slaves from Africa, who 
either are captured in slave raids or 
bought in the opeti sïltve market and 
smuggled across the Red Sea to be 
sold to wealthy Moslems as laborers.

2. Girls who come into Arabia in 
legitimate capacities and who are 
seized and sold into harems.

From the Moslems' standpoint 
there is nothing particularly repre­
hensible in so replenishing the har­
em as the Koran recognizes slavery 
as a proper Institution. According

BLAME PARENTS FOB CHILDREN’S 
FAILURES.

A few days Ago. 150 juvenile delin­
quents, who were on probation dur­
ing the holdlays, had to report at the 
Juvenile Court. Out of the 150, one 
hundred and forty-nine were boys, 
which left only one of the "gentler 
sex." Certainly, the holiday season is 
a great source of danger and tempta­
tion to hundreds of boys, espectally 
where poor home training reigns su­
preme.

If a child Is a “social" loss It is be­
cause the parent or teacher has failed.

This was the opinion expressed by 
teachers from all parts of the coun­
try gathered in Los Angeles at the 
32nd annual meeting of the Intecrw 
tlonal Kindergarten Union.

The instructors expressed them­
selves in high approval of statements 
of Miss Ethel I. Salisbury, director of 
course of study In the lx>e Angeles 
public schools, who placed the respon­
sibility) for social failures upon par­
ents and teachers.

"Children should not fail," she said, 
"end if a child does not fail, the man 
will :iot. Every child should have a 
chance for the opportunity ot success­
ful expression, ’Aie parent .and teacher 
should he In closest cjnferer.ee con­
cerning the child. The parent to give 
to the teacher the Intimate details of 
the child’s nature and the teacher to 
give to the parent the psychology or 
mental aspect ot the little one so that 
the two working together can arrive 
at some definite plan of life for the 
child."

Mias Salisbury emphasized the im­
portance of nursery schools, in which 
the teacher will have the mental guid­
ance of a child at two years of age.

In the storm which she struck, 
she rose too fast for the valves. Every | 
240 feet above 3,000 feet she should 
have discharged 1 per cent, or 21,000 
cubic feet of helium. The upward 
movement of the ship causes rapid 
expansion of the gas cells, and the 
bags broke the shell of the ship.

- "Had the ship been filled with hy- j 
drogen, the disaster might not have ' 
occurred. The hydrogen would have 
valved more freely and they wouldn’t i 
have been so cautions about saving It 
because it is not as scarce as "helium 
or as expensive.

"I wouldn’t have gone on a trip 
with the Shenandoah for a million 
dollars. It was not safe with valve 
changes.

“Why do you suppose we put 20 
valves on the Los Angeles? We did 
that because we knew that even the 
18 originally on the Shenandoah were 
not enough.

“Now there will be a whitewash 
board of Inquiry and some camouflage 
to cover up the real story of the 
cause, which was the foolish action 
of the crew at the station in changing 
the valves. Already there have been 
several attempts to lay the blame on 
poor dead.

When the householder suspects an 
escape of gas, and Is not very sure 
that it may not be the hidden presence 
of a dead rat that he detects, he 
"sniffs."

In dogs and some other 
animals the process of sniffing is fa­
miliar, and it Is utilized not only to 
make sure of the presence or absence 
of a certain odour, but to determine 
the location of the odoriferous body. 
By movements of its head, associ­
ated with tentative sniffings, the dog 
can" discover the direction taken by 
the rabbit or by its master. Now 
this power of sniffing is very old. It !

testing a piece of food, such as earth- j 
wornj, thrown into the quarlum.

The Post’s Point of View
PAY, PAY, PAY.

We are the great milch cow of 
the modern world. We are not col­
lecting the millions owing to us, but 
w# are paying thirty-three millions 
a year to America, which will in­
crease to thirty-eight millions in 
1933, though this debt was con­
tracted on behalf of France. Mr. 
Winston Churchill and M. Caillaux. 
have been discussing debts, and an 
arrangement has been reached which 
represents a very good ""bargain for 
the French and a poor one for us. 
A month ago it was proposed that 
France should pay us .twenty mil­
lions a year, which is merely three 
per cent, on the millions she owes 
us. This has now been reduced to a 
payment of twelve and a half mil­
lions for sixty-two years, or not half 
we are paying America oh behalf of 
France. This means that for an-’ 
other sixty-two years the British tax­
payer will have to pay over four- 
pence in the pound on behalf of the 
French taxpayer, who refuse^ to 
shoul^gc his liabilities.

Sucit an arrangement cannot be 
regarded with any satisfaction, but 
we do not wonder that M. Caillaux 
is pleased, for he has fixed up a re­
markably gobd bargain for his coun­
try. The poor British taxpayer has 
other views when he considers his 
empty pockets, and the million and a 
half unemployed. Lord Bradbury, 
who was formerly Great Britain’s re­
presentative oh the Reparations 
Committee, and who, therefore, 
speaks with authority as an expert, 
is alarmed by the proposals, which 
he regards as being highly inimical 
to British interests. "When we re­
member,” states Lord Bradbury, 
“that France has a favourable trade 
balance, and has actually been pay­
ing off her commercial foreign debts 
during the last five years at the pete 
of £40,000,000 per annum without 
any appreciable German receipts, it 
is clear that her international bal­
ance-sheet would be in a much more 
favourable condition than our own, ■ 
more particularly if we take into ac­
count our £40,000,000 loss of annual 
foreign income as the result of thé 
sale of American securities during, 
the war.” In short we have made 
a bed bargain, and the British tax- j 
payer will have to pay as usual.
