Every ivhabitant of Hamilton who hes
the welfsve of the clty at heart, will thank
the Council for the prompt action taken
last night in the matter of the Guelph
snd North-western Railway, aselsewhere
mentioned. As is well known, it was de-
cided soms two yesrs ago to offer fot sale
& certs’ni numbet of shares of Great Wes,
tern Railway stock, Held by the city,
amounting to somewhere about one hun-
dred th 2 doll Nosale, b 5
has yet beeh effocted, and the stock is still
in the hands of the London agents. The
proposition now made is that this should

be exchanged for stock of the Wellington, |
Grey and Bruce Railway, which, whep!

done, will at once render certain the build-
ing of the first thirteen or fourteen miles,
from Guelph to the Grand River—the
only section on which the local bonuses
fall short of the amount required. Com-
pared with the benefit which the new
railway will be to Hamilton, the dividend
now received on the Great Western stock
is but a8 a drop in the bucket, even were
no dividend ever to be received from the
stock which is to be taken in exchange.
But happily there ia no resson at all for
contemplating that contingency, however
strong the case wonld still be in favor of
the proposed exchange. The importang
fact is to be remembered that the Great
Western dividends are paid on the large
capital cost of $70,000 per mile, whereas
the Guelph and North-western will have
to pay dividends only on about $10,000 or
$11,000 at the outside. For the $5,000
per mile from the municipalities there
being a bonus, draws no dividends after-
wards, the people bejng content to make
it a free gift out and out, at once, for the
sake of the benefit the railway will be to
them. Offers are in hand from perfectly
reliable parties to complete the road, in-
cluding right of way, rails, and every-
thing but the rolling stock—the latter
not hav'ag to be provided by the Com-
pany, as the Great Western will run the
road —within Mr. Reid’s estimate of $15,-
500 per mile. As will be seen by the
resolution, the by-law is to be snbmifted
to the ratepayers without delay, and will
fonably be euthuvsi Wy ratifi-
ed by them.
