Harder at Lindsay.
Lindsay, July 12.—At about 8 o’clock 

this morning David Nesbit, a carpenter of 
this place, entered the house of Mr. Hop- 
wood to see a young lady that was there. 
He asked her to go to Peterboro’ with 
him and she refused, Baying you had bet­
ter go and take care of your poor wife and 
children. With this he drew a revolver 
and shot her in the breast. She screamed 
and ran towards the door, when Nesbit 
shot again and the ball went through the 
heart, she fell across the doorstep. The 
servant hearing the shots came in to see 
what was the matter and found him with 
Mb arms around her crying. She ran 
out to give the alarm and brought three 
or four men into the house. Nesbit had 
fled. The chief constable was apprised 
of the matter and was soon on the alert. 
At about nine o’clock he entered the 
Lindsay Hotel and fourni that the pris­
oner was in bed up in the third story. He 
quickly ascended and opened the door of 
the room and the prisoner made no de­
fence. The handcuffs were clasped and 
the prisoner marched to a place of secur­
ity. The greatest excitement prevails. 
The prisoner had a narrow escape from 
being lynched, cries of “lynch him ” 
were called from all directions. The 
coroner’s jury returned a verdict of mur­
der in the first degree. It appeared at 
the^inquest held before Dr. Fidler, 
coroner, that the deceased, Sarah Alice 
Hopwood, and a maned David Nesbit had 
been keeping company until lately, when 
her friends heard he was a married man, 
and warned her against keeping company 
with him. He persisted, saying he was 
married to deceased, and said if he did 
not get her a life would be lost. This 
threat was made last week.

Madrid, July 12.—The defeat of the 
Government troops under,Gen. Cabrirety> 
by Carlists commanded by Gen. Sabello, 
ifl attributed to a lack of discipline in the 
Republican force. The troops which were 
captured by the Insurgents surrendered 
almost without firing a shot.

Bayonne, July 12.—Advices received 
from Carlist sources state that the insur­
gent chieftain Sierro, with a band of 600 
men, including 65 cavalry, has crossed 
the river Ebro and entered Old Castile, 
where lie is organizing risings of Carliste. 
There is much agitation in Burges, and 
many of the inhabitants of that Province 
are enlisting under the banner of Don 
Carles. «Several bands of Carlists have 
appeared in the Province of Leon. There 
are three chiefs in Gallieia.each at the head 
of an organized force.

Madrid, July 12.—In Malaga yesterday, 
while a bull-fight was ip progress, the 
people of the city rose against the muni­
cipality, and many excesses occurred 
among them the assassination of several 
councillors. The Government received a 
telegraphic despatch from the Governor of 
Malaga tendering his resignation. A report 
in circulation that a crisis in the Minis­
try was imminent, was pronounced with, 
out foundation. TheCabinet is thoxpughly 
united and resolved to suppress all dis­
orders. In the Cortes to-day the Minis­
ter of the Colonies presented a Bill ap­
plying to the island of Porto Rico the 
constitutional clause of 1869, with refer­
ence to individual rights; also applying 
the same clause to the island of Cuba, 
with the exception of the territory now oc­
cupied by the insurgents. The abolition 
of slavery in Cuba will be legalized by a 
special law. General Valarde, with 
a body of troops, is hastening to Alcoy 
and it is expected he will arrive th^re to­
day. The Internationalist insurrection­
ists have assassinated the Mayor of Alcoy, 
notwithstanding the fact that he was a 
thorough Republican and spent a fortune 
in the cause of the Republic. His body 
was dragged through the streets of the 
town by a mob which kept up a contin-

with the same indignities as that of the 
Mayor. Tht cotton factory of Perez 
Pury and four other factories at Alcoy 
have been burned by the mob.

In 
Queen’s Park a monster pic-nic is being 
held, and speeches made. The adtion of 
the Ontario Legislature m reference to 
the Orange Incorporation Bill is to re­
ceive attention. It is believed that alto­
gether fully 16,000 people were in the

Ottawa.—All the city lodges have gone 
to Carleton Place, where they have a 
grand procession.

Dbummondville.—The Grand Orange 
Celebration here to-day is a great success.
The brethren from St. Catherines,Hafnil- 
ton, Welland and Lincoln assembled,and 
there were not fewer than five thousand 
Orangemen and Young Britons present.

There was an utter lack 
of enthusiasm during the procession, not 
a cheer from first to last, and no hostile 
demonstration. About 2,000 persons ac­
companied the procession. The Orange­
men returned to their headquarters on 
Eighth-avenne at one o’clock without in­
sult or molestation.
