It embruces also a letter from
Mr. Forsyth to Mr. T'ox, the British minis-
tir, dated on the 234 of March last, with two
nates from Mr. F 7oply, and an extract
froma letter of Mr. Stﬂenson. our minister
in London, to Lord Palmerston, the British
Secretaty of State for foreign affairs, dated
on the 'enth of August last.

This last extract, which is very short, and
the letter of Mr. Forsyth to Mr. IFox, are the
only documents now published, which relate
directly to the negociation with the Dritish
government, on the question of boundary.—
Mr. Stevenson’s letter remiuds Lord Pa-
merston of the urgency which exists for the

immediate adjustment of this long pending |
controversy, and of the increased obstucles |
which will Ye thrown in the sway of its har-
monious scttlement, by the repeated colli-
sions of authority—it assures him of the
earnest and unabated desire of the President
that it may be specdily settled,—and ex:
presses the anxiety with which the govern-
ient of the United States is waiting the pro- |
mised decision of the British government,on

the proposition submitted to it in July, 1836.

Mr. Stevenson adds that if that proposition

should be disapproved, the President enter-

-ains the hope that some new one will be

ma:de for the final termination of the contro-

versy.

No progress therefore has been made in the !
negociations.  "I'he other correspondence |
relates to difficulties which have arisen on

the border, fromn the exercise of jurisdiction

by one party, over that portion of disputed

territory, in the actual ocupation of the o-

ther. The principle subject of Mr, Forsyths

letter to Mr. Fox, is a formal representation

that the St Andrew and Quebec Rail Road

Association, in execution of a project sanctio-

ned by the governros of the British Ametican

provinees, had taken measures for locating

a rail toad, and had explored thr route across

the dispated territory.  He informs Mr. IFox

by direction of the President, that the prose-

cution of the enterprise wil be regarded by

the govercment of the United States as a

delilierate infringement of the rights of the

United States to the territory in question,and

an unwarrar:table assumption of jurisdiction

by the British government, aud requests that

any farther movement in execution of the

project may be suspended. He, in the same

letter informs the British minister that the

President awaits with great anxiety, the de-

cision of the British government on the pro-

position made by the Secrerary of State, in

February, 836, suggesting the river St.

John, from its mouth to its source, as an cli-

gible and convenicent line of boundary.

Mr. I'ox, in the first of the two notes above
mentioned, inforims Mr. iforsyth that he will
immediztely communicate his letter to his
govern - ent, and in the second e informs
him, that in consideration ef the arguments
and observations contained in his letter, her
Majesty's government had directed the colo-
nial autherities to cause all operations con-
nected with the project of a railroad within
the disputed territary, to be irumediately
discoritinued.
