Secretary Proctor said this morning that 
he could see no good reason -to officially 
take notice of the event.

Drift Floats.
Mr. William Smith, deputy minister 

of Marine, has issued the following 
notice to' mariners :

Lieut. Commander Chas. H. Stock- 
ton, commanding U. S. S. Thetis, re­
ports that, during the past 
while on
coasts of Alaska the Thetis set adrift 
numerous drift floats. The floats are 
made of wood, about 2 feet long and 9$ 
inches thick, with the name of the ship, 
dat% and the words “for drift ” cut 
upon the face. In a cavity at one end 
of the float, plugged with soft wood, 
there is a copper cylinder containing a 
letter requesting tne finder to inform 
the U. S. hydraulic office, Washington, 
D, C. ; the nearest U, S. consul, or the 
commanding officer of the Thetis, the 
time and place where the float was 
found. These different 
tended to show the direction and 
strength of the currents off the coast of 
Alaska, and any information obtained 
from them will be of value to naviga­
tion. Masters of Canadian vessels in 
British Columbia and Alaska waters, or 
residents on the coasts of British Col­
umbia, finding any of these floats are 
strongly urged to comply with the re­
quest contained therein.

He dwelt with pleasure 
upon the friendly relations existing be­
tween the great republic and this Can­
ada of ours, and closed his short but 
eloquent reply to the toast by again 
thanking those present for their hearty 
recognition of it.

“The Governor-General” followed, the 
health of His Excellency 
for by the president, and 
usual manner, the excellent orchestra 
playing “Hail to the Chief.”

The vice-president of the society, 
Mr. T. Flewin, proposed the toast of 
“His Honor the Lieut. -Governor,” 
which was followed by “The Army, 
Navy, and Volunteers,” given by Mr. 
John Kurtz.

This toast brought to his feet Hon. 
J. H. Turner, who said the 
volunteers of to-day were almost 
up to the mark of trained soldiers; 
there were 200,000 in the little island 
at home, and British Columbia’s sol­
diers also were a credit to her. As long 
as the volunteers retained their present 
high standing, and the three branches 
of the service kept together, Britain 
could have no fear.

Capt. .Clarke, in acknowledging the 
toast for the navy, paid a glowing tri­
bute to Britain’s navy, and also to the 
soldier-sailors of England’s mercantile 
marine.

“The Dominion Senate” was given 
by Mr. J. B. Lovell, and heartily hon­
ored. Then came “ The Local Govern­
ment and Legislature,” proposed by 
Mr. J. J. Austin.

Mr. Austin, in a very little speech re­
ferred the fact that there were present 
two of the leaders of the provincial 
government, of whom he recalled several 
entertaining reminiscences. The pro­
poser of the toast also dwelt briefly 
upon the elevation of Hon. M. W. T. 
Drake to the Bench, and incorporated 
with the toast the health of the “Bench 
and Bar.”

The combined toast was heartily 
honored.

Hon. Theo. Davie, Attorney-Genehd, 
in responding to the toast, pointed 
that from the pioneers of British Co­
lumbia were drawn all the prominent 
men of the province. Since confederation 
the governments had entirely been drawn 
froin the pioneers, with one exception— 
himself—and he was almost a pioneer. 
The legislatures of British Columbia, 
alsof with due1 or ttoo exceptions, were 
composed of pioneers dating back from 
’62. Further, the bench of British Col­
umbia entirely was composed of .pion­
eers, while in commerce, trade and 
wealth the pioneers were at the head. 
(The speech of the hon. gentleman was 
very happily made, and was received 
with hearty applause. )

Hon. J. H. Turner acknowledged the 
honor done the legislature by the kindly 
manner in which they had been toasted 
6y the old pioneers. He dwelt fondly 
upon the pleasures incident to the 
pioneer reunions every Christmas, 
when old friendships were more firmly 
cemented and all differences were dis­
pelled. Recalling the solid 
which British Columbia now 
ing, he thought that the veterans whom 
he saw before him should reflect with 
pride upon the fact that their’s was the 
honor of faying the foundation 
great province.

Mayor Grant also expressed great 
pleasure in replying to this toast, and 
carried his hearers back with him in 
imagination, while he related 
eral good stories of the early days of 
British Columbia’s history.

Mr. W. M. Chudley, in the absence of 
Mr. C. Wilson, proposed the health of 
the “ Mayor and Council.”

Three of these ladies are appointed 
every month to manage the internal ar­
rangements of the home.

