 What the philosophers call the emanci-
pation of womsn is nearer at hand than
some think. Progress is being made in
every direction.

HOW DOOTORS DIFFER ABOUT DRUNKEN-
NESS,

At the late meeting of the social science
association in Saratogs a great deal was said
on the subject of drunkenness. Some very
crude and extreme methods of dealing with
inebriates were proposed by thogo intem-
perate advocates of temperance who do so
much to disgust reasonable mea and women
with their cause.  Prof. F. Wayland pro-
posed to meet drunkemness with imprisen-
ment for life, thons elassing it as an
equal crime with murder in the
second degres, This is the very
midsummer madness of extreme tee-
totalism. Equally absurd was Mr, Carroll
D. Wright's proposal to disfranchise those
guilty of intemperance. Other motions
were proposed which were erude, unpracti-
cal and one-sided, all based on the idea that
it would be right and practicable to enforce
morality nf pezal laws. Much to the
parpose is a criticism by Mr. Stephen
Bounce’s article on the liquor bill of Great
Britain by Professor Leone Levi in the
last issue of the London statistical society’s
journal, in which the professor shows the
fallacy of some of the statistical arguments
commonly put forward by probibitionists.
They make & great point of the large num-
ber of arrests for drunkenness, leaving out
of sight the fact that a large proportion of
these may reasenably be taken to repre-
sent the repeated arrests of a tew indi-
viduals. He stated that the true statistics
of the numbér who became insane from
drink last year was only 12,6 per cemt. Of
the number o!' arrests for miner of-
fences, he points out that only
26 per cent were for drunkenness,
Drinking to excess excites to erimes
against the person, but crimes against prop-
erty, which may fairly be said to be plan-
ned by sober brains, form 85 per cent of
Boglish criminal statisticsa. ~ We hear
much of the smanpt of digeass, poverty and

Professor Levi claims that intemperance
is only the abuse of an indulgence which
hias prevailed under ali forms of civilization,
snd has besn identified with all literature,
He thinks it better that' we regulate its use
than attempt & suppression which the his-
tory of the Maine law has not praved to be
possible, : There is truth possibly as well
as wisdom in the concluding lines of one of
Milton's sonnéts which having dwelt on
this temperate enjoyment of wine and
song, the peet closes with tiee lines :
He who of these delight can taste and spare
To intersperse them oft, is not unwise !

The eastern divisfon of the C. P. R, from
Rat Portage to Prince Arthur’s Landiag
will be opened for traffiz on the 15th iust.
The contractors on section B, Messrs. Man-
ning, Macdonald, Shields & Co., bave as-
sumed charge of the whole road, and will
run three regular passenger trains' each
way every week, and mske the best ar-

The line irom Prince Arthur’s Lasding
to Fort William, seven miles, was built by
the poople of the former peace, sec. 13, 33
miles, by Sifton, Ward & Co.; sec, 25, 77
miles, by Purcell & Co.; sec. A, 118 miles,
Mark & Co.; sec. B, 58 miles, Maaning,
Macdonald & Co.; sec. 15, 86 miles,
Thomas Whitehead ; sec. 14, 77 miles,
Sifton, Ward & Co. The total distance is
440 miles.

There isa lot of freight we understand
ready for the new road, and the epening of
this line will make us less dependent on
the St. P. M & M. road.

CONVIOT LABOR.

Tho rage for turning prisons inte sources
of revenue by selling convict labor is in-
creasing, When, at the end of September,
1881, the three New .York state prisons
were found to have earned during the pre-
ceding twelve months $564 over their ox.
penses, this result was claimed te be unpre-
cedented. But since that date there has
been a mania for making momey out of
these institutions. On the lst of April of
the present year Mr. Baker assumed centrol,
and ever since this feature of the manage-
ment has been remarkable. During the last
five months the surplus of the esrnings of
the three prisons over their cost of mainte-
nance has been $16,387.10, whereas in the
corresponding months of 1881 these earnings
were $5,455.22 only, This shows s treb-,
ling of net earnings for this period. In fact,
the net earnings for August slone,$5,513.77,
were greater than those of the five months
of the preceding year.

