Numereus Disasters on the Coast—The

Westminster Aquarium Unroofed—A
Boy Killed in the Haymarket, London,
LoxpoxN, Jan. 27.—The wind blew an
hurricane all last night. Much damage
was done here. Many persons were in-
jured. The glass roof of the Westminster
aquarium was demolished, causing a panic
among the audience, in which several per-
sons were hurt. A printing office in the
Haymarket was unroofed and a boy killed.
Many vessels were wrecked off the coast
and & large number of lives lost. ;
Reports from all parts of the kingdom

: ‘gree that the gale on Saturday was one
of

almost unparalleled severity. At Hast-
ings the seas dashed over the streets, mak-
ing walking dangerous. At Monmouth
the Wye and Monnow rivers overflowed
and the highways were flooded. South-
ampton and Eastbourne suffered severely.

here has been a heavy snowstorm
throughout the country. At Torquay
were many casualties, Trees were up-
rooted and many boats swamped. Shops
on the Isle of Wight were closed early on
Saturday, owing to the hurricane. At
Newry many houses were unroofed. . At
Leeds the roof of a dwelling collapsed,
killing the daughter of a workman,  The
mail train between Durham and Darling-
ton was twice stopped by the gale. The
bark Nokomio, Capt. Murphy, which sailed
from Londonderry, Jan 19, for Baltimore,
and which returned to Lough Foyle for
shelter, parted her cables and was driven
to sea. It is feared the vessel and all
hands have been lost. An iron chapel at
Newcastle was demolished. The roof in
falling killed a woman and two children.

There have been numerous marine cas-
ualties around the coast. The Frisia re-
ports that she had a rough passage with
heavy gales and tremendous seas. The
railway station at Elmswell was blown
across the rails, blocking the traffic for
some time.

Seven bodies have been washed ashore
at Hyde. .

The governor of Dongola has telegraphed
the khedive that many tribes, including
a powerful Bycharih tribe, have submitted
to Baker Pasha. They ask remissichs of
six months’ taxes, and that they be recom-
pensed for losses incurred in_the rebellion
and guaranteed the free passage of traders’
caravans. Other tribes are expected to
submission.

A PENITENTIARY BURNED.

The Majority of the Convicts Safely Re-
*  moved—One Man Killed.

STILLWATER, Minn., Jan. 26.—A fire
caught in the basement of the penitentiary
at 11.45 last night. The fire was dis-
covered by a pedestrian, who failed to
attract the attention of the warders and
ran down town and turned on an alarm.
The fire caught under the main office of
the Car company and when the department
atrived it was impossible to do any effec-
tive work on account of the dense smoke.
At 1 o’clock it was evident the prison was
doomed and acompany of state militia was
called to assist in removing the con
victs, of whom 330 were shackled
together by :chains and removed. The
fire spread  with remarkable rapidity.
Starting at the west end of the prison it
soon reached the warden’s office and the
rooms occupied by the guards. It then
spread to the offices of the Northwestern

ar company. ' The entire front partof the
building was a mass of flames. The kit-
chen and eatin%room of the building were
next seized by the devouring element All
the above named departments were gutted.
How the fire started is a mystery.

He
was resoued more dead than alive. Fire-
man Dodd saved a convict who was left in
a cell at the risk of his own life. One pris-
oner was burned to death, but the records
of the prison being lost his name cannot be
uee;:med. '%‘he gﬁcﬁdm hou;ed in
an adjoining foundry, and are behaving
well.

THE CRESTED BUTTE DISASTER.

Recovery of Nearly all the Bodies of the
Victims.

DENVER, Jan. 26.—Twenty-three more
burned bodies were recovered to-day from
the Crested Butte mine, making fifty-seven
inall. But two remain. Those recovered
to-day were all found in chamber number
two and in the passage way in the immedi-
ate vicinity. Many have arms and legs
broken, skulls crushed in, and clothing
burned in many cases, so that it drops off
in rags when the body is moved. The ap-
pearance of the bodies is horrible, and it is
not likely that any can be recognized.
Many of the faces have coal dust ground
into them until they are as black as the
coal itself.

THE IRON AND STEEL INDUSTRY.

Last Year not so Bad as Gemerally Re-
ported.

