Loxpox, April 14.—The Evicted Tenants’

b:ll will be introduced next Thursday. The

bill proposes the re-enactment and exten-

gion of the scope of the section of the Land

Act encouraging voluntary arrangements

between landlords and tenants and provides

that, in the event of the failure of the
landlord and tensnt to come to terms, the
land commission has power to purchase the
holding snd. reinstate the temant. This
provision 13 designed with a view of induc-
ing lsndlords to make terms. Liberal pro-
visions are made in regard to the payment
of arrears of rent, and in every essential
respect the measure is an advantageous one
to the tenants, while it is less onerous than
might be expected tothe landlord. The
leaders of the McCarthyite section of the

TIrish party were consulted in framiog every

section of the bill,

Regtstration, But No Bedistribution,

That the Registration bill will not be

passed in the shape in which it was intro-
duced, is absolutely certain, and it is equal-
ly plain that the framers of the bill did not
expect it wounld be. The crucial factor of
the whole measure is the abolition of plural
voting, combined with the practical estab-
lishment of the one-man one-vote principle
through simultaneous elections. his can
have no other effect than
e justify the Opposition in
treating the bill as » gerrymandering
scheme, as they unquestionably will unless
it is accompanied by a plan of redistribu-
tion of the constituencies, As there is no
suggestion ot redistribution that estimate
of the measure must stand. From only the
mos”, extreme partisan point of view can
the bill be regarded as an honest measure or
as having been sincerely introduced.

Will Destroy the Bulk of Conservative

Voting Power,
Mr. Morley’s explanation of the provi-
sions of the bill, especially his allusions to
the one-man one-vote principle, upon the

wtangth, was an explanation that did
not explal The reasons for having
the vital \pringiple of the bill wuo-
touched are’\ giot yet clear to any-
body with \the _possible exception
of Mr. Morley himseli. Certainly they
were not made plain by Mr. DMorley’s
exposition of thy measure. The only thing
made plain was fhat his remarks purporting
to state why the YGovernment had mot in-
cluded a clause |covering that principle in
the bill were conslpicuously evasive and pur-
posely delusive. Neither a Conservative nor
a Liberal could be\deceived by the assertion
of the Irish Secretihry that the abolition of
the plural voting did not mean one-man
one-vote. What else can it mean? The
number of plura] voters, according to the
estimate of the Government, is about half a
million, According to the estimate of the
(onservatives it is nearer s million. This
clise of voters 18 composed * of oc-
cupants or owners of property who
have a residence apart from the place of oc-
cupation or ownership. It may be in an-
other town or county. A law limiting the
gualification of the right to vote to actual
residence would have the effect to virtually
disfranchise the best class of owners snd
occupants and destroy the bulwark of the
voting power of the Conservatives.

Offensive Radical Amendments,

It is highly improbable that the Govern-
ment does not seriously intend to proceed
with the clause relating to plural voting;
indeed, they can only do so if it is their de-
sire that the Lords shall wreck the whole
measure. The clause was tacked on to the
bill at the last moment and was quite ob-
viously designed to be thrown overboard
ultimately with a view of saving the rest of
the measure. While the majority
of the Liberals seem to cordially
approve of the provisions of the bill, the
Radicals plainly do mot. Already they
have shown their hand, and the disclosure
portends annoyance, if nothing more serious,
to the Government., They make no secret
of their intention to demand amendments
to the bill which provide for the payment
of election expenses of candidates out of
the rates, the-closing of all public houses
on election dny'kud the inclusion of a
clause enlarging scope of the bill defin-
ing the franchise rights of lodgers. A bill
already weighted with objectionabla fea-
tures.and handicapped with the proposed
ameudments will stand a very slim chance
of getting through. The public house
amendment will be sure 1o make trouble,
and the proposal to pay election expenses
out of the rates will be bardly less offensive
to a number of the Liberal members as
well as the Conservatives.

