Nearly Two Millions Surplus.
The revenue and expenditure state-
ment for the fiscal year just closed was
issued to-day. The total revenue for
the 12 months was $33,119,485, and the
expenditure $31,228,872, leaving a nomi-
nal surplus of $1,890,612. It should be
mentioned, however, that this does not
represent the actual surplus of the
year, as the accounts will not be en-
tirely clofed for two months yet.

FAILED TO AGREE UPON DETAILS.

Quebec Conservatives Dissa-
tisfied atthe Delay.

Official Intimation That the om&wu

Has Scored a Victory Will be Made on
Monday—The Bill as Drafted Coutains
150 Cla How a Quebec Memb
Views the Action of the Ontarie Con-
tingent—The French-Canadian Press
Confident of Remedial Legisiation Be-
fore Dissolution.

Ottawa, July 5.—The desire to know
the result of the deliberations of the
Cabinet to-day was as keen as ever
on the part of members. Shortly be-
fore 3 o’clock it was in everybody’s
mouth that there would be no Remedi-
al Legislation this session, and if this
view is confirmed by the Premier ana
his First Lieutenant on Monday pro-
rogation will take place within a week.

It was freely expected that an offi-
cial announcement would be made in
both Houses to-day ; but, as will be
seen from what follows, it has been
deferred until Monday.

The Premiers Statement.

In the Upper House, Senator Scott
said : “ The session is drawing to a
close, and many members are anxious
to know if we are to have any impor-
tant legislation, and particularly with
regard to the Manitoba school ques-
tion.”

Sir Mackenzie Bowell replied: *“I
think I shall be enabled to give the
House definite information wupon the
particular point to which the hon. gen-
tleman has called attention at the
opening of the session on Monday. I
may intimate that there will be no
new legislation of any importance that
I am aware of in addition to that
which is already before the two branch-
es of Parliament this session.”

Mr. Scott: Do I understand that
the Government have not yet decided
upon the legislation with regard to the
school question?

»5ir Mackenzie Bowell : I do not
think I gave any irtimation as to whe-
ther they have decided or not. I saia
I hoped to beable on Monday to give
the House definite information as to
what course would be followed by the
Government. -

Legislation Deferred.

In the House of Commons, Mr. Laurs
fer brought up the matter as follows :

“I beg to remind the leader of the
House of his promise to make a state-
ment to-day, to which we have been
looking forward with much interest.”

Mr. Foster : I did not make g definite
promise that I would make a statement
to-day. I said I might. I have, how-
ever, this to say to my hon. friend and
to the House, that the deliberations of
the council have so far advanced that
I am able to say that on Monday, when
the House assembles, I will make a defl-
nite and positive statement.

Mr. Laurier: That is the last.

Mr. Foster: That is the
(Laughter.)

The Premier’s statement is looked
upon as confirmatory of the report that
Remedial Legislation is deferred.

- A Deadlock in the Deltbenations,

The reason for this is not difficult to
seek. Your correspondent is in a posi-
tion to declare that a Remedial Bill,
drafted by the officers of the Depart-
ment of Justice, was laid before coun-
cil, and ‘that the consideration of this
measure, embracing over 150 clauses,
was commenced. It is reported that
there was practical acquiescence of all
the Ministers with the preamble, but
that when they came to settle down
to discuss details a deadlock ensued.
It was found to be impossible to agree
upon a measure and submit it to Par-
liament, and hence reluctantly the Que-
bec Ministers had to agree to it golng
over to another session,

Remedial Bill Before Dissolution.

Le Canada, which 1is closely in touch
with Mr. Ouimet, sizes up the situation
to-night as follows : * Qur adaversaries,
desirous of stirring up public opinion,
pretend that dissensions exlst In the
Cabinet on the school question which
may be fatal to the Government, These
statements are, gs usual, lacking in
truth. We believe we are in a position
to affirm that the Ministry is unanr-
mous on the question of principle, and
that they have arrived at the iIrrevoc-
able decision that a 'remedial law
must be passed at once on this prin-
ciple. It appears that the necessary
consideration which g measure of at
least 150 clauses will require will take
up considerable time. The questions
arise, then, as to whether the Govern-

BURNEDHIS WIFE AS A WITCH

——— -

THHEW OIL ON HER, THEN HELD
HER OVER A FIBE.

