While a few years ago Oanada had
a large ouigoing butter trade it has
practically disappeared.” Cheese is
on the decline as well. Reasons are
said to be that the American and
Western Canada are buying up our
good cattle. We cater more for the
local market and the Northwest
trade. Australia and New Zdaland
have cut Canada out of the butter
trade of Great Britain.

’ Children Cry’
; FOR FLETCHER'S
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HOGS ON PASTURE
MAKE BIG PROFITS

To treble the profits from a crop of
corn, making the land yield a return
of more than $100 per acre, is no mean
achievement on a corn belt farm, yet
by pasturing young hogs on a mixture
of rape and corn certain Iowa farmers
are doing this very thing, writes W. H.
Lancelot in the Orange Judd Farmer.
Among them is M. D. Crow of Audu-
bon county, Ia., who has accomplished
it two years in succession. His experi-
ence is as follows:

Just before he laid by his corn in
June, 1912, he sowed Dwarf Essex
rape broadcast in ten acres of it, using
five pounds of seed per acre, The culti-
vator covered it, and about six weeks
later 170 spring pigs were turned into
this ten acre field. They remained there

- The Tamworth is a bacon hog and

ranks high in this respect. He is
an extremely rugged hog and rivals
in size the large Yorkshire. The
Tamworth i8 probably the most pro-
lific of all breeds of swine. He is
inclined to be restless, but is usual-
ly gentle in disposition, and the
sows are fine mothers, Tamworths
are great rustlers, and this habit
no doubt accounts in large degree
for their superior bacon qualities.
They produce a carcass containing
a large percentage of lean meat of
fine grain and have been found to
cross satisfactorily with the fat
breeds of hogs.

until early winter, when the corn had
beehi cleaned up and the rape killed
down by freezing. During this time
they received little attention other than
light feeding, since they had access to
running water. As Mr. Crow puts it,
“I hardly knew I had any hogs
around.”

When winter came, however, he
found that he had around a numerous
bunch of thrifty, half grown hogs with
nearly unappeasable appetites and a
surprising capacity for further growth.
He fed them corn, mill feed and
tankage until March, when they were
sold at $7.50 per 100 pounds, bringing
$2,640.75.

Up to the time they were sold, these
hogs had consumed 2,160 bushels of
corn, valued at 40 cents per bushel, or
8864; also mill feed and tankage cost-
ing $80.50. Thus their total feed bill,
aside from the pasture, was $944.50,
leaving a profit of $1,696.20.

As Mr, Crow figures it this $1,606.20
represents the returns from the ten
acre field of rape and corn, since full
allowance has been made for all other
feeds: hence he realized $169.62 per
acre from this field, whereas from the
remainder of his corn land, which bore
a straight crop of forty-five bushels
per acre, worth 40 cents per bushel,
he actually realized a return per acre
of only $18.

SOME SILO ADVANTAGES.

Modern Farmers Agree as to the Bene-
fits of Silage as a Feed.

The silo has proved itself to be high-
1y profitable in many ways over differ-
ent sections of the country. Its means
for increasing the supply of feed for
the stock has been fully tested, writes
an Illinois farmer in the Iowa Home-
stéad. Silage is not only a benefit to
the dairy fariner, but the general
farmer as well, for all stock will eat
some well kept silage, and it is much
relished by them.

A silo should by all means be erect-
ed on all farms where live stock is to
be kept. The silo not valy saves all the

much labor in feeding. 7 T T
One should never think of keeping
dairy herd throngh the Winter without
silage as a part of their ration. When
cows are properly cared for in winter,
more profit may be derived from them
than during the summer months, as
the prices for cream and butter are
always better, besides the milk being
easier to handle and keep fresh. When
cows are fed a goodly supply of well
kept silage in connection with their
other feed it is almost equal to the pas-
turage in summer, giving the butter a
rich color and good flavor.

Some do not build silos owing to the
cost. It is true the first cost seems
great, but the money and labor saved
in utilizing every stalk of corn will pay
for the cost of the silo in a few years
farmers are waking up to the fact
that they need a silo in their business
and can’t afford to let the cost hold
them off from so profitable an invest-
ment,

Keep Flies Out of the Barn.
Flies are hard on all animals, but the
colt seems to suffer most from the
pests. A dark stable will make the
colt bigger, says the Farm and Fire-
side. And if there are one or two light
windows to draw the flies and plenty
of fly paper to catch them the colt will
do still better. Good wire screen traps
and some sort of evil smelling lure for
the flies will be just as good. And
why stop with protecting ¢olts? Why
not the cows, the horses and the entire
barn premises? Traps are not expen-
lsive. As for the housé, we are ad-
dressing progressive people and will
pot insult them by assuming that they
are neglecting the protections of
sereens, traps, sticky paper and the
other aids to the fly swatter.

KIDNAPING ' VOTERS.

Once a Regular Feature of Political
Warfare In England.

