All Must Register

As regards registration, which is to 
he taken next month, there seems to 
he some misapprehension on the part 
of some people, as to the age limit, 
it has been stated ini some papers that 

the registration would he effective only 
between the ages of 16 and 60, but 
there is no age limit specified by the 
authorities. All men and women, ex­
cept those who are helpless, will be 
required to register under the new 
scheme. "This is not a voluntary 
registration plan," said Mr. Comben; 
"it is compulsory and there are heavy 
disabilities conceded with non-rcgla- 
tratton, such as fines and disenfran­
chisement.
