But whent a lieautifuil suiiumer
is succccded by a harvcst-time crovned
with plenty, then is there a special cati for
gratitude and praise. rhe people of these
Provinces have cause to rejoice in rnany
and rich blessings. WVe have rcaped the
fruits of the earth in due scason, and inafely
gatliercd thern into overflowing gurners.
Famine is far frorn ouir borclers. Ncarly
cvery brandi of industry lias heen duly
rewarîled by a bountifuil Providence. The
wealth of the sca hias been fluiig upon our
coasts in the aniplest ahundaulce. NO
plagule bias corne near oir dvchling-s. No
great publie calurnities have corne to spread

nouirning and woe among uis ns a people.
Not far fromn us 'var is destroying thon-

Our
homes are not violated; our young mnen
xnay Ïollowr the pursuits of wvcll rewarded
industry fearing no souinf o? bugl,-e-note or
drurn; and our soit drinks flot the blood of
mnan slai by bis brother.

Within the h)ounds of our Synocl-in
Bermudfa-Pestilence lias commîttedl fear-
fui ravages. But there is One wlio eau
say to the Pestilence us well as to the
qwellîng sea, ««Thus far, and no farthe ri1"
ire bias spoken the word, and the destroyer
is cbccked in bis career.

What shahl we rendier to th,ý Lord for ait
lus h)enefits! Shial we repay Hua. with a
Tentli of ail tbut H1e hias given us-the
inercase of our fields and fiocks-the trea-
sures of the deep.-of the wildcruess and
of the mille?

Were the whole realrn o? nature mine
That were a present far too small:
Love so amazing-, so divine,
Demands my soit], my hife, m-y ail!

Even so. But which of uis ail, wlîile con-
fessing ;mith our lips, %vill translate our
confession into action ? Let us bemoan
our littlenebs o? heuart, our weakness of
purpose, our sclfishincss and ingratitude.
Let us ask God to enlarge our souls, to
give ils full confidence iu Hirnsehf that in
uIl tliings wve may cheerfully obey what lie
comniands. God bias biesscd usa:bundantly,
and lIe is, as it wcere, waiting ilow to sc
whut w'c are willing, to, do for limn. O let
us not ho fouind utterly barren and unfruit.
fuI, like tiîat wicked servant who hid his
Lord's înoney. Let us give Rim cheer-
fuhlly and liberally; for 11e once gave lis
life for us. Ye know the grace our Lord
Jesus Christ, that thougb he was rich yet
for our saices hoe became poor. that ive
througb bis poverty niight be made rich.

and the summer; lot us flot forget 1-irn in
the midst of our harvcst-joy.
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SAODATH-DAY COLLECTIONS.

There is ne day in the iwcek on which
money may bo more flttiugly paid into the
Lord's Trcasury than oni the Lord's day.
At othier times ive may ho tooe busy te
listeui witb lue patience te the dlaims of
tho ohjects for which. our aid la solicited.-
*Werldly caves and auxieties rnay ho press-
ing licavily upoa us, and c-.actincý ait tho
timo and money at env command. Wc
May flot evea hc able, or býel disposed, te
read the information and explanations that
May ho witbia our reacli. Titus while wc
givo we may do se, grtidglingly, sparingly,
or, at best, net very sure but we aie giving
tee muclh.

Tite timo of those wlxo colleet monoy for
religrions purposes la as precieus as that of
the persons whio give. This is often for-
getten. There are persons whe net only
givo with more libcrality but give weary
days tbat; they eau iii spare te the work, Of
collectiug. New this labour should.ail ho
saved te tho church and its mcmbr.-
Every maa,womaa and child should practice
the sentiment se bcautifully expressed in
tho Psalm -

"Gîve ye the glory te the Lord
That te bis naine is due:

Corne ye into bis courts and bring
An offering withi you."

On the Sghhath. we have leisure to leara
our duty and te do it wvithont treuhiing
othiers. We shut out the world front vicwv,
and Icaving ail its cares bhiad us, addrcss
ourseives simply te the diseharge of env
reilgieus duties. WVe know iuow God "blathi
prospcred us" during j.thuo week, and act
accerdingly. WVe pray, and praise, and
pay! Pay ! Alas, wbat eau we render te
the Lord for ail biis benefits 1 Oaa we at
best pay back te Hlm anything but what
le bias given us? Caa 'vo repay the love
that led Christ te lay deovu bis life for us?
We canuet: but wve can at least express
our gratitude by our words and actions.-
We ean obey the Apestolie injuaction :
ilEvcry mani accordiug as hoe purpeseth la
hiis heart, sý lot him give, net grudglngly
or of necessity, for God leveth a checerful
giver.j. "lOn the llrst day of the week-
lot every eue give as the Lord biat pros-
pered him." Such la the command and in

oboying it there is great reward. IlGod is
able te inake ail grace abouud toward you
that ye alwvays linving ail sufficiency iii ail
things, may abound to cvery good wvork.>'

Xt is riglht te give rnoney towards a good
cause nt aliy time, but nu tiîne eau ho more
aI)prolwlate titan when our hearts arc over-
flowying with love and gratitude as we recal
and comniemora te the deatli and the glo-
ilous resurrection of our liedeemer. Tite
beart is warmor, the hiand more liberal thon
ehan on ordinary week days, and we win
the rcwvard proKflised te these Who give
checerftilir.

