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Tell the difterence? Not much, he
couldr’t! Because he would be expect-
ing to see ducks in such a place as this.
The best of hunters get fooled at times;
only last week, I filled one of these
same decoys with shot, mistaking it
for a crippled duck that fell where "it
was. Every huuter cazirecall iustances
and laughable miktakes made in shoot-
ing at decoys, and very few of us have
avoided being caught. Never mind.
Sit stiltand I will push the boat into
those tatl rushes, just behind that musk-
rat house. Now take the oars, pull
down those tallest rushes, by -bending
them with the oy, and they will:shield
the boat, making an excellens blind.
We will let Don retrieve those falling
in the rushes, but let thoee lie that drop
in open water. Whenever the dog ve-
trieves, help him aip on thebow ; he un-
-derstands that is his place when retriey-

ing. Hewon't shake himself,—has got
too much sense for that.

Have plenty of shells handy, and
here, - take these, some eights, for
cripples. There is a curious thing con-
nected with duck shooting, Hnuters
in flight-shooting use 4’s 5’s and. 6's;
over decOys, 5’8, .6’s gnd 7%z, They
shoot a duck thirty-five yards over de-
coys with 5’s or 6%, cripple it; the duck
swims off, is fulls forty.. yards away
befove they are ready to shoot it; then
they let. drive a charge of 8, and al-
though the duek is half buried nnder
the wates, it is killed instantly. Here
is a problem to.solve.  1f one-can.kill
a duek swimming from him -at thirty-
five and forty yards, merely the top of
its head and back expased to view, us-
ing No. 8 shot, can he not kill one fiy-
ing at the same distance with the same
size shioty when it presents a targeteight
to'ten times gs large, with all its, vital
parts exposed? Mostassuredly he can.
You admit it, so do I; and vet, when
we start out duck shooting, knowing

we will shootover decoys, we will-htwe
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ten shel's loaded with other sizes where
we have one with No, 8’s, Since we
arrived here and began placing out vur
decoys, and arranging our bliad,
numerous flocks and pairs have started
to come in, then sheered away, because
they saw us. This is alinost invariably
the case. Don’t feel discouraged at
this, because the hunter should take
his time and make all preparations to
suit. Discretion and judgment must
be used in the selection of a stand, the
setting out of the decoys and the build-
ing of the blind. Perhaps you think I
am doing a good deal of talking and
we are not bagging many birds. Re-
memberwhat I am telling you, for some
day you will be out and not having me,
or some other experieniced person along:
these hintsand instructions will then
be of far more benefit to you than if
you bagged one hundred birds to-day.
Mark, south! Red-heads! The wind is
belping them along. They see the de-
coys. Let them pass, I will ctuck and
they will return and alight against the
wind. Here they comel Give it to
thew! Six down! Snoot that cripple
quick. That’sit. And yoa were none
to soon either. He only straightened
up to see where the danger lay, and if
you had let him dive once we would
have. lost him, as he would have gone
cleahh over to the rushes, and then
would have been safe. Here comes a
single one. Hold weil ahead and un-
der; his wings are set, and he is coming
down quite 1ast.  See how dead you
can kill him. Didwt kill him very
dead, did you, with the first barrel?
You overshot it, but then your seeand

barrel redeemed you. "1t is a Gadwell
or gray duck. It took two shells, but
if you can bag a duck using two shells
on an average, you are a good duck

shot. 1t can be done over decoys, but
in no other way. Blessmel 1 came
near missing it, shot a trifle behind; it
wasn’t over twenty yards from us. [
saw Don’s eyes sparkling, and, follow-
ing the dirvection he was looking, I saw
a pair of red feet right over the water, |
8 young mallaid drake. Many and
many & duck have I shot in this man-.
ner, my attention being called to it by
the 'glistening eyes of wy dog, or his
chattering teeth, as he tries to restrain
his nervous excitement. An old duck
dog as anxiously notes the approach of

