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A BSucoessful Philatelist.

*‘ Nothing succeeds like success,” and this familiar adage is as applicabie to stamp
collecting and stamp collectors as it is to anything else in this world. A few elementai{
grinciples oy rules are necessary for a collector to be what can truly be termed

uccessful Philatelist.”

He must be a man with considerable of what is well expressed in the term, stick-
at-it-iveness. A collector who collects by fits and starts, and is all alive one week and
very much otherwise the next, will fall very far short of the mark. Better goatitina
mild way and steadily than be a * fits and starts”’ collector. .

This wonderful genius they call a Philatelist, must also be a very industrious man,
although our hobby is usually looked upon as a pleasant pastime, yet considerable
labor and pains are necessary in order to acquire a good collection, keep it in good
shape, and at the same time glean all the knowledge and information you can
from the same.

Another point to be remembered is neatness and precision in_everything. An
orderly, well-kept collection is a pleasure to its owner and to all who may have the
privilege of seeing it, but when you have half your stamps hinged in fairly straight, and
the remainder fairly crooked, combined with a good assortment of bad specimens, the
effect is far from pleasing.

Never attack your stamp collection when in a bad humor. Every hobbiest, it
matters not what his hobby be, should make the moments spent in the pursuit of his
hobby, some of his happiest, and if you associate your stamps with your darker hours,
you may be unconsciously hoarding up heartaches and bitter memories that at some
time may cause you to wish you never made a collection of stamps.

Another important duty is to keep up with the times. In order to do this, you
must carefully peruse the literature of the times. Read as many philatelic papers as
ﬁ)’u can get hold of ; if you cannot afford to subscribe to all of them, you can generally

rrow from fellow-collectors.

Above all things be honor itself in all your dealings. The most miserably desgic-
able mortal on the face of this earth is the dishonest Pﬁilatelist, no matter what method
of dishonesty he practices. If you do not want to be in this class, never allow the least
shade to enter into any of your philatelic transactions.

Some of the foregoing rules or I\yn'nciplcs, term them as you mag, will probably
seem rather unnecessary to many. When, however, you take into consideration the fact
that three-quarters of the stamp collectors of to-day are of the age when habits, good or
bad, are generally formed, it will easily be seen that good principles lived up to in the
kee&in of a stamp collection, may effect in possibly more than a slight measure, the

wethods used and the habits necessary for the more serious things of life. ’

Further discussion on the motion “That the club get badges” that was proposed by
Mr. St. Jacques and seconded by Mr. Simpson, was left over to the next meeting on
account of S\e absence of both the mover and seconder of the motion.

Some donations were then made to the Club:—Mr. Lionais gave a number of
philatelic papers to the Library and Mr. Harte gave a set of New Brunswick 1860 to
the Official Collection.

The nominations for membership that were received at the 4th regular meeting
were then voted on with the following result:

It was proposed by Mr. lionais and seconded by Mr. Oswald “That the Club
shall have no more meetings till the early part of September.” This motion was carried.

The meeting then adjourned at g.30 p.m.

Constitution.

a Article 1.—This Society shall be called ¢ Zhe Montreal Stamps Collector's
ub.”

Article I1.-The object of the Club shall be the promotion of stamp collecting,
to bring together those interested in stamp collecting, to form a library and official
collectton, to };rotect its members from fraud and to expose dealers in counterfeits.

Article I11.—(a) The officers of the club shall be a President, a Vice-President, a
Secretary Treasurer, an Exchange Superintendent, an Official Collector and a Librarian.
(8) These officers and four members shall constitute an Executive Committee.

Article IV.—The Election of Officers and Executive Committee shall take place
annually at the annial general meeting of the Club, and shall enter upon their duties
immed:ately.
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Article V.—The Club shall establish for its government such By-Laws as may be
deemed necessary.

Article VI.—No change shall be made in this Constitution unless by a vote of
three fourths of the members present at a meeting of the Club, notice of such proposed
change having been submitted in writing at the previous meeting; the notice calling
the following meeting shall state the nature of the proposed change.

By-Laws,

CHAPTER 1.—Or MEMBERS.

