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The Bishop’s Visit to England.

We are very thankful to be able to
chronicle that after a good passage
across the Atlantic, the Bishop and
Mris. Hunter Dunn arrived safely at
Liverpool on 'Tuesday morning, July
18th. One or two extracts irom his

letters referring to the voyage may
be of interest to our readers. The

Bishop says :—

‘‘Here we are on the great Atlantic
—behaving, as she has done all the
way, her very hesti—and reaching out
towards Old Ireland, which we may
sight to-morrow (Sunday) night.”’

After speaking of the first Sunday’s
services and the passage through the
Straits of Belle Isle on Tuesday
morning, he continues :—

‘Icebergs +were now during the
afternoon and evening plentiful and
beautiful, one particularly so—of the
form of an ice pinnacle within a
grand Gothic Arch. Presenlly we
found ourselves in a regular sea of
ice, and we werc obliged to lie for
several hours and then turn straight
towards the south for a good many
miles.”’

‘“We have a very pleasant body of
people on board, drawn from all
parts of the world, and all seem to
be very happy, as indeed they ought
to be, with such g sweet, colm pas-
sage.’’

Another letter tells of the Bishop’s
first visits to friends in his old
Parish of South Acton and elsewhere,

of a Garden Parly at Baroness Bur-
dett-Coutts in the interests of the
Church Army, besides visits to S. P.
C. K. and S. P. G. We only hope
that there will nct  be too many
temptations to preach or speak
placed in the Bishop's way, other-
wise his holiday will not bring him
the complete rest that it should.

Archdeacon the candidates were pre-
sented hy the Dean of Quebec. The
Litany was sung by the Rev. T.cnox
Smith. At the Holy Eucharist,
which was choral and well rendered,
the Rev. J. W. Wayman read the Gos-
pel. Mr. Wayman has been appointed
to take charge of the Mission of
Johnville, Sandhill and Milby, and
the Rev. A. W. Dutton is taking tem-
porary charge of the Mission of
Way's Mills.

The programme consisted of
songs, instrumental music and re-
citations. It is needless to say
that the pupils acquitted them-
selves  well.

Briggs, Dorothy Heneker, Hazel

Dean, M-:jory Briggs, Mildred Mere-
dith, Ursula Dean, Flora Mathie, and
Aline Pomeroy. ‘“The mwusic prizes
were won by Eveline Vort Pazer, Dora
Washer and Knight llarding. Aflter
the distribution of prizes short
addresses were made by the Tord Bi-
shop, Archdeacon Roe, and Dr. Hene-
ker. The Bishop spoke of the great
pleasure which it save him to an-
nounce that all the teachers wwere com-
ing back next vear. Ti{e also said
that at a meeting of the Corperation
held that morning the Lady Principal
had asked to have the elegtric light
nut into the building for next year.
The Corporation would glady have
granted this request but while thev
were out of deht they had not a suffi-
cient sum on hand to spare and they
were very loath to o into debt, hut
he hoped that the friends of the Col-
lege would see that the $150 required
for the installation of the light were
forthcoming.

May it please Your Honor.

As Chancellor of the University of
Bishop's College, Lennoxville, now as-
sembled in convocation for the con-
ferring of degrees, I am instructed to
extend to Your Honor on its behalf a
very hearly welcome, and to express
to you our gratification of your wil-
lingness to accept this day the hono-
rary degree of D.C.L, thus enrolling
yourself in the list of our graduates.

As the representalive in this Pro-
vince of Iier Most Gracious Majesty,
Queen Victoria, Empress of India, we
desire to express to Your Honor the
assurance of our loyalty to the throne
and of our earnest hope that our
great Queen and Empress may be long
spared to rule over us.

It may be interesting to you to
know that we are indebted to Her
Majesty directly for onr privileges as
a University. In the vear 1853, Bi-
shop’s College was erected into a Uni-
versity, endowed with *“'such and the
like privileges as are enjoyed by the
Universities of Great Britain and Ire-
land, with power to confer degrees in
the several Arts, and in the Faculties
of Medicine, Divinity and Law.”

