All
history shows that the varieus phases of
the church are hut a reflection of the com-
petency or incompetency of her pastors;
and the Committee besitate not to assert,
that the future character of the ministers
1{of the Presbyterian Church of Nova Sco-
tia, depends under Ged upon the Synod’s
Seminary. Considering then the import-
ance of the object the members of the
Church must see the solemn duty incum-
bent upon them, to give that pecuniary
support, which is necescary to its stability
and efficiency.

The man who wishes
to inflict diseasc on those around him,
tales an offering of kaver and says, —
* Natmass this 1s your kaver to drink, do
thou make men sick with the disease of
the land.”” The man who desires plenty
of sugar cane, takes an offering of banana
and says, ‘¢ Natmass this is your banana
to eat, look thou on my sugar cane, cause
it to be great and good.” If a party go
out to fish, their expedition is prefaced
with an offering, and they say to the Nat-
mass, * we are going to the sea, look thon .
upon us and give us plenty of fish.” '

THEIR BEVITEDNESS. ]

Such is the mode of worship pursued!
among these islanders. The devotiou
which they seraetimes manifest it the ser-;
vice of their objects of worship, cannot”
fail 10 excite surprise. For instance when:.
a feast.is in contemplation, the sacred men:
will leave their homes and remain for-
weeks at a ture in some sacred pluce, snp-y
plieating the Natmasses, in order that they |
may hase plenty of food. These poor'
heathen whou spend so much of theirtimet:
and substunce in the serice of' their !
aginary deities, will rise up and .condemn
their more favored fellow men, who with-,;
hold from Jehovah that tribute of homage

These
sacred spots are numerous throughout the
isTand, and fo them the natives repair in
ordinary cases, to present their gifts, and
offer up their prayers. But the efficiency
of worship is not confined to places, for
they will afllap to their Natmasses, when
and where circumstances call an them so
to do. T huve often observed the natives
who accompany me on my teurs around
theisland, when the wind or weather has
béen unfavorable, endeavour to propitiate
their deities by throwing tara or cocoanuts
into the water. )
SACRED MEN.

In addition to the objects of worship on
Anociteum, there is 2 numerous class of
sacred men. Every Natmass has a cer-
tain number who are dovoted 1o its sérvice.
These pevsons are held in great veneration
by the natives, and they dread to offend
them, lest they should incur their mala-
dictions. 'They are supposed to be in-
vested with remarkable powers, such as
making thunder and lightuing, causing
burricanes, generating diseases, &e.—
The ceremonies by which they effect these
worders, are alike absurd and childish;
for instance, filling a canoe with water
and throwing stones in it, to cause rain;
beating certain sacred stones on the shore,
to eanse a storm; and performing certain
rites before 2 man’s house, to cause his
sickness. Thesesacred men are supposed
to be the sevants of Natmasses and they
spend much time in waiting on them, It
belongs to them to prepare the food that
is collected to feast their deities, and 1o
cousume it tvo, 1 presume. There are
certain seasons when they are pecuiiarly
sacred, and they ahstain in a measure from
all intercourse with the world. At such
times they dare not speak even to their
own wives, and if a sacred man is seen on
the voad. the common people will imme-
diately twrn off to avoid him. In order
that his saunetity may be known, one side
of his face is painted black, while the
ather s left untouched, and there nny be
other marks of which T am not aware.—
From this class of men who are both nu-
merous and infiuential we may expect 10
encounter oppaesition, for the gospel en-
dangers and will everteally ruin their
eraft, which at present turns them in no
wall gain.

IDEAS OF X FUTURE STATE.

The belief in a future state is universal
among these natives. They suppose that
after death the spirit takes its departure to
the invisible world. The place for the
residence of departed souls s sitdated at
the western extremity of the island near
the-sea. A spot is pointed out, evidently
the crater of an extinct voleano, throngh
the centre of which all spirits are suppos-
ed to descend to their eternal abodes be-
neath. ‘There is but one path for the
good and the evil in their passage from
this world, but different hebitations are
assigned them beyond the grave. The lat-
ter no sooner reach the land of darkuess, |
than they are seized by Tahiarotti, a great,
Natmass, of whom the’ natives speak in
terms of the utmost execration. He con-
stantly lacerates them with rough, sharp
stones, which occasion indescribable pain. ;
Theiv food is scanty and of the most
loathesome deseription. The good, «':ni|
the other hand, are condueted te a happy|
land. Here they feast themselves on pigs,}l
taro, bananas and all sorts of good, to!
their hearts content. In this sensial par- ||
adise nothing is wanting thai may contri-!
bute to their pleasure. It is hard to say|
on what this distirciion of destiny isi
founded, in the view of the ratives. The i
line of distinction between right and,
wrong among them is so slightly marked, |,
that it is almost impossible to trace it.—'|
Tha geotle, benevolent and peaceful man, !}
is no more likely to obtain happinessin
the world of spirits, than the man who is |
fierce, vevengeful, and blondy. Any want}|
of attention to Natmasses, or any failure’
in presenting the requived offerings, is far |
moze likely, in their estieem, to affect the!;
destiny of individuals, tnan an immoral,
character or a wicked life, How sad the
condiion of these poor islanders. Sin,.,
that abominable thing which God hates, '
has little or no turpitude in their eyes.

