In ISR8 ho
gave £2,500 to found scholarships in
political xeience, and In 1891 ho rgreed
t4 contribute $20,006 as & fund to-
wards cndowing Junlor matriculation

scholarships.  After the destruction
of the university bultdings by fire In
1890 he subscribed largely to tho re-
tullding fund, aud much otherwise to
asslst In the work of restoration. In
1809 ko recelved the hotorary degree
of LL.D., from hls alma mater, Mr.
Blake’s last appearance at convocs.
tlon in his capacity of Chancellor was
two years ago.
