In our last issue in the rourse of an
account of the labors of the Rev. )11
mund Burke in this Province during
the Inst years of the cighteenth cen
tury, incidental mention was made of
the French Canadian colony at L'As
sumption or Sandwich.

remembered that Fathier Burke's work
with this portion of his fleck was
limited by the necessity ho was under
of traversing the length and breadth of
the Province. Father Burke took
leave of this his earliest missionary
field in 1800.

Meanwlule the Catholics were pro-
gressing raprdly in numbers and in
wealth all along the western frontier
of this Province. From the township
of Malden on lake Erie to Goderich on
the northwest, letters were bemng ¢ -
stantly recaaved at Quebee beaning
most urgent requests for more pnests.

Freach Canadian voyageurs iiad
taken up land and established them-
selves in secure homes all along the
northeast coast of lake Huron, and on
the banks of the St. Clair and Detroit
rivers. They were very numecrous in
the county of Essex and built cliurchies
and scbiovl houses in several town
ships. As early as 1802 two French-
Canadian priests, Marchaud and
Gatien, were in charge of the Sand
wich district, where they resided.
They journcyed al!so to Melden, or
Amherstburg, in the south, and to St.
Ann’s, Belle River, Stoney 'vint and
Tilbury in the norith and eastern
portions of the same cournty. Fatler
Marchand's death is recorded in the
parisk register of Sandwick as 1 aving
occurred in April, 1816, He was suc
ceeded by Rev. Joseph Crevier  All
the names found in those waluable
parochial records of bag:isms, deaths
and marriages are still borne by the
industdious God - fearing  Christian
families, tlat yet £ill tho churches
cach Sunday, and formm some of the
most crowded and most pious congre
gations in the Provineo of Ontario.
The Ounellettes. the Reaumes. the
Jeannisses, the Marins, the Maren-
tetes, the Habys, Beaubicns, Tanglais,
Kevils, Odettes and others quite tco
numeroua to inention, are the names
of tho best familieg in those districts
and they are all found in the parish
records of Sandwich, Amherstburg

and the intervening parish, Riviern
aux Canards,

After the conseeration of Ri. Rus.
Alex. MeDonald, Bishop of Kingston,
1426, the parish of Sandwicl: was at-
tended by priesta of Scotch and Irish
descent, who spoke Drench fluently
and who by their zeal and cnergotic
action in parochial administration be-
came extremely popular with the
* habitants." These were Rev, Angus
MelYonald, who was afterwards Vicar-
General of Kingston; Rev. Father
Hay, who hecame Archdeacon of To
ronto und Ilamilton, also Fatbers
Kelly and Foley, whose names appear
frequently in the parochial registers
—the Jesuit Fathers had charge of
the parish from 1810 to 1860—during
which tite they crected the magnifi-
cent church of Our Lady of the Assump-
tion and the front wing of the Collego
whose turrets and tapering spire may
be distinetly seen by those on pleasure
bent who pass up and down the
Detroit River 1n those moving palaces
that in sumuer glide so majestically
between Brie, Huron and Superior.

The Jesuit Fathers who wrought so
successfully in the western mission
were Father Duranquet, afterwards a
noted wissionary m the Manitoulin
Islands, Fathers Vervais, Jaffre and
Mainguy also Father Point, the only
survivor of all those santly pioneers
of faithfi-l servico in the west.  Father
Point, now over 90 yems of age, lives
in St. Mary's College, Montreal. e
is still in emjovment of good health
and although quite deaf, attends all
the exercises of the monastery from
grey dawn till dark.

The Jesuit Fathers were changed,
some to Montreal, some to Chatham,
when the late Bishop Pinsonneaul:
who took charge of the Diocese of
London in 1836, transferred his sce
three years later to Sandwich.

One of the most highly respected
residents of Sandwicl, and one whe
has for many vears labored anceasingly
in the cause of Catholic education is
Mr. Theodule Girardot, now Inspector
of Schoolsin the county. When upon
the accession of Bishop Pinsonneault
in 1850 the much beloved Jesuit
Fathers remmoved from Sandwich, an
effort was made by the Basilians, then
only recently established on this con
tinent as detailed in a recent paper, to
continue the work of the school they
had founded. Fathers Maloney and
Malibns went to Sandwich, but soon
returncd to Toronto.

To Mr. Girardot is due the credit of
havirg maintaingd the good work until
the coming of Fatlier O'Cunnur. He

During those ten years in which bo
did the work of the Chit.ceh in the edu
cation of her children, Mr. Girardot
was ably assisted by his estimable
wife, who was endowed with excellent
judgment and great facility in imbuing
her pupils with sometbing of ber own
remarkable attainments and culiare.
When the Dasilians took over the
work of the College, Mr. Girardot be-
came teacher of a new school in Sand
wich, being again assisted by his wifo
and afterwards by two other members

of his family. Mr. and Mrs, Girardot
eame from old France, but most of
their large family wore burs in this
country. Mr. Girardot has always
held an cuvinble place in the esteom
of lus fellow citizens and has been
mure thau once Mayor of Sandwich.
He 18 now, as has been said, the in-
spector of schools.

The lato Monsignor DBruyere ad-
numstered the pansh of Sandwich
during Bishop Pinsonneauit's occu-
pancy of the See of Londen. He had
for condjutors Ktev Joseph Bayard now
parish priest of Sarnin, Rev. Joseph
Gerard lute P.P., of Bello River, de-
ceased, also at different penods,
Fathers Desaulmers, Villeneuve and
Duprat.

Windsor was crected 1nto & new
parish at that tume with Father
Wagner as 1ts first pastor. Thero are
very few m Canada who are not fa-
miliur with Dean Wagner's zeal and
successful carcer. lle has built a
very fine imposing church cdifice,
costing 40,000 dollars, wiuch being
free from debt, was consecrated abuut
ten yearsago, several Bishopsand Arch-
bishop3s being present. The beautiful
Convent in charge of the Sisters of
the Holy Name of Jesus and Mary,
aiso the Hotel Dieu Hosmtal, with
its commeodious and lofty proportions,
are monuments that will long keep
the memory of Dean Wnagner's name
and works fresh in the mwinds and
hearts of future generatiors.

Right Rev. Jobn Walsh, our present
venerable Archbishop,was consecrated
on the 10th, Nov. 1867. e remain-
ed but a few months 1n Sandwich.
Judging from the central position of
{.ondon, and the ramdly increasing
population and importance of the
Forest city, he had the See of the
Diocese ance more transferred thereto
from Sandwich.

Mgr. Bruyere accompanied Bishop
Walsh to London— where hie continued
to act asg rector of the Episcopal Ca
thedral and Vicar General of the
Diocese—offices which he fulfilled
with much dignity and profit under
botk admimstrations.

After year's incumbency by Dean
Laurent, the Parish of Sandwich, witl
its church and college, were given ov .
to the Basilian Fathers, who, under
thse Presidency of Very Rev. D. 0°Con-
nor—now Bishop of London - erccted
two important additional wings 13 the
college and besutified the church at a
large expense, which has been fully
wet, and which: leaves the arish of
Sandwich in a more satisfactory and

haps any other in the Province.

To Archlushop Walsh belongs the
ent of having nrgotiated successfully
for the invaluable services of the

and for the establislment oo a perwa-
nent bssis of a grand Catholic semi
nary that has already been fruitful of
untold blessings to all Western Canada
and to more than one diocese in the
Border States.

