MISSIONS OF INDIA.

VICARIATE APOSTOLIC OF PONDi—
CHERRY.

Ezxiract of a letter from Father Louis
Sainl-Cyr, Jesuit, Missionary, fo a
Father of the same Society.

Trichinopoly, 1841~

¢ REVEREND IATBER,

“That paternal Providence, which
watched over us during the course of
our passagc, seemed to be still more
attentive to guide our first steps in India
as you will see in the selection which
it made of the companion of our jour-
neys. This companion acted, at the
same time, as our provider and interpre-
ter ; in the morning he was the first to
rise ; he arranged every thing for setting
out, urged or retarded the caravan,
according to circumstances and to the!

~

localities, and preceded us, in order to
have every thiug in readiness:at the
stations where we were to pass ‘the
night. Now, this charitable guide was’
Dr. Bonnand himself, the Vizar Aposto:
lic of Pondicherry, who, in some.mannet:
forgetting his dignity and his age,
thought he could never do enough fors
four poor rehvzous, v.ho, under his
guidance, were going to labour for the
salvation of souls. At other times, I
have seen him preach as an ordinary
Missionary, hear the confessions of the
humblest of the Parias, and make him-
self all to all, to gain every one tofesus
Christ. What a lesson has he not given
‘us! What an odour of virtue he has*
left amongst us!

« Accordmely as we advanced mto
the heart of India, we perceived that we
were more and more in the bosom -of.
the empire of darkness. But the sight'
of those monstrous divinities, of those:
thousands of pagodas and armies -of
Brahmins, far from discouraging us,
filled us with a hely ardour, "with 2
strong desire to combat with the cross
all the powers of hell. Among other
incidents in our travelling, I remember
that oné evening, near Béngala, where
we had stopped to pass the night, as I
was occupied making a short meditation,
the sound of some unknown musical in-
strument sruck my ear. Urged by 2
feeling of cutiosity, I dxrected Iy steps
towards the place whence issued this, to
me, strange music : I soon discovereds
in the midst of thick trees, an immenge
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pagoda. The-door,-which, was'of~ a
agnificent architecture, butiunlike any
.thing in Furope, led to an interior
- eourt, in which around a deep pond,
there was an enclosure of portices and
‘colonnades. On one side, . under’'a
Turkish pavilion, there was a black al-
tar, often moistened with sacrilegious
libations. At the end of the coumt,
- whither T had the boldness to ‘advance,
J-perceived a place under ground, black
*and smoking, in which, in the midst of
sm frightful darkness, some gloomy lamnps
.were burning. A fetid-odour exhaled
;from. ihiseavern of death; and it was
petformed;before a monstrous idol;that
harborous music, which had drawn miy
sattention.: It was,[ believe, the: hour
-of  sacrifice: A Brahmin came to- me,
=and'invited me, with sigps, to advance
Jorther; but what I saw, and what I
heard, were far from inspiring me with
.eonfidence—an involuntary fear made
me retrace my steps.. I retired silent
and thoughtful, praying for the poor
:2-blind creatures who come to this place
-of horror to adore the demon.

“ Having arrived at Trichinopolely,
we assisted ai the solemn benedietion
of the church which Father Garnier
has built for this congregation. This
church has been raised, like so many

- others, with the funds granted to the
‘Mission, by the Society for the propa-
gation of the Faith. You expeet, no
‘doubt, some details on the ceremony of
ecousecration. Well, on St. Peter’s
day the toll of a tolerably sized bell
announced, early in the morning, the
feast which we were going to celebrate.
An immense concourse had gathered
from all parts of India ; ten foreign or
native Priests had assembied about the
Vicar Apostolic. 'When the church
was thrown open to the public, near
fopr thousand persons found yoom in

it, whiist a jruch greater number were
obliged to remain uder tents ereefed
at the porch of the temple. _Idolators
and- heretics showed ihe greatest an-
xigty to be present-at a sight so novel
for them, and vonsoling for us. The
next day a solemn mass was celebrated
for all the living mewbers of the Pro-
pagation of the Faith Society ; and, on
tke firgt of July, we had a funeral ser-
vice for all the deceased members of
the Assqgeiation. I8 it not just that it

shiould. be so, in a mission supported

by the aid of ithis admirable Associa-
tion, in-the sanctuary which its alms
had just raised as an asylum and for-
tress fer the Catholic Faith? The
moral impression produced by this ce-
remony, has been such as we asked of
God it might be; and never, never,
shall our Christians cease to remember
it. Those who came from a distance
to witness it, went away, carrying into
their own couairy the admiration with
which they were filled. From® Krichan
to Cape Comorin, they speak with en-
thusiasm of the chureh of Trichinopoly,
This congregation, which lately threa-
tened falling info schism, and drawing
after it all the people between Dindigul
apd Tanjaour, is now full of life and
Catholicity, and will be henceforth
their model acd support. Let us then
thank the Lord, that be has been
pleased to permit that we should raise
to him, in this idolatrons country, in
the midst of the thousand pagodas
which surround us, a temple so fine a8
to excite the admiration of the Indians,
and ip which which we can celebrafe
those feasts whose grandeur renders
still more venerable the mysterieg of
the true religion. ‘

