Some
vears since the energetic secretary of the Booksellers’ Association
worked very hard to get up a District Association for Toronto and
by dint of perseverance met with partial success, but in the course
of his work he was constantly met by the remarks, *Oh, we don't
need one in Toronto,” **Toronto 1s all right, an association may be
needed by the outside towns, but not by Toronto.” “The members
of the trade 1n Toronto arc too sensible wmdiidually to require the
bonds of an association to keep them in the right track.™ And when
they were told how such District Associations throughout Canada
were doing great good by creating a friendly feeling in the trade
and breaking up and preventing cutting on prices, Toronto dealers
felt that they at any rate were safe and that they had no Ishmaelites
in their ranks.

Now, it is all changed. A *bad man,” a * cutter from Cutter-
ville,” has appeared 10 their midst and terror reigns in the land. A
general dealer made up his mind that he wanted a *“leader” and
that school books at cost would be just the thing and Aine e
lachryme, What wias 10 be done? The store, located on Yonge
Street & prominent position, was, and is pushing the “leader,”
the public, quite ready to buy <heap goods is rushing at the bait, the
schools just opening create the demand.  Of course the trade felt
the check immediately.  One prominent retailer interviewed Copp,
Clark & Co., and W, J. Gage & Co., and asked for their assistance.
Representatives of these houses agreed to interview the troublesome
cutter.

Some retaulers demand that the wholesale trade shall not supply
any dealer who cuts on prices, and they instance the grocery trade
as one in which such @ system is working like a charm, also the
daily papers which make it & rule to refuse to supply cutters.  The
manufacturers and jobbers express a willingness to co-operate, but
find that in the case of public school readers, at any rate, the gov-
crnment has prevented any such salutary armngement by inserting
« dause in their agreement with the publishers, whereby anybody,
d2aler, teacher, parent, or anyone else may go in and demand the
readers at wholesale prices, ~o long as they order in certain limited
quantities.  The clause reads as follows: * And that for the better
securing the retail sale of the said autborized readers at prices not
exceeding those above set forth as the maximum retail prices, the
sard parties of the first, second, and third parts, their executors,
adminstrators, and assigns shall make sale to any pumchaser buying
quantitics of such readers of one dozen and upwards at one time at
prices at least twenty per cent. lower than the said prescribed retail
prices.” *

Governments of all kinds appear to fear greatly the * capitalistic
bookscller,” and try to curh his dangerous chances of making
money.  The postal authorities and the Minister of Education
hedyze round these dangerous moncy makers with the most carefully
worded clauses 10 treaties and agreements.  No skill must be spared
1o avaid the dreadful risk of a combine among the bookscllers; oh,
goodness gracious, the country would not survive it for an hour,
am beginning to feel as if 1 was a dangerous being myself, 1 asso-
ciate so much with booksellers and newsdealers. 1 acknowledge
that a superficial glance will neither reveal their immense wealth or
their dangzerous qualities, but then governments must know. They
would not make such herculanean efforts to keep them down without
they were quite sure of the risk.
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I used to look upon the book agent as a
*bad man " who should be suppressed, or at
least repressed. and [ would not have mur-
mured f speaial legislation had compelled
him to hit lus persistence, or enlarge his
chances of truthful dealing, or cven pre-
vented his selbing my note to an mnocent
third party who could caollect from me by
wourse of law, notwithstanding the frauds
practised upon me by the wily agent. To
an ordimary individual who does not dig too
deep 1nto the wisdom of pohitics, tis bouk
ageat would appear to need more fatherly
care and correction than the iald mannerec
long suffening booksellers, but 1t 1s evid
that the poliician gares below  the smobth
surface and sees the dynamtish aature be
neath,  In like mauner, let the Minister of

TROUBLE IN THE CAMP.

Ararety store Liely estabilished i Tor
onto has been sclling ~schoul bouks to the
public at the same pres that retast book-
sellers buy at, and the e lghhunng tlealers,
whose sales at this tune of the vear are
mamly of such goods, are mdgnant and
secking a remedy.

