A minority report has been publighed
which was sent in to the Marine and
Fisheries Department, Ottawa, by Hon. D.

Had St. Johns becn
burnt in winter, there would have been
gerlous mortality from exposure, aud
suffering by maony thousands thatb
would have appalled the stoutest heart
to think upon. The loss of property is
estimated at over $20,000,000. No
‘choritable gifts can replace such a loss,
por will the insurance on the burnt
buildings do much to restore them,

In the presence of such a catastro-
phe, allusions to polities may seem
like laughter at a funcral. But we ave
satisfied that whatever ill-feeling ex-
igted in Newfoundland against Canada,
will be as utterly destroyed as though
it had been kindling wood in the tor-

rent of flame, Our Island neighbors

cre this know  that we regard them

g one with us in blood, and allegiance
to that central power by which, and
in which, all the dependencies of Greal
Britain ave united.

There is a lesson in the St. Johns
fire that no doubt many of our towns
and cities will take warning from. In
the crisis of peril there was o deficiency
of water. In sight of an ocean a no-
ble city was destroyed, for lack of a
supply of water which in volume would
have been provided by a day’s rain.
Then, besides this clement of rigk, the
with

REVENUE AND EXPENDITURE TAST
YEAR.

The officiol report just issued gives
the revenue for the fiscal year which
ended 30th June last as §35,902,028
and expenditure $31,267,221. This
leaves & surplus of $4,634,807, which
however wilt ht; slightly reduced when
the public aceounts are finally made up.
Last year the revenue up to same date
was $37,680,130 and expenditure $30,-
909,170, leaving a surplus of $6,779,-
960, The remission of sugar duties
was expeeted to reduce the income of
the country by $3,500,000, less about
$1,500,000 which was estimated to be
derived irom additionnl taxes on aleo-
holic beverages and tobacco, leaving a
pet sum of two millions, by which sum
it was calculated‘that this ycar's rec-
venue would be reduced lower than in
1890-91. This two millions taken from
the surplus of lagt year left $4,779,960
as the probable surplus this year; the
actual amount is $4,684,807, a difler-
ence of only $145,158.

But it will be remembered that in
his Budget speach in 1891, Mr, Foster
said in regard to the surplus of that
year, “We have not that sum actually
in pocket,” as there were expenditures
on capital account which ahsorbed the

amount in cxcess of ordinary revenuc

and expenditure, and added $3,170 to
the debt.

Until more detailed returng are pub-
lished it is impossible to say from what
sources the increased revenues have been
derived, nor upon what services the out-
lays have been expended, But the broad
fact that, after throwing off three and
a hall millions of such dutics aslight-
ened the domestic expenditure of every
family in the country, the public rev-
enue has gone several millions ahead
of expenditurc in the past year, indi-
cates that the purchasing power of the
country has been increased in sueh a
high ratio as to have more than com-
pensated for that large reduction in
taxation. That however, is not the
whole explanation of the surplus, for
there has been a reduction placed up-
on capital expenditures to extent of
about one million, reducing them larg-
Iy below the average of the past four
years. Maonifestly the lines of the Ifi-
nance Minister have fallen in pleasant
places, and ke has earned the congratu-
lations of the couniry on the results
of his ndmlnistmtion_, cspeeially in tok-
ing so decided a stand for economy in
capital expenditures, and in u consid-
erable number of other items that have
been pruned down in the past two
years,

This is all the more to Mr. Foster's
credit, beeause a surplus has, in too
many past years, beep regarded as an
all suificient excuse for expenditures
that did not justify themselves. As a
matterof {act, an excess of Income over
the actual needs of the government, s
not altogether desirable. It only
proves that the people have been paying
more taxes than necessary to meet the
requirements of the public service. Last
year they were, most wisely, relleved
of u certain portion of this excess of
taxation over the needs of the country.
We trust the same policy ill b6 ex-
tended so as to bring about an equi-
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librlum between income and expenses.

We have several times urged the de-
sirability of pursuing this poliey in the
direction of reduetions upon articles not
made in Canada which are the raw ma-
terials, wholly or in part, reguired by
certain classes of our manufactures.
Articles for instance, nceded Dby the
boot nnd shoe factorics, which being
burthened with high duties, handieap
our manufncturers In competing with
the country where such goods, being
not 8o weighted, are chcubcr. The gov-
ernment has been fully advised on
these matters, and we believe, is giving
the whole subjeet of the bearing of the
turiff on goods of this closs, ity care-
ful consideration,

Should it be found impolitic to re-
duce the toriff so as Lo Jower the income
of the country to the level of its abso
lute nceds, the IMinance Minister will
have an embarrasSment of riches, of
whieh he will have to relicve himself
by reducing the debt as opportunities
occur, DBut in spite of complaints as
to the amount of the public debt, the
reduction of it out of taxes will not
be so popular, nor indeed so fair, a8 a
remission of such dutics as will relieve
some industries from oppresive fiscal

- burthens, and tend to case the tax im-
ports which farmers and other classes
regard as unduly oppressive,

COMPANY.