THE YEAR’S WORK.
During the year the committee have 

tried to help nine girls, seven of whom 
have been sheltered by the home; three 
of these have gone to their parents. 
The other three are still in the refuge; 
one is from Vancouver and two from 
Victoria, one of whom was found sick 
and in distress, without friends and 
without money. The girls are happy 
and contented, striving to learn both 
housekeeping and sewing. They are be­
ginning to pray and earnestly striving 
to overcome their evil natures. Much 
to the regret of the ladies, one, who has 
since gone to her parents, had to be dis­
missed from the home for repeated in­
subordination, which was the cause of 
incorrect reports, detrimental to the 
home, appearing in the daily press. 
Before leaving the city the young 
woman Called on the matron and some 
of the ladies to say good-bye, 
promising to try and do right ; 
we trust she will. All we can do 
is to leave her to God and her Christian 
mother.

ratrat fisa Carriage. CITY POLICE COURT.
One of the pieces of machinery 

brought to Victoria on Saturday by the 
Yosemite was a patent gun carriage to 
be mounted on a pivot and manoeuvred 
en barbette. The peculiar principle of 
the carriage is its recoil-breaking pro­
perties. By an ingenious mechanism 
the recoil of the gun is reduced to al­
most nothing, and without straining or 
jarring the vessel In à cylinder is 
placed about 17 quarts of pure glycer­
ine, and the piston being started by the 
recoil of the gun forces the glycerine 
through numerous holes punctured in 
the false head of the cylind 
acting almost like a pneumatic cushion 
and deadening the recoil completely. 
Glycerine is used because it will not 
stiffen with cold as oil does, and is ‘in 
good condition and ready for use at all 
times. These latest developments of 
the genius of war are manufactured in 
Sir W ilUam Armstrong’s great gun and 
war material factory at Els wick, Eng­
land. The gun shield accompanying 
the carriage is so constructed as to af­
ford protection to the gunners from 
rifle, Nordenfeldt, Hotchkiss and other 
bullets, as also fragments of exploded 
shells, to which such a gun would in­
evitably be exposed on the upper deck.

ing machinery is good news for British 
Columbians. We always believed that 
the Government would before long see 
its way to take off a tax which is a 
serious detriment to the mining indus­
try of this province. Its policy is to 
foster infant industries and to give en­
couragement to .the home producer. 
The tax on mining machinery is in 
direct contravention of this policy. It 
places difficulties in the way of the 
growth of a struggling industry, tliat are 
in many cases insurmountable, and fa 
greatly discourages the producers of the 
precious metals in this province. The 
mining industry is carried on in this new 
country under many and great difficult­
ies. Owing to the want of means of 
inter-communication, the miner who 
often begins operations with very little 
spare cash has a hard time of it. The 
way to success is literally steep and 
rough. There are many demands upon 
his resources, and they are often pretty 
well exhausted before he gets 
turn for his work. It is cruel 
politic for a government to place a 
heavy burden on this weary worker at. 
the very outset of his career. When he 
after, it may be, years of ill-requited 
toil has some hope of reward, the 
Government steps in 
him he can proceed no further 
until he pays it a heavy fine 
for having donè so much to develop one 
of the resources of the country. He, on 
the strength of his prospects of getting 
metal in paying quantities, is able to 
borrow money enough to purchase the 
machinery necessary to enable him to go 
on with the work. In order to meet 
the demands of the Government which 
is interested in his success and whiçh 
ought, if it could, to help him, he must, 
borrow over a third more money than 
lie actually needs. The burden he and 
his associates have to carry is quite as 
heavy as they can bear without the 
Government’s adding to it in this way.

The machinery used for qnartz min­
ing is very expensive. It is not manu­
factured in Canada and if it were made 
in the foundries and factories of the far 
east the cost of carriage would add very 
greatly to its price; and it would not be 
fair to tax the British Columbia miner, 
who is in mauy respects an isolated 
worker, to benefit an Eastern manufac­
turer, who cannot possibly confer any 
benefit on him in return. But such ma­
chinery as the British Columbia miner 
needs is not made in Canada and it is

Another Big Steamboat Line for the Sound 
—The Premier to be Bought

(Poet-Intelligencer.)
Captain John Irving, manager of the 

Canadian Pacific Navigation Company 
at Victoria, B. C., was in the city last 
Friday with a view to the consolidation 
of the Propoeed Seattle Steamboat Com­
pany with another company that will be 
shortly formed to oover all points on the 
Sound, with headquarters at Seattle.