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BONBARDING A GUN BOAT

THE WARLIKE PROCEEDINGS 41

THE EXBIBITION YESTERDAY, '

SRS
An Immense Crowd in Attendance—Fir
ing of the Field Battery—The Explo-
sion and How it Went,

Never in the history of a Toronto crowd
bas such a gathering been got together as
that which assembled in and around the
exbibition,grounds yesterday. Some of the
officers of the association claim that over
50,000 people passed though the turnstiles
and the gates. There seems to be every
reason to bclieve that at least 35,000
faces looked to the south to see

" the alleged warship Arabi “blown ab the

moon.” The exhibition proper is complete
in all its parts, ' The live stock pens have
been filled with horses, cattle, sheep #¥hd
swine, whose pedigree have been the study
of our best provincial breeders, ' Ontario
manufacturers have done themselves
credit by their display. The fine
arts, the ladies’ work, the skilled
mechanic, the artizan, the inventor,
the ingenuity of all is there as proof posi-
tive of the advancement we are making in
economic civilization,
THE ATTRACTIONS,

The attraction of the day, and the one
which undoubtedly drew the crowd, was the
destruction of the Arabi. This formidable-
looking vessel—from the shore—was the old
Andrew Stevens, which had sailed
many a gallant sea under command
of Capt. Donaldson, About four years
ago she was retired, and for seme months
past had done duty a; a breakwater at the
glucose factory. The old hulk was put

in repair, the spars were rejuvinated, men.’

of-wars men to the number of six were
stuffed with straw, habilitated in  blue
jackets, straw hats and Jameson’s 3.50
pants and arrayed on duty on the
quarter deck. Openings for the canons
were displayed on the port sides and
for the total destruchion of the Arabi and
her belongings half a ton of gunpowder was
sunk five feet below her keel. A serious
drawback to the otherwise complete ar-
rangement under Capt. Raban and Staff-
Mni'gr Birtles of the Royal military college
at Kingston was the course chosen by the
steamer Rupert, which cut the wires and
connections  between the Arabi and
shore, which were separated by 800 yards.
This mishap caused a delay of at least five
hqurs, and the vast crowds on the shore
showed their disapproval in a rather demon-
strative. manner, At 3 o'clock the gtug

Niagara, in charge of Cl&t. Parkinson
and ~having on  board e explosive
corps, a representative of the Mail

snd World, and others, layed along-
side of the doomed ship and
after an hour and a half of hard work suc-
ceeded in arranﬁfng the destructive charge.
Three large casks were used—one aft, one
amidships and one to the stern. The half
ton of gunpowder was nearly equally di-
vided in these three barrels, '?‘hey were
covered with water-proof canvas and then
treated with ajdouble solution of tar and
melted india rubber. Two hundréd and
fifty pounds of ballast were used to secure
each cask, and they were lashed each
side of the Arabi and sank immediately
beneath the keel. At exactly 4.25 the
Negara left the Arabi with everything in
diness for the bombardment.

- THE CROWD OF SPECTATORS,

In the meantime an immense concourse
of people had rssembled between the palace
lnse tﬁe shore anxiously waiting for the
warfare to comemence. The bulk of
those who constituted the crowd
was of what would be called in English
caste slang, the middle class, The ladies
had the good looks, but not the aristocratic
air of Lady Vere de Vere ; the men were
of that rank who do not disdain the open
open air pipe, or the inexpensive lager.
ﬁgre the exhibition building was a vast
sea of faces,a good-humored holiday-making
crowd, whose nearest approach to an angry
word were such exclamations as ‘‘Shoot
that big hat!” *‘Is that umbrella a tent ?”
“Shut yp your sunshade,” according as
the articles objected to obstructed the
view of those standing behind them.
At 3 o'clock, the Grenadiers band struck
up the national anthem, annoucing the ar-
rival of the licutenant-governor and party.
Their two carriages slowly made their way
through the throng and drew up
alongside the western flagstaff where the oc-
cupants alihted and were éscorted to chairs
by th: officers of the association. Some
time before this however, a detachment of
the Toronto fiecld battery with two guns
arrived and stationed itself to the south
and west of the flagstafl. The crowd hav.
ing with some difficulty been pressed back
soas to form an open oblong, Major
Gray who was in command gave the order
to put the guns into position, which was
speedily done, Under Major Gray in com-
mand were Lieut. . Mead and Lieut.