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 27.—The secretary
of the American iron and steel association
reports that the total production of pig
jron in the United States last year was
5,147,000 net tons, against a total produc-
tion of 5,178,000 in 1882. He says 1883
was not a bad year for the American iron
trade. The secretary also reports that the
quantity of Bessemer steel ingots produced
in the United States last year was 1,654,000
net tons, against 1,696,000 in 1882. This
is a much smaller decrease than has been

enerally supposed. It was, however, the
%rst decrease that has occurred in the his-
tory of the Bessemer steel ind in this
country.

Amnual Méeting of the Ontario Union at
the Rossin House.

The annual meeting of the Ontario
Rugby football union was held at the
Rossin house on Saturday.

The Results of Reading ng 123 Books—'
Disagreement of Sclentists—The Bible
Proven True and Reliable.

The text was chosen from the sixth
verse of the fourth chapter of fJo-hm; :
«That this may be a sign among you, that
when your children ask their fathers in
time to come, saying, what mean ye by
these stones.”

The connection of the text refers to the.
erossing of the Jordan by the children of
Israel, after which God commanded that
two mounds of stones—one on land com-
posed of stones from the river; the other in
the river’s bed built of stones from the

A recent work by an Ameri-
can professor groups together some
300 authentic quotations from these
various works “shows by their own
statements and rules that the bible chron-
ology is literally correct; indeed the speak-
er a ed that there is not a single fos-
sil or remain found in any part of the
world that is over 5000 years old.

The past is divided  by-the scientists
into three ages—the stone,bronze and iron,
representing the intellectual, moral and
soeial gtatus of man. They'allege we are
in the latter part of the ironage.

The Callender Junction.
The difficulty between the Northern

railway directors and the directors of the

Hamilton and Northwestern has been set-
tled, and an agreement in the Callender
branch matter has been signed by both
parties.  Last week Mr. John Stuart and
Mr.,  William Hendrie of Hamilton, and
Mr. Barker, manager of the united rail-
ways, were in Ottawa, and along with
Hon. Frank Smith and Seflator James
Turner, had an interview with the minis-
ter of railways and canals. The proposal
was made that a point farther west than
Callender shall be selected for the junc-
tion, thus saving considerable distance be-
tween Toronto and Winnipeg. But to
this the deputation objected, for the reason
that it would involve a good deal of very
expensive rock cutting. The citizens of

: Toronto, and of Hamilton, too, have good
reason to  congratulate themselves
that the proposal for making the junction
away west of Callender has been abandon-
ed.  The objection stated ‘appears to have
been deemed sufficient ; but there is still
another which, whether mentioned or not
on the occasion, should be known to the
public.

Around the shores of lake Nipissing, but
principally to the eastward, there are large
tracts of valuable pine lands. That re-
gion will, in two or three years more, be
turning out a large lumber cut, which will
find its way to the front. Now, if the
branch from Gravenhurst were deflected
considerably to the west of the lake, the
produce of these fine lands, which lie most-
ly to the east of it, would be carried
to Montreal, or some other point east,
because to bring it this way it
wounld have to be carried backwards

- on the main line of the Canadian Pacific
railway. But if Callender be the point of
junction, Toronto and Hamilton will have
rather a better chance than Montreal of
getting this lumber to handle. A consid-
erable portion of the Nipissing lumber cut
will be shipped at Toronto to the other side
of the lake, while some may find its way
by rail to Buffalo or the Bridge. To re-
tain Callender as the point of junction is,
therefore, in the interest of both Toronto
and Hamilton.

Still another contingency there is of great
future importance to both cities. The
Northern and Hamilton and Northwestern
roads, now under one management, make
together a railway system of great value,
not only to the counties through which
they run, but to all Ontario lying north
and west of Toronto. That system is or
ought to be quite strong enough to
maintain its own independence, and to re-
sist all attempts on the part of either the
Grand Trunk or the Canadian Pacific to
gobble it up. Last week’s agreement, by
which the building and running of the Cal-
lender branch is placed in the hands of the
board here, cannot fail to make the posi-
tion of the united roads very much stronger
than ever before. The best possible all

rail connection with the Northwest is now
assured to the people of Western Ontario,
and the benefit to both Toronto and Ham-
ilton must be great. For summer traffic
wo have cheice of several northern lake
ports; &nd for winter a good all rail route
is now secured. Something else, however,

He knew this quite well, and
when talking with imprisoned revolution-
ists would often laughingly observe that
sooner or later he was sure to be killed,
but that he would do his best to make it
rather later than sooner, and it must be
admitted that he took excellent measures
to ensure his safety. He studied the
tactics of his enemies and followed their
example. Both in the manner of his life
and the organization of his staff Soudei
kin imitated the nihilists. Like a
veritable ‘illegal man,” he had no fixed
habitation. xﬁ lived first'in one quarter,
then in another, and his intimates alone
knew his true address, which altered con-
tinually., His confidential assistants acted
in like manner. Like him they moved
from place to place, concealed their iden-
tity under sobriquets and nicknames, just
as the nihilists do, and recognized each
other by signs and. countersigns.