The Anti-Lords ‘bill, fathered by Lord

which was mentioned in these despatches a
fortnight ago, has assumed definite shape,
and has at once obtained the strong opposi-
tion ot the Radica's, who have noshing for
it but jeers. They certainly have reason to
complain of its provisions, and it is very
doubtfal that it will be introduced without
considerable “change in its terms. It pro-
vides that a peer, after sitting in the House
of Commons throughout one Parlisment,
may resume his right to sit in the House of
Lords if he shall so elect. On the other
hand the bill provides that a peer, ouce
electing to sit in the House of Lords, shall
forever forfeit his right to sit in the House
of Commons. This is decidedly a jug-
handled scheme, and must of necessity meet
with strong opposition.
A Vexed Question With the Cabinet,
The Cabinet are having considerable
difficulty 1o arriviog at a decision as to the
manner in which they sball deal with the
wi-Lords question.

The Cabinet ad-
vised the Governor to prorogue the Legis-
lature, and in the afternoon Governor
O’Brien agreed to a preliminary proroga-
tion for a week, the prorogstion to be
continued from week to week until l!l the

Another Monetary Conference,

There is the very best authority for the
statement that Lord Rosebery is willing to
assent to another international monetary
conference, and such a meeting will pro-
bably be arranged through the initiative of
Germany, Great Britain will not be repre-
sented in the conference except threugh the
delegates from India. The question of call-
ing together such a conference is already
the subject of communication between the
Goveroments in Berlin and London.
Whether the United States and France will
consent to join the conference if England
were represented only through the delegntes
from India is a matter of doubt. The Duke
of Fife is to be made vice-chairman ot the
bi-metallioleague.

in the House of Commons on Friday

Other Ulsterites also spoke in tavor of it
Mr. BSexton (Anti-Parnellite) objected
to the Ulsterites ing as champi
of Irish laborers. He favored such a mea-
sure, but thought, it could not be proceeded
with immediately without deiaying other
important bills, especially the one affecting
half a million Irish tepants. Mr. Nolan
thereupon agreed to withdraw the words
“at once” from his motion. Mr. Morley
said the motion was impracticable. It would
be impossible to give effect to it at this
session without sacrificing the Evicted Ten-
ants bill, Mr. John Redmond,the Parnellite
Jeader, asked: *“Why not sacrifice one of
your own bills?” Mr. Morley saidthe Govern-
ment had already appropriated the time of
the House. He sympathized with the mo-
tion, and felt it would be the business of
any Government, 1f time aliowed, to legis-
late on this subject. He would not oppose
the motion with the words ‘‘at once”
omitted, Ultimately Mr. Nolan’s motion
was adopted, on the understanding that the
Government will not introduce the contem-
plated bill at this session.

The doors were closed and the Speaker
ordered the doorkeepers to refuse the usher
admittance.

Debate upon the main question was then
continued for over half an hour, when the
want of confidence vote was passed.

It was tben decided to present the de-
cision to the Covernor immediately, the
aim being to delay prorogation till they re-
turned.

Provogntion Accomplished,

The Goodridge party, howaver, proceeded
to the Council Chamber, where prorogation
was accomplished,

The W hitewayites had meanwhile learned
that Governor O'Brien had gone home and
refrained fromgvisiting him, sending a copy
of the vote by a clerk, (Goversor O’'Brien
was indignant at the affront and returned
no answer. The Speaker then visited the
Governor, who expressed himself in strong
terms at their action.

IRELANDS CAUSE IS SAFE.

ROSEBRBRY AS EAGKR FOR HOME
RULE AS GLAUSTONE,

Justin McCarthy Has Absalute Confidence
in the Present Ministry—If the Liber-
ats Lose Power the Democracy of
Britain Is With the Emerald Isle—~The
Irish Govern Epngland,

Loxpox, April 15.~Justin MeCartby ad-
dressed a large meeting in London this
evening under the auspices of the St. Pan-
cras Branch of the National Liberal Asso-

ciation, He said:

. #Immediately after Mr. Gladstone re-
signed I was especially summoned to meet
him to discuss the prospects of Home Rule.
Mr. Gladstone had then, and has still, ab-
solute confidence that the gentlemen who
gonstitute the present Cabinet are faithful
to the Home Rule csuse.”