Superstitious Michael Cleary of Clonmel
Believed Hils Wife Consorted With
Fairies—He and His Relatives Tortured
the Woman to Exorcise the Witch,
Molding Her While She Roasted to
Death,

\ Dublin, July b6.—Michael Cleary, liv-
ing near the Town of Clonmel, was con-
¥icted to-day of manslaughter in hav-
ing-burned his wife, Bridget Cleary, to
death last March. The court deferred
sentence. Cleary believed his wife
was bewitched, and upon the advice of
Dennis . Ganey, the * family dcetor,”
and in the presence of her father and a
number of other relatives, held her over

| Foote declined to go for a doctor, but |

Ever since Hellman built his house it has'

a fire, and afterwards stripped her and
' poured paraffin over the body and set
fire to it. The woman was burned to
| death without the slightest effort on the
jpart of the spectators to extinguish
{ the flames which were consuming her.
Cleary claimed that it was not his wife
| but a witch that was burned.

The principal Crown witness testified:
|On the night of March 14, accompanied
by my wife, I went to the house of
Patrick Boland, occupied by him and by
Michael Cleary and Bridget Cleary, his
]wife_. When we arrived close to the
house we met Mrs. Johanna Burke, ana
inquired how Mrs. Cleary was. She
‘said they were giving her some herbs
Jjust then which they got from Dennis
| Ganey, over the mountain, and that no
person would be let in for some time.
We then proceeded to the window of
the house. In one of the front rooms
I heard voices shouting, “ Take it, you
old faggot, or we will kill you.” The
shutters of the window were closed and
the door locked. After a short time
the door was opened. I saw there John
lDunne, P. Kennedy, M. Kennedy and
; William Kennedy, holding Mrs. Cleary
‘on the bed. She was on her back. Her
husbahd was standing by her bedside.

Covered With Coal Oil,

I heard him call for paraffin oil, and
‘he sald, “Throw it on.” It was brought
by Mary Kennedy. Michael Cleary had
a saucepan in his hand at the time. It
would appear as if they threw the
| liquid on the woman. I saw Mrs.

Cleary struggling on the bed, and say-
.ing, “Leave me alone.”
, I then saw her husband give her some
‘liquid in a spoon, and heard someone
| say it was herbs. She was held down
iat the time by force, and one of those
| present had his hand across her moutn
jand others held her down for ten min-
utes after she got the herbs.
Burned Over the Kitchen Fire.

A man at each side of the bed kept
the body swinging about the whole
}time. She screamed horribly, and they
;cried out, “Come home, Bridget Bol-
{and ” (Mrs, Cleary’s maiden mname),
ffrom which I could learn they thought
Mrs. Cleary was a “witch,” and en-
deavored to send her out of the house
by torturing her body. Some time af-
ter I saw them take her out of the bed
and carry her to the kitchen fire and
hold her over it. In ga shHort time, X
could see her rai¥ed on the Bars of the:
grate over the fire. One of those pre-
sent said he had to use a red poker on
her to make her take medicine. T saw
some marks on her neck. Her husbana
put some questions to her at the fire,
asking if she was his wife, and after
she had answered the questions they
put her back on the bed.
Accused of Keeping Company With Fairies.

A woman named Burke, who alleges
that she was kept a prisoner in the
house of the Clearys while the murder
was being committed, gave a circum-
stantial account of the barbarous
treatment to which the unfortunate
victim was subjected by her husbana
and some of the men who assisted him,
She related a conversation which she
heard between the murdered woman
and her husband, in which he accused
her of having kept company with
fairies, which she denied, put cer-
tain tests to her, asking her the
name of God was she Bridget Bolana,
his wife. He required her to eat bread
and jam three times, in order to see
whether she was a human being or a
fairy, and on some failure occurring
on the third time he seems to have be-
come convinced that she was not mor-
tal, whereupon he attacked her and
jumped on her chest while she lay on
the floor.