In England a generation or two ago
kidnaping was a regularly organized
feature of political warfare, On the
eve of an election especially men of in-
fluence on either side would myster-
ously vanish to reappear later with
strange tales of forcible seizures, mad
races- across country in post chalses
driven by yelling postilions, followed
by longer or shorter terms of gilded
imprisonment in great mansions, where
they were wined and dined in sump-
tuous style and treated right royally
in every way, only their liberty being
denied them.

Quite humble voters, too, were forci-
bly abducted, but these did not always
fare quite so well. Thus one victim
made complaint before a magistrate
that he had been decoyed from his
house by a ruse and kept shut up in a
coal hole for three days.

Wholesale kidnaping of voters in
batches, too, was pot unknown, the
process being rendered easier by the.
custom of candidates paying the trav-
eling expenses of their electors to and
from the polling places.

For instance, at a certain Newecastle
election a whole shipload of freemen
of the borough, dispatched from Lon-
don by sea, were taken by the captain
—who had been heavily bribed—to Os-
tend and there left stranded.

During the same contest, too, and
under similar circumstances a number
of Berwick electors who happened to
reside in London were dumped down
in Norway, and a group of dirty Ips-
wich voters found themselves on the
day of the poll cooling their heels upon
the quay at Rotterdam. — Pearson’s
Weekly.

Mexico's National Pawnshop. <
One of the most remarkable institu.
tions in the City of Mexico is the Mun-
te de Pledad, or mnational pawnshop.
The monte is one of the oldest build-
ings in the capital, having been built
for the private residence of Cortes in
1520, and it has been fortunate enough
to escape the hapds of restorers, It
was acquired in 1744 by Count de Reg-
la Terreros, who laid out $300.000 in
organizing the Monte de Pledad, with
the idea of saving the needy from the
usury of the ordinary pawnbroker, Its
success is attested by its long history,
and Mexicans today can get one-third
value on their goods at a rate of inter-
est seldom exceeding 3 per cent per
annum. If any one falls to keep up
his payments the deposited goods are
gold, and any balance over the sum
advanced is handed to the depositor.

‘A Monstrosity Among Newspapers.
Those who object to the widespread
newspaper may see the apotheosis of
their bete noire in the museum at Aix-
la-Chapelle, the only existing copy of
the Illuminated Quatruple Constella-
tion, published in New York in 1859,
Happily this monstrosity did not sur-
vive the first issue, for its pages meas-
ure eight and one-half feet by six feet,
and each contains thirteen columns
forty-eight inches long. /

CURIOUS MEXICAN TREES.

One Whose Fruit Is the Counterpart of
the Green Parrot.

Mexico probably has a greater range
of remarkable vegetation than any
other country in the world. The par-
rot fruit tree produces an odd shaped
fruit, bearing a close resemblance to
green parrakeets. When the parrakeet
is frightened it makes a dash for the
parrot tree, where it assumes a position
which makes it look like the fruit it-
self. So close is the resemblance that
their enemies, the hawks, occasionally
fly by a tree on which a dozen or more
of these birds are sitting, apparently
unaware of their presence,

Another remarkable tree is the am
bol de dinamite—~dynamite tree—~whose
fruit, if kept in a warm place, bursts
with considerable force and a loud re-
port, scattering its flat seeds to a sur
prising distance. ;

Both the fruit and the leaves possess
the singular property of rendering
tough meat tender. When the pulp of
the fruit is rubbed over a piece of
tough meat the juice attacks the fiber

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YOUNG WOMEN ON FARMS.

Every Daughter of the Farmer’s Fami-
ly Can Be of Material Help.
From Bulletin of New York State College

of Agriculture, X

We know that there is a large
amount of work to be done in the farm
home, but farmers’ daughters in this
country are very brave and capable
and ready to lend a hand. As a gen-
eral thing, the young woman has it in
her power to make her work all drudg-
ery or .she can transform it into a
pleasure. How to do this is for her to
study out.

It used to be believed and said that
the business of the farm ought to be
wholly in the hands of the farmer and
his sons. It is now understood that
the work in the house is an essential
part of the farm business, and that in
the remainder of the labor of the farm
the wife and the daughters have just
as keen an interest as have the father
and the brothers, Moreover, many a
woman is nowadays undertaking the
operation of the farm itself and is
making good too.

It is quite possible to believe that
every daughter can grow to be an aid
to her father in his business as a farm-
er, and that gradually she may enter

[mto full responsibility for some part
of the farm business, or that perhaps
if it should ever be necessary for her
to do so, she may become a successful
manager for all the activities of a
farm.

In the farm home of early New Eng-
land days the labor of the women
included not only all the common work
that falls to the hands of women in
the present day, but also the spinning
and weaving, the dyeing and fulling,
the dressmaking and tailoring, the
candle making and soapmaking and
many other industries that now, along
| with those mentioned, have gone out
of the farmhouse and taken up their
abode in the factory. In those days
the hands of the women were full of
| wage earning labor.

Today also there are many women,
and especially young women, who feel
that they need some addition to their
earning opportunity, and to these many
doors are now opening. The revival
of our ancient industries offers an al-
luring prospect, although this may not
be the most practical field.