Titeî habit of putting the smallcat coin
in the realmi ijute the collection boxes is.
nowv properlv rearde as men and dis-
graceftil. It is, we are happy to say,
genorali y abandonied by well instructed
Christians. Yet the qtuautity of copper to
be fouaid in the Lord's Houso on the Sab-
bath is astouishiug, and can oaly bc
accounted for on the supposition that
hecarers generally helieve that tho Lord
deligbts in ropper more titan hNy other
metal!1 Surely this delusien should bc
dispelled. Tite orphan and the poor widoiç
may give coppers, but it is solema mockery
for the comfortahle farmer and tradesman
to pay lu the saine coin. The pennies of
the poor should be inatelied by tho pounds
oft tho rich. Cnts and lialf-cents should
ho earefully loft at home on the Sabbath,
and the pocket sbeuld ho repleniishced with
silver or gold or precious paper.

If ail wero willing te give on the Sab-
bath according te their ability there would
bc enougli ln the Lord's Treasury for ai
the work of the church la the Homo and
the Foreign Fields, and there would ho ao
need of special collections and efforts.-
But nias, who shall live to sec the day
when the Apostolie precept la reduccd te
practice!

than the Presbyterian Church of Canada.
lier field la varled and extensive-tho cradle
of future empire. Froni Blay Chaleur te

282 Nov.zbt gjmt aub S«tign Utrerb.
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the Red River, from. the great Lakes to
Ilndson's Bay, she sprcads hcer branches.
Her strengthi is but small in Canada East-
her Ministeri and Missionaries few and far
between, and licr people thinly scattecd
among the bigotcd adliercnts of the dark
eroed of Reine. But she is planting noiw
stations, forrning new congregations, in-
augurating missienary enterprises in this
darker portioneof lier ficld. But in Canada
West hier hold is very powverful, and a large
proportion of the 'vealth, the intelligence
and the pictý of' tlîis great and flonrishing
country is iii licr bosom. Not a town but
bas its Preslbytcri Churcli ; and along the
great rivers, andl by the shores of the beau-
tiful lakes no spire or steeple attracts the
cye more frcquently than these that belong
te the Prcsbvtcrian Cliurch. Nor is shie
behind in the Iearning, the piety, the zea
and the eloquence of lier ministors. It is
sdmitted by comnion consent that to hcr
belong the finest pulpît orators of British
America.

The Union forrnedthere in 18611 has bcen
enfirely satisfactery, sud no trace is now to
be found of the old elag."Min-;
ters and people are alike unanimous as te
faith aud practice, aud the only wonder
seens te be thatthey could have stood spart
se Iozig.

Tise Home Mission field of thse Canada
Chareis is iii the highest degree inviting.
New cungreg.ations are being constantly
formed, sud the supply of labourers is
bchind the dcmand. The College at
Toronto is in a state of transition-the
venerable Dr. Burns having resigned on
sceunt of the infirmities of old age, and
Professer Yong( hsving accepted an in-
fluential position in conneetion with publie
education. Principal Willis was thus loft
alone in charge of the institution. Dr.
Burns hewever finds bis strength adequate
te thse diseharge of hall his previeus duties;
aud the 11ev. W. Gregg and Rev. W.
Cayen have heen appointcd te fill the
vacancies fur the tume being. One or two
Professors will probsbly besappointed at the
next meeting of Synod. Some propose the
appointment of Dr. Cairns of Berwick, but
il, is net in the least likely that he wotsld
accept thse appointment.

There is s mevament on foot te open a
Theological Semit?%ry in cennection with
the Syn.od in Montrcal. Mauy streng
reasous are urgcd in faveur of this stop. ht
is stuted that whien young men go te Torouto
for tlîcir education it is cxtrcmcely difficult
if net practicslly impossible te bringr theni
baek te the less invîting fields of Eastern,
Canada. It is aIse urged that the Students
of Theology in Mentreal %vould be of
immense service as eity and suburhan mis.
sienaries. MeGili College ivili furnishi thse
literary and scientifie training, and even tise
Hebrcw, se that tise Chiureh wvill net require
te appoint more than twe ]?rofessrs.-
These sud many other censiderations are
urged in faveur of the seheme.

We con fess te a feeling of regret that the
seheme has taken se strong' a hold on the
affectimss of a section of thse Chureh. The
truc policy of thse Canadian Cîsurch woaukt
l>e te improve the institution at Toronto
and urge forwsrd more studeuts froni the
east and the west. Very considerable dif-
ficulty bas been cnceuntered in raising
sumelcent fnnds te support Knox College.
WVill it bie casier te, support wlien two more
Professors have to ho psid in Mlontreal 1
If wvc mîstake net thse multiplication et-
Collegs in Scotlsnd is now generally re-
garded as a mistake, sud the policy of cen,-
centration is eommending- itself with renew-.
cd force and cncrgy. But the Canadian.
Churcîs is ne doubt thse best judge of thse.
policy mest suitable, te her circunistanees..

their countrynen. The spirit of inquiry
both amoîîg Turks and Grceks bas recently
been aroused te sneh a degree, as te compel
attention, and cause mnany-todoubt id whcre..
unte this would grow."