game asdoes his master. Here comes
a flock of pin-tails. Now for fun!
Dow’t move and 1 will see if they can
be called down. Seel! They notice the
decoys, hear wy whistle, and look at
them come down, like fluttering leaves.
They must have been fully eighty yards
up when 1 first called them. Don’t
they come with a rush? Shoot just as
they are over the water; fire whexe two
or more are together. Hurrain! We
made sad havoc with them, didn’t we?
Eight down, with four barrels. 1am
not surprised at your missing with
your second barrel, for you weren't
watching for them to jumnp quite so
high after they received the contents
of our first barrels. Did you notice
how they jumped perpendicular]l ?They
went straight up fu ly thirty feet, and
vou undershot the second time. Bear
it in mind he:eafter, and as soon as you
fire the fivst ! arvel, look high before
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shooting again, for they invariably rise
vertically when shot at. Mark! A pair
of canvas-backs. How do I know at
this distance? By their steady flight,
their long necks, their short bodies.
They will come in to our red-head de-
coys. Don’t wait, for them to light,
give themn acha ice for their lives; that
is, if shooting at them at thivty-five
vards is u chance. You take the drake
and [ will his mate. Now is your time!
Pshaw! Pure carelessness! [ ought
to have killed her with either barrel.
When shot first Ldida’t gauge he:
speed ; then the second barrel was fired
hastily, and without prop-rly judging
flight. Took! Look at her wabble
and teeter,~hit hard after all! See
how hard she triss to keep up! Will she
make it? Yes? No! Down she goes,
stone dead, the shot having penetrated
a vital part. We will find herall vight,
as she fell in that big open water. Yes,
ves! Isee those six mllards. They
will come all right. The two that are
about fifty vards in advance will call
the otwers in.  Keep low. Here's a
drake swingiug right in to us. Knock
him! Welll Youare a nice fellow.
Why didn’t you shoot? I supposed of
course you wou'd, and I followed him,
and waited and waited for you. Lucky
thi «g I was ready and killed him. What
was the matter? Duck fever? Thought
the others would come in? Perhaps
they would and perhaps they wouldn’t.
t have waited a good many times my-
self, refraining to shoot, expecting a
ketter shot, and getting noae atall, and
experience has taught me thatin the
long run the best way is to kill 2 duck

when it gets within thirty to thirty-five
yards, no matter what you may see in
expectation. Of course it would have
been very nice to have waited and kil -
ed three out of the four; but suppose
they hadn't come? Woulé have felt
pretty cheap, wouldn’t we? But here
it is noon; we will go over on that
ridge, make son.e coffee, and have
lunch. We go, leaving our decoys in
the waters

Soon coffee is made, and sitting on
our rubber coats we are enjoying our-
selves, as only huugry huuters can. As
vou face the north, L. notice you gaze
idly on those hills so near us, then turn
vour e es indifferently away.. Nothing
particularvly interesting about thém, is
there? Simply bluffs, grass and serag-
gy trees,—an elevated point overlook-
ing the sarrounding country. You see
this, and your curivsity is satisfied,
your interest dies out. Let me tell you
a little about those hills, where the
cattle are so peaceably grazing to-day.
Sume years ago, they were therendezv-
ous of the most desperate gang of horse-
thieves and murderers that ever iufest-
ed the West. It was from this vicinity
they sallied forth, bent ou repine and
murder. It is only thirty miles below
heie where they murdered old man
Davenportin hisown house. On these
hill-tops, us late as 1892, the Sac a.d
Fox Indiaus held their counci's of war;
here, where from their elevated posi-
tions, they could command & view up
and down the broad Mississippi River.
1t was o : those bluffs that Black liawk,
oue of the most celebrated Indisn war-
riors that ever lived, with fiery eioqu
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enee and iwpassioned speech, hiesought
his tribe to fight, and die, in the land
of theit fathers,1ather than give up
this sacred territory to the invading
and encroaching whites. It was through
this valley that he and his hords of
savages marched time and again on the
war path. It was on those hill-tops
that beacon fires were lighted at times,
signals and reports to their néighbors,
the lowas, acrossthe river, You didn’t
know there was quite so much of history
and romance connected with those hills,
did you? Those mowids you notice on
the hills, ldoking like hay-cocks, only
so much larger, were made by the
Mound-builders, a race of Indians in
ages past. The mounds have been
disemboweléd of late years, and their
conteuts were found to be stone arrows,
spears, knives, hammers, and imple-
ments of aucient warfare. These
mounds were ‘the gravesof warriors
buried generations ago, tud their arms
were deposited at their sides,—weapons
to protect them from Evil spirits on
their journey to the Ilappy Hunting
Grounds, showing conclusively that