Article 1.—The membership of the Club shall comprise Ordinary, Life, Correspond-
ing and Honorary members, and shall hold certificate to that cflect.

a. Ordinary members shall be those who pay the quarterly subscription of twenty-
five cents, in advance.

6. Life memY:rs shall pay ten dollars ($10.00) in four instalments.

¢. Corresponding members may be elected from non-residents, and shall pay fifty
cents yearly in advance.

d. Honorary members shall comprise benefactors of the Club.

Artiele 2.—Any candidate for membersimp shall be proposed and seconded by
two members of the Club and ballotted for at the next meeting, one negative vote out
of ten shall defeat his election.

Avrticle 3. -Ordinary and life members only have a right to vote and hold office.

Article g.—Members in arrears shall not ge entitled to the privileges of member-
shin until they shall have paid their dues. ,

Article 5.-- A member over one year in arrears may be struck off the list and ex-
pelled from the Club.

Articie 6.—Any member may resign his membership, provided all his dues to the
Club have been paid to the date of Lis resignation.

CHAPTER IL.—Ov OFrFICERS.

Article 1. -The President shall occupy the chair at the meetings, preserve order,
and eaforce the Laws and Rules of the Club. He shall decide all questions of order.
He shall give the casting vote and shall annually at the annual general meeting, make
a report embracing the affairs of the Club in general. He shall call special meetings
of the Club when he thinks proper, or when asked to do so, in writing by three mem-
bers of the Club, He shall ex-officio form part of Committees.

Article 2. —It the absence of the President, the Vice-President, or in his absence,
a President pro tem, shall occupy the chair.

Article 3.—The Secretary-Treasurer shall receive and take charge of the funds of
the Club, and shall deposit same in a chartered Bank; he shall attend to the collection
and payment of monies; no payments shall be made by him unless it has been ap-
provad by the President; he shall keep a detailed statement of all receipts and expen-
ditures to be laid before the Club’s annual meeting.

At this meeting he shall also exbibit all the books, vouchers, etc., and the names
of all the members who may have neglected to pay their contributions or fees. He
shall also take and preserve minutes of the proceedings of the club, preserve all docu-
ments belonging thereto; give notice of meetings, notify members of their election and
committees of their appointment; he shall keep a correct list of the members, with the
date of their election, resignation or death. He shall conduct and preserve the corres-
pondence of the club; he shall keep copies of all letters written on business of the club;
and shall read ¢ each meeting, the minutes of the preceding meeting. He shall read
the re;:orts of committees and corduct all elections of memgers under the direction of
the presiding officer.

Article 3. —It shall be the duty of the F.xchange Superintendent to receive exchange
sheets from members and place them on circuits, no member being allowed to keep
sh=ets more than three days and they must fully prepay postage and registration Yee to
the next name on circuit.

Members must remit promptly for any balance due the exchange department, when
called upon to do so, and the Superintendent shall be requested to retum sheets to the
owners with amount due at least once in every three months.
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A=ticle 5.—It shall be the duty of the official collector to take charge, in trust, of
the club’s official collection, and class and arrange, in the album provided for that pur-
pose, all stamps received.

Article 6.—The Librarian shall take charge of the library and shall report to the
club on the condition of the same, at the annual meeting. He shall make out a detail-
ed catalogue of all books belonging to the club, inserting the name of each donor.
Members of the club only shall have access to the library, but each member shall have
the privilege ot introducing a friend.

Article 7.—1t shall be the duty of the Executive Committee to investigate all cases
of infraction of the Constitution and By-Laws by any officer or member, and to report
the result of such investigation, at the first succeeding meeting of the club.

CHAPTER II1.—-Or ELECTIONS.

At the annual meeting of the club, the respective officers and the Executive Com-
mittee shall be elected separately by ballot, members may vote by proxy, no member
to hold more than three proxies. A majority of votes cast being in each case necessary
to an election.

The officers are to hold office for the term of one year, and until their successors

are elected.
CHAPTER IV. —VAcANCIES.

In case of death or resignation of any officer, the Executive Committee is em-
powered to call a special election to fill the vacancy.

CHAPTER V.—or MEETINGS.

Diamond Cut Diamond.