For Your Honor personally we de-
sire to express our high esteem and
our appreciation of your eflorts as a
member of the Council of Public In-
struction of this Province to secure
and maintain a high standard of edu-
cation.

We would further assure you thai
our own aim has been, and is, that
of providing for the youth of this
Dominion a sound educatior. Christian
in character, and fitted to qualily its
receivers for the various duties of
life, whether as members of the Le-
gislature, the Liberal professions, or
other responsible callings.

To bring about this result we have
not hesitated to extend the scope of
our curriculum so as to embrace a
vider range of study without carry-
ing it 1o such an extent as would
tend to lessen its educational value.

We trust that even in your short
visit to our institution vou will find
enough to interest you, and lead
vou to ihe comclusion that at
Bishop’s College the three great
principles of education are fully
maintained, our view being that
no educaion is complete without
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the due cultivation of the moral and
spiritual faculties, as well as those of
the intellect and bodily frame.

Ilis Honor replied as follows :
Mr Chancellor :

I think that in replving to the kind
words contained in your address to
me, my first duty would be to thank
you for your expression of loyalty to
our most gracious Queen. Those are
no vain words, I feel sure, Mr. Chan-
cellor, for if we all know there is no
sovereign in the world more respected
and beloved, we can also say there
are none more grateful and devoted to
Her Majesty than the people of this
Province, for the g reat hoon of liberty
and justice with which we have been
favored since she ascended the throne.

And now, Sir, let me say that it
is with feelings of deepest gratitude
that I have accepted ihe high honor
conferred upon me to-day. I may
assure yov, Mr. Chancellor, that 1
fully appreciate the favor of seeing
my name on the distinguished list of
your graduates, and T will long re-
member the kindness thiough which I
have beer so agreeably allowed the
advantage of becoming associated with
vour University.

It is not without signification to my
mind that this great seat of learning
has been nlaced in this centre of pro-
gress, called the Eastern Townships.
It has undoubtedly derived from this
fact a large share of the great influ-
ence which it has acquired in matters
of education. This influence has been
exercised through such distinguished
representatives as vourself, Mr. Chan-
cellor, ‘and many others, who have so
earnestly labored on the Protestant
Committee of the Council of Public
Instruction for everything that could
favor the cause of sciencc and learn-
ing. And if I am allowed to offer you
my evidence, I may say that during
the rare occasions upon which the two
Committees of this Council had to sit
together, I had the opportunity of
observing that cléhr foresight with
which you, Mr. Chancellor, led the
way to constant reforin and improve-

With such men at the head of your
University, I am not surprised at be-
ing told of the eflorts you make and
the success you obtain in the course
of studies which you provide for your
students. You know the value of
sound and wisely progressive educa-
tion, and I am sure it is a sonrce of
great satisfaction and pride, when, in
days like this, passing in review the
distinguished men who have had the
benefit of your teaching, you feel jus-
tified in repeating the noble words of
your motto, *Recti Cultus Pectora
Roborant.”

The Chancellor then bhriefly address-
ed the Convocation. The illness of
Principal Adams bad caused great
grief at the University at the begin-
ning of the year, but he was glad to
say that the last news received from
Dr. Adams was that he was much
improved in health. (Great applause.)
In the closing days of the year the
University had been called unon to
mourn the loss of one of its
leading and most highly respect-
ed students, the late Henry Rich-
mond, who sacrificed his life in
saving that of another. The Chan-
cellor referred to the able manner in
which the Vice-Principal, Rev. Dr.
Allnatt, had performed the duties of
his office He had shown himself wor-
thy of his work. The establishment of
a new chair, a professorship in Eng-
lish subjecis, was one of the marked
signs of the University’s progress.