None of you have been in heathen lands,
far from home and beloved friends, and
been abliged to part with your children at
such a tender age. It is a trial of which
you can form no idea,~only think how
her society would cheer us in this dark
land, but it canpot be so. I would pot
have-her here for a great deal.

About six weeks ago we received the
boxes of clothing sent {rom Nova Scotia.

T would gladly teach all the females
who attend the day school to sew, butl
have not material.  The small quantity of
patch worlk which was in the boxes of
clothing, I am obliged to cut in very smail
pieces. I hope you will all try and send
me as many pieces as you can spare,~—do
not waste the smallest piece.of print. 1
am very much obliged to those dear (riends
who contributed for our poor people,—it
would repay you,could yonsee how pleas-
cd they are to get a new garment. 'They
new value clothing abo e everything else.
The heathen will nut wear elothing, and
none of our people will go without.

1 feel deeply insiexested in, and attach-
ed to these poor people, and am never
happier than when surrounded by 2 nurn-
ber of them, teaching them, or answering
their numerous guestions ahout my own
native land, or the manness or customs of
Christian I~nds. i .

You are awage that the awful practice
of strangling women, on the death of thejr
husbands, prevailed here. A short time

ago, two women were put to death in this
way. Some tie since, I, one morning,
observed a number of persons armed with
spears 4nd cliths, going towards the shore;

¢ouraging, in the first place, to observe, that
there is a general movement in this direc-
tion among all the unendowed churches of
the land. Besides the ¥ree Church and
our own, the Reformed Presbyterian body,
the Synod of Original Sceeders, and the
Congregaticnalists, buthin England and
Scotland, have been turning thetr aitention
to thie subject, as vne of pressing pracuical
importance. 'This siaple fact, that these
'Ivarious ecclesiastical parties have been oc-
cupying themselves of lute in a sunilar man-
ner, withvut cuncert or correspundence
with each other, shows not only that there
must be some urgent need for the simul-
tanevus movement, but also that a wide-
spraad convictjou exists,that it is hkely, if
prudently conducted, to succeed.

But, it is encouraging, in_the third
place, to know, that the opposition, if: any,
is not likely to be of a very formidable
description. Those jwho have watched
the propress of fecling and of sentiment
in our church, have observed a gratifying
tendency towards inereased liberality in
support of our Home, as well as Foreign
operations. The best peopls of our church
are becoming the best friends of this cause.
They are both sceing and fecling what
the case demands. They have no sympa-
 thy with that stinted system of ministerial
i maingenance which las so long obtained
in the past, but which, for the future, it
will not only be discreditable, but perilous
to permit. What they wish is, by a more
{ generous support.of gospel ordinances, to
sweeten the firesides of 2 large portion of
our most estimable and dese:ving minis-
tels,—to attach them more firmly to our
body.—to replenish their libraries,—to
give new life and viger to their pulpit
ministrations und their pastoral visits,—
and te inspire them with a still greater
interest in our nissionary operations, and
in a1l the other schemes of our church.

It is encouraging, in the fourth place,
to perceive that there isa grewing im-
pression amongst us, not only that our
Home and Foreign exertions must go
hand in hand, but that the stability and
extension of the latter can only be secured
by increased attention to the former. Di-
minish our Home congregations in num-
ber, or leave their ministers to pine from
the want of adequate support, and you
weaken the United Presb, terian Church at
home and abroad.

A fifth encouraging circumstance js the
fact, that already considerable progress
hzs been made in the rightdirection. As
was stated in a previous tract, about eighty
nine congregations are at present receiving
aid in supplement of stipend, and although
the supplemented siipends, after all, are
small, yet it is chesting to know that an

COKVERSION OF THE JEWS.