The porish of Maidstone, ten miles
in the :nterior from Windsor, boasts a
very fine Gothic church in bnck with
a:commodatior for 700 worshippers,
erected by thelate Tather Dela Prunty
and a beautiful parochial residence
bmlt by Father Molphy, now cf
Ingersoll. This parish is anique in the

county, its inhabitants being all of

Irish descent, whereas all the sur-
rounding communitics are of Irench
Conndian origin. 1t Laas, buwever,
producud fruit in abundanceand worthy
of mother church, viz . one pricst,
Rov. Father Tiernan of London , aboat
a dozen vuns, Sisters of St. Juseph,
and one Catholic Judge, Judge Mo-
Hugh of Windsor. The lato Justico
O'Connor was but six years of age
when Lis pious parents cume from
Ireland to secure a permanent home
iz the township of Maidstone. In
respuct of children who have come to
the front or havo risen to comparutivo
eminence, it may be fairly stated that
tho little Irish colony of Maidstone
Liolds its own against all thy other
townships in the county of Essex,
Sandwich however gave two priests
to the Church, the Very Rev. Remi
Oucllette, Principal of the justly cele-
brated Coliege of St. Hadeinth, Quebec,
and Rev. Ferdinand Ouelleite, his
youngerbrother,whowasthe first priest
to receive orders at the hands of our
present Archbishop, after his consecra-
tion as Bishop of London. Ambherst-
burg and Riviere sux Capards also
supplied one priest each, Res. Father
Renaud C.S.B., snd Rev. Father
Semande, C.S.B., who is now acting
parish priest of Sandwich. Father
Valentine lately ordained is a native
of Windsor parish. There arg sev-
eral Catholics adorning professional
lifo as well by their superior talent as
by their civic virtues. In these districts
Senator Casgrain has no superior in
tho medical profession ; his many
noble traits of character and robust
Catholicity have long established him
in the loving esteew and gratitude of
his fellow citizens of all denominations.
His son,alsoan M.D. givesfair promise
of being a worthy successar to an
honored and honorable father. Dr.
Reaume of Windsor and Dr. Park of
Ambertsburg, although but a few
yeara in practice, have already earned
distinction as avle physiciang and

eamnest practical wembers of the
Church.
Mr. James Cleary, solicitor. of

Windsor, and Mr. Peters of Essex
Center, in the same profession would
reflect credit upon any church or any
communmity. The former contested
the seat of Parliament 1n the Reform
interest at the last general elections,
and well nigh succeeded 1n achieving
a splendid victory. Mr. W.J. Mchee,
Iast though not least of those I will
mention—one of the most conscien-
tious attendants of St. Alnhonsus
Church—has been for some years
Grand Treasurer of the Catholic Ma-
tual Benevolent Association. At the
last Provincial eluction he defeated ali
his opponcuts at the ballot box, and
notwithsianding all the wily schemes
and faustcal desperation of the L. P.
A., was clected by a bandsome me-
jority to reptesent the north aiding of
Essex at tho next parlismentary ses-
sions of Toronto.

It may be scen at a glance how the
seed of diving faith sown broadcast
along our western frontier one bLun.
dred years ago, has borne fruit, and
abundaatly. There 1s every probabil-
ity that, had the advice of the saintly
pionecer and explorer, Right Rev. Ld-
mund Burke, been taken aud put in
practical operation, when given, the
Province of Outano would be moru
evenly divided to-day between Catho-
lics and the vpposing denotmnations.

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I*AUSE AND EFFECT,
Some vouslderations of 3rish Soclitl Cone
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Work For an Irialy Lexislature,

In n recent speech Mr. Michael
Davitt dwelt upon the scandalous
neglect of the ngricultural industry in
Irclapd und stated tho condition of
aflairs in words that will ropay atten-
tion,

“ Qur chiref industry is agricul! .re,
and i¢ is a horriblo comment upon and
the strongest possible condemnation
of the land system under which wo
f1vo that wo have to pay nearly a mil-
lion a year for tho support of pauper-
ism, wlnle more thun two-thirds of
tho wholo area of Ireland is devoted
to the feeding of sheep and cattle, and
to tho conscquent starviug of Inbor.
We havoe over 10,000,000 acres of land
under grass and upwards of 4 000,000
of bog, mountuin and waste; nnd 1
maintain that if this land could only
be used for tho benefit of industry in.
stead of for rent, there would be neither
auncployed nor poverty nor work-
houges left in Ireland.”

So cmphatic a statement a1 that
¢ there would be uneither uneraployed
nor poverty nor workliouses in Ire.
langd ** calls for somo consideration as
to tho poesibility of its accomplish-
ment. it will be as well also to con-
sidep tho present conditior of that por-
tion of the population with whom
poverty is an ever present evil.

It was in 1830 that {'Connell told
the House of Commons that many
thousands of persons were subsisting,
if it could Le ca'led subsistence, on
three hslf pence a day, and he signi-
ficantly udded that at the same time
A four pound loaf of bread cost ten
pence. He was looked upon as a suc

cessful laborer who could carn a half

crown & week. This class of laborers
it ig who feel the keen pangs oftencst.
They are not to be confounded with

the “tenant farmers, who, badly of

though they be, are comparatively welt
honsed and well fed, at least until
their cabins are pulled down about
their heads.

Perhaps fifteen years after this
statement by OConnell, there was
written that other statement by Tho-
msas Davig :

«In a climate soft a3 a mothers
smile, nn a soil fruitful as God's love,
the Irish peasant mourns. Consider
his griefs : they begin in the cradle—
they end ip the grave. Suckled by a
breagt that is supplied fromn unwhale.
some or insuffizient food, and that is
fevered by anxiety—reeking with the
smoke of ar: almost chimneyless cabin
—agsailed by sind and rain when the
weather rages— breathing whean in his
cabip, the exhialations of a rotten roof,
of clay walls and of manure, which
gives his only chance of food—he is
apt to perish in hisinfancy. Orif he

survives all this (happy if he have
escaped from gnawing scrofula or
{amiliar fever), and in the same cabin,
with rags iostead of Ins mother’s
breast, and lumpers instead of Ins
mother's milk, he spends his child-
hood. Advancing youth bringa him
3abour, and manhood increases it;
but youth and manhood leave his roof
rotten, his chimuey one hole, his
window anuther, bis clothes rags, Ins
famiture 8 pot, a table, a few bay
chairs and rickety stoves, his food
lampers and water, his bedding straw
and s coverlet—his enemies the land.
lord, the 1ax gatherer and the law~—
hisconsolation the priestand his wife—
bis hope on earth, agitation— his hopa
hereafter, the Lord God. Bitter it is
to him to feel that this green land
which helovesand big Iandlord scorns,
is ravished by him of ber fruits to

leavo tho inheritanco to which ho was
hoir; and thrico bitter to him that
oven his house hins not tho sccurity of
thio wild boast’s den—that 8quolidness,
Hunger and Diseago aro insulloient
gunrdians of his home--and that the
Buﬂ' of the landlord's or tho agont's
reath tway blow him off the lond
whero ho has lived, and sond him and
his to a dyke, or to prolong wrotched-
nese in some desperato konnel in tho
next town, tll tho strong wings of
Death—unopposed lord of such sub-
urb—bear them away.”

Lot ic not be thought that this pic-
ture, powerful as it is, is overdrawn.
Sad, indeed, is it that the same way
almost bo said of to.day. It 18 not
long sinco Mr. Justin MoCarthy mado
the statement that there are in Iro-
land about 98,000 houses with only
one room in each, ¢ Of these most
lisve floors of rough damp ecarth and
roofs of rotten thateh ; their walls are
without plaster and a holo in the roof
serves for a chimacy. On an averago
the height of such a Lbovel will not
oxcred cight feet. Into some of these
cabins will be orowded a g at. 8 pig, 8
donkey, and soveral fowls, along with
tho occupant and his family. *

Speaking of one county vherewith
he is fainiliar, and which is never used
for sensational reports, Mr. McCarthy
says thero are 1,500 families depending
on daily carnings for their existence,
and that among these seven shillings
a week is moro ubove, than below the
averege wage.

The dwelling of these people is do-
scribed as * a small lop sided wigwam,
built of stones and mud, with a
thatched roof, and with three Loles
left in the front wall to act the part of
doors and windows. Into that castlo
of the Irish peasant truly the wind
and the rain may enter. On wet
nighta the drenclung showers soak
through the ill thatched roof and
cotne drippiog down on the beds of the
sleepers. . . . The food of the
Insh laborer consists principally of
potatoes, or else of Indian weal mixed
with flour and soda. Tea of the thin-
nest and poorest kind, oftener without
milk than with it, is the enjoyment of
the laborer and his family.”