¢« Of all the conversions which take
place before us not ene has been the
result of religious discussions, and ne-
ver has a missionary had less right
to boast of the good he bas dune a-
mongst the idolators.  If we have, for
example, to prove the unity of God, we
bave no need to recur to the reasoning
of St. Thomas. How many Masfers,
we say, are there in a house 2—One
only.—And you will have it that there
are several Gods in the world! Such
are the arguments which we require.

¢ Although among the Indians there
are some who are not destitute of inge-
nuity, soundness of reason, and strength
of mind, it may, however, be said, that
these qualities do not farm part of the
general character of the nation:  The
Indians are o people, notwithstanding
their boasted aneientness, who have
not as yet left the infancy of civiliza-
tion. ~ They are simple, docile to ex-
cess, litile susceptible of delicate im-
pressions ; but on the other hand, what-
ever, is capable of exciling the sen-
ses, of producing strong, sudden emo-
tions, is quite to their taste. One of
our Fathers said in one of his letters,
that the peasants of Europe are contem-
plative in comparison with the Indians.
The expression, and the term of com-
parisen, appear to me very just; for,
in Europe, a peasant, however unedu-
cated he may be, does not-think it ne-
cessary that he should ery out a great
deal in%rdér tiat*God:i way hear an a-
greeable prayer. If he knows how to

more frequently, they all sing together.

When they eome to particular words

which certainly appear to them affecting,

they set in.motion, at once, all the big”
and little bells. If, by aceident, the

persons whose duty it is to ring them,

are forgetful, or distracted, they ery out

from all sides, * The bell, the bell,

ring the bell ™ It is all over with

prayer if the bell does not ring. Thus

in a ehurch manual for the use of the

Indians, there might in several places

be written in the form of a rnbrie,

“ Here the instruments play and the

bells rivg.” Besides the drums and

symbels they have usually in the

church a great number of bells, weigh-

ing from one to four pounds each.—

They, moreover, when their means

allow it, place an immense beli, not as

in Europe, cutside the church, where,

the sound would be lost without exeit- ,
ing their ears, but in the temple itself.
Aund all these must be put in motion, at
the same instant, during prayer. On
the ordipary days the music is less
complicated : an Indian gives the sig-
nal for Mass with a piece of metal, that
nearly resembles int form a plate. This
plate is pierced with a small hole,
through which a cord is passed, which
serves to suspend it from one hand,
whilst it is struck with the other by a
mallet. If one did not see this instiu~ .
ment, ope would suppose that it was a
bell of four hundred pounds weight.

. “In-other countries we do not like
to see mothers ¢arrying their ir.fants-in+
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to the church, because these innocent
little creatures would disturb the di-
vine office by their cries. Scc how!
different cre the ileas in Madura.—
Here a woman would not presume to'!
go 10 Mass without being surrounded!
or loaded with her young t.nmh ; if she
has none, she will borrow a child from
her more fertunate neighbour. 1leave
Jou to imagine what sart of musie the
children alone make ; and add to their
cries the sound of the bells and instru-
ments of which I have already spoken,
and yvou will have an idea of wha! we
have to listen to on Sundays and holy-
days. A Europeon car 9h0\\ ever little
refined, cannot enjoy it ; but for the In-
dians, it is the perfecnon of taste. The
prayer, say they, ¢ which is accompani-
ed by tumuilt, cannet fail, to be agree-
able to the Lord,” whem they suppose,
like themselves, a great lover of uoise.
At bottom, might it not be easy to dis-
tinguish a fine feeling and a very affect-
ing opinion conccaled under this-rude
devotion 7 They may perhaps think,
that those innceent voices, which are
strangers to all the corruptions of the
earth, dispose the hcart of God to hear

more favourable the supplications of|

their sinful parents.

¢ Persons are sometimes astonished
that a handful of Europeans can hold in
subjection milli~. nc of people. The so-
lution of this pre~lem is casily found in
what I have stated. A flock of sheep
witl sooner revolt against their shepherd
than the Indians against their mo sters.
They are so accxs\omed to bear, from

almost immemorial time, the yoke of:

other nations, that it appears to them
quite natural. It
strange that men, born at four or five
leagues’ dxxtance trom their country,
‘ihuuld come to demand of them obedi- .
ence and tiibute.