HOW THE CUTTING BEGAN.
Speaking of the trouble 1 the school-book
trade, a leading wholesale merchant, who
has been takmy an acuve interest an the
cfforts bemg made to remedy the evily sand
to Books axp Norioss: 1 think the cut-
ting commenced m London last scason,
where Mr. Woods, who carries on a fancy
poods store, received a consignment  of
Readers from  his brother 1 Kingston.
Being unable to sell them he offered them at
a reduction of ten per cent. He was anxious
for the booksellers to take the stock off his
hands : but they do not appear 1o have ac-
cepted the offer. Some of them proposed to
take no notice whatever of the reduction,
but the majonty determined to announce a
still further reduction, and immediately books
began to be offered twenty per cent. below
1egular prices. A couple of weeks later Mr.
Woods came down to the snme price.  This
session he supplemented his stock with all
kinds of public schonl books, and offered
them twenty per cent. below the regular
price.  Mr. Woods 1s a partner in the con.
cern here kuown as the American Fair with
Mr. Bentley. which commenced to cut this
fall.  He sells to three or four other stores,
at St. Thomas, Stratford. Guelph and Chat-
ham. Some of these commenced cutting
school-books this fall. In Chatham, how.
ever, no cut was made by the booksellers,
and some of them in that town report havs
iy the largest school-bock trade they have
ever had.  Mr. Woods was seen by a mem
ber of the trade who says he is a fur-minded
man, and is disposed to act fairly, and, 1
believe, there is every likelihood that he will
usc las mtluence 1o bning about restoration
of prices.,

* Mr. Hentley, who 1s the manager of the
Amencan Fair here, also eapressed hunscelf
as favarable to a policy of no cutting in
future. 1 believe that the adoption of a
policy of concithation and good common
sense will bring back old prices agam i a
month or two.  The wholesale trade will do
all in their power to help any such scheme”

FEWER COMPROMISES.

‘The agitation going on amony the retail
and wholesale merchants of Ontario, and for
that matter of the entire Provinee, for the
past year or so against indiscriminate com-
promises has borne more frant than many in
the trade imagine,  Mr. Knox, chairman of
the Merchants® Convention, pointed out this
fact during the discussion on the question.
Three years ago he explained that almost
anyonc could get a compromise. None of
the creditors ever thought of ingring into
he justice of signing a composition.  They
were all glad to get out of the trouble as
quickly as possible.  Now matters were very
different.  Each creditor, before agreeing o
a compromise, generally looked into all the
circumstances. If he found 'hat the applh.
cant had endeavored to do an hionorable and
upright business, and was likely to succeed
if allowed to resume, he was willing to com-
promise. I, on the other hand, it was shown
that he was an habital cutter of prices, and
allowed neither his neighbors or himself to
make u profi, or was not a man who was
likely to succeed, a compromise was generally
refused.  As a result, during the past few
months, a number of such men were driven
out of business, much to the benefit of the
general trade.  The agitation should be kept
up.  Retailers should refuse to deal with
wholesale houses who agreed to compromise
with any but deserving applicants. There
would then be fewer failures and less reckless
cutting done in the retail trade.

BILLS OF SALE.

Mr. George E. Bristol, of Hamilton, sug-
gests an important amendment to the law
relating to bills of sale. At present, when a
merchant wants to defraud his creditors he
goes to a1 moneyed man and explains his
position. He says he wants to sell out his
stock and leave the country. He has $1,000
but offers to sell for, say $300. The moneyed
man jumps at the bargain. The merchant
gets ns money and disappears , the moneyed
man gets his goods, while the creditors get
nothing. This is no imaginary case. These
arc occurning every day.  Mr. Bristol's remedy
15 a very effective one. He proposes that
official notice should be given in the local
papers and in the Canada Gazette before any
sale of goods could legally ake place, and
that no sale could be legally made for fifteen
days after the nouce had been given. Under
such a law if the sale were made the creditors
could take possession of the goods at any
line.

A HINT TO MERCHANTS.