The Merehants’ Telephone Company
(Ltd,,) of Montreal, is appealing to the
public for support to enable it to es-
tablish itself as a competitor to the Bell
& TFederal compianies, already existing.
Our citizens who take any interest ab
all in the telephone arce tolerably well
acquainted with the innuguration and
development of the Federal Telephone
Compuuy which was, about aycar ago
bought over by the older company, al-
though the charter of the Wederal for-

culty was readily surmounted by the

bade amalgamation or sale,

direetors’ disposing of thelr shares to
sharcholders in the Bell who thus ob-
tained control and clected themselves
to 1 the vacancies enused by the old
Directors’ retiving, and continued the
Company for different interests.
Lfforts have been made in the mean-
time in more than one quarter to es-
tablish another rival, c\'ld(mttly-b_\' per-
gong unacquainted with the difficulties
which beseb the Federnl, Not theleast
of Lhese was the Inadequaey of capital,
which to those acquainted with the
names of the largest shareholders would
be amatter of surprise, It was oblig-
ed also to reduce the rate of telephones

to thirty-five dollars a year, upon which
e Bell reduced its rate from fiftty to
thirty dollars a year, The Federal with
fts list of influential shareholders,
among whom were such men as Duncan
MelIntyre, W. C. Van Horne, R. B.
Angus, the late John Duncan, ex-Mayor
Grenier, L, J. Trorget and others, found
itgell obliged to go before a leading bank
to borrow suificient to enable it to ex-
tend ite operations,
subseribers on its books was barely suf-
ficient to pay runming expenses. butit

was felt that as soon as the lines could
be extended and more instruments plae-
ed that the business would begin to pay
as promised originally by the promo-
ters.

able with that of any city in the world

of their holdings in the Federal, It re-
mains to be scen what suecess the Mer-
chants Telephone Company may meet
with, but we fear that greater induce-
ments than those offered In the pros-

pectus must be made before the public
will respond sufficiently to make it pay,
or cven to be anything but a burden
on those who put their shoulders to
the wheel,

THE CO-INSURANCE SYSTEM.

Although not yet introduced Into
Canada there is every probability that
ere long the system of co-insurance will
be adopted here by underwriters, This
plan i8 devised for the purpase of in-
troducing an clement of scientiffc re-
lation between the premiums charged
and the risks assumed which at pre-
sent is wholly absent,

It is o universal assumption amongst
underwriters and insurers, that the
rates charged for certain risks are reg-
ulated by some ascertained and estab-
lished rates between such Premiums,
and the amount of average losses that
are expected, and have to be go provid-
ed for. But there {8 a fatal flaw In
such assumptions which works immeas-
urable infustice to insursnce compan-
ies, which is sought to be obviated by
co-insurance.

It 18 assumed that the hazard of loss
ranges equally over the whole amount
covered by each policy, therefore that
it 18 a safc arrangement to charge a
rate for that whole amount based on
such hazard of loss. But this is not
the cage, Take a policy for $5000 on
property worth $5000, it is evident that
the chances of loss vary very widely
between the first thousand, the second
and 8o on to the full amount. It I8
certnin that if a fire breaks out at all
the first thousand will be in great jeo-
pardy, for however prompt the flre
service, there must be a destruction of
property to the whole or larger part
of that figure, by either fire, or by
the means taken to extinguish it and
the remainder.

The risk of a total loss is invariably
far less than the risk of a fen per cent.
loss. Indeed when a fire occurs o cer-
tain percentage of loss is a dead cer-
talnty, whereas a higher percentage is
only a risk. If then an insurance is
effeeted for only that low per centage
of value which must be a total loss
if a fire oceurs, it is manifest that a
thigher premium ought to be charged
thian when the poliey covers o per eent-
age of value which is not certain to
be lost, but which is only put in jeo-
pardy by o fire. A

The prevailing custom may be thus
illustrated. Suppose there are five
houses covered by one policy; onc of
the end dwellings i8 exceptlionally risky
for some reason, and the rest arc safe
in proportion to their distance from the
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one ‘that is dangerous, and which is
certain to be o totallossifa fire breaks
out, while the rest may be easily sav-
ed. Surely it is bad business to place
the same low rate on the house that
is 50 certain to be o total loss In case
of fire, o8 on those that are in far less
danger ? Yet that is practically what
the present system does, it makes no
adequate diserimination between that
portion of the amount insured which is
in extreme peril, and the other portion
which 18 in less danger. )

See how this operates when a small
per centage of the total value of pro-
perty only is insured. A warchouse,
for instance, is worth $100,000, the
owner is a reckless person, he insures
for only $20,000, a fire brenks out, and
the chances are ten to one that the
whole of that sum will be lost by the
underwriting company. His neighbor
fs o wise man, he ingures for $80,000,
a flre breaks out, and only $20,000 is
destroyed. In one case the insurance
company has had the benefit of prem-
fums four times as large as the other
has paid, and is thercfore the better
enabled to meet the loss.

Iy it fair, is 1t reasonable, that com-
panies should charge the same rate for
insuring $20,000 on property worth
$100,000 as for $80,000 on property of
the same class and value? 1Is it not
clear that the smaller the percentage
ingured in proportion to total value,
the greater the risk of a total loss?
Then it i8 also eclear, that the nearcr
the amount insured 1s to the certainty
of total loss, the higher should be the
rate of premium,

We have stated the argument for
some more equitable system that what
now prevalls free from technical lan-
guage, In order that the principle on
which co-insurance is based may be
thoroughly understood by those who
ingure, .