The object, as ascertained, is to make 
a new line of steamers that will run -in 
opposition to the Union Pacific boats, 
and rive a thorough connection with 
the Canadian Pacific railway by Ameri­
can bottom boats. This will be done by 
running from Seattle to Victoria, where 
connection can be made with the steam­
er Islander, which plies between Vic­
toria and V

The new scheme is propoeed in view 
of the early completion of the Seattle, 
Lake Shore k Eastern to the boundary 
and the necessity of withdrawing the 
steamer Premier from the run to Van­
couver, she being an American bottom 
boat. To prevent her being brought 
into competition, it has been pro­
posed that she become one of the boats 
m the new line to be started.

It is believed that a company can be 
formed at Mice and those who have the 
matter in hand have at' least four steam­
ers in view that would be suitable for 
the trade betwdbù Portland and Seattle, 
and two or three that are available for 
the local trade on the Sound. The only 
set-back is the propoeed Seattle Steam­
boat Company, which would Of neces­
sity compete with and interfere with the 
scheme. To avoid this it has been pro­
posed that those interested in the Seat­
tle line join in this later scheme and 
make it all

It is believed that the stock in the 
new steamboat enterprise can be readi­
ly taken up, the boats bought and the 
routes established between Seattle and 
Victoria, Port Townsend, Olympia and 
Portland; whereas the prospects are that 
the Seattle Steamboat Company cannot 
be formed and anything like a service 
given for at least a year. To meet the 
requirements of the Seattle line the new 
company propose to make headquarters 
at Seattle ana serve all the points and 
business intended to be met by the Se­
attle line.

The absence of G. Morris Haller has 
caused the delay of anything like a defi­
nite settlement of the scheme, but it is 
understood that Captain Ir\ ing has 
gone to Portland and San Francisco to 
move in the direction outlined, relying 
on assurances of its ultimate success. 
He will return in a few days and confer 
with Mr. Haller as to whether it will 
be possible to bring in the stockholders 
of the proposed Seattle steamboat line.

The number of pieces of mail 
matter handled—letters, newspapers, 
postal cards, parcels—literally tran­
scend the strongest and the most vivid 
imagination. What idea can any one 
attach to these figures, 7,026,837,130! It 
is easy to say seven thousand millions, 
but it- is impossible for an ordinary 
mind, or an extraordinary mind, to
realize what those figures represent. We
have just made a rough calculation as to 
the time it would take a man working 
ten hours a day for every working day 
in the year, at the rate of one a second, 
to count all those pieces of mail matter, 
and the result is over 689 years. Be­
sides these pieces of ordinary mail mat­
ter there were handled 16,000,000 re­
gistered pouches and over 1,100,000 
through registered pouches and inner 
registered sacks.

This mail matter was carried over 
150,381.50 miles of railroad and 45 
steamboat routes. The aggregate mile­
age of these routes is 5,543.78 miles all 
inland. The number of postal clerks 
employed on the railroad lines 4,947, 
and on the steamboat routes 51.

This business of carrying letters and 
newspapers in the United States does 
not pay. The receipts of the Postoffice 
for the year ending June 30th, 1889, 
Were $56,148,014 and the total expendi­
ture was $63,751,871, leaving a deficit 
of $7,603,856. It will be seen from this 
that the people of the. United States are 
obliged to pay quite a large percentage 
of the carriage of every letter that ie 
sent through the Postoffice of the Re­
public. It is different in Great Britain.

Lisbon, Dec. 9.—An Englishman on

The United States post office is, from 
whatever aspect it is viewed, an im­
mense institution. The work it has to 
do is literally stupendous in amount. 
To carry and distribute the letters and 
newspapers for sixty-five millions of in­
telligent people over an immense area of 

^territory requires a great and an ex­
ceedingly complicated organization, and 
an immense force of men and women. 
The Postmaster-General of the United 
States is at the head of the largest 
business concern in the world. It con­
sists of a great central establishment 
with almost 60,000 branches, and 
ploying over 150,000 people. “ Its 
agents,” says the Postmaster-General’s 
report, “embrace one-half the civil list 
It maintains communication between 
the near and the remote places of the 
country with frequency, celerity, and 
security. The number and value of the 
messages are such that the imagination 
can scarcely form a conception of them. 
The capital in use in carrying on this 
vast business wae, last year, one dollar 
to each man, woman and child in the 
United States.”

FROM THE OLD WORLD.