A TERRIBLE STRUGGLE.,

An Officer Fights Half an Hour With a
Knife Plunged in His Neck.
From the London Daily Telegraph.

Late on Thursday night Constable
Vardy, of the Derbyshire force,was watch-
ing some gardens on the Meersbrook estate,
just beyond Heeley, in the suburbs of Shef-
field, but in the county of Derbyshire.
From his place of concealment the officer
saw a man named Henry Gregory fill' a
sack with potatoes:from a heap. As the
fellow was leaving Vardy jumped up and
followed¢ him. The former immediately
took to his heels, and an exciting chase

ensued. Gregory, when overtaken, ap-
peared to be in considerable distress, and
begged hard to be allowed to go, saying he
would rather cut his throat than be
taken to prison. - First satisfying himself
that his prisoner had no knife in his hand,
the officer fastened one of his hand-
cuffs to the man’s right wrist, and, hold-
ing the other with his left hand, brought
him back to where the sack had fallen.
He then placed the potatoes on his shoul-
ders, and still holding the handcuffs with
his left hand, proceeded with his captive
in the direction of the Derbyshire police
station at Norton. Gregory did not resist,
but was most earnest in his entreaties to
the constable to allow him to go. By and
by, however, he turned round suddenly,
faced the officer, and with his left hand
plunged the blade of his pocket-knife into
Vardy'’s neck, following this np by making
a desperate attempt to wrench the hand-
cuff away. The officer, however, stuck to
him with the greatest determination, and
a desperate fight ensued. This, it is said,
must have lasted fully half an hour, and
was only  brought to a termination by
Vardy kicking Gregory on the head till he
became unconscious.

About this time the constable’s cries had
brought assistance, and thespectacle which
the two men presented testified to the ter-
rible nature of the struggle. Gregory,
who was lying insensible on the ground,
was almost covered with blood, which was
also streaming from the wound in Vardy’s
throat and fiom a severe cut in his right
hand, he being quite exhausted. A cab
was procured, in whieh both men were
first taken to a surgeon’s, by whom their
wounds were dressed, and they were then-
taken to the hospital.

Last night they were &ying in a more or
less critical condition. Vardy hasa wound
in his throat an inch broad and two inches
deep, just in front of the main arteries,
which narrowly escaped being severed. He
is exceedingly weak from loss of blood.
Gregory’s condition is more serious. He
has seven or eight wounds on his head,
from which he has lost a large quantity of
blood, and is in a very prostrate state.

A SHOCKING SCENE.

The Execution of a South African Chief.

The Transvaal Advertiser ,contains an
account of the execution of the Kaftir chief
Mampoer for murder and rebellion. The
executive council decided that sentences of
death should be carried out within the
precincts of the jail; but for some reason
or other it was resolved to vary the prac-
tice in the case of Mampoer, and the gal-
lows was erected on the western side of
the jail, within the inclosure.

Mampoer was marched from' his cell to the

The
hangman, Booth, was for a short time un-
nerved by the incident, and did not know
what to do, but the jailer and another offi-
cial went to his assistance, and the body
was once more hoisted on to the platform,
and the rope knotted, and the body left to
hang for the prescribed time. 1t is stated
that the neck of the chief was dislocated by
the fall, and if so, probably life wasalready
extinct before the body was suspended for
the second time. The government en-
forced the attendance of the Kaffir pris-
oners who had been more or less com-
patriots of Mampoer, and they were com-
pelled to witness the deathi-agonies of the
“chief. It may be mentioned that the gov-
ernment did not think it necessary to pro-
vide®the condemned prisoner with a shirt,
and he was hanged in all his nakedness.
The executioner was the man Booth, who
was condemned to a long period of penal
servitude for the murder of his sergeant
some time ago. Asa reward for his meri-
torious services he has been pardoned,and
the government has liberally provided him
with a suit of clothes and a sum of money
to start him in the world. It is understood
that he will proced to Natal very shortly.