Ireland Must Ultimately Win,

After mentioning Mr. Gladstone’s con-
viction that Lord Rosebery was eager to
give Ireland all the rights which the old
premier had proposed to graut her, in tt?e
former Home Rulo bill, Mr, McCarthy said
the Irish now had on their side a ministry
as strong as sny previous one of the same
age, not even excepting ministries led by
Mr. Gladstone. Even if the Liberal party
should lose control ofisthe Governmens the
Irish would have the democracy of Eng-
land, Scotland and Wales behind them
and their cause would be safe, They must
ultimately win,

Held the Government in the Hollow of
Their Hands,

He did not believe that the Liberals
would fail Ireland, but if they should the
Irish would oppose them and eject them
from office at once, for the Irish held the
balance of power in Parliament. The
Tories had come grovelling csp in hand to
the Irish, and they might do so again, hop-
ing to be enabled by the Irish to get back
into office, 1In any case the Irish held the
Government of England in the hollow of
their hands, Mr. McCarthy deprecated
public discussion of party differences. The
majority must govern, he said. On all
questions of principle, be added, the party
was still united.

Dr, Workman was born in Ballymacash,
near the town of Lisburn, Ireland, on the
26th May, 1505, He was descended t'rom an
illustrious ancestry, the first of whom is no-
ticed by Neale in bis history of the Puritans,
pamely, the Rev. William Workman, who
was lecturer at St Stepben’s Church, in
Gloucester, England, from 1618 to 1633, and

for heresy snd excommu-
nicated. His children joined the Parliamen-
tary army, in which William Workman,
trom whom the Canadian Workmans spring,
beld & commission, and was one of those who
met the charee of Prince Ruperv on the fleld
of Nasbey. 'I'bis William served until 1648,
when be went over to Ireland with Oliver
Cromwell; and on the close of the Irish cam-
ptlzn he retired from mil(mrg life. Duriog
Tyrconpel’s administration he removed to
county Down, uear Dcnaghadee, whence he
was obliged to flee and shelter his old age
behind the walls of Derry, soon to be invest-
ed by King Jame's army, He must have
succumbed to tbe appalling privations of
the siege, os his name does Lot appear in the
history of an event which is so familiar in
ell its details, When at last the besleging
army, a long column of pikes and standards,
was seen retreating up the left bank of the
Foyle, William W orkman’s two sons and
their wives emerged from the war-scarred
walls of Derry and settled in the county of
Antrim. Onpe of the brothers settied at
Brookend Mills, near Coab, whence he re-
moved to Monymore, to take charge of the
mill there, and for more than a century this
mill remained in cbarge of successive gen-
erations of Workmans. Josegh Workman,
the father of the subject of our sketch, was
the last of the family who resided at the
Monymore Mill. This gentloman having
made & visit of three years to the United
States, returned to Ireland and took up bis
abode at Ballymacash, near the town of
Lisburn, where his family, nine in nnmber,
were born, all of whom ultimately came to
Canada, aud have left their mark on its
history. As will be seen from the above,
the father of Joseph Workman was of Eng-
lish descent, but his mother, Catharine Gon-
dy, was descended from a Scottish family.
Joseph recetved bis Eoglish education from
a Mr. Shields, snd he was taught classics by
J, Nealy, in Lisburn, Ulster, snd studied
medicine in MeGill College, Montreal. In
1836 he camgto Toronto, where’ he success-
fully practised his profession until July,
1855, when he was appointed by the Govern-
medt as medicial superintendent of the
Asglum for the Insane at Toronto, This
position be fllled with entire satisfaction un-
til July, 1875, when beasked to Le rel eved of
the responsibility. And here we may say,
Dr, Workman deserves well of his ady;pwd
country, for mno one could possibly have.
done more to bring the institution over
which he presided for so many yoars to o
comparative state of perfection, and to make
tbe unfortunates under bis care more com-
fortavle and bappy. Dr. Workman was of
literary turn of miud, and contributed
largely to various journals in the United
States snd Canada. He was one of the com-
missioners appointed by the Government to
enquire into the affairs of King’s College and
Upper Canada Coliege in 1840-50, lo re.
ligion the docter may be styled a progressive
liberal, and is willing that all should search
out the truth for themselves, He had gener-
ously supported the Unitarian Church in
Toronto from its infancy. On the 30th May,
1885, he was married to Elizabeth Wassridge,
a native of Fheftield, England, who died
May 16, 1885, The fruit of this union has
been six children, filve of whom survive,
The sons ave Willlam Workman of Strat-
ford, Thomas Workman, Ottawa and Joseph
Workman, Denver, Colorado,