The Sight Too Horrible.

‘He then stripped her, and after she
had been placed over the fire by him-
self and the'other men, they made oth-
er efforts to drive out the fairies, ad-
dréssing her from time to time, and re-
peating the question whether she was
his wife. He then threw paraffin oil
over her, and, assisted by her father,
he placed her on the fire, which was
on the hearth, and witness became sick
and escaped to an upper room in ter-
ror. Witness’ brother fainted, and they
poured holy water gver him to revive
qPm. Looking down into the kitchen,
witness could see that the place was
full of smoke and that the deceased’s
body was lying on its face, with the
legs drawn up in agony. On looking a
second time she saw the body stretchea
on its back, and it was then desperate-
ly disfigured and burned. She “screech-
ed horribly ” while they were torturing
her.,

Ruried the Corpse in the Night.

The husband got sacks, and with as-
sistance took away the body, the party
taking a spade and a shovel with them,
This occurred in the middle of the
right, and next day the husband com-
pelled witness to swear on her knees
that the deceased had vanished
through the door, and no one knew
what had become of her., He also told
witness that it was not his wife he was
burning, but a fairy, and that she
would see the fairy disappearing up
the chimney. When' thé body was
burned he gathered up the ashes that
remained and buried them in front of
the house. He also made the father
of the’ deceased swear that he would
say he knew nothing about the occur-
rence.

Sentenced to Twenty Years.

Cleary was sentenced to 20 years’ im-
prisonment. His accomplices were al-
so convicted. Patrick Kennedy was
condemned to five and John Dunns to
three years’ imprisonment, William and
James Kearney to 18 months’ each, ana
Patrick Bolen and Michael Kennedy to
six months’ each.

the wholé on Mr. Foster’s resolution
providing for the payment of,a sum
not to exceed $150,000, In flve years, to
.encourage silver lead smelting in Can-
&da, the payment for each ton of ore
smelted not to exceed 50 cents. {The
Minister explained that it was not pro-
posed to expend more ihan $30,000 a
year as a bonus unless there was a

balance remaining over from the prév-

jous year, The value of the product
was $50 to $60 per ton. Th2 gilver lead
deposits in British Columbia were very
extensive, and were being workad to
some extent, but ore was sent to the
United States to be smelted, This re-
tarded the development of the indus-
try, especially as only a certain class of
ores would bear the expense of trans-
portation. It was provided in the:act
that a smelter must begin operations
before July 1 next.

The amusement and
pleasure afforded by the bicycle are supe-
rior to those derived from any other form
of outdoor recreation. It is a tomie
for both mind and body, and a tonie,
too, that is followed by no injurious reac-
tion. The bicycle is destined to become
an integral part of the human individual.
The modern artist will soon produce the
picture of a veritable wheelman, after the
idea of the centaur of the anecients, The
wheel and the man will become so closely
identified that the artist will uncon-
sciously lose gight of their duality, and
by a touch of genius will blend the two
into ome creation, making it difficult to
say where the man leaves off and 'the
wheel begins, X