Is it not generally the most sensible
thing to take the opportunity that
stands by one’s own garden gate?
Why_not, then, make a careful study
of thefarm conditions right at hand
in order to find out whether there may
not be some fruit or vegetable product
going to waste that can be utilized by,
the excellent modern methods of can-
ning and preserving, so that the family
may be economically supplied with
delicacies all the year round, and some
extra quantities may be sold that will
bring a good income? Something like
thig should be possible for any ener-
getic and capable farmer’s daughter.

There are now over 6,000,000 country
girls in our land. Does it not look as
though this body of eager, buoyant
young women might add something
valuable to the welfare of our rural
life?

Potatoes From Maine.

The United States department of ag-
riculture has adopted new quarantine
regulations for shipment of Maine po-
tatoes. This is to prevent the spread
of powdery scab, The new rules went
into effect ‘Aug. 1. The regulations

provide that nopotaties < 1l he moy-
ed from any quarantined srea unless
they are duly certitied ax fit for either
table or seed use and are packed in se-
cordance with certified rules. To ab-
tain the necessary certificntes for ship-
ments growers must apply for inspece
tion by a federal inspector. and all po-
tatoes Intended for seed nse wust be
stored and handled according to cer-’
tain prescribed methods. Lots in
which any of the potatoes are found
to be infected with powdery scab or
any similar disease will not bé certl-
fled under any circumstances for seed
use.  Thoy may, however, be certified
for table use after the diseased pota-
toes are removed and destroyed.

DO YOU USE FACE POWDER?

{f You Do Be Careful to Keep It From
Getting In Your Eyes.

Face powder has its dangers the
same as gunpowder. For several
years occasional cases have come un-
der the observation of oculists in which
the patients, invariably women, com-
plain of vision being blurred, inability
to use the eyes for any length of time
and severe itching of the lids. The
slightest rubbing of the lids produces
a marked redness of the eyes and only
aggravates the itching. In. severe
cases the lids are frequently swollen
from constant rubbing. There is a
sticky, elastic secretion which, when
belng removed, pulls out in long
strings,

Microscopic examination of the se-
cretion reveals masses of what appear
to be crystals. TUntil recently no satis-
factory explanation of.the presence of
these crystals in the eye has been
given. BSecretions taken from the eyes
of two sisters suffering from this pe-
culiar complaint were submitted to the
professor of pathology of one of the
university medical schools, who found
that the crystals came from face pow-
der. Seven other patients in which
the same symptoms and microscopic
conditions were found all used face
powder.

When the powder is applied to the
face with a puff a'part of the fine dust
{s driven upward and lodges on the
moist eyeball. The powder in the
presence of the tears them becomes
mucilaginous in character and is not
washed from under the eyelids. The
powder produces the irritation, which
is aggravated by rubbing. Those who
use a chamols skin in applying the
powder are less liable to cause the
fine dust to arise, which probably ac-
counts for the condition not being
found in every woman using face pow-
der. The condition is quickly relieved
by flushing the eye with boric acid
solution. The frritation rapidly disap-
pears when the eyes are kept washed
out with a soothing eye wash.—From
Journal of the American Medical Asso-
ciation.

TIME IN PALESTINE.

Seed Corn Week For Lambton
County

During the next couple of weeks every
farmer in Lambton County would do
well to give special attention to the
selection of seed corn. In XLambton
County in 1912 there were 21,938 acres
under corn. The average yield per acre
was 70.4 bushels. It is a safe prediction
that careful selection of seed would
easily increase the yield to 100 bushels.
This would mean an increase of 65,000
bushels per year and would add over
$300,000 annually to the wealth of Lamb-
ton County.

The place to select seed corn is in the
fields of standing corn, not 1n the corn
crib along about spring seeding time,
The selection of corn from the crib after
feeding it through the winter gives cull
corn and the planting of cull corn gives
cull crops. Nor is the selection from the
shocks a good method, for if there has
been any killing frosts before the corn
was cut, ears may be selected that have
matured after the usual time for killing
frosts and hence give seed which will
not ripen early enough the next fall, or
1f there has been a killing frost you may
get ears which have suffered from the
J frosts and will not germinate. The place
to select them is in the field of standing
corn.

Select ears that are not too large to
mature early. They should be selected
from stalks which produced a cob about
the 5th joint from the ground. Best re-
sults are obtained from the ears which
carry the butt diameter well toward the
tip and have straight, regular rows of
umiorm kernels and have kernels ex-
tending well over the butt and tip. The
corn which has wide and deep furrows
between the rows of kernels or the corn
which shows chaffy and pointed tips
should be passed by.
Twice as much seed corn should be
selected as the area calls for because in
going over the selection later much will
be thrown out that at first seemed good.
The germination test which follows will
eliminate still more. After selecting the
corn there are two necessary conditions
to insure proper curing: a circulation
of air about each ear to carry off the
moisture and a temperature above freez-
ing until the corn is thoroughly dry.