It
was linder sirli circaiustarîces and munid
sueh a growing excitement tirat tire autiior-
ities of Constantinrople have becu led te
pursîre tiiose ex trenre icrasures of which al
Cirrisîcrîdoin have lîcard. On Monday,
Jiy 18, witiîout tire slighitest wvarnhrrg or
indicationi tirat a change hiat taken place iii
tire views of tic autiiorities, a nunîber of
the police procceded to tire moins occupied
by tire Englishi and Amnerinai missionaries»
as nmeeting places and brook depositories,
inclîrding tixat of tire B3ritish rrrrr Foreign
:Bible Society, nrd foreibly closcd tlîem,
turiring ont aà tire persoris they fouird ini
them, aird arrestirîg at tire sinc t ime a
number of native teachers. Thîis must, no
doulît, ho regarded r's an attempt instigatcd
by tire reactioiîary ard. frrnatical paiy te
intiriate tire inissionaries, nd stop tireir
work.

It is evident that tire arrîhorities of Con-
stanîtinople have grossly violated tire pledge
whrich, under the sente of recent berrcfits,
wais gi%.cii to the 'Western 1>owers at tire
close of tire Crimeari War. The firmnr of
1856 promnises tîrat "letergetie ineasures
iviil ire takeir te erîsure tire freest possible
exorcise of cvery religion ." and undertakes
tirat, "as ail religions can be exerciscd
freuly t1îroughýrut tire Ottoman dominions,
ne erre viil ire rroiested on accourît of Iris
religion, and ie erre forceri to chrange Iris
religion." Tire book stores and offices of
tire severai societies are re.op)enedl, and a
limiteri liberty of preaehîing restored. The
inissionariet inay preacîr irr threir own cira%-
pois or brouses to irîl corners, but net in tire
h-hranà or otîrur purblic places. Tire sale of
tire Bible in 1b00k stores is pernritted, but
net its colportage about the capital.

Our missiennry in Galata, Mr. Tomery
writes :

",1 drink tire worst is ever. Dr. Pfand-
er's bock is tire main cause and his epera-
tiens wvill suflèr mrost.

"01 f course these proceedings of tire
Turrisi Government do flot affect us; but
it wvere time that our committee should
apply te tire Foreigun Office, rrnd reeomn-
mound te themn our mission fer protection.
Ilitherto I bave prcrtected the mission
tirrongîr my Lcgation. 1 have a ciplema
as marine chaplain of the Dutch Embassy,

nnd tlîey have bcen very kind. Tire Con-
sul, Mr. Jceir, is a goriiy man, and ho
serves us for tire Lord's sake.

PREACHING AND ITS IMPROVERS.
We extract tire foliowiug admirable arti-

cle frorn tire Uurited Presb!flerzarr Magazine
for October.

It is well known that tire number of per.
sons wlso have never tricd te preaci, but
thiuk, they cosrld do it if thcy lrad tire opper-
trrnity, is .somewirat considerable. It rnay
be a great lots te the Cirurch, and tire worid
that se ruany liglrts shouid be hrid in obsen-
rity and it must naturally ire, at lcast te the
ligis tircmselves, a inatter of urîspeakablo
reget; but this state of things mnust be
submitted te, until some existiug prejudices
have been removed, and certain irksorne
ecclesiastical restraints geL quit of.
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In addition te this ciass of hlighly talentcd
arnd crnohly sullpresstd preachers, there is
another of a kinlred stanîp, and one more
numerous stîll. 'rhere is thiat; multituilinous
8peeies of amiable, acc.omplisheîl, ami judi
clous hecarers, who féel theiseives ahin.i
dantly quniicIe to tecch the preaclier how
to do lus work. Wliat a pitv tlîat profès.
sors' chairs are not; more nuerouis, seein.,g
that tho nulier of persons wliîo believe
themnselves wehi adapted to tic traininug of
prehers is se gront, and eau fi nd no preper
scope for the exorcise of thecir peculiar
gifcs 1