those hills were occupied by aborigines

ages ago.

Well, from the amount vou have
caten, no danger of starvation ou your
p:jrt, for some_time. It is now one
o'clock, and as the flight is good to-day,
we wow’t hurry back to the decoys.
Light your cigar. What! Gota briar-
wood pipe? Now that’s sentible. No
place for style in the marsh,—comfort
and convenience are what we want
here, You think it is well to vest dur-
ing mid-day, ccause thereisio flight ?

That’s where you are grossly wroug.
Trom ecarly infancy it has been dinged
at me, instilled into my mind, that the
time to shool ducks was early morning
and from about sun-down to dark.
Every young hunter has the same text
to learn trom. Those times are good
for ducks, but ouly in flight shooting,
or when they come in to feed or roost,
and the best continuous shooting 1 ever
had has been in the middle of the day
from ten in the morning until four -in
the afternoon. But:ii-d, aknowledge
of where theyresort at such times must
Léhad by the'successtul midda - huuter,

and they should be shot over decoys,

At such times, look for them in rice
beds, smart-weed, wiliow flashes, or in
overflowed timber. At tiinesoue will
rout them out accidentally.  1lis judg-
mené will tell him whether or not they
will return.  They will come back if
they have been enjoying themselves
feeding in some quiet, sec uded retreat,
and will feel comparatively safe. The
proper way to find their midday re-
treat is, go where you think they may
be found, don’t be in o hurry to start
out, but first decide where you intend
going. Station yourself o1 some clevat-
cd place, and for half an heur watch
every duck until it passes out of sight.
If you do not sec them light, depend
on- it you are atthe wrong place, so
move on. If you see one light, perhaps
a pair, possibly a fliock, thea cavefully
watchevery bird that takes that direc-
tion, and if you uotice they keep drop-
ping in, you have found their feeding
ground. Go there at once, rout them

out quietly as possible,—better not

-
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shoot then, but set out your Qecoys,

build-your blind, and you will get

splendid shooting, as they will string
back singly, in pairs, and in small
flocks. My memory is fresh with the
recollection of frequent incidents of this
kind, when I have half filled my duck-
boat with mallayds, when at the same
time, inexperienced hunfers were
splashing around through the muds
wasting ammunition at travellers and
mud hens, and finally going home dis-
gusted, currving the report that there
weren’t but few ducks, and what were
fiving, flew s0 high one couldn’t reach
them with any shot-gun.

“Within the last half-hour I have
noticed at least twenty different lots
mostly mallards, drop into some place
offat ont right.  We will pick up our
decoys and go down there. I know
the spot well, and we will get some
good shooting. Dow’t you know it’s
everything to huut ducks successfully,
to know the lay ofthe land? If vou
ever go to'a strange place to shoot, ex-
pecting to stay two or three days, by
all means putin the first half day prowl-
ing around getting acquainted with the
country; it wili pay youto doso. I
will hold the boat steady, and you pick
up thedecoys. Alwayspropel the boat
against tne wind when picking up de-
coys, thern you have no difficulty;
wheveas, if vou ccme down the wind
th= boat will drift past some, and vou
will have extra trouble and labor in
gathering them. Pretty cold work
is'nt it? Yes,itis. But it has to be
done, and must he done bhare-handed.