“ My friend Chittenden, like myself is a rabid philatelist. He has one peculiarity.
He is addicted to relating the most improbable of stamp stories, and sometimes the
same story over and over again ; in fact he tells them so often, that I really think he
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believes them himselt and as I am growing tired of hearing them, 1 am going to find it
1 cannot beat him at his own game or its a case rather of *‘ Diamond cut diamond.”
Ah'! here he comes now !”

“ By the by, Murray, did I ever tell you how I came to collect stamps?” said he,
and before I had time to answer that he had told me dozens of times, he continued,
‘Well, I must tell you of it.  You know a few years ago 1 was an autograph collector.
One day, a lady knnwing of my hobby, presented me a letter written to her hushand.
by president John Tyler. It was in the original envelope and dated June 16th, 1845,
X‘Krw Haven, Ct.  Of course I was very proud in the possession of such an autograph,
for, as perhaps yo 1 know it is a very rare signature.”

““That evening, 1 brought it forth for the examination of a friend collector. He
duly praised and adm.red it, but his attention scemed attracted toward the envelope, in
which the letter had been sent.  Finally he asked me what I would take for the
envelope, and I magnanimously gave it to him as he said he wished the stamp on it, as
he was also a stamp collector.”

¢ At that time, I knew nothingabont stamps, but soon after became an enthusiastic
collector and one day, I thought of the stamp I had given my friend, and found upon
research that it was a New HHaven provisiomal. Wasn't 1 angry? 1 demanded the
return of he stamp but my supposed friend flatly refused to do so, and of course as I
had given it to him, I could do nothing.” ‘“How I wish I had that stamp” and
Chittenden sighed dolefully.

I cautiously inquired what became of the stamp. * There’s where I got my
revenye. You see, my friend (?) went over to England and when returning he sailed
in the Pacific, a Collins liner, in January, 1866, and which was never heard of again.”

After a short silence, I thought it my turn to begin.

“Well, Chittenden, I can tell a better lier -story than that. As you know I was in
the Civil War,enlisted in the 21st Illinois Volunteer Infantry. In February,1862, we occu-
sied Memphis upon its evacuation. I still kcxt up my interest in stamps, and as soon as
‘ was off duty, I made for the gost-oﬂice. fter some search, I found it, deserted and
silent. We soldiers didn’t stand on ceremony in those days, so I repaired to the middle
of the street, picked up a brick, smashed in the window and entered. Passing through
the main room, I entered the office and began my searcl: for stamps, and what do you
suppose I found ?”  Looking around at Chittenden, I found that he was ‘all attention,’
his eyes bulging out, and as big as saucers, his lower jaw dropped and breathing in
short, quick gasps. Recovenng himself he managed to murmur *I don’t know I'm
sure.”

“Well sir,” I continued “I hauled out of that office about thirty sheets of the five
cent and twenty sheets ot the two cent value, a lot used on envelopes, ready to be sent
out, for you see, we came in $o suddenly, they didn't have time to send out a mail
they had made up. 1 mailed all the stanips home, using some unused United States
stamps that were in the office, and also kept what 1 didn’t use, about thirty or more,
including two of the ninety cent value.”

“All through the war, I kept on the look out for stamps and secured man
Confedcrate provisionals, including quite a number of Columbia and Charleston, S.C.
envelopes. In fact, I think I had as nearly a completc lot of stamps of this kind as
was ever seen.”

Upon looking around for Chittenden, he was nowhere to be found, until glancin
under the table, [ found him, gasping for breath. However he speedily revived
I took him home for repairs.

A week afterward I met him on the strect, and stopping me he inquired “‘Sa
Murray, you never told ine what became of those Confederate provisionals?” “ Wel
the fol{s at home; you know I lived in southern Ohio then, studied over the stamps
and, as wall paper was awtul scarce then, they concluded to use the stamps, as they
were of such pretty design, and they supposcd the stamps were of no vzlue to me.
And the envelopes, they were given to the neighbors, and were used up by the amily.”

“They simply put one of our United States stamps over the Confederates stam
and sent them off.® “Is that satisfactory >” It was and [ sincerely hop=d he woul
trouble mc never morc.

He never did.