The Vice-Principal, Rev. Dr. All-
natt, presented the Report of progress
during the past veay, and also the
Report of the Faculty of Divinity.
Both of these Reports indicated the
flourishing condition in which the
whole institution is at the present
time, and they speak very hopefully
for the future.

Following the Reports came the

conferring of Degrees. The Vice-
Principal, Rev. Dr. Allnatt, presented
the candidates, and Chancellor Hene-
ker conferred on them their degrees
and presented them with their diplo-
mas. We gave last month the names
of the most prominent recipients.
And, then, after the presentation of
the Prizes, the Chancellor called upon
Mr. M. A. Phelan to read the valedic-
tory in behalf of the Art Students.

The
honour of the degree which has been
conferred upon us would make our
happiness complete were it not that
in receiving it wwe fully realize what
it 1s to take leave of those with whom
we have been so closely associated

and lecturers. Truly their task is a
noble one, and the manner in which
they have fulfilled it has won a debt
of gratitude which our words fail to
express. It must always appear 1o
the graduate of 99 that he was sig-
nally fortunate in being connected
with the University during an era of
deve.opment unequalled in her former
existence.

The whole act
of heroism by which he lost his life
while saving that of another was cha-
racteristic of his unselfish nature.

On taking leave of Lennoxville we
must acknowledge the kind hospitality
that has been accorded us by its resi-
dents. The willingness with which
they have assisted all our enterprises,
and notably their efiorts towards fur-
nisking our common room, will always
be retained in grafeful remembrance.
To our fellow-students who are now
on the threshold of seniority, do we
commend the care of maintaining the
honcur and reputation of the College.

He could
understand that in a centre like this,
where quiet reigned, students were in
a better position to pursue their stu-
dies undisturbed, and be was not sur-
prised at the success of the studenis
of Bishop's College. The high stand-
g of tne Institution was recogmzed
everywhere.

His Lordship, the Bishop of Niagara,
felt complimented by the high honor
conferred upon him. He was a great
admirer of Bishop's College, and his
was an  admiravion not blind, but
founded upon reason. e referred to
Bishop’s College school as the feeder
ol Bisnop's Cotlege. “‘Great and wide
work is veing done by both,” said His
Lordship.

‘T'he Very Rev. Dean Williams, of
Quebece, fely as if he were at home at
BLsishop's College, and he was indeed a
Lennoxville boy. '‘1 have spent many
happy years of my lite here,”” said
the reverend genueman, “and it is
always a pleasure to return.” In
coniclusion the Dean expressed the
hope that ithe degree with which he
had been honored would enable him to
become what in his position he ought
to be, ‘A Doctor of Divinity.”

His Lordship, Bishop Dunn, express-
ed his enjoyment of the day. He
had been much impressed with the
prosperity of the place. I¢ believed
that the residential system i1 vogue at
Bishop’s, enabling professors and stu-
dents to be in constant contact with
each other, had as much to do with
the making of the men of ' Bishops’
as Latin or Greek or Mathematics.
Referring to ihe proposed Hamilton
memorial he said it would benefit the
School as much as the College, and he
trusted that the friends of both
would be ready 1o assist.

Ground was broken on 26th June,
and one month from that date a
plain but pretty little chuvch. vell
appointed and avell furnished. and
capable of holding 100 people, was
solemmnly dedicated to the Service of
God under the name of “S. Anne.”
The service of dedication was  per-
formed by the I.ord Bishop ot
Ottawa, acting under a special
License irom the Bishop of Quebec
(at present in England). Very beau-
tiful  Altar Vessels and other requi-
sites for the due administration of
Divine Worship were consecra’ed to
God’s service after Iivensong on the
previous day. The early celebration
of the Holy Communion on the 26th
was taken by the Rev. A. J. Bal-
four, whom the Bishop of Quebec had
appointed Priest in charge for the
season. The Service of Dedication
began at 11 o’clock. The little
church was filled to its utmost ex-
tent. Whilst u processional hymn
was being sung, the Bishop and



Clergy, duly robed, walked around
the exterior of the church and enter-
ed by the Western door. Ilere, the
bymn being ended, the Bishop called
upon the nrev. Mr. Balfour, as Rec-
tor, Lo read the commission from the
Bishop of Quebec under which he
(the Bishop of Ottavwa) was acting.