A piblic meeting ‘was held on the 26th
of February, in $t James's Place’ Chapel,
Edinbergh, under the auspices of the
+¢ Scottish Society for the Conversion of
Ysracl.” The Lord Prevost occupied the
chair.

The Lord Provost explained the object

of the meeting, and then called upon the
Rev. Mr Henderson to report the state of
Mission. Mr Henderson, afier stating
that this Society was formed in 1845, by
a few Christian friends in the city of]
Glasgow, who felt a deep interest in the
condition of the Jews, went on to deseribe
the stae of the various missions. At
Hamby gz. in which a convert missionary
had been Jong arduously engaged, the
Suciety was induced to extend their opera-
tions by the employment Iast year of a
colporteur ; 2and accounts since received
hold out great encouragement as to his
labours. In Algiers, and sheor places
in the north of Africa, the iabours of
Dr. Phillip was greatly appreciated,
according to accounts they had received,
not only from himself, but also from others
inthatregion.  Another Missionary (Rev.
Mr Weiss) was about to be sent to this
important field where the Jews were very
numerous. In regard 1o the home opera-
tions, the directors of the Society had been
induced to send their ageats throughout
the conntry, in order to stir up the atten-
tion of the people on the subject, In addi-
tion to this, the ministers of the United
Preshyterizan Church had kindly underta-
ken jovrneys to various parts or the coun-
try, aud of the impression which all these
visits had haed made on the Chnistiar com-
munity the Tressurer of the Society had
saflicient evidence. A periodical was
issued under the superintendence of the
Saciety, and edited by the Rev. John
Edmond of Glasgow, for the purpose uf
stirring up the people in its behalf, and
this agency had the desired effect. Upon
the whole, the directors of the Society
had large grounds of encouragement from
the manifestations uf increased interest in
the canse at home; and they werein a
position not only to send vut their esteem-
ed brother (Mr. Weiss) to labour alorg
with Dr Phillip on the northern coast of]|
Africs, but to engage the service of ano
ther missionary. .

Rev. Dr. Thomson looked upon the
appearance at the meeting of Dr. Mapei
and Mr Weiss—the one a convert from
Popery, and the other from Judaism-—-as||.

While he
bade ¢ Gad speed’ to all denominatienal
missions to the Jews, these did not, he
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' thought, meet the necessities of the case-—

tly extend to them their support. As

and especially to send them ihat salvation
which their fathers had been the means of
sending to us.

the city, and conceiving how much we
had accumulated guilt in the prosecution
of these people e should now begin to
make up the . it of compensation we
owed to them by double kindness for the
crueliies and atrocities of so mauy bygone

the Jews and to their fathersa debt of

centuries. (Applause.) A third plea for
'Jéwish Missions was, that while the Jew-
i3h people had hitherto stood out so singu-
verly and remarkably in 1he history of the
world and of the Church for thousands of
years, it seemed quoite obvieus frpm the
statements of prophecy, thai they were
destired yet to performa very peculiar and
remarkable part both in the history of the
world and of the Church. Dr.“Thomson
proceeded to notice soms of the objections
1 which had heen piadgSgainnt Jewiah Mis-
sions, founded nponth  culiar character
of the people, the st- . yeness of-their
menta) structure, apd the. _evil tendencies,
and concluded by expressi:g his conviction,
that in following ant4> s command of our
Lord, to go to.all the world, and preach
to every creatoves: pentance and remis-
sion of sins,iL becAime them,—all interests
and al} causes considered,—to begin at
Jernsalem. (Appiause.)

Lately four of them eprang into
a boat, which wasiso small, that befure
they could reach the cpposite bank, jt:
filled with water. Thres of them whenj
they pot to the shore, shouk their jackets
and leng wet hair, and then laughed
heartily, for they had saved their spelling
books and slates. But the other, who was
a new comer, and had no basket for his
hoolf, remained by the water as still as a
post, not joining .n the mirth of his com-

feared, sunk to the bottom. Bat happily
he was mistaken, for, looking aronrd him
after a moment’s thought, he saw his hook’
a little way off, fluating apon the top of!
the stream, and instantly he plunged in!
after it. He seized it, and holding it
up abave the water, brought it joyfully te
land. Now, however, he thought of his
slate, and his joy was checked. The
boat was full of water, but it had not en-
tirely sunk. ¢ Perhaps,” he said to him-
setf, *the slate may still be at the bottom
of the boat;” so he quickly swam toit,
and searching ths bottom. found his lost
treasure.