There is not here room for more
than a mere allusion to the marvels of
virtue, patience, purity, resignation,
lightheartedness and the love of know-
ledge which exist in spito of these
conditions. The dominan® fact is
that the average wage is but seven
shillings n week and that therefore the
Irish peasant must still, as in the
time of Davis, leave to his offspring
only what he himself received. Side
by side with this must be placed Mr.
Davitt's statement that there are 10,-
000,000 acres of the most productive
sotl in the world lying in grass solely
for the benefit of the landlord.

Let anyone consider the gravity of
this statement. Iere are fully three
acres to every inhabitant, man, woman
and child of the whole island. Con-
sider tho possibilities if such soil were
utilized even for the primary puposes
of raising food. There would be still
left an enormous amount of land
whereon to prcduce therequisite staples
{or the production of woollen and linen
fabrics, starch, sugar and many other
articles of trade.

Let it not be thought that there is
no means of conducting successful
manufactures. Coalthereisin plenty,
notably in Antrim, Tyrcne and Con.
naught. The bogs too are a boundless
source of wealth. et the peat bo
preperly dried and there is scarcely
anything of superior excellenco as
fuel. Then too there is & wealth of
water power. It is calculated that tho
annual rainfall exceeds 100 billicn
cubic yards.

ivle. I'hoy wado nu early start from

theis bivouno and went northwestward
to striko tho road leading from Elk
Landing to Newark, aud euteredo facm
house, which stands about ono hund.
red yards from the rond, to try for o
breakfnst, Thoy were grciously re
ceived by tho lady of the house, and
found a tablo niceiy set and the breck-
fast roady to be served. Lafayetto
nanifesied great dehght at their good
luck, and thay wero soon svated. Tho
ledy of the houso leaving the room for
a moment, Washiugton touched Lafay-
otte undor tho table with bis foot und
gaid : * Eatina hurry ; this breakfast
was not meant for us.”  Ho took tho
bint and it was not long beforo they
wero again in tho saddle, after expross-
ing wany thauks for tho hospitality.

THE S81RIKE COMMISSION.

Pullman Company nnd Rallway Mana.
gers Condenned,

Recousmendations.

Ciucaao, 111, Nov. 12.—The United
Btates Govormmnent report on tho great
railroad strike in connection with the
Pullwon trouble was mado publio to-
doy. ‘lhe report, which is signed by
the Federal Labor Cummittee, Carroll
D. Wright avd his follow inveatigators,
John D. Kernan of Now York., and
Nicholas B. Warthington of 1llinois,
is addressed to Yresident Cleveland,
and abounds mn passages which will
atteaot wido attention, particularly tho
portion roferring to the now famous
 Goneral Managers® Association,’” the
organization of high raiway ofliciuls
that encompiesed the memnorable de-
feat of the A. R. U.

The roport says the capitahization
of the twenty-four rmlroads dircotly
represented in the Goneral Managgers'
Association was $2,108,662,617. The
numbor of employes was 221,007,

*« Thocommssion questions whethor
any legal nuthority, statutory or other-
wise, can be found to justily some of
tho features of the association which
have como to light in an investigation.
If wo regard its pracuical workings,
rather than its professions, as express
ed in its constitution, the General
Manager's Associstion has no more
standing 1n law than the old trunk
line pool: It cannot iuncorporate.
beeaaso railroad charters do not nuth-
orizo roads to form corporations or
associations to fix rates for services
and wages, nor to force their accept-
anco not to battle with strikers. Itis
ursurpation of power not granted. If
such an association is necessary from
a business or economic standpoint, the
right to form and mantain 1t must
come from the State that granted its
charter. In theory, corporations are
liwited to the powers granted either
directly or by clear mference. We do
not think the power has been granted
in either way in this case. The asso-
ciation is an illustiation of the persist-
ent and shrowdly devised plan of
corporations to overreach their limita.
tions, and to usurp indirectly power
and rights not contemplated in their
charters and not obtasinable irom the
poople or their Legislatures. Ar ex-
tension of this association, as above
suggested and the proposed legislation
of * pooling,’” would result in an nggre
gation of power and capital dangerous
to tho people and their liberties, as
well as to employees and their rights.
The question would then certainly
arise as to which shall control, the
Government or the raifroads. And
the end would inevitably be Govern-
ment ownership. Unless ready for
that result and all it iwmplies, the
overnitent must restrain corporations
within the law, and provent them
from forming unlawful and dangorous
combinations. At least, s0 long as
railroads aro thus permitted to com-
bine to fix wages, and for their joint
protection, it would be rank injustico
to deny the right of all labor upon
railroads to unite for similar purposes.

« It should be noted that until the
railroads set tho cxamplo a general
union of railroad ciployecs was never
attempted. The uniong had not gone
beyond enlisting the men upon differ-
ent systems in separate trado organiz-
ations. These noutralize and check
cach other to some extent, and have
1o such scope or capacity for good or
evil ag is possible under the universal
combination idea inaugurated by tho
railroads and followed by the A. R, U.
The rofusal of tho General Managers'®
Association to recognizeand deal with
such a combination of labor as the
American Railway Union gcems srro-
gant and absurd when you consider
its standing before the law, its assamp
tions and its past, and obviously con-
templated action.”

Tho exactions practived at Pullman
aro also detailed and the sysicm upon

whioh Pullman dezls with the lives of
his omployees in regara to all necessi.
tivs is froely condemnned.

CAPITAL AND LANOR.

In conclusion the report says:—
“ Binco nations have grown to the
wisdom of nveiding disputes by concil
iation, nnd oven of settling them by
arbitration, \\‘l? should capital and
labor, in their dopendenco upon cach
other, persist in cutting ecach other's
theoats as a settloment of differences ?
Oflicial roports show that much pro-
gress has been made in the moro sane
dircetion of conciliation and arbitra.
tion, even in Amorica. Abrond thoy
are in advanco of usin this polivy.
Wereour populationasdenseand oppor-
tunities as limited as abroud, presentin.
dustriel conditions would keop us tuch
more disturbed than we now are by
contests betwoon capital and Inbor.
Some of our courts, however, aro still
poring over the law reports of antiquity
in order to construe conspiracy out of
labor untions.  Wo also hiave enaypoyers
who obstruct progress by perverting
and misapplying tﬁo law of supply and
demand, and who, while insisting on
individualism for workmen, demand
that they shall be let alone to combine
as they please, and that sociely and
all its forces ghall protect them in all
their resulting contentions. The rapid
concentration of power and wealth,
understimulatinglegislative conditions
in persons, corporationsand monopolies
liae greatly changed the business and
industrial gituation. Our cities were
constructed upon the theory that the
compelition would amply protect ship-
pers us to rates and cmployes as to
wagesand labor conditions. Combina
tion bas largely destroyed this theory,
and bas seriously disturbed the natural
working of the law of supply and de-
mand, which, in theory, are based
upon competiticn for labor between
those who demand it, as well as among
those who supply it. For instance,
as we have shown, there is no longer
any competitive demand among the
twenty-four railroads at Chicago for
switchmen. Thsy bave ceased com-
peting with cach other; they are no
longer twenty-four separate and coin-
peting employers; they are virtually
one.
LABOR UNIONS' RIGHTS,

+ Howover men may differ about
the propriety and legality of labor
unions, we must all recognize the fact
that wo hiave them with usto stay and
to grow more numerous and powerfal.
Is it not wise to fully recognizo them
by law; to admit their nccessity as
labor guides and protectors, to conserve
their uscfulness, increase their re-
sponsibility and prevent their follies
and aggressions by conferring upon
them the privileges enjoyed by corpora-
tions, with like proper restrictions and
regulations ? The growth of corporate
power and wealth bas been the marvel
of the past fifty years. Corporations
haveundoubtedly benefited thecountry,
and thus brought its rcsources to onr
doors. It will uot be surprising if the
marvel of the next fifty years be the
advancement of labor to a position of
like power and responsibiiity. We
have heretofore encouraged the one
and comparatively neglected the other.
Does not wisdom demand that each
be encouraged to prosper legitimately
and to grow into harmonious relations
of equal standing and responsibility
before the law ? This involves noth-
ing bostile to the truo interests and
rights of either. The commission
deems recommendations of specifio
remedics prematore.  Sucha problem,
for instance, as universal government
ownership of railroads is too vast,
many sided and far-away, if attempted,
to be considered as an immediate,
practical remedy, It belongs to the
eocialistic group of public questions
whers government ownership is ad-
vocated of monopolies, such ar tele.
graph, tclephones, express companies
and municipal ownership of water

works, gad and electric lighting and

streoy raillwaye. Thoso questions aro
prossing moro urgently as time goes
on. Thoy need to bo woll studied
and cousidored in overy aspeot by all
citizens.