T ought also to mention another fea-

ture in the character of this pecople,
namely, their tendency to superstition.
I would only have, in order to justify
5th1= reproach, to place belfore you the
!hidcous pnctute of the ohjeets of their
Pworship ; but I do not think it neceessa-
Iry to enter iuto this detail.  Let it suf-
fice io say, that vou ean have read
Inothing wore ridiculous and absurd in
the mythology of the anciems, than
what is found in the practices and fa-
bles, invented hy the Brahmins, to sa-
tisfy the blind instinet which draws the
Indians towards the grossest idolatry.
They are not content with the multi-
tude of pagodas scattercd everywhere
around them ; a great number of them
raise, also opposite their houscs mounds
of earth in the form of a cone from
three to six feet high: into this heap,
they endeavour, by certain ceremonies,
to make the demon enter, and there of-
fer him their religious homage. 8 me-
times they decorate this dried mud with
garlands of flowers, or pour upon it oil
by way cf libation. Woe to any person
if, by aceident, he injures this ridicu-
lous altar ! Ilc will be brought before
Lthe tribunals, and the juiges will not
fail to condexin him as guiliy of having
saerilegiously viclated an objeet of In-
dian worship.
¢« The pagodes and sacred mounds,
which I have mentioncd, although end-
lessly muliiplied, are still not sufficient
for the superstition of the people. They
must have always before their eyes,
and about their persons, some object of
worship, seme token of their scnseless
devotion.  And what is this venerated
talisman, without which a pagan would
not dare to leave his house > I would
'»that vou should never imagine it. It
tis—forgive me the expression—cow-
dunz.  Yes: every day the first thing
'. which an idolutor on his waking
“in the morning, is to 1ub with it his

(10( =,
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face, breast and arms.  Thus pefumed,
he turns towards the ecast and adores
the sun.  He then struts abouat, marked
on his forehead with this revered im-
pression, and appears os proud of this
singular wdoreing as a beau would be |
of displuying his brilliant attive.  Such
s the state of the tumense majority of
the Iudian people. 1 cannoi bring
mysel! to repeat other details still mote
humilisting for our poor humanity.

“The pagans have also lucky and
unlucky dayvs. Henee, onc cannot,
without running the risk of great dan-
ger, or at least misearrying in one's
undertakings, go toward the north on
Mondays or Saturdays, fo the west on
Tuesdays or Wednesdays, to the south
on Thursdays. or to the ecast on Fridays
and Sundays. They are accustomed,
and for them it is necessary, to rub
themselves once a week, at least with
o1l ; but they mast wuke care not to do
so inditferently o1 any day ; the im-
prudent person who would oil himself:
on a Tuesday,or Fiiday, would exposc
himself to a fever, or some other gieat
malady ; to do so on Thursday or Sun-
day, he would run the risk of losing
his mind and heauty.

The descen-
Jants of the ancient native priuces are
now only honorable scrvants or pen-
sioncrs of the Inglish, possessing no
other privilege than that of receiving
the cmpty incense of the Brahmins,
who deify and place them amongst the
sovereigns of the celestial empirce ; they
who konow not how to govern their
states upon carth. I have seen in a
eity, which was formerly considerable,
ene of those slaves to whom “reat
Britain has left the title of king. When
[ visited him, he was gravely occupied
with throwing, like an infant, into the
air, little paper stars.  Ten pouads,
which he receives monthly, enables
him to inaimnain his court. He has,
nrvertheless, the pueriie consolation of
styling himself Emperor of Mogul, and
of calling the Governor General of In-
dia his first servant, without whose
permission he cannot even quit his et-
Now a common serjeant, aye,
the cook of an English official; makes
the haughtiest Indian tremble, and sub-
dues the insolence of those nunerous
Moors, who had themselves triumphed
over so many sovercigns of India.
With the aid of some European regi
ments, and some regions principally
eomposed of Mussulmaas, theCompany
is able to keep in peace and subjection
this vast population, which is so divid-
ed by languages, usages, and ecastes.
A single foreign magistrate governs
distriets . 1u~1 « our ancient dukedemns
of France.

¢ Immediately after my arrival, T was
sent into the interior of the country, to

ook after the scattercd sheep of this mis-

sion.  As 1 had to visit sixty-two villa-

' ges, dispersed over an areaof from thir-

ty to forty feagues, 1 was emploved for
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three years in discharging ihis ministry;
celebrating at times the holy mysteries
in a cabin or in a stable ; for there is
not a dozen of churches for all these
congregations.  Alaz! that I should
have reason to water with my tears il.e
way which I passed, since 1 met ouly
the dead and dying, and unburied corp-
ses that obstructed the ways and in-
fected the neighbourhood of the villa-
ges and cities. Faminc, the cholera,
and all the calamities chat follow in their
train, had ravaged, dispersed, and re-
duced, by more than cne-lalf, my un-
bappy flock. After a ttree years so-
journ in this afflicted country, where |
baptised scme hundreds of pagan chil-
dren, expiring upon the corpses of their
mothérs, I was recalled to take the
place of bne of my young colleagues,
who was cut down in the flower of his
age, after cighteen months’ labour.