Merchants very often put commercial
travellers to & great Jeal of unnccessary
trouble and cxpense by therr thoughticssness.
They have no desirc to do it, but, withou:
thinking, they do it. A case in point, and it
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is once of frequent occurrence.  Three weeks
ago a traveller called on a retail merchant
n a western town,  He was told by the mer-
«hant that he wanted nothing whatever on
that day, but would give him an order if he
would come back in two weeks,  The travel-
ler made a special trip to the town mentioned,
called on the merchant, but found that the
order had been given a weck Lefore, The
merchant was, of course, very sorry, but
would not give him another order. We are
aclined to think that, in the first instance,
the request to call in a couple of weeks was
mercly another way of telling him he did
not want anything at preseat, but that he
might want something in a couple of weeks,
The traveller in thus keeping his word lost a
great deal of valuable time, besides his
travelling expenses.  H merchants have no
orders to give, let them say so at once and
not hold out false hopes to travellers.

FROM LONDON TO PARIS IN
TWO HOURS.

2l

The wonderful * Water Railway,” as ex.
hibited in Paris, although looking very much
like a flight of fancy, may, if it be found at
all practicable, prove a neck-and-neck com-
petitor with the electric ralway for tigh
speed railways. This extraordinary inven-
tion has a carnage without wheels, shding
upon a grooved iron rml  Water at high
pressure is forced under the slide blocks;
thns rises the carnage shghtly, and distni-
butes itself in a finely divided state under
the block, reducing the friction practically to
nothing, so that the carriage may be moved
by the pressure of the foretinger. High-
pressure water taps, distributed along the
permanent way, are Jirected against the
rack under the carriages, and force the tram
along at a speed, it is alleged, of 8o to 120

mules an hour, and the chairman of the com-
pany owning the invention contemplates a
Journey from Loundon to Paris {when the
channel tunnel is completed) 1 two hours.
High-speed traction is in the air, and various
schemes are atoat o still furcher annihitate
distance, an cssential part of such sehemes
being the use of stationary engines at points
along the lime. ‘The scheme of this kind,
which uses electricity as the propelling force,
has, it appears, already a week or two ago
Leen practically tricd in America, where en
ormous speeds, three or four times that of
our cxpress trains, are mentioned.  While
mechanical difficulties of an appareatly in-
surmountable nature seem .o arise at the
suggestion of such speeds, there are rot
wanting cngineers who believe in the possi
bility of both these undertakings, and great
interest must attach to the experiments,
which may lead to the development of rail-
ways working at speeds almost undreamt of,
cxcept in the scientific romances of the
present day.~—[Electrical Enginecr.

HOW TO INCREASE YOUR
WAGES.

Iovery thinker knows that the man who
would suceeed must do niore worl than he
gets paud for, m every profession and trade.
We take at for granted that the man who will
do anlv $20 worth of work a week because
his sadary i but $20 wall never get more than
$20 a week, for the sauple reason that he has
never shown his employer that he s worth
more.  We tigure it that an employee who
means to suceeed has to do from ten to
twenty per cemt. more work than he gets
actual pav for.

Labour brings its matket value, and is seldom
overpaid, oftencr underpaid. 1t is the eape-
ricnce- -the *know how “--that brings the
money.~ { Philadelphia Ledger.

HOW TO ADVERTISE.

Advertsing s hoth o science and an art,
The science of attiacting the attention of the
public; the art, of Lolding the atiention
after it s attracted.  PPecple are fast learning
these facts, and adve, ustg 1s m consequence
comtamtly bamng elevated to a lugher plane.
The time was, and it wasn't a great many
years either, when it wis possible for a man
to run a busiess successfully wathout adser:
tusing.  Hejust gave st time and let it adver
tise tsell. ‘That isn’t possible now. There
15 too much competition , the world is tiving
too fiast, and money is too uncertain, The
business man of the present day who doesn’t
advertise 1s wsually of small 1 nportance in
the great world of trade.

And vet the successful adve.isers are not
abways those who fill the most :pace in the
newspapers, or who pay out the largest sums
of money in return for that space.  The
scientific advertiser does not, as a vsual thing,
spread his declaration of principles over an
entire page in a newspaper. e takes a
smaller and more modest space, writes his
advertisement in a practical, attractive man-
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ner, stating only facts, and backing them up
with goods that cannot be questioned, and
last, but not least, he changes his advertise-
ment with every issue of the paper. He
tcaches the public to look for somcthing
fresh every day, or every week, as the case
may be, and always tries to provide some-
thing that will be worth looking for.