The co-insurance plan is this, in case
. the amount of property destroyed Is
equal to, or exceeds the amount of the
insurance upon it, then the full amount
aof the loss will be paid. It the in-
surance is 80 per cent. of the value of
property then any loss will be paid up
to amount of policy. But, if the
amount of insurance falls below 80 per
cent. of the value, then the insurer can
only claim the amount of any partial
loss up to the per centage the full in-
surance bears to 80 per cent. of the
total value of the property insured.

‘Thus o property worth $50,000,
under the co<nsurance agreement,
should be insured for $40,000. Suppose
however, that the policy is for only
$80,000, A loss occurs of $20,000, now,

as the insurance is only three-fourths
of whatthe co-lnsurance elause calls for,
the underwriting company would only
be liable for that proportion of the
loss. If, however, the losg were total,
that is, if the loss came up to the full
amount insured, then such full amount
wonld be a valid clajim against the in-
surance company. '

This system, it will be seen, is in-
tended to meet the case of those who
insure a low per centage of the value
of thelr properties, calculating on the
risk of loss being far greater on such
low per centage than on higher ones,
and therefore the amount they will re-
celve from an insurance company, in
case of fire, being proportionately
greater than the sum paid for prem-
fums. h

I such o poliey became universal;
if insurers covered sayonly 20 per cent.
of the value of what they insured; the
companies would be compelled to pro-
tect themselves from disaster by a eon-
siderable advance They
might adopt the plan of a graduated
scale of rates, the minimum being for
guch insurance as reached 80 per cent.
on values, and rising in proportion to
the decrease of the amount insured be-
low that percentage.

The co-insurance system is however
less complicated, and wherever adopted
brings home to those who insure the
wisdom and the equity of covering their
property by & pollecy for such an
amount as gives them adequate pro-
tection against a serious loss, and en-
sures to the underwriters such an in-
come as provides a fund for meeting
the costs of their enterprise, and a fair
margin for px-oﬂf,s.'

CITY REAL ESTATE SALES IN JUNE,

The “Real Estate Record” gives the

“total amount of real cstate transfers

in June last in this city as $1,980,475
lagt year’s June sales were $970,875,
The average of each sale this year is
$7,480, last ycar it was $7,526. A
protest is made against the new reg-
istration tax om real estate transiers,
by showing that if it had gone Into
foree in June $33,000 would have becn
paid on less than 300 sales. Certainly
$110 for each purchaser or seller would
have been a somewhat heavy impost,
Houses worth from $5000 to $10,000
are reported as saleable if properly
built—a wise gaving clause, as
houses are very rarely found.
We cannot but think that building
is being pushed ahead too quickly for
the nceds of the city. In two places
distant ten minutes from each other,

such

there are In each about 80 houses, in
all 60, mow vaecant, and dozens more
within a 10 to 15 minutes walk in
other directions. Yet houses of the
same class are being built within sight
of those vacant dwellings, o considera-
ble number of which have never yet had
tenaxts, after being built several years.

It is quite true that not one of those
houses is properly built, but it is
cqually so, that the new ones are hard-
Iy any improvement upon the older
ones,

Some of the hints we gave fn these
columns a few months ago have been
partially adopted, but there is still too
much spent on mere surince work for
display, the domestic comfort of fam-
ilies, their health, and their daily con-
venience being sacrificed for the sake
of making small houses look more sub-
stantial than they really are.

If house hunters are trapped by these
expensive exteriors into renting such
dwellings, they soon find that their van-
ity has to be paid for by perpetual
worry and discomfort. Builders need
to take care or they +will bring about
a collapse like what has oceurréd in
Toronto,

The suburban areas being brought in-
to the market at low prices will cer-
tainly lead to a large amount of house
building as soon as electric cars are
established reaching out to these new
distriets. We urge then caution in
building, and espeeially in ereéting such
4 class of houses as we have referred
to where outside show is wholly out
of proportion to interior attractions,

‘and greatly in contrast to their ae-

commodation, and convenienece,

The prevailing rage for placing front-
ages to houses built on 20 feet front-
ages, to rent from $300 to $400 per
annum, that are ag massive and rugged,
ond as suggestive of a fortress, as o
Norman castle i8 as economically er-
roncous as it is architecturally ludi-
crous, These buildings nced each a
porteullis, draw bLridge, and armed men
on the roof, to be consistent with their
massive stone work, and design. In-
side, however, they are so flimsy that
they fall into bad repair in a year;
the roofs Ieak from the first; each ten-
ant can hear much of what his neigh-
bors are saying, and doing; they have
not a room cqual 1o a family of six
or elght sitting down together to n
meal ; the plaster shells off in patehes;
and the yearly changing of tenants,
and vacancies soon rcducesbthcir eon-
dition, and their net income, so Inr asg
to make them undesirable. What this
city mueh neods 18 a class ol houses
of this class, built well, but with ee-
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vere economy in appearance, and more

“vegard to interior attractloms In ex-

tent of accommodation, with a better
supply of modern domestic conveniences
ond the nccessities of family life,

The pereentage of our total exports
of agricultural products to Britain to
the total fmports of the old land wns
4.75.  Of caltle the percentage was 22,
of cheese 40 ; of peas 83 ; of apples 24.