The feeling between the French and 
the German loees none of its bitterness as 
time rolls on, and it occaaionally crops 
out in the most unexpected directions. 
Upon the occasion of the recent visit of 
the German royal party to Constantinople 
there was a large fleet of vessels of all 
nations at anchor at Stamboul. In honor 
of the event, the ships of every nation 
except the French were decked out with 
all the bunting at their command. The 
French vessels were doubly conspicuous 
by the entire absence of flags of any kind 
in their rigging.

The entire cost of construction of the 
Eiffel tower has been repaid. The sub­
scribers to the fund for the enterprise 
have had their money returned to them 
in the proportion of one-fifth at 
and during the past month the last 
installment was repaid. The concession 
for the tower lasts for twenty years, and 
now the subscribers will be entitled to 
dividends for all that time in propor­
tion to the amount invested. At the end 
of the twenty years the tower becomes the 
property of the municipality of Paris.

Recent Parliamentary returns show a 
marked decrease in the difficulties in Ire­
land as denoted by the outrages and boy­
cotts. In 1886 no leas than 1026 argarian 
outrages of various descriptions were re­
ported. In 1887 the number had fallen 
to 860 and in 1888 to 636, while for the 
first nine months of 1889 it was only 414. 
On July 31, 1887, the number of persons 
boycotted was 4836. On January 31, 

the number was less than half, or 
2076, while on August 31, 1889, the num­
ber had become reduced to only 313.

The combin­
ation of several of the great nations dur­
ing the past year in the blockade of the 
east coast of Africa to prevent the Arab 
slave dhows from carrying away their 
freights of living victims for sale in foreign 
markets shows what may be relied upon. 
But there is an urgent need of checking 
the men stealers in their inhuman work 
within the Dark Continent. The best 
method of doing this is one of the pro­
blems that the Brussels Congress will 
have to consider.—JV.

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;LIFE OF A. STEAMSHIP STOKER.

The stokers on one of the great ocean 
steamers work four hours at a stretch, in 

y a temperture ranging from 120 to 160 de­
grees. The quarters are close, and they 
must take care that while feeding 
furnace their arms are not burned on the 
one behind them. Ventilation is furni­
shed by a shaft reaching dim to the 
middift of their quarters. Each stoker 
tends four furnaces, spending perhaps 
two or three mintxtes at each, then dashes 
to the airipipe to take his turn at cooling 
off, and-waits for another call to his fur­
naces. When the watch ia over the men 
go perspiring through long, cool passages 
to the forecastle, where they turp in for 
eight hours.

One man, twenty-eight years old, who 
was interviewed by a reporter, had been 
employed at the furnace since he was 
fourteen years old. He weighed 180 

unds and was ruddy and seemingly 
ppy. He confessed that the work was 

terribly hard, but “ it can be hardest on 
those who" do not follow it regularly. 
But if we get plenty to eat,” he said, 
“and take care of ourselves we ate ali 
right. Here’s a mate of mine who has 
been a stoker aU hie life and can do as 
good work as I oan.” Stokers never have 
the consumption, and rarely catch cold.

Nothing is easier than 
for a property holder to represent that 
he or she is injured by street improve­
ments which, when all the circumstances 
are considered, make the property 
more valuable. The complaints of such 
persons are often loud and to some they 
appear plausible. When it is known 
that tbe Corporation has given 
way and paid damages in one case, oth­
ers who believe that they are quite 
as well entitled to compensation, 
will be stimulated to put in their claims. 
It would be, in our opinion, far better 
policy for the corporation to take for 
granted that street improvements add 
to the value of property in every case, 
and if any particular proprietor con­
siders himself injured by having a street 
made better, he should be allowed to 
substantiate his claim for damages in a 
court of law. The law expenses would 
not be very heavy if tbe case should go 
against the city, which we are satisfied 
would be very seldom indeed, and un­
reasonable owners of property would 
not be encouraged to prefer claims for 
damages that are wholly imaginary. 
We are not fond of litigation^but it ap­
pears to us that cases ot this kind are 
likely to be most equitably settled in a 
court of law.

Most of our present landowners are men 
who have either mediately or immedi­
ately, by their own acts or by the acts 
of their ancestors, given for their es­
tates an equivalent in honestly earned 
wealth, beneving that they were invest­
ing their savings in a legitimate man­
ner. Justly ; to estimate and liqui­
date the claims of suoh is one of the 
most intricate problems which the state 
will one day. hive to solve.

Anything, mbre widely different from 
Henry Georgé’s scheme of wholesale 
robbery cannot be imagined. Mr. 
Spencer, who is considered by the world 
at large almost as profound a thinker as 
Henry George, is by no means of the 
opinion that the nationalization of fond 
is a eufp ier all social ills.