With reference to waterworks matters Mr,
Keating says: It has been observed in a
number of cities where electric street rail-
ways have beeri in operation for any length
of time that electrolytic action is found to
have taken place and to bhave caused very
sorious damage to water mains snd sorvice
pipes, While no damage hasso far been de~
tected in this city, there is every reason to
believe that this action is now going oo, and
that in time we shall feel its effects. The
osnse of this action is ssid by electricians
and electrical experts to be caused by aa in-
sufficient returs-circuit, or in other words,
to the absence of sufficient return-wires to
the power bouse, 1o which point the electric
carrent continually flows; snd if these wires
are not provided, this current passes through
the ground and aloug the nearest available
channels, which ere usually water pipes,
gas pipes and other underground conductors,

In
many cases the soldiers made incisions at
the neck, and then, holding the loose skin
with their teeth, pulled the scalps clean off,
Sngineer Gobhardt of the Colonial steam-
ship Nachtigal says that Chancellor Leist
often brought native women from the prison
in the middle of the night, made shem dance
before him, and kept several in his house
until morning. The Kreuz Zeitung says:

8ir Richard Cartwright and Mr. Laurier
have been studying the Canadian tariff for
many years now, 'l'ariff reform is a policy
under which they expect to lead the Liberal
jand, Bir
Richard was formerly Finance Minister.
t He understands the making - of tariffs. He
radieully wrong, That implies a knowledge
on his part of a tariff that is exactly right,
and exactly suited to the needs of this
country, Can Bir Richard advance any
valid reason why he should not take the
people into his confldence and show them
his tariff which is right, as against the Gov-
ernment’s tariff which is wrong? We have
stated that Sir Richard is a tariff maker by
profession. Mr., Laurier and he have de-
voted themselves to little else ~than
critically studying tbe so-called protec-
tive tarif ever since it was
adopted in 1878, It would not, there-
fore, be a difficult matter for Bir Richard
to draft his tariff and let the people see it.
As it is the people have a very hazy ides of
the changes that Sir Richard would intro-
duce in the tariff, It has been said the
necessities of the present or any other Gov-
ernment sre such as would permitof very
little alteration in tue teriff. Let Sir Richard
disprove this {f he can *by" publishiog the
tariff he would devise if he were in power.
Surely all the denunciatien of Mr, Laurier
and Sir Ricbard and D'Alton McCartby snd
the other tariff reformers is founded on
something tangible, something that these
gentlemen can put their haods upon, some-
thing that they can show the people. Let
them produce it in the shape of a new tariff,
setting out the duties that they think should
be levied on every article enumerated in
Hon. Mr, Foster’s bill,

As The Montreal Star points out, it is
especially desirable, in view of what is trans-
piring in the United States at the present
time, that Sir Richard sbould publish bis
proposed tariff, the tariff that is to bring re-
lief to this pitiable country. The Democrats
camé into power apparently with a commis.
sion to reform the tariff. Buv they have
been unable to execute their commission.
On the contrary they find themselves in &
dilemma. They do not know how to extri-
cate themselves from the tangle they have
woven about themselves, The indecision
that characterizes their attempted reform
of the tariff has plunged the country into the
deepest depression, The Democrats are
unable to deliver the goods they promised.