Whether the wearing of bloomers by
women will have the effect of populariz-
ing the wheel among the fair sex we do
not pretend to decide. The question should
be left to the women themselves. They
will finally eettle the controversy to their
own satisfaction. Whatever style of
dress they may .decide upon as suitable for
wheeling, we may rest assured it will
not offend our ideas of propriety and
decency. Trustce Bell receives well-merit-
ed ridicule for going out of his way to
interfere in a matter that belongs alto-
gether to the other sex. It will be ‘time
enough for him 1Y raise the question of
women's bicycle costumes when complaints
are made to the Sshool Board of im-
modesty in-the dress of the female teach-
ers. The same spirit that prompted Mr.
Bell to criticize the teacher who is said
tohave appeared on a wheel in bloom-
ers in Exhibition Park ought to lead
him to move for the dismissal of any
teacher who wears a bathing costume,
or who appears at a public gathering
in full dress. The bloomer costume for
wheeling will never be ruled out be-
cause of indecency or immodesty. It is
much better adapted for the purpose
than are the regulation skirts. As far
as modesty is concerned, we believe the
bloomers are more modest than the
present skirt costume, which is always
liable to become disarranged, and to re-
veal underskirts that are intended to be
concealed. The bloomer costume is not
immodest. On| the contrary it is frec
from suggestion and ought to render
the wearer free from embarrassment. But
women, we take it, will decide the bicy-
¢tle costume controversy principally from
an artistic point of view. Convenience
will .of course enter into the calculation,
but the wheelwoman will be chiefly
guided in her dress by the artistic effect
of the combination, as seen through a
large mirror,

THE ICE CONTROVERSY.

There is a good deal to be said both
for and against the free and indiscrimin-
ate use by the public of ice taken from
any source whatever. If we allow ice
to be harvested indiscfiminately fwe
render it so cheap that people ought
to be able to use it for cooling purposes
in an indirect way, that is by notal-
lowing it to comje im contact with the
article that is to be consumed. The
Medical Health Officer has permitted cer=
tain dealers to use Ashbridge’s. Bay
ice for making ice cream. We understand
the ice is not brought into contact with
the constituents of the cream and that
it makes no matter whether pure or im-
pure ice is used. Ii this is the ease it
would appear reasonable that no restric-
tion should be placed on the ice cream
manufacturer in regard to the ice he may
wish to use. On the other hand, how-
ever, if we allow all kinds of ice to be
sold, there will always be the danger of
careless people mixing the fice directly
with water, or putting it in contact
with edibles and thereby contaminating
these articles. Some saloons are still
in the habit of cracking ice and putting
it in' the decoctions they serve up to
their thirsty pntrons. The same thing
is done with people who sell milk and
other beverages. While the practice in
this city is to allow ice of a suspicious
quality to be used, everyone should “in-
sist on having any drink that may be
served him, cooled indirectly by having
the glass or bottle in which
the drink is contained placed upon
the ice. This is the safest plan of all,
and if the public would adhere to ihis
practice it would allow us to use ice
taken from any source, and consequently
render it cheap.

If such a company
could make money out of it,there is
no reason why the city should not em-
bark in the business, Over and above
this consideration, there is the fact that
thousands of citizens find themselves on
the Island daily in the summer, and these
are entitled to secure pure water there
as well as on this side of the Bay.

ELECTRICITY AND STEAM.

The July number of The Street Railway
Journal gives what it alleges are the
most eomplete statistics ever compil-
ed of the number, mileage, equipment and
capitalization of street railroads. The
most interesting fact shown by them is
the extent to which electricity has dis-
placed horse-power, and scems to be
preferred to all other kinds of power. Of
a total number of 18,5688 miles of street
railroads in the United States, 10,363 are
electric and 914 horse-power; 6382 are
cable and 679 have other systems. Even
five years ago doubtless these figures
would have been very mearly reversed.
The Journal also discusses exhaustively
the question whether electric power can
eompete with steam, It is of the opin-
ion that in all farms of urban, suburban
and local traffic electricity can and
will, The triumph of electricity in subur-
ban traffic and in local traffic between
cities which are near together is con-
sidered equally certain. But The Jour-
nal thinks the day is far distant when
electricity will displace steam in trunk-
line business, especially in the west.

THE GRASSHOPPER CROP.
—
8000 Bushels a Day Harvested by the Hop .
per Machines.
St. Paul, Minn, July 5.—Prof. Otto
Lugger, State Entomologist, called at
the Governor’s office yesterday and made
a report on the grasshopper killing in
Chicago County with the hopper dozers.
They have voer 400 of there machines at
work, and are gathering in 8000 bushels
of grasshoppers daily. Thus far the hop-
pers have not invaded the grain fields.
The frequent rains have kept the grass
green and tender, and they have content-
ed themsehves feeding on this,

The Labrador Makes Good Time.