The kind of criticism to wvhiehi preaching
is often subjectcdl, lîresents a mine ofwovalth,
eout of n0âhil, if propjeriv anti energetically
wreuuglîî, onr Joe Iillers and I)ea.i Rain-
says miglit sooiî mîîke fortunes. Ve aire
ail acquainted with the lady, whîo lias flot
the presumî,ption to uînucrstand her faîvorite
proeer, andi the gentlemen in whose eyce
clear thinkiîîg anti clear statement are cvi-
douces of sîaleowncss, and the simplicity of
genins a preof of inteliectuai weakness. We
are quite aware of tiiose litorary testes, te
whice uphionious pollysyllables arc se very
palatale-of tha amrtooscholarship,
whîch grammars and lexicons alone eau
gratify,--of thiat; love for deep tlîinkiîîg to
whielh mists, and clouds, a-id labyrinthe
are so attractive. We know that there are
iivciy lînaLginaiens to which the holdest
motaphors are îlot too boid,and levers of tic
sentimental who nover tire of stars nda
oceans, niotitains and cataracts, bulwarks
and battlements, hîowevor uuecemoniously
they may be inr.roducedl to notice, anti we
kuow the penalty of failiîug te meet tiese
varied wants. Oîî mmaialowvslbis thoughts
to be ocrupied dutring sermon, with his
business or Ihis plensures, and thocn cemplains
that ho bas not been edified ; another is dis-
satisfied, because thie toxt lias flot been ex-
piained, la accordance ivith some principle
of interpretation, which in his wisdom ho
has sen moot te, adopt; and a thirci is filled
Nwith great indignation, becanse the dis-
course has flot hoon construeted on some
peculiar plan, wvhichi ho happons te admire.
Even on a mattor se small as tic fashiona.
hIe pronunciatien of a few insignificant
words, tue faine and the fate of the pri-aeher,
are often suspendeti. With suob and simi-
1er kinds of criticism preachers have boon
conversant from time inmemoriai, and have
leerned to hear the inflietion without any
loud cotuplaint ; but il %vould appear from
somne signs of thc times, that ticir poivers
et endurance lu thîls respect are destined,
through tlie m-ondorful onliglitment cf the
nineteontu century, te ho stil I fnrther texed.

As te this outcry about preaching, we beg
icave wo r'mark, iîî the firet place, that wo
do not 'celieve in the reaiity of the alloged

grievance. We canuot hellp thinitingp that
our pulpit reformers must. have beco very
unfortnnatc, als licarers of the Gospel. If'
serinons arc preachccl ini whith tliere fi; no-
thing ncw, in thonghit or argument, illustra-
tion or phîrascology, in which thero is
nothiing but harrowing deseriptioxîs of the
sinner's doom, in wvhich the tiisrovcries of
science and the resuhts of sacred critirism,
are entircly îgocadtiese some wvould,
have the ivorld to believo arc thte leading
charaeteristies of Scottish p)reaing,-if
sermnons of this stamp are preaehced, thonr
tiiose ivbo are cempehleti to listen to them
tire vcry mneh to ho pitied, nnd far ho it
from us to, treat thîcir coinplaint wth levity.
Sueh preaching must lie vory inîjurionîs te
the moral, the spiritual, anti even the intel.
lectual nature, of ail on w~honi it is imficted,
We (10 not helieve, howcver, tha. smucl de-
scriptions are applicable to the brottish
pulpit. They (Io not erîainly apply to the
clitirch i vith. wvhich we are ccntie(-cd, and
we have no %visli ia this matter to think
onrselves superior to other denominations.
Evon on a more superticiai viei' oh the case,
therc is mueh that is fitted to ako- a
roliecting mmid, question the reality of the
cvil cuplaiued of. Look nt tlie'antoce-
dents and the cireumstanees of the mein who
1111 the pulpits of Scotland. It is wveli
knowa thar., as a generai rude, it is only
when young men show a tasto auîd anl apti.
tude, for intellectual puirsuits, that thoy
cither think of stuudyiîîg for the nîînîistry, or
are encouraged by their friends tu do bo.-
It is well known that overy Preshytoriaut
preaehier.-dtespisodl though many of thîeîn be,.
must ]lave passed through anl initclleetuaÀ
ordeal, which inany of our most stnccessâd,.
mon in othlîr ivalks of life, could imot have-
stood. WVe liear jr. sometimos insinuatted
that; there exists a species of highland sinug-
gling, by mneans of wvhich somne have founâ
their wayv inito the pulpit who, couitî fot
have otlîerwise sueceeded; but no one surely
will venture to assort that it oxists to. such.
an oxtentt as te, have any perceptible chicer.
on the general character cf ministttial qlua-
lificatienls. As an oquipoise to tuis, it nay
ho mentioned that it is no uneoininon thing
to sc a youtli Nho hias passed unscathed:.
through a cologe curriculum, kept biek.
from the pulpit, ia consequence ef intelîc-
tuai deficiency, hy an obscure country pres-
bytery. It is well known tiat the ordinary
recreations of miaisters, are o e a literary

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reasons ivhy they differ from themi. Thero
is no ciass of mca wiîo have better opportu.-
nities of cecingz huniian nature ini ail its

phase. Is it'ikeiv, thon, that men so
situateci, anl 'vith stiel a Iîistory, eau bc £0
defective as some helieve thoeni to lie ?

Besides this, our owvn experience is not
nt ail in keeping witi this outery. WVe
have hecard many ministers prech Our
experience extonds to towul and country
Preaching, lut chicfly in the latter. It cml-
braces sermons preatcd ou special occa.
sions as ivell as ordinary pulpit services.-
WVe have sometilues lieard tie young licen-
tinte, frcquecntly tho aiuister ini the full
vigour of mani ood, and oeeasionally the
venerable father wiîo lias borne the burdcnt
and hecat of the day ; and scldom indeed
have we listened to anything even approxi-
ting to whlat somoe wouild hiave nis helievo, is
the general rîîn of Scortishi prc-aching. So
far as our knowledge gocs, tieu, the de-
scriptions of the pulpit, to which. ie have
aiready referred, are not even wortlîy of
bcing designated a caricature. 'Jlev are
sinîply a gross lihel, and one as false as it is
malicions. Thecir effeet on the influence of
the Christian rainister may bo injûrious
among those who neither reason nor inquire,
but they muust inevitably degrade the sources
from which. they corne, iii the eves of think-
ing Chîristian mca. Before in blame the
preacher for their want of intercst in the
services of the pulpit, they should look acar-
et homo. Conscience may be quiced by
blaniing another for a fauit tiîat is our own,
but tiiere is a higher tribunal at which, this
expedient shall be ofano avail.