On aday like this it’s all right, but
take a day when the thermometer
vegisters zero or below, and I can as-
sure you there is no pleasure in picking
them up. No! no! don’t wrap the
cords arouud their necks like that,—it
takes too long. Hand it to me, and 1
will show you how. See, commence
wrapping at the right side of the breast,
then bring _tite cord over the back and
under the tail; now wrap from under
the tail over the back again to the left
of the breast. Keep this up till you
have about a foot of cord left. Twist
that around the neck, and your decoy
is ready to put away. Notice the body
is oval in shape and wraps easily.
Now try it vourself. That’s right, you
have got the hang of it. Just lay them
oun the bow, as we ~vil want to set
them out in the place we are going to.
Dow’t move! Don’t move! Ha! ha!l
got fooled, didu’tshe? A widgeon, She
saw the decoys, saw us, still herrcuriosi-
ty got the better of her, ané although
she was fully sixty yards when I fired
she was killed sure. It’s surprising
what long shots one will make at times.
About two weeksago 1 killed a mallard
off fully sixty yards. My partner
smiled at the shot; just then another
came over, I'should thiuk seventy yavds
high. 1killed that. 1t flashed - on me
that 1 had on my shooting clothes, and -
that it was sure death for cue to come
near me. Just at that instant & mall-

ard swooped down and passed me, go-
ing like the wind. She wasn’t more
than thirty feei fromn me, and was miss-
ed ciean, with both barrels. Such is
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every dack-shooter’s experience. Pick
up that last decoy, and while vou are
wraping it, I will “pike” down toward
our destined place. “Pike,” you will
reme=nber is the local saying for “scull.”
Seat yourself comfortably on the bot-
tom in fhe hay, get vour gan in readin-
ness, for aswe go down through this
tangied rice we will surely get a shot;
even now we arve sofar in, that 1

wouldn’t be surprised if at any moment .

4 pair of "mallards would jump—
splendid! That was as ncatand pretty
a double as you ever made, but you shot
awfally quick. No use beingin a hnrry
on those close shots.  You had lots of
time, for they ahways rise straight up
over the rushes ten to thirty feet before
firing oft. Pick them up by the bill or
head and shake off the water before
throwing themin theboat. Handsowe
pair, aven’t they? So dissimilar in
looks, too. The drake gorgeous in his
green, purpie and white: the duck <o
suabdued in comparisou, when her mo'-
tled vellow and brown rvestsside by
side with her noble mate.  Just look at
them dropping in down there! We are
going to have & great time with theme-
The water isu’t deep here, but mud?
Auywhere fiomn two to ten feet. There
is a bird von don'ssee often.  Sec him?
Basking in the suushine on that old
muskrat house,—~amale Summer duck.
What a beauty he is! Inmy opinion
the handesomest bird that visit  the
North. He sees ns now. Wateh him
how undecided he is: look how the
colors seem to shine resplendently as
thesunshine strikes them. Whet ave

T

yvou doing? Ne, you don’t! Drop that
gun. . There are ducks enough to shoct
without molesting him Away he goes,
littie knowing his 1arrow escape.
Don’t feel hurt that I didn’tallow you
to shoot ; by not doing so you conferred
a nersonal favor onme.  Oh, what's
the use Jooking so inquisitively at mne?
If you want to know why 1 spared its
life my gnly r ason is a tender love for
the bird. They are so inexpressibly
beautifu’, so afiectionate, their gorge-
ous plumage always seems to me to
light up the dnll marsh with such sar-
prising beauty, that 1 just haven't the
heart to shoot them. Do you think me
cffeminate? 1 hope not. )