The occasion was a tea given Yy
the Chaplain in residence and in
charge of the Church for the month of
July, the Rev. G. H. Parker, Rector
of Compton. Invitations were issued
to many of Cacouna’s fair visit-
ors and the parly was chaper-
oned by Mrs. Parker and Mrs. Monti-
zambert and will be a day of pleasant
memories to all who tock part in it.

Tea was served by Mrs. Hamilion,
Matron in charge, in her usual excel-
ient manner, and the floral decorations
were most tastefully arranged.

After parlaking of the good things,
{he company adjourned to the reading
room, where cheers having been given
for Mr. Parker, all clasped hands and
sang “Auld Lang Syne.” So ended a
pleasant and  enjovable afternoon
thanks to the happy thought of Mr,
Parker, which had brought them toge-
ther.

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The Bishop’s Address to Synod.
(Continuerl.)
II — CoNFIRMATIONS, THE CLERGY,
LAYy HELPERS, CONSECRATIONS,
DEDICATIONS.

First of all, then, with regard to Con-
firmations, I find, according to my
Register, that, while the Lord Bishop
of Ottawa has held for me one Con-
firmation, I have held one hundred

and twenty-eight.

At these Confirmations, I have ccn-
firmed 1,073 Candidates, i.e., 319
males and 554 ferales, and of this
whole number 228 were upwards of
twenty-one years of age. The num-
bers conirmed each year from Easter
to Easter during the last five vears
were respectively 524, 679, 396, 605
and 448. I reckon that, with our po-
pulation of English Church members,
and with our very large stafi of Cler-
gy to shepherd all our people, the an-
nual average should be ahout 666, if
all are some time or other to be con-
firmed, as they ought to be. Our
average at present is 530—very good,
no doubt, compared with the numbers
in almost all other dioceses, and yet
not entirely satisfactorv. There ought
certainly in some of our Parishes to
be more Candidates, and vet I dare
not press the matter, lest any of our
Clergy  should be led to seek merely
for numbers, °‘n order to meet my de-
sires. But I earnestly trust that our
faithful laity will assist the Clergy
in this matter, by bringing all, who
are within their influence, to he in-
structed, and also by watching over
those who are confirmed, and by in-
viting them to join with themselves
in the Holy Communion; thus helping
them on in the higher life, till the
habit of coming to be spiritually par-
takers of the Body and Blood of
Christ, is fully formed, so that, where-
cver their lot may be cast, they will
be sure to continue in the right way,
even to the very end of  their lives.
It is, in fact, ordered by our Prayer
Book that every one shall have a
God-father or God-mother as a wit-
ness of his or her Confirmation, and
this Rubric does not in the ‘least sug-
gest that one of the Baptismal Spon-
sors shall be present, but rather that

some Ge y Person shall be chosen by
the Clergyman or by the Candidate to
be present at the Confirmation, and
assist just in the way that I am now
advising. And in order that our peo-
ple, when they leave us, may bhe plac-
ed definitely under some one’s care, I
would particularly ask the Clergv al-
ways to give to those who are leaving
their Parishes letlers of commenda-
tion to the Ciergyman of the district
or place to which they are going, or
to write direct to the Clergyman
about them, so that they may not, as
strangers coming to a new Parish, bhe
lost, as so many are, I fear, to their
true spiritual Mother, the Church.
The other day I saw a letter from a
Clergyman, in which he said, that,
although new people were constantly
coming to his Parish, he had, in the
course of a good many vears, only
received one ictter of commendation,
and that came from the Rev. Profes-
sor Wilkinson, of Bishop’s University,
Lennoxville. Such a declaration shews
clearly, does it not, how much this
duty is being neglectea.