EXPERIMENT NEOESSARY.

“Should ocontinued combinations
and consolidations result in half o
dozon or less ownerships of our rail.
ronds within a fow yoars, as is by no
means unlikely, tho question of Govern
ment ownoership wil? be forced to the
front,and woe nced to bo ready Lo disposo
ofitintolligently. \Weneed tofearovery
thing ruvolutionary and wrong, but wo
need fear nothing that any nation can
successfully attempt in _directions
mado necessary by changed economic
or industrial conditions. Other na.
tions, under their conditions, own npd
oporato telegraphs and railroads, with
varying results, Whother it is prao-
ticablo for this nation to do 8o suc-
cessfully when it becomes necossary to
gasa an invostment, or when the
peoplo detormino it shall be done, i8
an open and serious question which
can not bo answered fully except by
actual experiment.

“\Weo ought now to inaugurato a
permanent system of investigation into
tho relations between ralroads and
employes 1 order to prepare to deal
with them intelligently, and that wo
may conservatively adopt such reme-
dies as are sustained by public opinion
by defects or wrongs that may from
tumo to time appear.

«The question of what shall bo
done is, therefore, one of expediency
and not of power. \When railroads
acted a8 judge snd jury in passing
upon the complaints of shippers, the
people demanded, and Conyress grant-
ed, o government tribunal, where ghip-
pers and railroads could meet on equal
terms and have the law adjust their
differences. In wiew of the Chicago
strike and its suggestivo dangers, tho
people hiave tho same right to provide
a Government commission to invest:-
gate and report on differences between
railways and their employes, to the
end that interstate commerco aud
public order may be less disturbed by
strikes aud boycotts.

« Whon railway employes secure
greater certainty of their positions,
and of the right to promotion, com-
pensation for injuries, ete., it will be
time enough to consider such strict
regulation for them ss we can ncw

| yustly apply to railroads, whose rights

are protected by laws, and guarded by
all the advantages of greater resources
and more concentrated control.”

The liquid in this bowl is frequontly
rosewater or other delicately perfamed
distillation, adding considerably to the
fragranco of the smoke. Tho tobacco is
lighted in & receptacloat tho summit of
tho pipe, which is also formed of gold
or silver and studded with magnificent
diamonds and other gems. Tho tubes
vary in loogth from five to teu yards,
and the whole paraphernalia, is often
borne behind & nobleman on horseback,
8o that by this means he can continue
his smoko as the the inclination takes
him.— Atlanta Constitution.

A distinot addition to tho philology
and othnology of the Emerald Islo ia
(eays Lloyd's) mado in a British Parlia-
montary roturn just publishod—as an
appondix to tho réport of tho Registrar-
Gunoral—on * Surnames in Irelend.”
It acems that the commoneat name in
the countrey is Murphy, the number ot
thoso who benr this cognomen being
ostimated at 72,600. The following
como next in ordor :—Kaolly, 65 900 ;
Sullivan, 48,600 ; Walsh, 41,700 ;
Smith,84 700; O'Brirn,83,400; Byrne,
83 800 ; Ryan, 82 000; Connor, 81,-
200; O'Neill, 20 110; and Reilly, 20,-
000. It is interesting to comparo
thoae with thoe commonest nnmes in
Great Britian. Theso are in England
and Wales : Smith, 258 600; Jones,
242,100: noxt following Williams,
Taylor, Davis and Brown; while in
Scotland they come in tho order.
Smith, McDonald, Brown, Thompson,
Robertson, Stewart, and Campbell, In
Itcland it is remarked that many of
tho Qeltic names occur both with and
without tho prefixes “0” and the
4 Mao” in tho same record—** Mao"
meauning sonof, an ¢ 0" descondant of.
Thus McDermott is eon of Diarmid,
and O'Toole descondant of Tusthal.
Many of theso namea aro still localized
whilo others are spread over the coun-
try generally ; and it is be added that
o large number of the English familics
have adopted Irish surnames. 1t is
still considered that tho great bulk of
tho common names are Celtic, not in-
frequently combined with word “Giolla,”
sorvant. This root appeara in Kilbride,
servant of Bridget ; Gilchrist, servant
Christ, and Gilfoyle servaot of Paul.
Inadditionto those of Oeltic derivation,
Ireland oxhibits traces of Danish,
Anglo - Normen, Euglich, Cornish,
Walsh, Scottish, Huguenot, German,
and Jewish sottlers. In regard talacal
distribution Murphy (anciont Mac-
Murrough—from the old regal family
of Luinster) is most prominent in Car-
low, Wexford, and Armagh ; Berne, in
Nublin, Loutb, and Wicklow ; Kellyin
Kildare, King’s Gounty, and Roscom-
mom ; Sullivan in Qork and Kerry.

Beath of n Young Sentinarian,

On Saturday lust, after un illncss of
somo months, there passed away at
tho residence of his mother, Oakville,
Mr. John Romunld Coty. son of the
late Louis Coty of that place, and
brother of Rev, J. H. Coty of Hamilton,
Sceretary to His lLordship Bishop
Dowling.

Mr. Coty wns in the twenty-third
year of his age having been born on
February 18th, 1872, 1hs early studies
were made in tho separate school,
Oakville, the public school, Mount

Forest, und the high school, Uakville.
In Sept:mber, 1858, he entered St.
Michael's College, Toronto, where his
course was marked by a series of suc-
cesees. In his third year he carried off
the Elmsley Bursary scholarship. In
Sestamsber of 1583, having completed
his first year of the study of philosophy
he went to the Grand Seminary at
Montreal and began his second year's
study of thatanbject underthe direction
of the Order of St. Sulpice.

1t was while there that he was first
svized with the illcess which has now
resulted fatally.

Mr. Coty, while at St. Michael's
College, was a prowminent figure not
only in the school classes but in all
the college societies and in the athletic
ajsociations of St. Michael’s and tho
University of Toroato.

At Oakville on sunday evening after
Vespers Father Burke advanced to the
railing and 1n a few impressive words
recalled the story of 3r. Coty’s sick-
ness and death and dwelt upon the
truly Christian character of his dispo-
sition and preparation.

At 1080 on the morning of Mon.
day, Nov. 19th, a solemn Requiem
High Mass was sung at St. Andrew's
Chureh, Oakville. Very Rev. B. J.
O’Connell,of Mount Forest, uncleof the
deceased, was celebrant, Rev. J. H.
Coty, deacon. and Mr. J. Sullivan,
sub-deacon. There were aico present
Monsignor McLvay, Chiancellor Craven
and Fathers Hinchey, Brady and Leh-
mann of Hamilton, Rev. F. O Reilly,
Caledonia, and Revs. J. R. Teefy, L.
Brennan and E. Dumouchelle of St.
Michael's College, Toronto.

After Mass had been sung Rev. J.
R. Teefy delivered a short and impres-
sive address, in whick he referred to
the churacter and attainments of the
deceased, applying to the occassion
the lessons of the Church on the vital
doctrines of Purgatory and the im-
mortabty of the soul.

The funeral then proceeded to St.
Andrew's cemetery, the pall bearers
heing Messrs. John Kelly, Chas. An
derson, Jes. McDermott, John Ma
lonie, Jas. Fitzgerald and J. C. \Walsh.