“1 was thereupon sent to the west,
to a hundred and thirty leagues west of
Pondicherry, into the kingdom of My-
sore. But I did not go direct to my
destination : I was obliged to make a
round of more than thirty leagues thro’
forests and over frightful mountains, in
order to carry the succours of religion
to some congregations of poor Chris-
tians, who live in these woods in the
nidst of idolatry. A circuit of four
wonths’ duration brought me to Serin-
gapatan, where 1 commenced to labour;
but what a task! A new people, and
consequently a new language to be
learped. God aided me in my weak-
ness, and this third language has come,
together with English, to locate itself
in the obscurc reireats of my memory.
Such is the field where, in union with a

colleague, in whom God gave me the:
kindest friend, I labour since 1837.-—.

Both of us bore with joy the burden of
the das, during which we scattered the

seed of Faith in these vast asserts; but
God deprived me two years after, of
this consclation : other necessities cal-
led this ¢ »mpanion to our labours, and
I, feeble und alone, remained charged
with all the cares of the mission, of
whick I shall give you an idea.—You
are a Parish Priest, and so am I; but
my parish contains 22 churches, scat-
tered over a surface of seventy-three
leagues in length, by twelve in breadth,
separated rom cach other by distances
that occupy two or three days in tra-
velling them. The Mysore is one of
the most extensive and richest king-
doms of the peninsula. Protected on
the east by a long chain of wmountains,
it is also erossed in the interior by ano-
ther chain, covered with forests, which
are the retreat of tigers. 'To the west
are the Gauts, lofty mountains, which
divide India from north to south, and
serve as_a slelter for clephants. In
the ncighbourhood of three or four of
my churches, they are met in troops of
from twenty to forty: they come at.
night to devour ke harvest of the far-
n.er, who mounts into the trees, and
with the help of the sling, or lighted
wisps of straw, drives away the royal
robber—the clephant is here called
king or god.  On the south there is also
a barrier of mountains; so that this
kingdom isonly open at the norfa to
the incursions of the enemy, Itisthen
through the midst of these woods, in
defiles and across numerous rivers,
among the retreats of the tiger and ele-
phant, that [ am obliged to visit my poor
flock, and to go to break the bread of
the word and to feed their souls, after
a spiritual hunger of a vear, and some-
times of eighteen months’ duration ; for
noiwithstanding my uninterrupted tra.

"velling, it happens that I cannot return
to the same place in the course of the
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year. Immnediately on my arrivaj in a
village, 1 am obliged to examine and
decide the lawsuits, io catechise the
rich and poor, to baptize the children
and adults, to bless the marriages, to
hear confessions and to give the holy
communion to the poor neophytes, who
comply with the paschal precept at
Christmas or All Saints. [ have also
to build and repair churches ; for we are
likewise master-masons : in fine; {0 sct
out again with ail speed, and hasten to
another viilage, leaving to themselves
these unhappy Christatns. 8uch is my
life ; always beginning anew, without
ever finding repose.

.lu\i;éﬁi%f the College of Maynooth, where his
amiable disposition and generai good conduct ob-
tained Yor #im the goodwill and esteem of all the
crofesvors, ¥nd the sincere respect and cordizl
attachriient of all his fellcw-students. He is even
10 this day honoured with the intimate friendship
of some of the brightest gems of the Irish hierar-
chy. About twenty years ago his services were
oblained for this mission, {rom his then saperior,
Dr. Kelly the late Bishop of Waterford, at the
apraest entreafy of the late Right Rev. Dr. Pense
wick, whtw esteem for Mr, Hearne, remained
ungbafed to the end of his life.

If any
man’s work hurn, he shall suffer loss; but he
himeelf shall he saved, yet so as by fire.”” Shall
Christinns neglect that sacred duty of proying
for the dead, which was always observed by
the Jews of 6ld, and which is faithfully prac-
tised by their descendants to the present day ?
«The most valinnt Judas Maccabeus, making a
gathering, sent {welve thousand drachms of |
silver to Jerusalem for satnifice to be offered
for the sins of the dead, thinking well and reli-
giously concerning ine resurrecuon. It s}
therefore a holy aud wholesome thought to |
pray for the dead that they roay be loosed
from their sins™ (2 Maceal. au, 42, 43, 46.)

We shall rewrn to this subject. We must
conclude for the present hy congratilating the
Chatholics of Halifax on the spiritual progress
that is every day :naking amongst us. Alore
than 280 persons have niready joined the Pur-
gatoran Sociaty, although but a few days in ex-
istence.