Another thing that doesn’t pay in adver-
tising is a misrepresentation of facts. The
reading public has become too well informed
in business affairs te be swindled by wild,
improbable offers of several dollars' worth of
goods for seventeen cents, and the man who
wants to gain and hold the respect and pat-
ronage of the public must teachit to rely im-
plicitly upon what he says, whether behind
lus counter or through the newspapers., What
are known as fake advertisements are a de-
lusion and a snare.  Say what you have to
say plainly and forcibly, and above all things,
say what you mean and what you can back
up with honest goods at your store or place
of business.—[Pennsylvania Grocer.

It seems that the day for fleshly novels has
already gone by. The demand for the work
of the Daintries and the Gertrude Athertons
and other disciples of the fleshly school has
practically ceased in leading book stores,
and people are asking for healthicr literature.
The reaction was bound to come, but it has
come somewhat sooner than was expected.
The straight-away fifty-cent Awmerican novel
is selling better than anything clse. A few
years ago the bookstores would have nothing
to do with it, and when published would not
order any from the publisher.  But now the
American novel has taken the place of its
English rival, and the demand for reprints of
English books, which used to be so gencral
and which used te be so profitable to three
or four publishers here, hius almost died out.

The society will be
grateful for any information that will lead to
the arrest and conviction of this frand, and
warns the trade not to il orders unless they
are duly authenticated,

At the annual session of the Olie Retail
Grocers' Association, held at Columbus, O,
M John C. Femmore, of Columbus, Su.
preme Councillor, U, C. T of AL being then
present, in responsc to a demand made on
him by the assemblage to answer the ques-
tion displayed above, delivered the following
pithy. winty, comprehensive speech, which
fortunately we are able to present to our read
ers in its entirety. M. Femmore sad - The
spectacle about to be presented to yous that
of a young man, apparently in his rght nund
and of mature age. attempuing to cluadate
the proposition, * What is a Commercial
Traveller2™ to an audience composed  of
several hundred merchams, A glace at
your deep furroned brows, coupled with a
knowledye upon the part of the speaker that
thosc lines of anguish have been placed there
by the subject of his sketch, a realization of
the fact that the rapdly whitenimg locks,
adorming a goodly number of your heads,
are the direct result of his insidious attacks
upon you, waras me that my position 1~ full
of peril, and makes the difticulties of my
task appear to be almost insurmountable.
Were 1 to tell you the whole truth, this audi-
ence would nise as onc man to rend me ., if
1 prevanicate, the representatives of the press
are i waiting to comey the intelligence to
the two hundred thousand members of my
profession, and annidulation will be my doon.
The common ctiticism upon vne whe con
veys any commodity to a point where there
18 already a vast over production as, that “he
is carrying coals to Newcastle,” but that
would be instpnd in this instance. One who
would attempt 1o furmsh a descnption of a
*drummer ” to an audicnce of retail groccrs
would more closcly resemble an individual
who, having drawn the caputal pnze @ the
Lowsiana lotteny, procceds to urganize hun
sclf intoa syndicate fus the putpuse of iping,
natural gas into the ity of Findley. Ex
Vice-President Colfax was, upon a centamn
occasion, discussing the sulpect of future
punishment with Dr. Foster, a noted dinvne of
the Universal faith.  The doctor was st
ing thathell wasamyth.  Tothis Mr. Colfax
replied with a great deal of carmnestness .
“Theremust be a hell, octor? Itsamalitan
necessity ™ 1t s along this hine of angument
and thought, gentlemen. that 1 shall attempt
to lead you up o a pmint where you will at
teast sympathize with the exhortation, * bear
these Iight afthicttions for a season,” when we
apply it commeraal traellers.