If we exclude those four articles from
the statement, we find that the propor-
tion of all our olher exports to Brit-
ain bore to the total of all such other
imports as went into Britain, wasx as
$3,837,348 is to $44.0,430,714, which
is only cighty-seven hundredths of one
per cent, Our exports of cercals fell
congiderably below one per cent.; and
butter,
poultry, bacon, hams, were a mere hag-

sueh arvticles as beef, meats,

atelle compared to the ecnormous im-
portations from other countries.

These compnrisons will enable our
producers ‘to grasp an idea as to the
possibilities of Canada in supplying ng-
Innd with food.

It will also enabie those who nre de-
elaring that we could furnish sueh sup-
plies if o Qilferential tariff were im-
poséd by England in our favor, to com-
prehend the vastness of our deficicney
in this respeet at present.  That we
could, at a very early dale, greably
enlarge our agricuttural exporis is cer-

tain, but from a supply of 24 millions
to one of 588 millions, is a far cry.

GOVERN MDNTS AS M ANUI‘AC’I.UR S

The Ontario Government has decid-
ed to establish a binder twine factory
in conneetion with the Central Prison,
fn which the prisoners will be employed
making this article in order to compete
with the “combine.”

Apart from any consideration as to
the poliey of utilising prison labor as o
competitor with free labor, In this In-
stance, as the factory is a wholly new
departure, the question arises as to
how far a government is justilied in
entering into a manufneturing business
in a State prison, save only to give
cmployment to the prisoners.

The binder twine monopoly may be
as objectlonable as is alleged; it arises
from o combination of capitalists who
have 80 combined as to sccurc a pro-
fitable return for their investments, Is
it a legitimate function of government
to employ publlc capital, and a State
institution to compete with such eap-
italists 2 I this is admitted, and if 1t
is granted that the consumers of hinder
twine will reap the benefit of such com-
petition, why shonld not governments
also sbtart manufactories to compete
with other monopolies, monopolies for
instance sueh as are conferred hy pat-
ents, by speeial skill, by all apgrega-
tions of capital?

While we should gladly see our farm-
ers placed in a position to purchase
neelled materinls as cheaply as possi-

* ble, we eannot admit that it is justi-

fiable for o government to step into
the arena of competition in manufae-
turing, with their enormous advanta-
@es over oll private enterprises. A gov-
crnment has unlimited capital, upon
which it need make no proiit, it secures
prison labor at prices which are far be-
low the minimum rate of free labor,
80 that the competition they set up is
no test as to ihe Inirness, or otherwise,
of ‘the prices charged by those with
whom they compete.

The mischief arising from combines
may be all that is urged, but it cannot
compare with that whieh must arise
by a povernmetit entering into manu-
facturing businesses with the intent to
supply goods below the priees  they
could be supplicd for by any private cn-
terprise, The prisoners who will be em-
ployed in making binder twine will have
to be taught this trade. It is one in
which already the supply of skilled 1a-
bor is more than adequate for the de-
mant, so that one result of enlarging
the supply will be to enlarge that sup-

ply in such a way and from suck a
source as must jower the market value
of the free Iabor now available, Is it
wige, is it just for a government to
forece upon the labor market, by artifi-
cial means, whoily outside the opera-
tion of the law of supply and demand,
a large number of crime-tainted work-
men who cannot iind work without dis-
placing the houest men now cugaged
in it, or anxlous for such employment ?
The only hope of keeping men who have
been in the Central Prison, irom contin-
uing a life of law breaking, is to give
them fair chanees of earning an honest
But if they are taught in the
prison a trade for which there is no.
demand, they will he turnéd out under
circumstances most disastrous to their
prospeets, and most dangerous to the
public.

Looking then at this extension of
government manufacturing from  the
various points of view suggested Dby
what is a legitimate enterprise for the
State to undertake, what the interests
of capital may fairly demand, what I8
due to the honest workman, and what
the best interests of prisoners demand,
we submit that turning a State prison
Into a competitor with private enter-
prise, i8 a singularly unfortunate mis-
take,

TORO\TTO AND THE RAILWAYS

At last, after years of ﬁghting and
negotiating, the city of Toronto, the
Grand Trunk Railway and the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway have concluded a
mutual arrangement as to the mat-
ters in dispute between them. 'The {.
P, R. gets a valuable block of water
front land, a good entrance into the
city from the east, a share in a large
new Union Station to be built on the
site of the present one with additions.
The Grand Trunk is satisfied with the
terms by the conditions of which its
whole arrangements on the water front
of the eity arve to be changed, and a
share given it in the new Union Sta-
tion, which will cost $500,000, This
station 18 to be approached by anew
street run parallel to York St., imme-
mediately to the west of the Walker
House, half way to Simcoe street. The
present fronta_ge of approach to the
Union Station will be dispensed +ith,
80 that it ecan be reached without
crogsing the main tracks which has al-
ways been highly objectionable. A new
street is to e also opened on the line
of the rear of the present station. An
approach to the bay is to be built over
the railway tracks, a econvenience which
will be highly appreciated by the cit-
izens of Toronto, and malnly in consid-
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eratlon of Wwhich they voted $300,000 -

towards the settlement just efiected.
The new station with two new streets
giving safe and ready access, will be a
great boon to the travelling publie.
The Grand Trunk will have much great-
er focilities for handling its inereasing
traffie, and rupping its trains to the

east, west and north, far more con-

veniently to the officials and the pub-
lic than is the case at present, indeed
these facilities were becoming p necess-
tty owing to the development of its
business. As the thres partics to the
bargain are satisfied, and the fourth
poarty, the public will be largely ben-
efitted, we may congratulate all up-
on a pleasant termination to this pro-
longed dispute.