Specific Duties,

(Ham fiton Spectator, Conservative, April 11.]

Mr. Maclean was quite right when he de-
clared in Parliament that specific duties
were to be preferred to ad valorem duties,
We trankly acknowledge that some objections
may be urged against specific duties, If, for
example, 6 yard of tweed is made dutiable
at 25 cents, that costing a dollar pays but 25
per cent,, while thav costing 25 ceats a yard
would pay 100 per cent. A great deal of
unfair use has been made of this fact. Re-
form papers and members of Parlisment
bhave rung the ocbanges on tne fach
that the duty on coal oil is nearly
100 per cent. They bave mnot state
ed the fact quite so modestly as
that, Still, it does look a little extravagant
to charge $43),604.77 of duty on oil costing
only 8457,002, But it must be remsmbered
thay the duty on cosl oil has not been
changed, - 1t remains just whore it was when
the Maokenzie Government was in power. It
a duty of 5cents on tte wide gallon was no
injustice in 1873 it’ cannot be an outrage in
1894, T'he consumer®of cosl oil is not injured
by the fact that oil has fallen from 20 cents
a gallon in the Uaited States to about 5
conts. However, the duty un oil presents an
extreme case; and & system must not be
judged by an isolated instance,

The customs duties imposed by the British
tariff are, without exception, specific duties,
There is not en ad valorom duty iu the list,
The tea which the poor man uses, costing 04,
a ponnd, pays the same duty as that paid by
the tea whieh costs 5 shillings a pound. Io
some cases “‘the poor man’s tea” is dutiable
at 75 per cont.  But free traders never cry
out against that,

The objections to ad valorem duties are
that they make frauds upon the revenue
easy. 1t is absolutely impossible to secare
f air valuations under that system, The loss
to the revenue is the smallest part of that
fraud, For the  dishonest importer
secures  Aan advantage over his
honest rival, and all business
becomes a struggle to cheat the Government.
All sorts of expedients have been devised to
socure {air valuations, but with ooly indiffer-
ent success. And it will be noticed that Re-
formers complain as bitteriy about the pro-
visions for securing fair valuation as about
the speébific duties, Yot those provisions
were all in operation under the Cartwrigbt
Customs Act, and some of the most stringent
among them.were devised by the Mackenzie
(Governwment,

Mr. Bowell bas always favored specific
duties. His long experience in the Customs
Department convinces him thas in the
interes, of the revenue, of honest importers
and of the people they are the best, Bus Sir
Leonard Tilley had committed bimself to ad
valorem duties, and so loogas he remaioed
Minister of Finance he favored them, snd as-
sentod to spreific duties of any kind with re-
luctance, Mr. Foster's changes very largely
substitutée ad valorem for gpecific duties.
We think he has made s serious mistake, He
has sarrendered in that respect to the enemy ;
and in doing so he has made trouble for the
Customs Department, and he bas made a
tactioal blunder, For the change will injure
hie political friends and will not placate bis
political enemies. We bold it to be the first
duty of a Government to bs just. Whea it
comes to & question of policy, it is wise to

please the friends and supporters of the Gov-
ernment and to fight its enemies. Many
of Mr, Foster's changes are in response
to the clamor of the Opposition. They seri-
ously injure and offend many msnufac-