The following official time of two
Montreal steamers will be of interest.
The Labrador left Quebec on Sunday,
June 16, at 9 a.m., and passed the Rock
light on Tuesday, June 25, at 8.30 a.m.,
while the Royal Mail steamship Lauren-
tian, which left Quebec on Satarday,
June 15, at 8.80 p.m., passed the Rock
light on Wednesday, June 26, at 6.80
a.m. The Labrador made the trip.in
8 days 28 hours and 80 minutes from
Quebec to Liverpool, and the Lauren-
tian in 10 days 15 hours, from Quebee
to Liverpool, making 1 day 15 hours and
30 minutes in favor of the Labrador.

U.8. TREASURY DRFICIT FOR JULY,
Interest and Pension . Payments Wili
Swell the Snm to $12.000,000.

Washington, Jaly 5.—The Treasury
figures for the next week or two . will
show a large exeess of expenditures over
receipts, and Treasury experts figure that
for the month the balance on the wrong
side of the ledger will aggregate from
twelve to thirteen million dollars. The
excess at the beginning of this month,
which will show in the daily statement
to-morrow, is:caused by the fact that
most of the large payments are made
during the first few days.

For instance, interest cheques for $7.-
500,000, issued during the last days of
June, very few of which, comparatively,
have yet been presented for ‘paymient,
have to be mpt, and these will be pre«-
sented within the next few days. Most
of the quarter’s pension money, which will
reach  $13,000,000, is usually paid out
during the first week or ten days of the
month, These two items alone will
aggregate more than $20,000,000, and it
wiil not be surprising if by the 15th or
20th of the month the Treasury state-
ment should shiow expenditures to exceed
receipts by $17,000,000 or $18,000,000.
This deficit excess will probably be ecut
down by the last part of July to $12,-
000,000 or $13,000,000. :

Scandiunavian Budget Passed.
Christiana, July 5.—The Storthing to-
day, by a large majority, decided to re-
pay the outlay of Sweden for diplomatic
and consular gervice up .to the 1st inst,
In opening the discussion on the budgets,
Prime Minister Stang said he hoped the
estimates would be granted without any
conditions. The diplomatic and consu-
lar budgets were finally carried by votes
of 60 to 45 and 72 to 42respectively.

BLM-STRERT OFFIOIAL BOARD RE-
PLIES YO BIS SPEECH,

They Characterise the Pastor’s Action as
Most Unfair, and Condemn His Immod-
erate Language—Trustees Withdraw
From the Joint Arrangement—Pastor
Refuses to Put a Resolution—The
Board's Strong Protest.

At a meeting of the official board of
Elm-street Methodist Church, held last
night, a communication was received
from the trustees, notifying the official
board of their withdrawal from : the
joint. arrangement.

After the letter had been filed the fol-
lowing resolution was moved and gec-
onded, but the chairman, Rev. Dr. Gal-
braith, declined to put it:

An adjournment was moved and a
meeting of the officials held, at which
the following resolutions were adopted:

A Ltrenuous Protest.

Whereas, the differences formerly ex-

isting between the Quartérly Official

Board and Trustees in regard to the pay-
ment of music were finally settled at the
joint  board meeting, Aug. 9, 1893, by
the unapimous adoption of the following
resolution : ! t

Moved by Warring Kennedy and sec-
onded -by R. C. Hamilton, “That a Music
Committee be appointed to consist bf three
members from each board (Quarterly and
Trustee), who, with the pastor of the
church for the time being, shall have
charge of the music of the church, and
that the Finance. Committee pay over
quarterly to the Music Committee the
amount necessary to meet all expenses
of the choir, and that the appropriation |
for the salary of the organist and leader
be $600 per aunnum, to commence 1lst
Sept. 1893,, said Music Committee to re-
port annually to a joint ‘meeting of
the two boards.”