W hile we dIo not believe in the reality of
the grievanco, ouir îîext remark is that the
dcmaud accompanying the complaint is
exeecdingly indefiite. WVhat dIo the reforra-
ers of the pulpit ivaut? Platitildes, and
comînon places, and prcaching bciîîd the
age, arc the evils nsually eomplincid of.-
There is a tan ralizing vaguencss about ail
this, utterly uuworthy of tliose rational
Christians, wvho so modcstly dlaimi for them-
selves the menit o1rbeingvr epailvr
accurate thinkcrs. We know whlat com-
mon-place is, we know what platitudes arc,
a-ad we know what it means for a thing to
hc beeiad the age, but we are left iu the dark
about the things in sermons, to whieh these
terras are applicable. Is it to such doctrines
as the inspiration of Senipture ?-the guilt
and depravity of man ý-the work of the
Iloly Spirit ?-the Atonement ?-justifica.
tionby faith ?--ajudgment to corne and the
like ! Are these the platitudes, the common-
places, aad the antiquated things of whieh
so much complaint is made 1 We adin.t
that these doctrines are very old. -They are
no< doubt coimon-place, and te many they
am- weary platitudes. Are tiiese the7impu-
rides of wlîich sermons must be purged ?-.

If arn, then the dry for pulpit refoni is, after
ail, nothiug ncw. There wcrc wvisc mon
ciglitcou ceuturies ugo to wlîoni tlîc things
wcre very dliàtiusteful, ami there lias beca a
regular succession of 'd(1-ep thîinkcrâ> from
that ugo to the preseuit, whiosc viewvs aîîd
feelings have heen the saine. Wrheu wo
heuar soîne mcei complaining of platitudes in
sermonîs. wc soînctimes douht if; ivitîx ail
their learuing, they kaowv the nîeuning of'
thocir own, words. Iu orler to get rid of
platitudles, the înlinds of ail mcae would ne-
qîîire to ho cast iii the saine iotild. WThat
are plati<uilcs to one rnay ho the reverse to
aniothier. It is nio uacomîni thing to sSe
oue portion of an audlience Iisteîîing to a
discourso iwith the (leepcst ilizercst, and
another portion giving way to sleepy indif-
fcrence. T1hene are oveisome whose tustcs
are se pervcrted tiîat they eau tind platitudes
iii newvspapcr ']cailers,' and, as a gencnral
ral, pass thcmn hy as very dry rending.-
-Wiîen platitudes are eondeînnod, we must
therefore know )vhat they are. The word
itsclf ia f'ar too vague.

The aatipathv to, common-place is equally
irrationai. 'Umake the greatest sermons that
have ever becît prcaciîed, reinovo ail that
some would cail common-placeoeut of thoni,
aad they would ho great sermons îao longer.
We believe thiat the greatcst genilis would
bo the greatest sufferer, if su1)jOcte( to, sucli
an ordeal. The wrings of Shakespeare
and Burns would be sadly nîntilatcd, if
evcrything that might be caiied coînmon-
pluce were extnacted fromn thoîn. The
sweetest lyries and the ricest drumus wouid
be of vcny littie value, if tlîey wcre estima-
ted only aceordiug to wlîat ivas absolutely
new iutheir contenits. Appiy the principles
of critieismi to them. whiclh soine apply to
sermons, and the lustre to thecir brighItcst
geins would soion be tarnishced.

As to the puipit being bchlind the age, it
is uecdless to say inueh. 'fruth is truth,
and fuets are l'acts, ivliatevcr bc their ago.
The sins of the prescut age, hoth in uiatters
of opinion and praetice' are tie saine as the
sins of former times, and the preaehing that
ivas siîited te sinners of oh], mnust, in its
substance, lie suited to theai stili. It is the
saine old diseuse, and the saine old remcd
must be applied to it. But what, aftcr ai,
is the change whiclh omîr reforinens wisli to
effeet? What arc preachers to speak about,
if tiiese oid common-piace things, to which
thene is so mucli aiitipathy, are to lie dis-
eardedi Are thcy to lecture ou science and
literature? Are slecpy workmcu te be kept
awake, by detaiiing to tlaem the speculations
of drcamy philosophera ? Are prencliers te
give their own authonitative dietuai on £0-
lemn and important topies, instead of
expounding the teaching of ' hoiy men of
old l' Are ail who ocdiily our liulpits f0
bc. permittcd te say whataxv'w h*xbnie éQ
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enter their own lieail, althoughi it sbould lie
glbsoltc blaspbeunv, to thet uost enliglutened
of tîteir lucarers , andt ini direct opposition 10
the doctrines of the Great Teaebier liunsolf ?
WilI tbiis )lue recingup totue ago? And
eutpposing this refornîiatioa 10 o accoillishi-
cd, -wIt there bce no platitudes to any one
thon? T li grent d iliieulty we have in deal-
ing wiîl tItis <lenianul for pulpuit reformn is
rcailly desired. Our reforinors eitler donot
knowv tlitselves, or are nibain 1 to tzl.-
Let thene lhcnceforthi speak more (14; titelv,
or be coutent to lie siloat ; and in the neani-
time let uis attendl to the solcunuu message
'rluus saitît the Lord, Stand vo ini thue ways,