We are getting among them 1ow,
they rise from the mursh in countless
numbers,—what a sight! All kinds
aud sizes; the deep sullen roar of their
wings their lond guacking, the sight of
s0 man sonear, just out of gun range,
fill us both with thrilling, anxious ex-
pectation. It doesn’t take lorg uutil
we are in their retreat, set out the de-
e, fix the blind. and are making sad
havoe with them At times, they come
with great frequency and regularity.
This is easily accounted for; therve are
some constantly in the « ir, those com-
ing first settheir wings, coming ju to
the decos s;somew! erein sight of these,
wut unseen by us, are others, pevhaps a
mile of. They see their ki+d eircling
around or alighting, and go where they
are; others see these and do the sawme.
Thus while we see but few coming in,
several different lots are approaching
us at different distances, from vavious
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points. This is how it happens that
one often kills anywhere fiom 6 to 15
birds, almost as fast as he canload and
shoot. But why dwsll on what we do
for the next few honrs? We have found
their retreat, they come in from all
directions, not sufficiently fast to hest
one’s gu , but with enough revularity
to make it interesting, and not tedious
by long waits between shots. We can
enjoy the sport, enjoy secing gne an-
other make difliculf shots, enjov the
keen air, the cool November day. As
vop look at vonr watch a smrprised
look is seen on yowr face, and much fo
vomr astonishment it issix o’clock.
Faintly we hear the whistles sounding
that hour in the sdjacent towns. Do
rot let he excitement of the evening
flizht cause you to forget the absolute
necrssity of taking your bearings ia
the marsh, for when the shades of aight
scttle on the swamp, you will be lost
for the time being, and your Jack of
forethought may force you to pass the
night in your boat. Mark the way you
came in by some tail tree, or biufly,
that you know in the darkress will
loow up agaivst the sk¥, or anv other
way that vou can depend on. Ifin a
strange marsh, or in unknown weods,
dor’t take uny chances; for unless
vou Lave experienced it, you can form
no aceurate idea of the perfect blank
vour whole surroundings will present.
Better lose the late shooting than take
any such chances; besides, ifyou ex-
pect to shoot in the same spot the fol-
lowing day. it is much better to depart
before dark and allow the birds to set-
tle there in the rwiight andisturbed for

the night, they wiil decoy much better
on the morrow. If you stay uutil pitch
dark, the flames from y our gun frighten
them much more than any ceports they
hear during daylight. [n the day time
they expect it, but when night comes,
and ouce they are driven from their
roost, they avoid that spot in the future.,

Whére we are unow is perfectly
fawi jar tone, aud we will stay tiit
dark. We will gather up the decoys
now, for soon darkness will be on us,
and we connot do it then; besides, de-
coys in the faint light do- but little
good. When ducks come in the twi-
light, they come fospend the night,
never dream of danger, and swoop in
with a swish, that shows their fearless-
ness. Come, now that we have picked
the decoys up, we will cross over and
stay until dark, on the east edge of the
rice, facing the west; becuuse the re-
flecticn of the setting sun on the skyv
brings the bi-ds plainer to view. Look
fo the west! Sce how bright the sky is;
how beautiful after the setting of the
sun! Tor a few minutes we are kept
buisy firing at the incoming ducks.
They come in from all points of the
compass. No ueed of blinds now. We
see a dark meteor shoot hastily by,
fir€ quickly, then listen for the ex-
pected splash. Aswe pick our way
through the s\vamp you recognize your
helplessness in th's dark, strange place
But guided and directed by our never-
failing friend—the North Star—we em-
erge ¢fter an hour’s hard and pat-
ient work on the Mississippi River
then take the steamer for home, tired
hungry and happy, well pleased with
our day’s sport, and mentally deciding
who among our friends will be favored

when we make a divsion of our 112
ducks.
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Are-we right?

No ducks on the Amherst marsh
this fall. A large number were killed
on the opening day, and nearly every
person with a streak of the sporting
ingredient running through his mar-
row was on the marsh, gun in hand.
Since that day few ducks have been
secured.. Thelakes on theopen marsh
might have been shot over all that
day, and so long as the Wood Lakes
were left unmolested, good shooting
would have been the result all this

fail. We are not trying to dictate to
Ambherst’s old sportsmen, only ex-
plaining why ducks are so scarce.
That the shooting on September 15th
was well managed we are well aware.
No 8 or 10 men around one little pond
where the ducks has been particularly
numerous, and no one at places where
ducks had been, if not in large num-
bers. ' Every sportsman was in his
blind, and each kneiw where the others

were, the whole programme having

been prearranged. If the gentlemen
who had the cream, (the Lower Wood
Lake) had kept out on the open marsh,
would the ducks have been allowed to
settle there, and rest in peace, wun-
til now had they so choosed? No!
Decidedly no. Impossible is alarge
word, in its way, but we claim that
abolishment of shooting in the Wood
Lakes is an impossibility ot the most
impossible kind.