Since our last session of the Synod
I have ordained four Deacons and
eight Priests.

During the same period I have re-
ceived four Clergy from other Dio-
ceses, eight Cleigy have left the Dio-
cese, one has been pensioned and two
have died.

Last year, as some amongst you are
aware, we made an attempt to extend
the territory of the Missionary of S.
Ursule, by ordering him to rveside at
Three Rivers, and give half of his
time to the English- speaking people
living in the Vallev of the River S.
Maurice; but the plan did not prove
successful. We have, therefore,
brought the Rev. J. B. Gauthier, a
former Missionary, back from the Dio-
cese of Fond du Lac, -to work entire-
ly at S. Ursule, while we have ap-
pointed the Rev. W. Barton to take
charge of the River S. Maurice Mis-
sion, which, including, as it does,
Radnor Forges, Shawenez:~ Falls,
Grand Mere, Grandes Piles and other
places, with their extending industries,
will more than keep the Missionary
fully employved. We have also ap-
pointed the Rev. J. Ammond to be
travelling Missionary, visiting Lake
S. John, Lake Edward, Nicolet, For-
estdale and other places every month.
‘fiese changes cause an addition of
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two to our Clerical staff; but, on the
otht: hand, we have fell obliged 1o
give up the atiempt to have a resi-
dent Priest at Beebe Plain, which is
now, therefore, once more placed un-
der the personal care of the Rector of
Stanstead, who no longer has an As-
sistant. And we also have one Mis-
sionary less, owing to the fact tiat
now, the Rector of S. Paul’'s, Quebec
City, ministers also 1o Montmorency
and Lake Beauport, while Stoneham is
counted as part of the Mission of Vat-
cartier. Al the present: moment,
moreover, we have only one ordained
Missionary (1) on the Labrador, (2) on
the Magdalen Islands, (3) in the Par-
ish of Irelard, although the work of
these three Assistanls is being per-
formed, as far as it can be, by duly
qualified Lay Readers. The work,
too, of the Swedish Assistant Priest
at Waterville, as we hinted at our
last Synod, would probably be the
case, has also been discontinued. The
Mission of Way's Mills and Barnston
is moreover vacant.

Thus, whereas the whole number of
Clergy two years ago was seventy-
two, the whole number now is seventy,
or, including the Bishop, seventy-one.
But when I shall have ordained a man
for tle Missicn of Way's Mills, and
another for a new Mission which is to
be formed from outlying parts of the
Parishes of Cookshire and Lennox-
ville, so as to give iv Johaville,
Sandhill and Milby their own resident
Clergyman, and a third to be the se-
cond Assistant at S. Matthew’s, Que-
bec, our number will be seventy-three,
or, including the Bishop, seventy-four.

And as to our Lay Readers, two
years ago they numbered thirty-five.
During these two vears, ten of these
have been admitted to Holy Orders,
and seven more have left the Diocese
or have withdrawn from their work.
But during the same period 1 have is-
sued twenty-two new licenses, and
thus our stafl of Lay Readers at the
present moment numbers forty. And
here I would say that our earnest and
hearty thanks are again due to those
Laymen, and to those good women,
who assist in one way or another in
our Church work, and I certainly do
offer to all these the full expression
of my heartfelt gratitude. But, when
it is remembered that every member
of the Church is alike bound to lahour

in some way in the Lord’s Vineyard,
it might be more natural, instead of
thanking those who, after all, are
only doing their duty, rather to call
those who forget or neglect their re-
sponsibilities, to remembrance and
account.

1 have not yet been able o bring
the whole army of our duly accredit-
ed Lay Helpers into one conspectus,
but now that we are getting to ob-
serve the first Sunday in October more
and more as Lay Ilelpers’ Sunday, 1
hope gradually to make the entire
strength cf our Lay help more fully
evident, «nd to lead each Lay helper
to realis: his or her membership in
the great army of God.