The character of Mr., Coty was
aptly defined by Rev. Father Teefy in
the course of his address. * He had

been enlled by God to His holy prieat-
hood, and gavo ample promiso of bainy
an carnceet, zealous and capable bearer
of tho sacerdotal oflice. Ho wns ami-
able, obedient and talented.

resting on the stafl’ in go pathetic a
way that the dead mouk seemed to
sigh. * Pray for mo all yo who pass
by the way " And not only were these
figures patbetic in their expression,
but a singular piety, & piety as labit-

Huving made copious
notes from theso wouldy records of
bygono duays I will tell you of somo
sad and stirring ovents of tho last
century—ihio history of the oppres
sion of Irclund by o sister country, the
only parallel to which s Russia's
tyranny over Poland. ‘This oft told
talo scems so much more touching in
those ancient journals. I shall com-
mence with Tom Moore s appomtment
to Bermuda and residence thero.

In 1808 Moore made his tour to
Amecrica, during which time he com-
posed some exquistite poetry.

In 1804 Moore came to Bermuda,
baving been appomnted Registrar of
the Court of Vice-Admiralty. This
remote and secluded 1sland was simply
o place of exile to the talented author
of * Lalla Rookh,” the genial and
versatile poet who was accustomed to
the gay society and the bur world of
Eungland's metropohis. After endur'ng
for some months this bamshment from
Ins home and country, this separation
from a ! he held dear, and not finding
in Jonely Bermuda that ¢ Dolce far
niente " which he perhaps expected.
the poet procured a deputy to cttend
to the duties of his oftice and returned
hom2. While in Bermuds, slluding
to the very slow aad inefficient mail
service of that period, Mcore used to
say, with the Cockney accent, that he
was an exile of hearin® as well as an
*+ exile of Erin.”

A noted authoress, writing of
Thomas Moore's poctry, says. * His
charmed numbers flow on Jike the free
current of a melodious stream, whose
essociations are with the sunbeams
and the shadows, the leafy bough, the
song of the forzst birds, the dew upon
the flowery bank, and all things sweet
and genial and delr ;utful, whose influ-
ence is around us i1 our happiest
moments, and whose essence is the
wealth that lLies hoarded 1 the trea-
sures of nature."—Mre, Ellis,

The following quotation is given to
illustrate the justness of this criticism,
though I think Moore has written
many sweeter verses than tins. How-
ever, * Lalla Rookh ™ is undoubtedly
his finest poem :

**1 saw from the beaach, when the morning
was shinlng,

A bark o'er the waters move gloriously

on;

I came where the san o'cr that beach was

declining,

The bark was still there but tho waters

were goae.”

Moore was decidedly one of the
greatest poets of his time, tie golden
age of poezy. If he bad been an
Englishman nstead of an Irish Catho-
aaaieliat o difference it would bhave
nes!

Lord Byron wroto some of the most
stinging political ballads of the day
agamnst the Government and its corrupt
methods. It took a greas deal of
bribery to pass the Act of Union.
Endeavor was made to buy up ths
Irish Parliament, money was lavishly
paid the poorer members, titles offered
the more wealthy and a general pro-
wmise made that Catholic Emancipation
would soon be granted. To so many
was the bribery effective that the Irish
Parliament divided on the question,
standing 105 members for spd 106
againat the Act. Lord Byron thus
assails with caustic irony one of the
bribed. Lord Fingall, on whom had
been conferred the Order of St. Patrick:

A MARTYRED MISSIUNARY.

Detnlls of the Death of Father Jozean In
Coten,

——

Fatbor Pasquior, o miasionary has
written to his formor professor, relnting
tho circumatnnces. Early in August
tho position of tho pricsts becamo so
intolorablo that thoy wero dirccted to
ropair from thoir outlying missions to
tho capital. laving recvived this
ordor, Fathor Jozoau prepared to dopart.

On the cvo of that day, Saturday,
July 28, Fathcr Jozeau, flying from
therobels of Tjyullo and going to Scoul,
was passing slong by Kongtjyou on
horsuback, accompunied by asinglocom
panion. ths servent, e catechist, o
seminarist, and u porter followed at tho
distanco of u duy » journoy, The Father,
without stopping at Iong-tjyou rested
fcr tho night ut a leuguo (about three
miles) from the wty. JUn Sunday
morning, July 29, he continued his
journoy, and arrived about eloven
o'clock at tho inn of H palhpoung-tjyang
nearly fifteen miles from Kong-tjyou,
whore a troop of Ohineso barred tho
way. o was summarily interrogated
almost iu these words (a Christian who
wasthere related them to mey .—' From
what country are you?” “I am n
Freachmun. * ¢ Where did you come
from?' ¢ From the neighborhood of
Tjyen-Tjyou inthe Tjycllatto, * ** What
were you doing in Tjyellatto?" ¢
was only doing one thing—teachivg
the Ohristiau refizion. *  + \Why, then,
did yon leave Tjycllato?” <[ was
forced to do so by the Tong-hak rebols,
“Where aro you gotng now 1 < Iam
going to Scoul,’  **Since you are go.
ing to Seoul, let us return first to
Koang tjyou, from thence wo)l make
our way togother tothe capital. ™
Father Jozeau, no doubt, clenrly saw
the trap, and from that moment
he might propare for death. The Tong-
hak had reached Long-tjyou before
him, and had formed a junction with
the Chineso soldiers, and it was doubt-
less at the instigation of these traitors
that the missionary was arrcsted. Al-
though it was insufferably hot, they
otliged the prisoner to march with
his hands bound behind his back,
often walking through water and wud
along a journsy of about fifteen miles.
About three miles from Kong-tjyou he
was again questioned. Two Corean
mandarios from the city went to mect
the Chincse horde who were bringing
the prisoner, questioned him again and
in concert with the Chinese, sentenced
him to death. This report was brought
by Pagans and there was no Christian
present at that moment. Just then
the servant and tho three others who
wero following the missionary at a
distance arrived at Kong-tjyou, but
uuable to get any information about
the Father, continued their way ani
only heard the news of his arrest when
nine miles offi However, some Chris-
tians, apprised of Father Jozeau's
transit, made their way to the place of
execution. A horrible spectacloawaited
them. Two of them, who told me
these details, wero oye-witnesses. They
raw the Ghinese gang arrive. Father
Jozeau, whose tall figure rose over tho
heads of these brigands appeared in the
midst of them. OQur two Ohristians,
recognizing Father Jozeau, guessed all ;
they drew as near us possiblo and ro-
marked that the martyr's legs were
drenched with water and mud—they
bad made him walk through moro than
ono rut. Tho Chinese immediately
formed a circle around bim. At that
moment the Father raised his head and
gazed at them, ono after tho other,
without betraying any emotion. Ata
word of command from thoir chief
three Chinese rush upon the missionary,
plunge their knives in his loins and all
round his waist. Surpriged by the
pain the Father makes a bound and
falls face forward upon tho earth ; then
theso miscreants fling thomeelves upon
bim, clash at him with cutlasses, and
soon the martyr's body exhibits one
gaping wound, Tho, head one arm