If the sordidity of tempera-
ment ot dyspepsia of ether of them blind
that one to this principle of mutuality, the
parucular one afore-mentioned will, in the
due course of events, find that his mean.
ness is costing him money, and making his
ouwn, as well as the lives of the other two, i
burden, and later on, when he attempts to
realize upon the clause of the unwritten
law of commercial cquity, the other two will
shake their heads and say to bun with no
uncertam accent: * You make me tired.”
Theus as a community of mterests. The
manufacturer or jobber and the retailer
might be termed a pair of Siamese twins,
and the travethng man the ligament which
unites them.  The description of the twins
has been delegated to more  competent
hards : my mission is to diagnose the liga-
ment.  The duties of the salesman are min-
isternal, executive and clerical.  He is envoy
extraordinary and mmster plempotentiary
to about one million of merchants in the
United States.  The simple fact of his being
a diplomat, possessing ability outranking
that of Blaine or Bayard will not suffice. It
i only expected of the first of these gentle-
men that he will be a republican, and of
the sccond, a democrat ; our friend is ex

pected to be both of these, and a prohibi-
tionist as well. When loaded with the re

quisite complement of politics, he has upon
his devoted shoulders the combined weight
cuned by McKinley, of Oluo, Mills of
Texas, and Sam Small, of Georgia, through

a congressman, but whom the unrclenting
hatd of nusfortune had wrested from has
igh estate. down 1o daving a art, back
agan up to the mountain of affluence He

an order thou bestow.” When he accom

THE HOLIDAY NUISANCE.

Eduitor BOOKS AND NOTIONS,

SIR,—{t has always been a matter of
special pnde in the rovince of Ontario that
we are not hampered with constantly recur-
nng holidays, as is our sister province to the

cast of us. Looked at from the clerk’s point
of view, we probably will still be able to urge
the cJaim, but if viewed by a travelling sales-
man, whose aim it is to cover his ground in
the shortest possible time without skipping
any towns or customers in them, it will be
seen that we are very far behind Quebec.
Unless 1 am mistaken, there arc twenty-onc
holidays, uinvit and religious in Quebec, and
on any and all of the remaining 292 weck
days, a traveller can, with few special excep-
tions, do a profituble business. In Ontario,
a traveller who works 222 days never loses
an oppurtunity 1o call upon his customers.
I have not, of course, taken into account
the time taken for vacation or in the house
which will vary according to circumstances.
1t will natorally be asked * Whatis the cause
of this difference*”  Well, the first item is
composcd of fifty-two Saturdays  The trav-
ellers have cducated their customers, their
anployers, themselves, and their fellow trav-
cllers into the idea that nowhere in the
Province on a single Saturday in the whole
year is there a storckeeper who has halfan-
hour to look through a”line of samples.
Saturday is just as great a market day in
the other provinces as it is here, and yet
this custom 1s not known except in Ontario.
Without wishing to compare them in other
ways, I would ask our friends of the Grip-
sack where the difference lies between their
coming hotne to look at their fellow clerks
slaving in the warchouses and the much
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complained of practice of the brawny laborer
who lets his pickaxe drop over his shoulder
at tive o'clock and goes home to watch his
wife scrubbing the floor.  In both cases the
country suffers a great loss through idleness,
The sccond ttem s the Civie Holiday —an
mstitution peculiar to this P'rovince.  Why
the nanmung of tis day should not be in the
hands of the Licutenant-Governor, | can.
not see. All the aties; towns and villages
waould then have one mudsummer dav of rest.
Preparations would be made for . The
opportumties for enjoyment would be greater
and business would be prepared for it. Under
the present system, a traveller cannot pos.
sibly avoid stnking a number of towas dur-
ing August when he 15 compelled to wait a
day or skip to the neat place.

The thard item, consisting of Canivalds,
Fairs and Exlubitions, cannot, | suppose, be
hielped, nor would one try to interfere with
them, being, as they are, the greatest sources
of business education that we have at hand.
The two fiest causes of loss, hawever, are
very scrious ones, and 1 am sure that the
storekeepers would make an effort to remedy
them did they fully appreaate the fact that
they mecan 20 per cent, Jess sales by each
traveller on the same expenses, that there
would be 20 per cent. fewer travellers call on
them, and that in a short time this extra
cxpense would be taken off the cost of their
goods by the wholesalers wha would soon
see that they could afford 1o sell on closer
margins.

If the retatlers have any real objection to
Saturday work 1 have no doubt you will
grant them ample space for their letters,