THE ANNUAL MOVEMENT TFOR
SHORTER HOURS.

A meeting of merchants and clerks
wag held in this city on the 10th, to
hear an address from Mr. Auge, who is
promoiing a Dbill In the Legislative
Assembly to enforee earlier closing of
atores. To give storekeepers some com-
pensation it is proposed to sanction
later hours on Mondays and-on the
eve of religious festivals,

There are considerations involved in
this movement which are not sufiicient-
ly-weighed by its promoters. It would
be found fmpracticable to enforee a
law forbidding the sale of dry godds,
groceries, &e., after a certain hour in
the evening. Those who abided by the
low would be depleted of business by
less scrupulous competitors. A law
which has mot a moral basis is most
difficult to carry into cifcet, There are
many who would regard a Statute en-
forcing early closing as tyranny they
ought to resist. Resisted it would be
by systematized evasion until the
endctment became a dead letter,

That is one Adiffieulty that is over-
locked. Another is the variety of lo-
cal zustoms

needs, In one place one or two nights

" must be devoted to late customers.

Those nights would not suit other
places, The day for paying wages var-
ies through all those in the week, var-
jes also in different. trodes. Loarge num-
bers of families would find their com-
forts diminish were the wages recelved
by the breadwinner left in his pocket
n‘_ﬂay\ or two until the wife could get
out in the evening to buy necessaries.

Thousands of wives cannot get out
to the stores until the children are
put to bed, To close stores early would
be a serious inconvenience to suth per-

souns.. Then, storckeepers know that

which arise from loeal .

their assistants are not employed sev-
eral hours each day, and they -would
naturally kick against a law compeliing
them to close up when the staff might
be be busy earning their wages.

The religious holidays question could
not he met by keeping open on the
eve of festivals. These days are sel-
dom coincident with wage-paying day,
g0 that provision would be useless, It
fs not desirable to encourage more than
is now done towards the abstinence
of men from work on these feasts. The
custom is sadly out of harmony with
modern habits, and entails frequently
a loss of wages on laborers which they
ean ill afford, as every dollar they can
earn earn is npeéded for their families,
and for ‘contribu‘tions to church uses.
Do the people of Quebee neea more fes-
tivals than their fellows in Ontario or
the United States ? It would be a very
great boon to an industrial community
like ours, were all legal holidays fixed
for obscrvation on the Monday next
after the almanac-date they now fall
apon.

Breaking into a week by a holiday
is an intolerable nuisance in business
places, and is cspeeially so, is indeed
a source of serious loss, in factories
where machinery is employed.

It is somewhat surprising that dur-
ing our hot season the stores ave not
open much carlier and mueh later, with
o siesta in mid-day, as in countries
where no greater heat prevails.

To close all stores early in summer
evenings, when customers are glad to
get an houwr or two for shopping in a
cool time, is not likely to be popular.
Such a law would open hundreds of
side doors tirough which buyers would
flock in. '

Taking a1l these considerations io-
gether we doubt the prudence, and de-
ny the practibillty of compelling all
storekeepers to close up earlier than
they regard needful to keep up their
business in the midst of competitors.

THE PITTSBURG RIOT AND ITS LES-
SONS.

A terrible loss of life at Pittsburg,
Pa., U. &, has been coused by a con-
flict between a body of work people
out on strike from the Cornegie Iron
Works, and a number of men supplied
by a private detective agency sent to
majntain order, ’ and to protect pro
perty.

These men numbered three liundred.
A bod-y '0of troops so large, should be
in command of a superior officer, with
a number of subordinate ones, all ae-
customed to discipline, and hound to

~ of the law Dehind them,—that author-

obg}dlence to a code of military laws.

The men sent to Pittsburg were armed

with Winchester rifles, they were not
organized under responsible and skilled
officers; they had not the authority

ity which has more power over mobs
than even rifles ;—they acted without
any recognition by the civil authorities. ..
In the eye of the law the Plnkerton
force was fust as much & “mob” as the
body with whom they came in con-
ilict,

Even_ the Queen's regulars dare not
fire ui)ou a mob before the Riot Act
was read by o civil magistrate; and
they, invariably, dischorge their first
volley over the heads of the rioters.