The Judge’s Charge,

Judge Wilson closed his speech on behalf
of Miss Pollard Saturday morning, and Judge
Bradley instructed the jury that this was an
action for breach of contract of marriage.
1f the jury find from the evidence that there
were mutual promises of marriage, as claim-
ed in the declaration, that would constitute
s binding contract. If after such contract
made the defendant married apother person,
that would be breach of contract and

laintiff was entitled to sue. And it would
Be no defence to the action if the parties had
continued immoral relations after the con-
tract. If they believe from the evideuce that
defendant made any of the alleged promises
of marrisge in bad faith, not intending to
keep the same, and turther find thay the

laintiff pted such pr in good
aith and sgreed to marry defend-
ant, the Bad faith or intention . of
defendant is npo defence in this nction,
The burden is upon the defendant to es-
tablish by s prepouderance evidence of any
defence to or relense from any such pro-
mise, 1f jury find from evidence that the de-
fendant was married on April 20, 1893, and
he kept and caused to be kept that mar-
riage secret and therafter, and without dis-
closing repeated previously-made engage-
ments of marriage to the plaiatiff, such
secret marriage would be no defence to this
action. ln estimating damages they must
consider all facts in the evidence
as to the relations between the parties up
to the breaking of the promise, prospective,
pecuniary and social advantage to plaintiff
from such marriage; injury to plaintifi’s
feelings and reputation by its violation;
manner and circumstances of violation and
suffering of the plaintiff caused thereby snd
effect upon her means of earning a livelihood
in future, and the jury are also to take into
consideration wrong substained by defend-
ant and :ay award exemplary damages as
well, Before the plaintiff can recover in this
action the jury must believe, from all the evi-
dence, that contractwas entered into between
plaintiff and defendant by which they
agreed with each-other to bscome husband
and wifo,

B

THE MUOH-DELAYED DOOUMENT
COOMES TO HAND

And is Found wo be Typewritten — It
Proves Stenographer Stevenson to be
the Veriest Tyro in the Fake Business
~—HBoth Signatures Unquestionably in
the Handwriting of the One Man,

The affidavit which Stenographer W. J.
Stevenson of Bozeman, Montana, says one
Robert Datton signed in the office of Hart-
man & Hartman on March 30 last and which
purported to be a confession of the Wil
liams’ murder was received by Mr. T, O,
Robinette, MacWherrell’s counsel, Satur-
day. Had it come to hand a little earlier
the trip of Detective Greer to Montans
might have been saved, for the signatures
“Robert Dutton” and W. J. Stevenson
on the document were written by the
same man, and that man was
Stevenson. Not only are the char-
acters of the letters similar, but the
“p’s” and ‘‘e’s” are identical, and the whole
attempt of Stevenson to dllquiu his band-
writing is a hoilow failure, 1t was no won-
der that the detective secared sffidavits
from parties in Montana that the signatures
were in Stevenson’s handwriting. A tyro
in chirography could tell this at a glance.

While in Bozeman Greer asked Stevenson
to show him the affidavit, but the Iatter said
he had forwarded it to Mr. Robinette on
March 31, the day after it was sworn to.
This wss untrue, He had it in his posses-
sion all the time Greer was there, and for-
warded it on the same train that Greer left
by. Enclosed with the affidavic was a
letter dated April 14 to this effect. Why
did Stevenson not show Greer the affidavit?
The reason is obvious, He knew that
the officer would recognize  at
once that the sigoatures were made
by one man and was sfraid the detective
might make it uncomfortable for him,

Stevensonstates that he was terribly ex-
cited and flurried when the mythical
Dutton called, but sigular to say, the
affidavit is typewritten. Kxcited as he
was, Stevenson sat down at the typewriter
and wrote out the affidavit at the man’s
dictation, and there 18 not an erasure nor an
interlineation in the whole document! In
fact, it is & model of neatness as typewritten
documents go.

Accomrauying the affidavit was a lester
of several pagesZexplaining how it could be
possible that s man might have entered the
office of his employers without being seen.
It adds that Dutton told him he had stolen
a horse and buggy after the murder,
Stevenson had probably forgotten that it
was a cutter and not & buggy that was
stolen.

And here is the way he winds up;

“No steps looking to the man’s capture
have been taken here. A fellow has nﬂ the
best of it here, as there is nothing in it for
the officers, and they will not bother their
heads about it.”

Of his long list of lies this last is the cap-
sheaf. .