And whereas, the gaid joint arrange-
ment was continued at - the regularly
called meeting held  in . October of last,
year by the election of the Joint Music
Committee, and the appropriation of
funds for the continuance of said joint ar-
rangement for the current year;

And whereas, such joint agreement, if
not provided for at the time it was ori-
ginally made, has since been authorized
by the action of the General Conference
in September, 1894, in ' the provision,
which says: “And to paragraph 17 of
Discipline, the following, as an addition-
al clause: ‘The Quarterly Official Board
may make arrangements or agreements
with: the board of trustees, not inconsist-
ent with the diseipline of the church, or
with the trusts upon which the trust
property is held, for the aadministration
or disposal of any of the church funds
which are under the control of the said
boards, or either of them.' ” ]

And whereas, financial obligations were
and have been undertaken in accordance
with said joint arrangement for the cur-
rent year;

And whereas, the joint board has en-
deavored to faithfully adhere to the
letter and spirit of said joint arrange-
ment;

And whereas, the present organist was
appointed in a regular way for one
month on trial at the Joint Board meet-
ing heldon Jan.2 last,and it has since
been impossible, through the action of
certain trustees in preventing a quorum
of said joint board to secure further
action thereupon;

And whereas, in default of said joint
board meeting on Jan. 80, the official
board instructed the Joint Music Com-
mittee to eontinue the services of Mr.
Jury:

Resolved, That the official board stands
by the original joint agreement as hav-
ing been final and complete, and the
only solution to the pénding difficulties
between the two boards.

No Interference by the Trast Board.
Also resolved: That the Oificial Board
can not and does not recognize the no-
tice served upon it by the Trust Board
of the latter’s withdrawal from the said
joint arrangement entered into for this
year, mor can it recognize the right of
said Trust Board to now interfere in
auy way with the action of the Joint
Music Committee, either through the
pastor of the church or otherwise in
requesting the dismissal of the present
organist and choir leader;

Also resolved, that the Official Board
place' on record its approval of the said
appointment, both as to the personal
character and qualities of Mr, Jury,
and the ability and success that have
80 far characterized his occupancy of the
poeition.

The Dector Further Taken to Task.

Whereas, a congregational meeting
was held In the church on Wednesday
evening last, at which our ex-parte state-
ment whs given by Rev. Dr. Galbraith
In regard to the difficulties at present
existing between the officials and tregtee
boards;

And whereas, strong personal reflec-
tions were made on the occasion referred
to by Rev. Dn. Galbraith in regard to
the members of the official board with-
out an opportunity for defence of their
action.

: Resolved, That this board character-
izes the whole statement of Rev. Dr.
Galbraith as most unfair, and his im-
moderate language and reflections upon
members of the board as not only calcu-
lated to do our church serious harm,but
to caunse reflections to be made upon the

whole eause of Christ,

Street Car Strike in Washington.

QUAINT HALL SETTLES.

Old-Fashioned Pieces of Furniture in
Modern Guise..

The old-fashioned hall settle, which
has been taken in favor, has undergone
of late considerable change. In its first
form it was a ponderous, carved, semi-
gothic plece of furniture found chiefly in
black oak, and of somewhat too baron-
ial dimensions to fit into the every day
life of the average hall.

'The back and seats art
upholstered in Morris tapestries in in-
digo blue or russet browns, and they
are exceedingly useful in the hall or on
the summer piazza, which can hardly
have too many seats, if it is as ample
as it ought to be,

Almost any village carpenter can
make this bench with its straight back
To be comfortable the seat ought to be
deep. Where the woodwork 18 too rude
for emameling, it may be completely
covered up with tapestry or upholstered
&ll over. The Society of Associated Ar-
tists have recently been making settles
covered in this way with their beautiful
green cotton arras, which is so cool and
Picturesque looking.

Some of these settles are of very large
size, with the straight back and arms
and ample seat; and they are balanced
below. Carved settle are considerably
smaller than they were. They are gen-
erally made of ebonized wood or oak,
and the straight back s carved by de-
corative artists in a variety of pat-
terns suggestive of mediaeval designs.