jand sec, and ask for the oid juaitbls, wluerè is
thte good way, anud walk therein, and ye
shahl find. rest for your souls.'

Uuuucer titis lieading, receut Sandwichb is-
landi paliers publisbl a narrative of an adven-
turc by at whaleinan at the Marquesas Islands
wbliehi is not oulv of thrilling ititerest ini
îtself, but Wveil exluilits, ilu onle aspect, the
great îîdvantugcs wbicli commerce inay- and
does derive froia Christian missions-froni
the preseuce anud influence ainong savage
triues of Christian nuissionaries. Tbie valne
of this case, as a tesîimony to the happy
influence of missions, is certaialy ni t dimin-
fshec by te filet tîtat the inan wbo so noluly
used aIl bis influence, reaIy to sacrificec
everything hoe liad, in the effort to savo the
life of a stranger, wvas a missionary not front
England or the United 9tates, but from thue
Sandwich Islands, biimself a fruit of modern
missions. It aplurs that the Aniericn
iîlaleship) Congreis, wbf ch sailed from 'New

Bledford in .hune, 18603, for te «North Paci-
fie, arrived before the barbour of Puiamau,
on Hivaon, MNIarqtiesas Islands, tho 13th of
Jauuary last, and commcnced trading with
the natives. M[r.lbaîou, firsî otlicor,went
on shore for purposes of traffie, and( passed
up tbe valley witb a chie?, whieuthe natives
eomnieuced liuasiug pigs, anud at the saine
time sbouting, apparenidy for the purpose
o? calling the people, Nvlio came " rusbing
froni alI parts of the vahîey,armed wiiih hateb.
ets aiid kives." Tiue iarrative states:

Mr. W"hualon, fcaring titat tluoy moant nuo
go, proposed o0 the'elhie? to return to tho
oa;upon wbicrh the latter steppod up 10

him, suddenly scized bis biat, anud placed ut
upon huis owui hîcad. This hoe thiuuks wvas a
well-kuowu, signal amoug tltem, for hoe was
instaautly soizeul by a score of natives, thrown
down auud sîrippoul naked, bis luands anud foot
bounul with rouies, wîicî the chie? liau in his
bauds, but wluicbi liesupposod vcre itcdeul
w lie the pigs,

The natives thon procecedd to tear up bis
clothes inito sinall picecs, and cut the buttons
off, înnking a distribution among tbtc -rowd.
Aftcr this tbecy pnid tlueirattentiouîs to their
prisoner by pincbin- tbeni scvcrelv, bending
bis fingcrs and thumbnls over the balcks of bis
hands, ivrrncbing bis nose, and tortilrhz
birn in ery imaginable wvay. Tlucv woul
strike at bis liead and iirnhs wvith tbci'r bateli-
ets, always missing hirn by a hair's breadth.
For abouît tbre liours tbiev contiinucd to
amiuse tbemsclves and tormeut limi in tbis
manner. Ile supposes this was tbe customi
p)reparttory to lieing killed, as il dotîbtloss
us. Some Of the natives tried to entico the
ship's two bonts to corne to the shore, and
Mr. WVbalo.n's boat-stccror ivas ou the point
of lnnding to find ifiu, when they wero
warnied off by a yoing- Marquesian girl,
belonging to the family of the Ilawaiian
unissionary, Kebela.

This girl liad prcviouisly tried to warn
Mr. Wbalon agaiuust goiug inland %vith the
cbief, but sbe coulul fot speak English, and
ivits uîo understood. One of the Iw n
inissiouaries, wvhose naine hoe did xîot learu,
having henrd of tbe trouble, now came,
liut wvas unable to coiuv,se wvitb Mr. Wlia-
Ion. A German, carpeuter also soon
arrived, and being unable to procure bis
relense, proinised to stav by and do what
lie could to save him. At nigbit be wvas
put ia tbe bouse of a "eicifess," Who had
trced in vain to procure his release, and in
the ornzing the natives again assomnbled,
noisy for thIr victini:

Ail1 bis hope of relief hall now flod, and
hoe began to look for death. as certain, as
thecheiefess would soon be called on tu
release bim. About this time, whielh was
early in the mnoruiug, the Germant; beariug
the natives speaking of the arrivai of the
Ilawaiian nuissionarics, Mr. KCekel)a and
ivife, in tbe neiglhorhood, despatclied the
other Haivaiian for hua ; and the natives
linding tbat; Kebiela had becut sent for,
hiastily ualtied tho biauds aud feet of tîteir
puisonor.