Warm Run.

The dams on Warm Run are at last
going to be looked after. Fishery
Inspector Hockins has lately written
for the name of the ownerof the dams,
and appearances would indicate that
these obstructions will be either re-
moved, or atleast a fishwayv put in.
Nearly a year ago the editor wrote to
headquarters, at Ottawa explaining
the use of the dams to their owner.,
and the reasons they should be either
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removed or fishways put in; which
was fully domonstrated to our readers
at thattime. In afewdaysan answer
was received -to that letter, stating
that Inspector Hockins would look
into the madtter. In July the Inspector
came to Amherstand was taken to the
dams in a canoe by N B. Steele.
Lately he has written for the name of
owner of the dams in question. We
shall expect big things of the Inspector
hefore spring, or—as some of the boys
say—look out for dynamite. It don’t
take long to have a fishway put in a
diserving place, does if?

Yachting.

Some of our readers may be interest-
ed to know that E. J. Armstrong, late-
1y engineer for the Robb Engineering
Co., Amherst, now with the Ames
Iron Works, Oswego, N. Y., has gone
jnto yachting for a pastime. He, with
oue of the firm now own a 27 foot, fin
keel yacht which they sail on lake Er-
ie. The Craft is length L. W. L.
18 ft, beam 5 {t 6 in,, water to top of
topmust 30 ft, no cabin, turtle deck,
watertight -compartments, cockpit 7 ft
Jong. Fin keel—Fin 6 ft long at

" keal, 4ft 6 in at bottom, 6ft 6 in deep,
made of i{" in boiler steel, with a cigar
shaped bulb of lead weighing Soo 1bs,
at bottom. Sails—Mainsail 300, jib
100, jib topsail 76, club topsail 56,
spinacker 355 sq feet. Last three

sails aremade of silk. She was design-
ed by W. H. Stephens In a letter to
A. G. Robb, Mr. Armstrong states
that he has jnst returned from his
shooting trip.. Result—64 partridges
(ruffled grouse) and 8 woodcock.

Bicycle Sailing.

For the 125t few weeksthere has been
in the vicinity of New York another
development of the bicycle idea. This
is an arrangement made by Mr. Chris-
tion Ganz, of Omaha, Nebraska. by
which he can set a sail from the handle
of his bieycle, and, on alevel road, with
the wind akeam, can travel all day
without using his own strength av all,
except to check the speed of the bicycle
when the wind forces it ahead too fast.
The sail is adjusted in the following
manner, aud any inight boy can amuse
himself by making a sail for his own
bicyele.

* Mr. Ganz has taken a stout piece of
iuch and a half or two-inch plank, cut

-it iuto cirenlar shape, possibly five or

six inches in diameter, and by making
a deep notch at one poiut from the cir-
cumference in towards the centre, has
fitted it sccurely around the forward
support of the bicyele just below the
handles. Through this disk a hole is
made, precisely affer the mawner of a
“step” for a mast in arow-boat. The
light bamt 0o pole or mast is then insert-
ed through this hole, and secarely fast-
ened below by stout twine or wire
around the support of the bievele, The -
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hole itself is scver feet high, and the
boom of the sail is six feet long, with
a gaft’ of about three to 1our feet.

The sail is of light silk or ¢ oth, and
is bent on in the same manner as an
ordivary boat sail. The toot of the
boom, however, is attached to the mast
witn @ goose-uneck, that allows the vider
of the bicye e to tip the boom itself up
against the mast st auy time he chooses ;
and it is in this way that he *tacks
ship,” by lifting the boom over his
heaa to the vther side.