And now, turning from men to
things, 1 find that in these two years
I have consecrated Churches at S. An-
drew’s, New  Carlisle, August 23rd,
1897; 5. Andrew’s, York, Gaspe, Sep-
tember 1st, 1897; S. Barnabas’, North
Hatley, September 10th, 1897, S.
Thomas', Bury, Seplember 26th, 1897,
S. Michael and All Angels’, Riviere
du Loup, October 2nd, 1897; S.
James’, South Durham, February 9th,
1398; and Christ Church, Harrington
Harbour, Labrador, June 26th, 1898.

These seven, added to 17 Churches
consecrated or dedicated during the
previous five years, without counting
those which, like S. Matthew’s, Que-
bee, had been built much earlier, make
up a list of 24 new Churches added to
the Diocese during the past seven
vears. There have also been built in
these two vears Parsonages at Agnes,
S. George, Shigawalke, making up the
number of new Parsonages built in
these seven years to 12. Including
these we have now in the Diocese 123
Churches, besides seven that are not
used and 53 Parsonages.

I have also dedicited the following
Burial Grounds at Three Rivers, May
29th, 1898; Sheldrake, Labrador, June
18th, 1898; also a burial lot at Kirk-
dale, May 30th, 1899. The Burial
Ground at Point Bleue, Lake S. John,
was consecrated for me by the Lord
Bishop of Otitawa, July 13th, 1898.

I have moreover dedicated the Ilast
Windows of S. Paul’s, Stanhope, Sep-
tember 13th, 1897 ; the East Window
of S. Luke's, Magog, October 13th,
1897; a bell at S. James’, South Dur-
ham, October 13th, 1898.

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Fifty Dollars or Fifty Cents.

There is on the borders of the Con-
necticut a small town, wlich, though
weak and feeble, stall with the help
of a "Home Missionary Society,”
supported a Minister, and mamtained
regular Divine Worship. About the
time when it became nccessary Lo pay
the Minister's salary, there moved in-
to the piace a man who gamed lus
living by carting coal, and by other
similar labor. it was noticed that
this man was very regular in his at-
tendance at Church, and was never ab-

sent from the Prayer Mceung, bui
from a pecuniary point of view svas

not conswdered importane. 1t was the
custom, when tue salary was due, tor
one of the Deacons 10 collect all  he
could from the people, and then geu
the balance from the Liome Missionary
Society. In accordance with s
cusiom, one fine mormng, Deacon A.,
2 man of conswderable means and con-
siderable penuriousiess, startea 1ords,
subscription paper in hand, to see how
much he could squeeze vul of the Far-
ish for the support or the Minister.
The first person he met was the above-
mentioned coal-carter, moving alony
the road with a cart oad of that ma-
terial. The Deacon considered withun
himself that it might be worth wnue
to ask him to conuibute, st2mg that
he was a good sort oy person, and
every little hielps, and so accosted him
with, "“Good mormng, Mr. B., are you
willing to gne za) wing toward the
support of the pastor?” ai the same
time hauding him 2 paper. ‘ihe man
stopped, stood thoughtiully for a mo-
mens or two, drew a pencd out of his
pocket, and with his dirt-hegnmed
band he headed the list with the sum
of Lfiy dollars.

The Deacon was so taken by surprisc
that he could scarcely believe we evi-
dence of his eyes; and thinking the
man bad made a mistake, and not
wishing to takc advantage of him, he
asked: “'Do ycu mean that for fifty
cents?”’ The coal-carter turned, drew
himself up to his full height, and
with great earncsiness rcplied, *'I do
not value the Gospel at fifty cents a
year.”

The answer placed the case in a new
light. The Deacon went immediaicly
‘to the Pastor, related the incident, and
said: “If that man can give fifty
dollars I can give five hundred.” Tie

same spirit actuated the .ess of the
Parish on hearing the story, and in a
few days the salary was raised by the
people themselves without the neces-
sity of applying for outside aid. —
The Lutheran Evangelist.