ond ouno leg are hinif sovered, and the
wholo body is covered with horrible
wounds, whounce tho blood flows in
stroams.  After this dreadtul butchery
theso tigers fling the corpso into
the river, after stripping ofl its clothes.
Ouno of them brings back triumphan
tly tho martyr's crogs, bends, and aca-
pular, and, after washing them ,shows
thom to the people, uttoring somo Ohin.
oso words, which our Christing could
notunderstand. 'The missionnry's com-
panion wos nlso weized, summarily
qnestioned and «xccuted, they firedtwo
revolvor shots into him and finished
him with knives. He bad been baptis-
wl ounly two or threo days. The old
followers of Father Jozenu heard of his
death o fow hours aftcrwards, ond as |
was tha noavest to Kong Tivou thoy
sent a messenger, whe brought me a
goutane, the broviary, aud three noto
Looks uf the martyred Iuther. [ found
iu ono of thewe wnote-books five
photographs of Father Jozeau, ae well
o8 his will, dated only a few days bo.
foro. 1o expected his death, ond in
that will he made tho sacrifico of bis lifo
for his Ohristious, and asked prayers
for tho reposv of his soul. I at once
sent u messonger to Seoul.  Monsignor
heard the fatal news four or five
days after the excution. Then I gave
orders to got tho martyr's remains and
inter them in o suitable place until
botter times should permit us to trans.
fer them and pay them the last honours
in a more solemn manner. The body
wag recovered from the river un the
night of the 1st of August and provi-
sionally interred at a short distance, in
view of the present perilous times.
The writer proceeds to say that the
Christians wero in daily expectation of
death, that Futhors DBeaudounet and
Villemot had fled to the mountains dis-
guised as Corgans and closely pursued
by Tong-hak bande. that he himself had
been directed by Mgr. Mulot to take
to flight, thy! on ths night of August
Gth he had gone to FFather Qurlier, and
the next day the r-bels has assembled
at a place threo v iles off’ with the in-
{ention of massacring them all. The
Fathers, therefore, left their residenco
on August Gth and reached Scoul on
the 10ch, where the sad news daily re-
acbed them of the destruction of Chris-
tian settlements, tho pillaging of their
houses and chapels, the flight of the
Caoristinns, and ill-treatment and death
of several, Fatber Beaudounet and
Villemot, at tho time of writing, were
still in the mountains wwithout any shel
ter, sleeping in the open air, exposed to
all tho inclemencies of the mest trying
scason of the year, having no food but
cold rice, conveyed to them with the
greatest precautions by some faithful
Obristian, all outlets of escape being
watched by the rebels. It will take
many years, the writer says, to ro
cover from their misfortunes and re-
contract the Christian scttlemonts de-
vasted by the rebels.

A Wrong Impression.

In the Globe of the 10th inst. ap-
peared one of these letters from the
Province of Quebes which are written
by o member of that paper's editorial
staff, Mr. Johit A. Ewan, of whom it
may be said that there is nothing in
his character which would predispose
him to a wilfully bigoted attack upoan
any institution which Catholics as
such hold in veneration. That such
is the caso appears from the generally
impartial tone of the letters that
bave appeared as the result of the trip.

The last paragraph of the letter con-
tains a statement which is likely to be
oven more widely regarded as accurate
by réason of this impartiality :

*Throughout this district the ccclesiastical
prohibition of the retail liquor traffic pro-
vails. I have reason to beliove, however,
that it is liablo to slip n cog now and then,
and the fact has caused me much pondering.
In Rimouski more than ons of tho hotela
sell liqguor. Thero are no regular bars, but
a man or a group of men can go into &
comfortable room, and get intoxicants of
various brands and powers of incbriation.
Rimouski has its regularly-constituted
villago drunkard, a man who is in a peren-
nial state of intoxication, whom the villagers
will point out to you as oneof tho features of
the place. Here in Matane it is notorious
that a good deal of liquor is consumed. Not
long beforo I arrived ono man bit off the ear
of anotherin a drunken fight, and in com.
menting on it it was admitted that a good
deal of drinking and drunkenoess existed,
notwithstanding clerical prohibition. Now,
what puzzels me is this: The men who sell
the liquor doubtlees confess their offence to
their epiritual adviscra. What follows? I
presume a penance is exacted. What is
that penanco ? If it took the naturc of
financial punishment, or if the offenders wero
disposed to be moce libersl in their church
contributions, it can be scen that the reven-
ues of which tho prohibition edict deprives
the Province and municipality aro being
collected in the form of penances by the
church, From hints dropped, 1 imagine
thia is abous tho position.”

Mr. Ewan has unfortunately misged
the true import of the situation he has
get out to deseribe. It is true that
there is much of liquor selling and
much of immoderate drinking in the
places mentioned. Rimouski in par-
ticular has svffered in this regard.
The public sentiment on the question
has been of the most disappoiniing
character from time out of mind, and
is now obstinate and scemingly in.
corrigible.

When the extract informs us that
there is an ecclesiastical prohibition,
it bears testimonyv meagre and all in-
sufficient to the cfforts most generous
and most persevering on the part of
the olergy to eradicate the evil. Un-
fortunately it must be said that their
efforts are not seconded by either the
officers of the law or the more promi-

nont and influcntial of tho inhabitants,
8till tho zealous clergy labor on in the
hope that with timo and Qod's grace
good will arise.

‘I'ho last sentoncea, however, contan
a chargo, unflair to theso zealous
priests and offensivo to all Catholics
beenuse of such s chamotor ns to
bring disoredit upon tha ministry of
the confessional.  \Ve are glad to have
tho very highest personal authority for
saying that thero is nbsolutely no
truth in the statement that monetary
fings are oxacted from liquor solleis
or immoderato drinkers through the
adwinistration of tho sacramont. Tho
fact is that the priests havo recourse
to the ciwl Iaw in order, when orcasion
offers, to secure the punishment of
such as sell liquor without licenso and
of drunkards. Dut that is all. And
it were well if the example were fol
lowed in all civilized communities.
Dr. Parkhurst has just come success-
fully out of a battle in the samo crusade.

But tho statement may be unequiv-
ocally mado and as freely accepted
that in tho confessional thie priests
impose nono but the spiritua: penances
which theology allows, It is probable
that the charge had its origin in a
mistaken concept of the Sacrament of
Penance which one ignorant of the
doctrines of the Church might readily
form. In making the statements he
has, Mr. Ewan places himself in the
runks of that interesting, because in-
genious class of thinkers who miss
that which 12 and expound the fune-
tions of that winch is not. The late
James Anthony Froude and Mr. Gold-
win Smith are its foremost representa-
tives among writers of history.

Mesntime, the Globe has dissemi-
nated an erroneous statement which
frow its very innocence and apparent
reserve of presentation will be accepted
at twice its par value by non-Catholic
readers of that paper, and will be
viewed with regret or feelings stronger
than regret by Oatholics.

Through Colored Glasses.

In a recent issue the Ottawa Freo
Press was pleased to designate the
Recister as * Catholic from a Tory
point of view."

This serves to illusgtrate the para-
mount importance of *‘the point of
view.” It is casy to locato the point
of view of the Free Pross. Whoso
has politics for predominunt passion
disposes all things into two clagses—
for his party and againet his party.
This is the optical malady of the Free
Press. Concerning the RccisTEr it
may be said it is not Catholic from
a Tory (or Liberal) point of view ; nor
Tory (or Liberal) from a Catholic point
of view, but Catholic from a Catholic
point of view, purely, simply, solely,
and there's an end on’i.

The particular occasion of offence to
our esteemed contemporary consisted
in a reference to Mr. Mercier. That
referezce had nothing to do with the
political opinions of the great man

who had gono. But in the day of Mr.
Mercier's power Catholics took unto
themseives loyally and without com-
plaint some measure of the blows
aimed at bim by bigots. When he
wag reviled, it seemed to tlousands
that his religion more than himself
was struck at. The time came when
these defeuders bad to blush for their
champion.

Quebeo and Toronto.

Rov, Calvin Amaron, editor of the
*t Auroro " intordenominationnl orgon
of tho Protestant seots in Csnada who
spoak Fronch (and their name is not
legion) has dolivered a number of
lootures, quoth the Vresbytorian Re-
viow, in sovoral of tho leading churches
in Montreal, Ottawa, Toronto, Quobeo
and elsewhero on the French-Canadian
problom.

Tho speakor winle holding very
strong viows on tho baneful intluence
of Romanism in Quobee and the wholo
Dominion, rpeaks with o calmness
and modoration which give his words
great force. In an address at the
Provincial Convaunticn of Christiun
Endoavorers at tichmond, Que., Mr.
Amaron said **that in his judgment
the work of French evangelization
was tho most importent missionary
work of the Canadian cburch, and
that on its wise and successful proso-
cution hung the destinies of tins
country.” Referring to the condition
of things in Montreal. just now, he
said mumeipal reforms wero 1mpossi-
ble so long as the moral and religious
Ife of the population that elects dis-
honest civic officers remains what it
is. A mighty upas tree overshadows
the province and it is necessary to go
to the root with the Gospel uxe, if the
tree is to bo destroyed.”