Considering the excited condition of
a lorge mass of workmen of aroﬁgh
clags when out on strike, it was a most .
imprudent step to send from Pittsburg -
to Chicago for several hundred armed
‘men to interfere in any way with the
trouble, ,

The State is charged with the main-
tenanee of law and order, that is ite
chief function; to ignore the State by
ealling in unauthorised powers to ad-
minister the laws is nothing less than
to evoke Lynch law fn a wholesale
form, Mr. Carnegic having done thi;s,
upon him rests the responsisility of the
conscquences,

That the strikers ave to blame goes
without saying, for strikes are, with
very rare oxceptions, both ftoolish as
a poliey, and dangerous as regards the
peace, The Pittsburg calamity has
done the trades of the town and dis-
trict a. very serious injury ; commerce
and rioting do not harmonize; where
Winchester rifles are busy, stores are
slack ; towns where three hundred arm-
c¢d men, strangers, are called in to
kecp the peace, are likely to be desert-
ed by all who can get away from the
chance of being hurt,

We may justly feel o proud assurance
that no Canadian clty is in danger of
such a scene as the battle at Pitts-
burg ; first, beecause our people have |
not the anarchic spirit which incites
guch disturbances, nor the distrust of
the constituted authorities which led
to the summoning of 300 armed strang-
ers to do their work; sccond, hecause
in case of any unfortunuate civil trou-
ble, we have a splendidly disciplined
force of citizen soldiers who could sup-
press any riot without shedding blood,
whose very presence, and whose disei-
pline being shared by'sd many engaged
in our industries, assure to a trading
community the quietude dssentlal to
prosperity. ’

Questions of wages are beyond tihe
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power of builets, or bludgeons ; violence
only aggravates a dispute, and not
only renders uan amieable, reasonable
getilement most difficult to effect, bHut
by alarming capital, and adding to the
cost of its protection, diminishes the
ability of employers to pay as liber-
ally for work as they might do when
wage disputes are arranged in o husi-
ness-like way.

There is much being said as to the
protective system having oceasioned the
Curpegle riot.  The iron distriets in
England have had experlences with
strikes that do not favor such a theory.
Some thirty years ago over ten thous-
and nen, all armed with axes, and
sticks, terrorvised the towns in the
Black  country. While warching
through one town they were address-
ed by a person in whom the men had
confidence. Thgy were invited to dis-
cuss the matter at a publie gathering.
The meeting wis held, arbitrators on
each side were appointed, and the
strikke ended peaceably and satisfactor-
fly all round. Since then a permanent
tribunal has existed to deal with sueh
Adisputes,

Mr. Cm-ncg;ié is very fond of depre-
eiating the old land; but in handling
gtrikers e would do well to study how
the Inbor problem is dealt with in the
great iron districls of England and Scot-
land, aud learn to rely, not on Pinker-
ton's deteetives, but on methods of con-
cilintion which have proved so suceess-
ful in Great Britain.

‘Lhe use
ol a lane 18 to give access to the rear
part of premises, simply that and noth-
Ing more. The custom has grown up
of making these alleys the dumping
ground for all kinds of refuse, garbage,
and ungpeakable abominations, During
winter the snow covers all these over
with ils mantle, but snow is not a
deodoriser, 8o that it favors the prae-
tice of using lanes for sowing the sceds

ol dlseass, and spreading them over

‘peet,  The

with villainous unsightliness, We are
supposed to have a sanitary depart-
ment in our city government. We say
“supposed” for it gives too little sign
of cvidence to be spoken of as a known
fact. Probably the sanitary staff
hags gone to the &ea side,
Personally we commend their judg-
ment, but as officials they should
clean up before they depart., If they
are in the ecity, and they have a little
time to spare to ecarn their salaries,
they shonld be made to attend to their
business. This 18 a very gerious ques-
tion, The dirt now in our lanes is fest-
ering, foul odours are being given ofl
that reach into houses, sickness has al-
ready been coaused, and aggravated by
miasma bred from refuse thrown in
these neglected places, If cholera ever
reaches Canada, which heaven forbid,
the lanes of ‘this clty will give 1t a
hearty welcome, and plenty of nutri-
ment to thrive on. We trust the cor-
poration will do its duty in thls mat-
ter by insisting upon the thorough
clennsing of back alleys, and so order-
ing its sanitary arrangements as to

The average return
on investments in bank stocks in July
1891, was 4,81 per cent., so that in-
vestors in these stocks are now content
to accept a lower return for their
money by 0.28 per cent. than they were
last year at this date.

PROROGATION OF PARLIAMENT.

This ceremony took place on the 9th
inst,, the function being shorn of its
customary splendours, not even a guard
of honor being present. Whether this
was designed, or aceldental, is un-
known, but the former is probable, after
it was found that no disaster follow-
ed the step taken by the late Lit.-Gov-
ernor of Ontario, in opening and closing
the Legislature without pomp. The
gession just closed has been chiefly mem-
orable by its developing the strength
oi the government beyong all antici-
pations. It closed with a majority of
71, leaving its opponents only one third
of the House. There was a serious
waste of time over debates that might
have been curtailed by half with ad-
vantage to both parties nnd the coun-
+ry. The Redistribution of Seats BIill
drew out a *“ feu Q’enfer ¥ from the Op-
position, who compliin of its arbitrary

. features, intended, as they believe, to

carve constituencies for paxrty purposes.
Should they get into power, we should
probably sce a policy of retaliation a-
dopted. Such a question would be bet-
ter adjudicated upon outside the camp
of party strife, Apart from this ques-
tion the Government deserves congra-
tulations upon its taking so little ad-
vantage of its overwhelming strengtl,
especially in abstaining from expendi-
tures that many of its supporters wore
urging for local obfects of a political
character, and in cutting down others
in pursuance of a policy of cconomy.
The movement to increase the sess-
1013&1 allowance to members was wisely
suppressed, If members are to be paid
for their time, as day laborers, we
should soon have the House sitting all
the year round, If they talked only to
advance bhusiness, after the style ol the
English House of Commons, they would
find the present indemnity a liberal al-
lowance for the time spent at Ottawa.
The public work of the Senate +was
mainly done in the closing days of the
session, Their stern suppression of the
Quebee Lottery Act entitles the Sen-
ate to the thni:ks of the country, By
that one action alone, they carned thelr
pesslonsl indemnity, as legislation such

-~
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as proposed to legnlise lotteries would
have disgraeéd the Statute book, and

seandalized Canada.