Keluela and bis wife are Hawaiiaa, mis-
sionaries, sent out from tbe Sandwich
Islands, and suipported by the Hawaiiaas.
They live in a, neigbboring val[ey, but at
tbe time of the capture o? Mr. Wbialon
worc ou a visit to anotbcr island. Kehela
sooa arrived, with the chief under whose
protetion hoe lives, anti instaatiy com-
menccd remonstratiag wvitl the natives for
tieir inhuman treatiaent, and besought
tbemi to reloase Jin.. '['boy demanded a
ransom, and aftcr a council amion- tbeni-
selves, decidod to release bui for a whale-
boat and six *XOars, upon which Kekela theni
to take iti boat. At the offer, howevor,
IÇokela's chief domurred. as this would
deprive thoir settlement of their only bout.
The discussion nowv waxcd wariu b;otwoca
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the two chief's, duiring wvbich Kek-ela de-
cinred that le was rcady to gîvc ti)p w
t/tlyih i q A vtjhiiq 1w ;osstifecu(id
but s ve the fo)reigner's life-an instance of
disinttîrestîil philantln-ophy wbicli the an-
nais of xîi't.ionls canntot equai. After soune
furthcr pîaîley, it -%v&s agrced to give a us-
hkct atit soîne other tratde iii exellange for
31r. Whalon, wltivltwns iniinediately'doue,
and lie wvas led bevotid the hounndary whiceh
separated the doinmn of the two ebiefs.

Mr. ffVhaion was now taken to the house
of ICekela, and %vas " îastonislied to fint a
pica..atit, airy cottage, firinisliîcd in a nent
and l:tynianner, nueli after the style of
a Ncw% Engitnd forin Itouse, sîîrrounided by
a garden, wheite flowers, trees, and Vegef ta-
biés grew aîîtaty'-

Mr. Kekela assutred Mr. Wbalon that
ha(l the naftives tlim(UUlc( ai lie buti, le
slîould have given it to release Min. In
countrbation %vitli ICekela, regariig flic
progress whichi Cbristianiity was mnking
among thme people, Kekela, stateu it ns lits
opinion tbat bis efforts anion- thie adults
were abinost tuseless, but that nxnoug thte
-vonth lic had promise of great suecess,
Iiaving- non, forty regular attendatits on
Divineé %vorsliip *on the Sabbath. ' Mr.
Whalon heurs testimony to the upright
Clir;.3ti.in character of *Kekela and wife,
anti of the great inifuenco whvli thcv bave
over tîme natives in ttleirsettlenicnt. kekela,
is a nîost intinstrionis mnan, thus settînig a
worthý cxamnp:e to tlue islaîideus.

Mr. W'hîain's emotitns on reacluing the
iship cuin bujtter le imagined tluan deseribcd.

Our readers xviii bc muci gratified by
the toiioWirrgr getucrous testiMouly Whiil tire
flev. Dr. Duif bears to the vaille and tire
efficiency of our mission iii Caffraria:

Gori's peoplpe.

' For the iast thirty-five years I have

reg(ardleri it merely as a truisur, that, whule
tho grospel muist he irrfrodrrccd into a Irenthen
land hy.foreiqn agents, it is by native agents
tirat it muiist hoe projraqated so n-, to reaeh
arnd perrade tire ;?tcisses of thre peopule. In
ordor 10 ixîsure a race of qita1ified naft ive
agents, conrmon sense arnd experieuce die-
tate tirat sntrbstilitiallv the saile mentis must
lie ernpioyenl wlriclr are fouind necessarv in
raising rip teachers, preachers, and ordiied
ministers iii Christian ]ands. N'ow it so
happonls, iii tire good Providence, of God,
that to tire United Preshyterian Clhurch,
hrciongs tire ionor of hrtving in its service
the fist native Katlfr who bas ever becu
oirdaiicd to tire iîriistry of the gospel, in
tire porson of tire Rcv. Tiyo Soga. I t %vas,
thereforc, with me a matter of intense desire,
to visit the station of this native minister,
ami conrfer wvith him face to face. And titis
dluire w:rs, if possible, stili furtircrintcnsifiil
hy the cousideration that, in the training of
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titis truiy excellent man, the United Presby-
terian Chutreli and tire Fi-ce Chuirch-as if
lu. anticipation of a future blesscde( unio-
liad aetua-lly contributced, cachl itS duc1
share. Tire carly edtucatioti wlîich fited
hinii for receiviug- tire Iiglier tiheologicatl
training in Scotianîl, wvas obtaiuied in tire
Lovedale Seminarv of tire Free Chuirel in
flritisli Catit-aria.

'Mr. Chalîners, another uîissionarv of thc
United Presb vtrrani Clureb, and the sont
of a former înissionary, ivhose acuaiumîîce
I hiad tire privilege of minakiug at Lovedale,
very kinly came, to, King, Willi.iiii's Town,
tire capital of British Caffraria, to couduetI

distant a goot! day's jouruev to, the N.B. of
tire capital.

dism, in conjuîctioîî witiî bis brother, a
priost of Ultramoîitane views, liad become
so wvell knowvn, that anotiior Jewvisli shop-
lad wvas iatoly withidrawn by bis more ju-
dicious faîluor. Messitia's shop -%vas a
rcndolzvouisofipriests anld Tesuîts; especially
of tlùse la forced exile front Naples and
Sicily; amý4 -tlhy aided in the conversion,
h)v fair atil foui moans, of the apprentices
froi if la*;in to Chiristianity.