Mr. Ganz has covered 118 miles in a
day with tuis sail, with alinost no work
except checking the speed of the bicycle
He is confident that on & straight wac-
adamized road he can easily do two
hundred miles witn the wind abeawm,
which is the most favourable direction
to have it come fiow.

e avove was clipped from Harpers

power to propel the bicycle, but we
claim that A. . Robb of Amherst N,
S. has used the sam: rig long before
hiw. We would infer from the clip_
ping that the sail arer used Ly Mr,
Ga zis 2J -q feer, where Mr. Robb
used over doubie that quantit..

Don’t laugh at me, brother riflemen,
for sayving a 25 calibre can do good work
at 1.0 yards.  If you could shoot my
vifle & few ihnes at long raige you
would doubt no more.

Now if anyone should happen on to
a bear or deer or any other medium or
lavge size game, what would he do with
only his 25-20? Gét on his bieyele ar d
«hump” for another town, I guess, if
the game was a bear.

With a 25-35-86 split-poinfed bul.ct
he could shoot right through Mr. Bear
¢” zthwise, aud the next moment kill a
1 stridge with a 25-35-67, one to ten
buliet, and not tear it much cither.

1£f he never fired at over 200 yards he
would need no elevating veay sights,
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for the bullet goes nearly straight up to
that Qistance.

I am something of & rifle erank, hav-
ing twenty-six fine rifles in'my racks at
my house, and have experimented with
nearly every cartridge now on the
market, but for an dll-round rifle to
use at any distance, and on a1y small
game, give me the 25-35 every time, I
don’t say itis & perfect rifle for bear
and deer—a 45-75-330 is the ritic for
them—but that it will kill them, and
usually stop t.aem pretty near the place
“where fired upon,1 think. 1 have
uever tried it on any thing larger than a
’chuck, but from the way itsplits fence
posts with a split-point bullet, I think
a bear would drop in his tracksif hit in
the head or well forward in the body.

Dressing Fur.

———

The cheapest and readiest as well as
the best wmethod of dressing skins for
use with the hair or wool on, is to first
scrape offall the fat with a knife rather
blunt on the edge, ~0 as not to cut holes
into the hide, upon around smooth log.
The log for conveutience sake should
have a coup ¢ of iegs in one end, like a
tressle; the other end should rest upon
the gmund. After the fat is well

- cleaned off, take the “raius of the animal,

or the braius of aiy other recently kill-
ed, and work them thoroughly into the

" hide. This venders the hide pliable.

Then to preserve from the ravages of

insects scatter on it some powdered
alun and 2 little saltpeter. If tne hair
side hag become greasy, a little weak
Iye will take it ont. Sheep-skins may
be dressed in the same way, though the
wool should be cleaned with soapsuds
before using the brains. Auother way,
but more expensive, is to.use a paste
made of the yolk of eggs and whiting
instead of brains, working it in the same
way, lettmcf it dry and brush oft the
whiting. Then add the powdered alum
as before.  Deer-skins aud even small
calf-skins are often tawned as the pro-
cess is cailed with the hair on for gar-
ments  1f it isdeshred to give the deer-
skin a yellow color, yellow ucher or
chrome yellow may be usedin com-
bination with the brains or yolks of
eggs and afterwards brushed off.

Ifit is simply desired to preserve
skins uutil they are sold, it is only
necessary to dry them thoroughly. 1f
the weather should be damp and warm,
salt the flesh side slightly with fine salt.

I am a thoroughly scasoned *‘wild-
fowler” now, a veritable old hand at
the game. Yes! Time’s frosty fingers
have toyed with the locks on my
temples, and placed a saint-iike halo on
my crown; butas longas the Great
Spirit grants me consciousness, so long
shall I vemember that first wild goose.

My reminiscence takes meback tomy
boyhood’s days when 1 was o “wee bit
laddie of thirteen.” [ had been allow-
ed as a very great treat, to spend a few
days’ holiday with one of my heroes.
He was an old man then, tall, keen-
sighted, thin, but, oh! so tough and
wiry, 1 thought he counld nevertire or
wear out.