Recent polico court developments
in the City of Toronto demonstrate
the necessity of extending the clearing
process beyond the confines of Quebec
Province. Why not induce Rev. Cal-
vin Amaron to fetch along his Gospel
battle axe—and Secriptural pruning
knife—and apply both tothe rootsaud
branches of the upas tree, that has
blossomed forth so much boodleism in
our city? It was while the great
rovivalist Moody was declaiming
against every vice and reprimanding
immorality under every form, that
Judge McDougal was pushing bis
searching investigations into alleged
corruption and dishonesty among the
civic representatives of Toronto’s en-
lightened population. It is evident
Mr. Moody's eloquent efforts have not
produced all the fruit that was expect-
ed of them. Rev. Calvin Amaron’s
« Gospel axe "' is just what we want
here in Toronto.

We quote from the Globe: Judge
McDougall, after listemng to what
evidenco was forthcoming, said . * If
these aldermen were put in the box
and if they had been in corrupt nego-
tiations, they probably would not
hesitate to add to their offence by
giving fatal cvidence. He
bad been thinking a good deal during
the past two days as to the best way
of probing into the charges of corrup-
tion. Ho proposed meking a report
in the present case, and in a rider to
that report he would ask the city to
give him wider powers to dig up evi-
dence of corruption by officials or
aldermen in the letting of contracts.

. If the Council gave the powers
asked for he would be enabled to
unearth tho question as to who the
boodlers are who sit in Council, if
there are any such.”

Many admitted facts go to prove
beyond any possibility of doubt that
boodling has been committed, and

appronches made to corruption of
aldermon-—whother successful or not
timo will unravel. 'The unwillingnoss
of Wheeler and Rogors, tho contraot-
tors, to appear 1 the witnoss box, the
ugo of cipher messages, and tho admis-
gions mado by Alderman Stewarl are
conclusive ovidence as to the very
unsatiefactory condition of tha moral
atmosphere in which ‘foronto’s oivic
interests are just now involved.

As a rule wo leavo to our daily con-
tomporaries tho task of attonding to
gerious delinquencies of this nature.
Wo fcol called upon in the presont
instanco to refer to thom in order to
ghow how sometimes ** chiockens como
home to roost” and how advisablo it is
to aitend occasionally to tho wiso
counsel of tho IIcavenly mioralist:
“Thou hypocrite, cast out first tho
boam out of thino own oye, and then
thou shalt see to cast out the mote out
of thy brother's eyo.”

The Shoe on the Otlier Foot.

The late Archbishop Tache once
summeriged the attitude of the Pro-
testant denominations into following
sarcastic staterneut: ‘* Leavo us our
Proteatant schools with tho nmount of
religious instrnction which has eatis-
fied us in the past and will satisfy us
in the future. Leave in our schools
the Bible, the teaching of the Com-
mandments, etc., etc. It i3 enough
if you are to leave the management
and the discipline of our schools in
Protestant hands, and if all the books
aro to be chosen according to our own
views. But by all means, destroy the
schools of the Romish Church, and if
you aro not able to do that, at least
dear governor and state,surround those
Romish institutions with such diffi-
culties that at least a few of the non-
practical Catholics will object to their
support at their private expense, and
then wo will have Catholic children
under our influence. Moreover ba
cautious, Henceforth call our dear ins-
titutions*Public non-3ectarian schools.’
The name you know goes for every-
thing at o distance, and that name
will sound effectively in Ontario and
across the waters. Some of us will
gend our declaration to the privy
council and it will have an important
effect on the decision. Thename will
do our work and wo shall have our
Protestant schools exactly as we bad
them.”

How well tlus stated the position
appears from the fact that now when
there is some likelihood of the present
modicum of religious instruction being
disponsed with aund the Manitoba
Schools being made what the Govern-
men? claims thoy are.purely secular,tho
Anglican Archbishop of Rupert’s Land
writes, according to the Mail, to the
Church Congress at St. John, N.B.
A strong protest against secularization
on the ground that it will give usin
the future n population devoid of re-
spect for religious things. In the
Presbyterian Synod of Manitoba also
notice has been given of this motion.
“ That the synod deems it soasonable
and important to affirm 1its satisiaction
with the fact that an unsectarian sys-
tem of education has been instituted
in the Province of Manitobs, and that
tho synod would deprecate any change

in tho system of education which
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would forbid the use of the Scriptaro
o4 tho opening or closmg of tho
sohioolg when the trustees s> dosire.’

Bo long as the state of affairs mot
their own viows, thoy could seo no
grievanco open tr the Catholics. But
once then own ideas of propriety aro
interfered with thero 18 u difforont
kird of story to tell.

If tho Government persist in their
dotormination to maketho schools alto.
gother secular, thore isn possibility that
tho real convictions of the Protestanta
will bo brought into the conflict and
thero may yot be hope that the rejec-
tion of such n measure by tho people
will lead to a reconstruction on the
old and only fair basis, scoured it is to
bo hoped by enuctiments less suscopti-
blo of evasion than the Manitobn Act
of 1870,

The Retort Courteous.

The outspoken strictures mado by
Cardinal Vaughan upon the clamms of
the Anglican Lpiscopate have given
riso to several very protty rows, but
for downright petulance the Arch-
bishop of York has distanced all com-
petitors. Theappended correspondence
will explain :

Risnt Resvereso Sm—Speaking at
o meeting at York on behulf of the
Society for the Propagation of the
Gospel, you are reported, according to
the Daily Telegraph, to have described
Archbishop Vaughan as *an Italian
Cardinal.” I have the honor of filling
the post of chaplain to the Vaughan
fanmly, and I herewith avail myself of
the liberty of reminding you that your
statement is not trne. Cardinal
Vaughan is an Eoglishmen, and a
member of one of our oldest English
famulies. 1t cannot be that you were
ignorant of the nationality of Cardinal
Vaughan.

If you consider that your language
can escape the chargeof misrepresenta
tion bacause Archbishop Vaughan isa
Cardinal of the Holy Roman Church,
allow me to remind you, further, that
this very title, before the event mis.
called the * Reformation’ took place,
was given to Archbishopof Canterbury.
I can scarcely suppose that anyone
would be so silly as to deseribe Arch-
bishop Langton as an *¢ Italian Cardi-
nal” because he is called, in the
preamable to Magna Charta ¢ Cardinal
of the Holy Romen Church, Arch
bishop of Canteiuury.” Are the
Primates of France, Spain, or Austria
to bo called ** Itatian Cardinals™ be-
cause the Holy See has honored them
with the Roman purple? Finally, let
me remind you that every Prelate who
occupied the See of York, down to
Nicholas Heath, the last /legitimate
Archbishop, derived his jurisdiction
from the See of Rome. Were they all
Italinns ?

One has a right to expect that o
person who occupies an official posi-
tioo in the State Church should not
give expression to utterly baseless
statements such as you are reported

Nover-
tholeas those whio boheld with adnmira
tion his gollant responso to the call of
the Irish purty can ecarcely rofrain
from tho hopo that ho will remain
until tho object for which he gave up
so much of the joys of lifo has been
attained, a timo which, there is overy
roason to hopo and to think, will not
be long delayed.

Editorial Notes.

‘There died o fow weoks ngo in Paris
tho widow of a man whose name will
over bo held in regard by Catholics,
This was Madame Ozanam, the widow
of the founder of tho Society of St.
Vincent . 0 Paul.  \When Archbishop
Irvland was in Paris some time ago in
tho course of an nddresz he recommend-
ed Frederick Ozsvam as the model
Catholic layman. Next morning he
wos called upon by cn elderly lady
who, to his surpnise, thanked him for
hig tribute to her husband. Ozanam
died in 1853.