PERSONAYL, IDENTIFICATION.

Varlous plans have been recently de-
vised to secure the identification of per-
sons presenting cheques, drafts or other
depostt receipts at bank counters.

The odd suggestion is that a photo-
graph of the payee ghould be attached
to the document; this, however, would
be no guarantee, as if the instrument
were stolen the thict could readily gub-
gtitute his own pleture. This reminds
that when Holbein, the great painter,
i)resentcd o letter of introduction to
Chancellor More, he supplemented 1t by
handing in a portrait of himself as a
certification of his identity. Another
jdeais to write the number of the own-
e's wateh on cheques, ete., which would
be likely to lead to watches being stol-
en in order to be used for identifica-
tion purposes. Serious difficulty 1.cldom

arises in this matter.

We submit that whenever there is_ 2
posslbillty of its arising the best plon
{8 to ask the recipient of a draft or
depostt receipt to write his or her name
on the document on its rececipt at the
bank under some such words as “sig-
noature of payee for identification.” We
niave known trouble to have arisen from
a deposit receipt being kept until t_lxe
gtaif of the bank, by which it was is-
‘gued, having changed and no one left
who had any remembrance of the Qwner.

A cage once occurrédlinA which o name-
sake of the proper owner presented and
got the money for a stolen receipt after
belng fully identified at the bank, Had
the owner’'s signature been avallable
for comparison on the document, or
in a bdok kept for this purpose, this
could not have oceurred. In regard to
cheques, bankers are usually cautious
enough to have the presenter properly
jdentified, or to take cheques for col-
lection when presented by strangers.
Hotel keepers occasionally get fleee-
ed by cashing stolen cheques, but this
is one of the riske of their bhusiness.
Others who cash cheques or drafts for
strangers are buying experience, usu-
ally at an exorbitant figure.

Cages have occurred of funds being
placed at the call of some person by a
telegraphic message from his banker,
which have been drawn fraudulently by
some person getting possession of his

telegram and papers, ‘Tradesmen have
been badly fleeced by parting with
goods to some rascal, who, having as-
sumed the name of some one in good
credit, has gone to a store, purchased
and frankly nsked the trader to enquire
by telegram as to his standing, this

being satisfactory he has marched oft
with vajuable goods, In all such cases
it is imprudent to advanee money or
to part with goods on the mere
strength of telegrams. unconfirmed by
some authentic identification of the ap-
plicant, If persons are so imprudent
as to travel without money, or without
some resource for securlng it by means
of personal jdentification, they have no
just cause to complain If bankers,
hotel keepers and others kéqp on the
safe side in dealing with ti\;f.m.

WHISKY SMUGGLING.

A strong force Fag been sent to the
Lower St. Lawrence to stop the wholesale
smuggling of whisky engeged in by a band
of wily and desperate men. The manner
of their operations was referred to in these
columng some few years ago. The mis-
chief done by this emuggling is not con-
fined to frauds on the revenue, and on those
dealers who avoid buying contraband
goods, but has caused serious outbreaks
of intemperance. Tt is difficult to track
these men as they adopt the tactics of
smugglers in days gone by when kegs of
French brandy used to be placed just un-
der water at night, and carted off at
conveniruve, even Mayors of some south-
ern towns being engaped in the traffic.
The dealers ashore should be -closely
watehed, and stern measures taken to
stop this Dbusiness. A contemporary
blames the Ixeise and Customs duties for
this smuggling. As well blame the owner-
ship of property for crime; il there wus
no duty on gpirits there would be no sniug-
gling, as there would be no burglars if hou-
seg contained no valuables. If smuggled
whigky produces drunkenness because of
its clheapness, so would the spirit if made
cqually cheap by absence of duties, and
tha evil would spread like a wave over
the whole country. The configuration of
the St. Lawrence, with its islands, gives
great facilities to smugglers, they must
however bo suppressed, and all engaged
in it afloat or ashore made to feel that it
is & very dangerous and profitless enter-
prise. As we said in our issue of Novem-
ber 28th 1890: ® The highly yespectable
nmerchant, for whoso cellars the liquor is
intended, goes on his way without o
breath of suspicion attaching to his fair
fame. It is wot the geamen who are at
the bottom of the affair, It is the mer-
chant who profits by their evasion of the
law. Strike at the root of the evil and
it will soon cecase, as these reccivers
dread publicity.” One such +wealthy re-
ceiver in the south coasb in the early part
of the century, was prosccuted, and fined,
and confined on one charge after another,
until after years ol misery he died in the
workhouse. But his fate stopped smug-
gling in that district.

LEGAL SIGNATURES.