Free Church.

The Froc Chiurcli of Scotiaud lias just
appointcd, three new Missioniaries to various
stations in India. Deatli and diseaso liad
made ealanitotis breachies ont the Miâsion
staff in that great Empire, and the presett
addition was greatly nceded.

Rev. MNr. Laing of Burnshill, Onifraria,
reports having recently baptized thirteen
coniverts fromn heathenionm.

The Froc Chutrell has fiourishing- iMis-
sions in Italy. A Missionary writing fromn
Ancona says:

"'Onr work bore at Ancona condinues ta
lic cliieflv among the Italians. I reccive
froîn titrie to ;.iîne visits front Jewvs, hiavo
conversations and discussions- wvîtli them,
but 1 cafiot say that 1 have inade mitch
way amng thein. \Ve believe, upua
Scriptural ground:,, in Isracl's conversion,
nid tor thiat roason î>rcseît disappoiiitmetit
cainnot-at any rate, oughit îlot to-hiako
oiir fajîli in tlieir finaI converà,iou. But
lot us caiffdidiy confess it, the work among
Italhan .Jews is mure discouraging, more
hiopclcss, humanly speakiîig, titaii anywhere
eisc. Thcy are livi*1 in thc midst of a
eountrv aid nation that cails itsolf Chiris-
tian ; asnd as the Jew, too, ini judging of
others, lias thc riglit uif adopting the max-
im, 'By tlîeir fruits ye slial know them,'
We flCOd îlot wonider tlmat hoe looks with
coîtempt on a religion, the profebsors of
which are cithor given to gross iîiulatry and
superstition, or to indifferentis3m, seisual-
isnî, and inaterialism-at best to a dry
rationiai. His religion is every way
purer and more spiritual tluan that of Rome
and the majority of Italians. Renani's 'Life
of Jebus,' which lîy the Itilians is, reccived
like anotlier gospel, is a triumphi for the
Jews. Aid as regards the spirit and
morality' of Christlanity, how can wve expcct
thexan to admire and resî>ct a Church1 tlîat
lias persecutcd, and is periceutiing liim as
uucver nation or creed %vas îîerbcuîtcd ; that
justifies açts sucli as the forcible abduction
of clîildrcn from their parents.

IlOther forais of. Chribtiaiiity tho major-
itv of JeN-s'nre ignorant of; aidt eveix those
fi;w %vlio have travellcd in foreigu couitries,
iio inay even have comp, to a tBitT,

rarciy havo comte into contact witlî living
Clîristians aid Cl'ristianity. AdU to tiîis
thîe sort of converts the Roman Cathlîoics
hitherto made, .aùîd ive xied not wonder
that ail kinds of prosclytismn is lookcd upon
hyv tbem, with suspicion and contemipt, and
the conycrt hiniseif as ant incarnation o?
cveryîhing that is evil. I was greatly nmis-
takeni whcn, in one of my firit letters front
4erc, I expresscd the opinion tîxat the

Zbe 14onte anb fforcip Uccritb.
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Italiaîî ,ews are nlot fitnatical, and easily
acsbl.They arc as tttiatical as thecir

bretbren of Conîstantinople; and tbicir
hatred and coutenipt of Ohristianity is
greater than I ever înct witlî.

Pinasncial Table of the Synod of
the Lower Colonies for 1864.

The Table for 1864 publislhed now in tlie
]Record by direction of Synod, slbews 96
Congregations, 85 of tliese baving settlcd
1?astors, and eleven being vacant. Thec
returus publisbced are from 86 Congrega.
tions. Of the ten from %vichel no report
lias been rcceivedl, six are vacant, and one
of tlie four nîinistcrs not hecard fromn, lias
been absecnt from. bis Conigregýation iu the
Parent Country. No fuller return or rely
to the proposcd enquiries bias ever been
submittcd to Synod, and yet the Coiinniittee
deeply regret that it dees flot make a nearer
approach to completeness. Nuînerically
mnore tham one tenth ot the nuinher of our
Congregations are unrcprescnted by any
figures in flie table, but it is probable tînît
tlîe addition of one tcnth ivould exhibit tbe
full strcngth of flie body, with tlie excep-
tion specially of the column of'Atdlberents.'
lu tlîis coluinun will be found fifteeni blanks,
so, that -%e, have only flic cstimatcd inumber
of flic adhcering population of 81 out of
96 Congregations.

A summary of ail tlic more important
columns is lierewith submitted, sbiewing
the total of adlierents, famnilies, ehurches,
&c., iii cacht 1resbytery, and tbec grand
total in the nglit band column.

Under the liead Financial a second sum-
xning up may bie noficee-, running along the
base line. This is g:ained by adding al
the eoluinns above, except ist, 3rd and 4th,
(whicb. do flot express payments) and tlie
sum. exhibits the total aniountraised by each