Siguor Crispi has a prospect of bad
times ahead. It seems likely that ho
will soon be replaced by Signor Zan-
ardolly, who was elected premier two
years ago. He now beads o strong
party formed for the purpose of defeat-
ing their old friend and chief, Signor
Crispi.  Of late Crispi hss been acting
a8 a dictator and has susponded the
National Constitution in several pro-
vinces, When tho legislature meetsin
a fow wocks be will have to answer
for his temerity.

Another of the pet traditions of
anti-Catholics is likely to soon crumble
into nothingness. There has been
a statement looked upon as of almost
scriptural veracity that the Jesuits
were the heurt and soul of the Guy
Fawkes plot. Father Gerard, S.J.,
has just published an address contain-
ing the result of bis investigations on
thesuhject. Theyareof anaturesuchas
should foreverdispel thobigoted charge.
Father Gerard sums up his remarks by
pointing out that the plot was the
doing of a handful of desperate meo ,
that it admirably served the purpose
of the Minister who made the utmost
use of the circumstances, and did not
hegitate to indulgoe in every specics of
fraud in order to incriminate men
utterly ionocent of the crime, who
have been held guilty ever since hy
Proteatant tradition.

Two roligious, Sister Mario Zelie
d’Erunont and Sister Justine de Beau-
wont, recently were awarded by the
Societe Fraternelle des Sauveteurs of
the Seine-et-Oise medals for saving
life.

THE KNOW NOTHINGS.
Remtolscences of the American Move-
ment of Ity Years Ago.

The Lilc uof Jates Campbell.

"ho Ameriean Catholic Hustorical
Society of Puiladelplis, in the current
number of their * Records” publish an
aczount of the life of tun late Juwes
Cawpbell, somettme o Judge, and 1 ost-
master General of the United States
in the adunuistration of President
Frauklin Picrce.

Lautel Dougherty once made tho
remurk that it was his early amintion
to be elected Senator from Pennslvanis,
bLut that as he became famuiar with
tho ways of the poluiciaus he came to
tho conclusion that one could not at
tain to such a po-ition and staud well
with his self respect.  Judge Camphbell
took the wmoire militnt view that a
man could remain secure in bis owa
estiuation under whatever stress of
circumstauces, and while his worldly
successes proved that pubtic honors were
not to e denied even to 3 Catholic,
the uniform good opinion in which he
was heid by all with. whom came in
contact showed that it was not neces
sary for hum to sacrifice his personai
honor 1n order to ubtain public promi
neuce.

He was born in Philadelphia Svp-
tember 1st, 1812 and died in thst city
Jaouary 27th, 1898 At twenty oue
he was admitted to the bar He was
but little past twenty-nine when he
received an appointment as Judge of
the Court of Common Pleas taking his
seat with judges vastly older than hiva
gelf, and wmmedistely began to make
a record for himeelf as a worthy
coadjurar 10 his seniors, one of whom,
Judge King i3 described as oue of the
ablest, most learned and scholarly of
men. This appeintment was due to
his participation in the political life of
the state.  P'resident Harrison, ¢ Tip-
pecanor,” as he was called, srandfather
of ex-president Benjamin Harrison, had
died in 1541, aud was succeeded by
the vice-presudent, John Tsler, of
Virginia. Thougzhb still under thirty,
Catmplell was awready one of the leaders
of his partv in Poiladelphia, and had
attached himseli to the iuterest of
Tyler. In the calinet reconstruction
following the death of Harrison, Tyler
saw in Campbell a shrewd young
leader. Constquently, when a vacancy
occurred in the Court of Common
Picas, Governor Porter called Camp-
bell to the position.

Jo 1544 the wave of Native Ameri-
canism, known as the Know Nothing
movemernt, which was bitterly hostile
to all of foreign Lirth, but especially
Irish Catholics, and through them

Catholica generally, s=ept over the

continent and tae crusasde of bigotry
spared nothing, respected noone. Judge
Campbell threw himself into the
controversy and organizad the Catholic
voting forces. To such a degree did
he arouse the enmity of the rioters that
s mob attacked his own bousc and his
lifc might have paid forfeit for his
courrge, had not one of the chiefs of
the Know Nothings, a man with whom
Campbell had been on terms of the
most intimate frendship since boy-
hood, 8 man of great size, invinable
conrage, aund dauntess and impressive
bearing rushed fiererly 10 the rescue
and by skeer personal resolution over-
awcd the rioters.

In 1851 the newlaw was passed which
which made the jidges of cour? electire
rather than apprintive.  Jedge Camp-
bhell was ches n to hrad the ticke? of
his party. When the c'otion came
on it was found that all exeep himseli
were clrcted by mnjorities of about
twelve thousand, whiie he, thr head of
tae tickrt wasin a minorityof more than

three thousand.  This resalt was dae, ;

purely and amply to the fact that
James Camplhell was a ('atholic.

That his Catholic sopporters felt
bitter about this desertion on the pert

of thair party frionds goes without say-
ing. Jut their turn wos to come.

The election for Governor camo on
in 1651, The assistance of Campholl
wag cssentinl to the success of the
party which had deserted i, Wisely
he gave that assistance. lmmediately
after the election ho was rowarded by
helng appointed Attorney General of
Penusylvania. Tais position he held
until in 1853 he was called to the
cabinet of President Piercs as Post
mater Uenoral of the United States,
This position was tendered to him by
Fierce at the solicitation of W. M.
Hirst, a leading lawyer and chairman
of the Democratic Committee, who
well knew the importance of Cawp-
Lell's gervice to tho party in Penn
sylvania which was then the pivotal
atate. This appointment opened the
flooodgates of Know Nothing wrath.
Gav. 2zt filled the cars of earer listeners
with iwaginative fabrications. Bat
President Pierce held to his decision.

Campbell introduced the registry
system, stamnped envelopes, perforated
stamps, began the movement for low
rates of postaz~ aud heroically opposed
all usbusinesslike contracta

One of his associates in the cabinet
wus Jeffereon Davis, afterwards Presi-
dent of the Confederate Siates, but
then Secretary of War. Davis was at
that time a very handsome aund a very
brilliant man ; his versatility was al.
ways a surprise. le had a knowledge
of military afluirs excerded by few
tucticians of the time. He could dis
cuss medicine with readiness aud ac-
curacy, aud his powers of oratory were
such as to command the sdmiration of
the most competent judges. Long
afterwards there wae s conversation
between Davis and Campbell the ac
count of which is worth reproducing.
It was just before Lincoln’s election to
the Presidency.  Davis was on his way
south. He had an idea that the
Democrats <ould carry Pennsylvania,

**1 told biwm, that Lincoln would
carry Pennsylvania and be the next
President. e was dumbfounded.
Buat be said he bad never known me
to be deceived, and believed what 1
satd.”

‘1 don't thiok I shall ever forget
the scene.  Davis sat on the sofa and
listened to me gravely and intently.
After I hud mentioned the Lincoln
matter, [ waited to sve what effect it
would have upon him, but he said not
a word. Then I continued :

** If you permit Mr. Lincoln to serve
out his term, 1 pledge my life that his
successor will ka2 a Democrat. A
severe strogglo was going on in his
mind. After a few moment's study he
rose and paced the floor in an excited
manner. * Campbell, I love the oM
Union !" bo broke out ; my father bled
for it, but my God ! you cannot con-
ceive the amount of fecling that exists
in our section at the prezent time.
Ualess you come among our peoplo in
theScath, vou cannot begin to cstimate
the bitterness of ferling that has al-
ready been engendered—a feeling that
will inzrease and grow in bitterness in
the cvent of Lincola's election.””

The man who could come iato such
honors as fcll to Judge Camphell in
times when the present venerable Arch-
bishop Kenrick, then Bishop of Phila-
drlphis was obliged to seck personsl
protection, and still maintain  his
reputation as an active and devoted
Catholic, was cast in no commod
mould. Whenhe passed away, so high
was the catimation in which he was
held, and such the splendor of his ex.
ample that Hishop O'Hama felt con-
strained to rej et the exprersed wish
of the dreeased that there should bo ne
srrmon, in order to point out the merit
of hia life and to recommend his works
as a Christian example.