The rush and hurry of modern busi-
ness has led to some rather loose hab-
its in regard to signaturcs. To an or-
dinatry letter it is not of much moment
to have a legal glgnature. But to all
documents involving flnancial respon-

gibillties, the signature ought to be in
all cases, made in legal form, so that,
should any dispute arise, such signa-
tures will stand in o Court of law. It
is not a question of the interior regu-
lations in any office, or of custom, or
of what trouble, much or little, 18 in-'
volved; the point is this, that, who-
ever accepts o signature for value, has

" a clear right to have that signature

o valld one. Signatures of firms are
now comimnonly signed by the staifl, by
youths even, who have no authority
to do s0 in point of law, Stock regis-
ters are continually signed by persons
who have no right cither to accept
or to transfer shares. This has open-
ed the door to frauds, and it is a door
that every jolnt stock company ought
to see is closed, in its own Interest,
and for the protection of its sharehold-
ers, and the publle. As to such a
precaution giving the trouble of afew
words extra writing, it is not ser-
fous enough to be entertained ror a
moment, {h view of the respousibility
of bankers, and others to have thelr
transfer books signed in due legal form,
and to know when they accept the sig-
nature of o firm, ti:at the signer haos
legal authority to pledge the firm to
the agreement or the undertaking he
has signed.

CLEWS & €08 CIRCULAR ON BUCKET-
Si0rs.

A bulletin dated 14th June. last issued
by Henry Clews & Co., states that “a
law passed about a year ago to ‘crush
out fictitious tromsactions through bucket
shops has became a dead letter,” owing
to laxity in enforeing the law. It appears
that according to the rules of N. Y. Stock
Exchange it is imperative for brokers to
give up the names of their customers in
each instance. The members have a rigiat
to verify such information, and in the event
of loss occurring, under the law the cus- .
tomer con sue and recover the money.
It is claimed that this makes dealings
through brokers on the floor of the New
York Stock Exchange legitimate, and re-
linble. There are however operations we
understand on o considerable seale that are
not made on the floor of the Stock Bx-
change, over which the law does not ex-
ereise the control desivable in the iuter-
este of honest holders of and dealers in
produce.

SCARCITY OF LARGE LEGAL TENDERS.

In the dearth of news, a somewhat
trifling item, of no public interest, re-
lating to the supply of legal tenders of
o large denomination, has been vamped
up into a sensational outery. It appears
that in exchanging gold for Legal Ten-
ders the government officials have been
paying out notes of a smaller denomina-
tion than was agreeable to the recelvars,
as this involved more trouble in counting
than was pleasant when the temperature
inclines to laziness. The absence of the
Deputy Minister of Finance in England is
doubtless the secret of the supply of large
notes being low here, the requisite iiter-
changes befween government offices hav-"
ing probably not Leen madé as when he
is ‘at Ottawa. Buch complaints are very

stock of these notes on hand, the Treasury
should certainly give the matter instant
nbtention.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.
' July 14, 1892,
The disiribution has been moderate and

generally confined to jobbing orvders. The
hay crop is being cut and it is likely to

be guthered in good condition as the wen-
ther of late has been all that dould be de-
sired for field work. Damage done by the
rain on low lands will be largely made
up by the general large yield. The same
is true of potatoes which look well on the
light soils and upper lands. A greab shrink-
age has been taking place in prices of
.goods and in average stocks held for
several years., When storekeepers found
that prices receded time and again they
naturally begnn to buy less on each ocea-
sion and orders have become small but
frequent. Lven in city wholesale stores
the stocks of goods held for snle are not
what they uged to be in meny lines and
supplies all through the couatry are gen-
erally light. What the result will be with
good ¢rops and a stiifening up of prices
thig fall remains to be seen, bul importers
and wholesale jobbers are anticipating a
re-nction. It is possibie that the pressure
hoeing brought to bear upon the irnde will
result in o meeting of black leather tanners
in Toronfo to restrict the production.
Since the late clean sweep it is common
to hear the remark that Quebec has got
the tanneries, hut not the business, If this
industry is drifting westwards in spite of
cheap labor and the natural facilitics of
thig provinco things have gone wrong some-

where. Remittances are generally poor.

Ashes,—The ashes market js quiet and
without new feature. We quote first pots

$3.80 to $8.90 and scconds $8.40 to $3.-
50; first pearls $5.70 and scconds $5.60.

Cheese and Buiter.—Buyers are less
keen on cheese and the market is easy.
At the wharf about 8,000 boxes of pro-
vineial were offered with business at 8
1-2¢ to 83-4e, the latter being an ex-
treme. Finest western colored may now
be quoted at 8 3-4c and white at 85-8¢;
castern goods 1-8¢ less. Liverpool public
cable 448, At TUtica cheese was dull and
heavy at 81-Sc to 8 5-8c; ruling figure
8 8-8c¢ ; ruling price last year 7 8-de. At
Ingersoll oflerings were 2,190 boxes;
sales 916 at 813-1G¢ and 365 at 8 7-8c.
At Campbellford 16 Inctories hoarded 684
boxes while and 2562 colored. White sold
at 81-2¢ and colored ot 8 5-8¢. At Belle-
ville 17 inctories oifered 850 white and
403 colored. White, 2056 at 81-2¢; 210
at 89-16c; 106 at 806-8c. Colored, 130
at 89-16¢c and 80 at 88-4c. In butter
only a jobbing trade is .reported. Cream-
ery is held stiffly on reports ol good prices
being paid by country buyers.
