.-- LAs weeck the price of silver reaclied the lowest point
known lu history. In Lonadoi it was vorth only 26% pence per
ounlce, and London la the great silver market of the world. The
lowest previous price was 27 pence, recorded in March, 189. The
price of wheat since the drop has been on the rise. This muist
be distressing for the silverites, who in defdance of their theory
that wheat and silver exhibit a commnîon ratio, now contemplate
the slngularity of a bushel of whîeat bolng worth 40 per cent
more than one ounce of silver.

-hllCDIOnI) Va. tobacco notes say: The fine seasons during the
weel have bean of much benefit to the growing crop. The
yoiung plants, which were about two weeks ago so unpromising,
have made wonderful strides and are in a fair way towards in-
creasing lte quantity, if not the quality, of the '97 crop, It la
expected that tobacco this season will be heavier.bodied and of
a darker texture than last year offerings at the moment of '96
Crop continue liglit and the quality la undesirable.

-A COUNTERFiEIT $10 silver U. S. certific ate, series 1891, check
letter A, J. Fount Tillman, Register ; D. N. Morgan Treasurer;
small scalloped seal, portrait of lendricks, which la a photo-
graphie production, is at present in circulation, and during the
present season of American travel in Canada needs watching.
The certificate la printed ln light brown. The number, viz.,
15,210,777 la irregular and very poorly executed.

-Tire recent capture of six ftr sealskins in the Japan seas,
which were branded with the mark of the American Company
stationed on the Pribillui islands, coutroverts the supposition if
anything does that, seals frequeuting Alaska do not migrate to
the Japanese Coast, and lence resolve the United States claim in
regard to the seal question, into something very much like "want-
lug the earth," without having the shadow of a claim to ihake
the demîand.

Trii aggregate value-ofstrong drinks yearly consumed in
S1wizerland is estimated at 1,0,000, a sum seven times as
large as the cost of the arny and double the whole Federai
budget. The population was in 1896, 3,039,835. Siuce the State
lias hai a mionopoly of spirite, spirit drinking has decreased 30
per cent, but there lias on the other hand, been an increased
consuimption of beer, wine, and eider.

-Tre "Bulletin" of the French Ministry of Agriculture for
May, 1897, publishes a statement showing the amount of the
bouintlis paid in France in the years 189ß in the cultivation of
fiax and hemp. From this it appears that the total area cultivat-
ed which was admitted ta bounties lu 1896 was: Fiax, 17,557
hectares, and hemp 15,913 hectares. In this area bounties were
granted at the rate of 72 francs per hectare.

-As a result of the recent experimental shipment of Ameri-
cao butter to England, an order bas just beau placed by a Lon.
don firm of marchants for the entire product of the Iowa
Agricultural College, which was one of the two places fron
whlch the samples were sent. The product is eight hundred
poundsdaily. The British butter market bas evidently not yet
fallen into Canada's lap even for importations comiug acrosas the
Atlantic.

-"Man farmers li Nova Scotia are now growing with good
resulte the raspberry, gooseberry and the currant. Raspberries
are a very profitable crop and usually command better prices in
the American markets thian strawberries. This year, however,
the crop is below the average, owing to the heavy rains. Cran-
berry culture too is being extensively carried on by some farm.
ers and the prospects for this year's crops are very good. Most
of this fruit le sold lu the Montreal market. The outlook for
apples is mostly for a very light crop.

-AT the London ivory sales which conmenced on the 27th
ult, the wants of buyers for America were very small and con-
sequently soft tusks and ball material suitable for ibis narket
were neglected, soft large Zanzibar tIsks receding £2 and ball
points from £4 to £6. The west coast ivory sold in London and
Liverpool brought firm, partly £1 higher prices, but a large sup-
ply of this kind will be offered in the approaching Antwerp auc-
tion. The next London quarterly auction will commence on the
20th of October.

-THERE is a marked difforence between the charges for
postage in France and other countries. A letter in France takes
a fifteen centime stamp and ail post cards are ten centimes. The
coitinuance of the higli charge of postage arose.from the great
depression of the finances of the State after the Franco-German
war. hlie French Government, however, is now prosperous in
its finances and intends very soon not only to lower Its rates of
postage, but a!so of telegraphic messages to the saine rate as in
England.

-IN the-malter of that bridge accident at Victoria B. C.
through which a number of lives were lost a year or two ago
the Chief Justice of British Coluimîbia holds that the corporation
is not liable for damages inasmuch as the omission to provide
against accidents was not a misteasance but merely a non-
feasance. The event showed that the bridge was not lit a safe
condition. The corporation migitt have passed a by-law forbid-
bing any one to go on it, but because it dtd not an action for
daniages does not lie. The responsibility is in doing, not in omit-
ting to do. .

--A CoNuirM in Kansas\ says the Piyuit Call wili stock a farm
with 1,000 black cats and 5,000 rats. The estimate is that the
census in ane year will be 15,000 cats, wile the rats will numn-
ber 875,000. The proprietors are to feed the cats on the rats, till

There ls only one estimate however of any
practicability about the seene, namely the $1 for the skins-and
this is about 90 cents too hight.

-- T bas happened for the past three years, namely, 1891, 1895
and 1890, that the hop acreage not only of this country but of
England and the Continent, lias produced a fair crop ail over.
Hence the present low price of hops in the market. But nu
more now than in former years la be hop crop exempt from the
many illsthat hops are heir to, and which come suddenly and un.
expectedly. When one of these failures comes to the crop of
England, Germany, New York, Canada or the Pacifie Coast, hiops
will go up to higher prices. Until suci fallure, with a normal
production above the normal demand for home consumption nd
export, hops will remain low in price.

-AN interesting opinion as to the use of alcohol in hot
weather le given by the Therapeutic Gazette. It says " You
havo doibtlesas noted the wholesale advlce to the public during
the late heated spell on the part of many daily papers
utterly condemning the use of alcoiol in any form at this time.
Now, we would beg to call your attention to the fact tIat tu all
warm counitries the best of purely distilled brandies (particularly
those made from pure Burgundy wine) are considered a
necessity, and wlhen used In moderation conserve greatly to the
well-being and strength of weak constitutions. It is undeniable
that in cases of temporary collapse from heat or over-exertion
diluted brandy should be used.

THE TREATIES DENOUNCED.
The denuniciation of the treaties with Belgitium aund

Germnany by the British goverliment, has created a
political sensatioi, as sucli action was w1holly contrary
to general expectation. Aithougli doubhtless the bold
policy of Canada iii setting those treaties practically at
defiance hastened this event, it may be regarded as cer-
tain that the Britislh goverunient yielded to the pres-
sure brought to bear upono it by the phalanx of
Colonial premiers wyho were all, more or les, desirous
of having the restriction imîposed by those treaties re-
noved, Aît te par's n1otice0 b expird WvhiCh byaTelephone i 977 P, O. Box 2081
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been given to the German, and Belgium governients,
every British colony will be at liberty to treat the im-
ports froi those countries as they may severally de-
sire vithout reference to the mother country. Thus,
each colony vill be made still more independent in its
fiscal relations than it was while those treaties were in
force. If tbey so prefer they can give Gernany, Bel-
gium and other countries preferential tariff treatment,
vhiich would discriminate against Great Britain. We

' do not anticipate such a policy being adopted, but the
power to adopt it is undoubtedly• involved in the abro-
gation of the treaties in question. Each colony also
can give Great Britain preferential treatment, but
tiiere seeis no present disposition to do this, save in
he case of Canada, without some reciprocal concessioin

being granted by the mother country which cannot be
done without a breach iii lier Free Trade policy. This
contingency has led European papers to regard the de-
îtmunciation of the treaties as Great Britain's first step
towards protection.

This enlarged independence of the colonies may
prove to thei. advantage, but it will not strengthen

imperial unity. The treaties in question bound the
Colonies and Great Britain together as oie tean, but
by abolishing those treaties thelharness of eaei colonial
horse is eut, and it vill naturally use its freedomn to
take its own course. What Germany and Belgimn will
do in the -way of retaliation against England, if retali-
ation is decided on, is 1no concern of ours; the old land
can look after itself. Whbat Canada is alone concerned
with is the effect the denunciation of the treaties vill
have on our business. The first effect will be to sus-
pend the operation of the Tariff clause iii favor of
England for one year. After that the imports froin
Great-Britain will enter Canada subject to 12J p.c. lower
duties than those of other countries for onie year, and
thereafter, while the clause is in force, Britislh goods
will have a preference of 25 per cent over those of all
other nations, whicl will practically put the 3ritisl
trade of Canada on a free trade basis. It is the prospect
of this whici has aroused so much enthusiasm ii the
old country, and noved the Cobden Club to present a
gold medal to Sir X¶ilfria Laurier, respecting the
honour of which there are two opinions, and respecting
his wisdoim ii accepting which many Canadians have
grave doubts. Germnany will not retaliate against
Canada for confining its preferential duties to British
goods. There will be no provocation given by Canada,
save in intention, for the Germans will import all they
can sell in our markets on the saine scale of duties
as are supposed to be confined to the products of Great
Britain. British trade marks, labels, patterns, styles,
modes of packing, invoihes. ail will be adopted by Ger-
mnan manufacturers, and their goods shipped via
Liverpool as English goods. The Germanis therefore-
as we have already said-vill not care two straws about
the treaties being denounced, so far as Canadian trade
is eoncerned, for they wiil find the iarkets of Canada en-
larged foi' theni quite as muncli as they will be to the
British exporters.

What the effect of admitting goods at nominal
duties will be on the industries of Canada, seemis not to
have been fully considered. The British people, of
course, do not regard our inîdustrial interests vorth con-
sidering, they want our trade; aud who suffers by their
getting it is no concerni of theirs; it is our funeral, not

Great Britain's. l supremne indifference to outsiders,
Uncle Sain and John Bull are the complemîent of eacîi
other. Ujcle Sai wants all the hoie market for himi-
self; John Bull wants all foreign imarkets for himîself.
The enthusiasn of the people in the old land over Cana-
dian preferential treatient is mnerely an ebullition of
this grasping passion after a monopoly of foreign
markets. Probably Canada, ere long, will sumnnn
enough courage to say what she wants, and what her
interests demand. Should the competition of Britislh
goods and of those " Made in Germany" become so
keen as to throw Canadian workpeople and Canadian
capital, ont of employment, as is quite probable will be
the case, there will be a situation created which uty
cause the preferential clause in favor of British goods
to be reconsidered.

THE SMALLPOX SCARE.

Men have usually " the defects of their qualities," su
cities bave the drawbacks of their advantages. This
city as the chief port of the Dominion, the main point
between Europe and Asia, is by its position exposed to
the occasional visit of some person fron abroad who
brings with him, or with her, the germ of sone infec-
tion. There eau be no doubt-it is indeed certain-thbat
some traveller fron the east brought to this city the
germ of the horrid disease which lias found two or
three victins in this locality. Owing to the prompt
ineasures taken by the Mayor and the health authorities,
the patients were isolated and all danger of the infec-
tion spreading averted. We regret,however, that there
should have been any dispute or misunderstanding as
to the place and the regulations of the isolation
hospital. While it may hre argued that such a
building ought not to be'nixed up in its manage-
ment in any way with any other hospital-it
should le a separate and distinct institution Il every
respect, it is to be deeply deplored tbat the early in-
stuctions communicated to the chief mnedical oflicer
of the city-given immediately on the first appear-
ance of any suspect cases-were not proinptly carried
out, as proinised' and understood, or, failing a dis-
position to do so, have :this attitude comm uicated
at once to the Mayor. las "somîebody blunfdered ?"
Whether or iot, t is fortunîate that the occasion did not
proveseriousà Whoeveris responsible--and there can be
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n idouIt as to this-it is to be hoped that the un-
warranted stand taken in a situation so threatening
mnay be duly characterized at the proper Lime and

place. Whether the chief niedical civic oflicer is to
lookç to the Mayor or to the Board of Health for his
instructions is a question whicl should not have beeui
broughf up at suchi a time. [t should suffice perhaps
to heur iii nind thlat the chief Magistrate is clected
by the citizens at large while the party of the second
part are, ve believe, choseu by Council. And while
it' is not desirable, or secmly, to have a smallpox
isolation hospital associated in any way witlh any
otier lospital devoted lo surgical cases, or those of a
non-infections nature as such association is certain to
enate alarn in the minds of tiose in such hospitals and
amongst their friends, the very limited n umber of
patients in the Civic Blospital and the practical isola-
Lion of both sections or buildings fully warranted the
simple action recom mended in so eniergent a case.

Owing to there having arisen a controversy on this
point in this city, the sinallpox matter lias been given
most regrettable publicity in the press, and its extetit
anid danger grossly exaggerated. All large cities have
a few such eases now and again, but thev are treated
quietly aid firuly by the health authorities without
any such sensational reports appearing as have given to
the Montreal cases a promiinence wlich is wholly un -
justified. We may say here that the sufferer w'ho
has caused lie placing of the "lalssport'" and its passen-
gers aid crew iii quarantine at Toronto, did not take
the disease in this city, lie was sick with it in its initial
stages when he arrived fron abroad, and ought to bave
been put iii '(uarantine up the river.

SThe city of (loucester, Enghind, a short Lime ago
had an eLpidemîic of this disease, w'hich exeited mîuuch
dread in the locality, as the cases were very nunierous
and fatal. A controversy at once broke out as to the
cause of tie epidemiiie, and the cure. Before this out-
break, Gloucester was one of ie bealthiest places in
Engluad, as it is one of ti mîîost interesting, and iLs
death rate wfts fa rbelow the average. When the disease,
h owever, aippeared if spread quickly, and laid nian]y low,
as vaccination bai been shanefully neglected. How
it came into the city is a mnystery, but hîow it was
driven out is nîot, as it lias beeii proven that as rapidly
as vaccination was enforced se did tie disease disappear.

We believe the faculty however are net justified iii
thjeir belief tlhat tiis diseuse is or,1y propagated by in-
fection from some eue who is iLs victim, and is not
generalted.by fouIl air. There iusi have been a /irsti
case of smallp-x : pray how"did that originate V Of
iis we are i ignorance;bt wie do iow thlat persons

beconie alllieted wiLli olther infectious diseases without
auy persoal cont act with fie person, or clolbig, or
anythng, which could carry. -the· inifection of the
disease-by which they have beci stricken. Why is il
nt tlen possible that the foulest of vhat are known as
dii diseases" mîay be directly caused by bad sanitary

arrangemecnts ? Whîat produced the first case cf tie
disease eould produce the million th case. A case of
tiis class occurred iii Biriiiiigiam, E n gland, somte
forty years ago, in a very dirty district, wlerein -oune
court was called " leever Cour 1V." How tha .case
origiiated was a mîystery, as it yet iemains, the onîly
solution ling flhat certain inisunîitary conditions can
create this disease. As a mierely fiiancial question it
pays a city o ho e cleaii, and this city, fhough lihe althier
l lith an mauy olhers in Canada-indeed Montreal is one
of the healthiest places in the Doiinioi--miglt still
further develop its sanitary regulitions with itdvantage.

OPTIONS OR FUTURES

[l is known that no one eau legally sell a bank share,
or have a broker seli it for him, unless he bas it in bis

possession, because if this practice were allowed, banks
would be wrpcked. Why, then-it nay be asked-are
bank shares more sacred in the eyes of the law than the
staff of life? And vhat special claim to protection
against gambling in futures bas the bank shareholder
which the toiling cultivator of the soil does not possess?
IL is froni this stalndpoint that legislation has been
sought in the neighbouring republie to prohibit deal-
ings in wheat and other products on margin. IL was
contended that no one should be free to sell produce
which he does not possess, or will not obtain and de-
liver. This is, in effect, what the Anti-option Bill tere
proposed to do.

In reply to upholders of the systein of dealing in
futures, a paper vas read a few months ago at a meet-
inig of ti Fariers' Club in London by Wm. E. Bear,
to vhoni we are indebted in this article, and which we
suimarize fron his utterances on the subject. He
contends (1) that profuse offerings of fictitious wheat
bave a lowering effect upon market prices. To this it
is objected that such profuse purchases neutralize the
effect of the profuse sales. This lie does not admit,
because il is a well-knovn fact that heavy offers of
real produce reduce prices, althougli there are always
buyers at somte price; and as the market prices of actual
wheat are ruled by the quotations of options, the effect
of enormous sales of options is similar to that of great
salesof real wheat. -le does not claim that the selling
of tei Limes the amount of the crop on Uhis continent,
on paper in a year has an effect in depressing prices
equal te hat hïwhich the sale of ten times the quantity
of real lvheat would have, because "winid" vheat
niakes no flour and fills noe stomnaclis. The effect is
simiîilar, but net equal.

Secondly, he argues that the maintenance of the
option systen iiisolves the active operations of mon
who are as he terms thei, "professional market-
vreckers." Even shippers and other holders of wheat

sell options as a hedge against their purchases, aud
often stand to gain more by a fall thai by a rise in
prices. In former times everyone vhîo had wheat tu
sol] natur-ily did his tminost to gel Lie highest possible
price for it; and the buyers, wlhen they liad purchased,
were anxiouis for a rise. But under the new systeim
wheat is being couttaitly otfered at low prices with the
object of depressing the markets, and thus enabling
ganmblers to obtai price differences upon ithe optious;
mhile large holders, by -tieir "hedging" join the ranks
of the bears, so thalt whatever influence. their transac-
tions have upon market rates. is . in the direction of
depression. It is-argued that.by: means of Itheirh'Hedg-
ing," as an insurance against loss;ierchants aiid mil-
lers who.buy wheat early can. afford- to pay more.for ià
than they could if they had to take the risk of a faîlh
This, hiowever, is a fallacious argument ; for the buyer
of actual whelat knows at what price lie can sell options
ns a hedge, and is carefuil ol to give a higlier price for
what lue buys thuan lie can obtain for the fictitious
whieat that lie sells. If, for exanple, a great iiller or
owner of a storage elevator buys a large quaniity of
wheat, say in October, witlh the intention of selling
July options against il as a security againist a fall il
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value, ie regulates the price of his offer by the current
price of July options.

The late chairnian of the Londo Floui. Trade Asso-
ciation described at a recent meeting of the Farmners'
Club the.method pursued by the ownlers or ontrollers of
elevators in the United States in which wheat is stored,
as follow:-"Supposing we are just starting on the
"new crop, and the bears are selling ahead, as they do
"in Ainerica, for the month of May, which is the
"speculative month. The speculation in that month-
"iwhiich takes place in August, just as the crop is begin-
"ning to move-is really the basis upon which the
"farier lias to sell bis wheat, -because the option
"narket creates a mîonopoly. Elevator ien are chiefly
"those who keep the elevators on the railroads in the
"North-West. They get their carrying charges on this
"whieat. Supposing the price of wheat in Chicago for
"May is 70 cents, and there are seven nonths to go in,
"the price that is given the fariner is 70 cents less 7
"cents. But as they have the farmers pretty much in
"their owln hands, it would be nearer 60 cents instead
"of 63 in order that they may get a full carrying
"charge. It is the speculator in the spring option-
"selling wheat six or seven months in advance-who
"really fixes the price at which the fariner lias to sell
"his wvheat."-In this way the price of the greater
portion of the wheat crop on this continent is re-
gulated, alnost before the harvest is finished, by the
betting odds upon the price of wheat say in the follow-
ing May.

Thirdly, the miost common of all delusions upon this
question is the supposition that the "bulIs" have as
powerful an influence upon market prices as "bears"
have. To this it may be replied that it is easier to
create panie than to produce infiation, and tlat inost
of those who rank as bulls are outsiders who have no
means of mnuipulating the markets as the hears have.
l the United States, where the option systeni is seen

in full maturity, the majority of the buyers of options
who rank as bulls are outside gamblers, including
clerks and even domestic servants. A single large
operator on the bear side has more power to influence
the market than a thousand of these petty gamnesters
who put a small sum out of their savings into a wheat
option under a "stop order," which instructs their
broker to speculate for theiî only to the extent of.the
"miiargins" which they have provided.

Fourthly, the fixing of low prices for distant ionths
reduces the prices of "spot" wheat and near futures
and tends to fix the prices of distant months. at low
rates. It was by means of this trick that the "narket-
wreckers," as Mr. Bear teris them, succeeded in:fore-
ing prices down during the winter months in the face
of a statistical position. for a rise stronger, than any
that iadýexisted since.--1891 iwhen prices were much
higlier than thev since have; been. From the end of
November to the early spring months, May and July
options in wheat were quoted much lower than the
option prices of eaci current month, and still more
below the prices of "spot" wheat. At the meeting of
the Farmrers' Club already mentioned, a prominent
member cited an example of the effect of this triek. A
miller of bis acquaintance. told. him that he.had in-,
tended to buy. a large quantity of wheat. during -the
winter, believing that it would be dearer in the spring;
but that wvhen lie saw May wheat options quoted at less

than current prices, lie deemned il imprudent to veuture,
and decided to buy froim. hand to mouth. Thoisands
of millers and nerchants were doubtless influenced in
the sane way, and pirevented fron buying in a stock
of wheat.

Last fall the bears were scared for once, and obliged
to liquidate their options at a loss. They then joineti
the balls in running prices up for a few weeks, till they
had sold sufficient distant options at comparatively
high rates, which they were able to do till toward the
close of November. It was then to their interest to run.
prices down, in order that they iight take the daily
differences in the settlemeit. Accordingly in Decei-
ber they began to sell May and July options at lower
rates than December option quotations, and still more
below spot prices, so that they could pull down the
prices of contracts for all months nearer than May,
and thus gain great profits. This gaine they continued
to play iii January and February with much success,
and in March they sold September options at still lower
rates than those of July. At the close of Marci the
prices for May were lower than for the former month;'
July prices ivere lower stili, and September rates lowest
of all. The bulls who bought options in Decemiber were
soon obliged to liquidate their contracts on terns quite
advantageous to the bears, vith a further fall in prices
as the result; and thus as a rule the gambling went on.
through January and February. Tiere were, as a
matter of course, occasional reverses, but few of
sufficient duration to force the bears to cover. Indeed
the coniparatively few days on vhich an advance in
rates comr pelled the bears to pay differeices, were only
about sufficient to enable theni to sell fresh contracts
at the rise, and thus be in a position all the botter for
the-subsequent drop in pnces.

AMERICAN DIPLOMACY.

It is generally believed by moderate people in the
neighboring republic that, in one fori or another, the
despatch of Mr. Sherman, referred to in the subjoined
temperate aitiele from the London Economist, was al-
together a mistake. The prevailing belief is that the
despatch was never intended to be made public- that
sonie irresponsible or mischievous person or persens ii

place caused it to be sent on its course, and that this
explanation is well known in diplomatie circles in both'
London and Washington, although there are doubtless
reasons why it-connot be recalled. It*is to hoped this
may prove to be the case. However it nay be, we need
offer no apology for reproducing for our Canadian
readers the article in question

* Wecaniot pretend tlit -tie grave,,wbut none the
less severe, protests with whieh Mr. Slérman's rocejît
despat.lih ivas receivedb'y the press of the United Kiung-
do lias inspired us with ay feeling but that of abis-
faction. Our people entertain friendly feelings towards
those of the United Siates. and are most anxious to
keep on good tenus with the other half of the .English-
speaking race. But the more we desire to see goodwill
establislied between the two peoples, the more. anxious
we are that American diplomats and statesien should.
be made to see that il is necessary to treat this country
with courtesy and; i·espect: The Americans ·bave, of.
course, a perfect right to argue theirown case strongly
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and, if necessary, to stand by their own view at ail
costs. What they bave no right to do is to impute
had faith to this country, and to scold us in a language
wli.Jh wouild be outrageous, even when addressed to
bhe slifty and perverse Government of one of the
feeblest Republics of South America. We are quite
aware that the Americans can gain nothing diploniati-
cally by tlcir buillying, nor do we suppose fora moment
tlat our statemen will feel hurt at Mr. Sherian's rude-
ness. We object to the tone of bis despatch solely
because it is likely to be the source of ill-feeling be-
tween the two nations. Bullying is like dram-drink-
ing. Wlien once you have acquired the habit yon can-
not resist the temptation, but nust go on increasing
the dose. li the end, tierefore, indulgence in bully-
ing between diplomatists is certain to produce a
rupture.

UnJder these circumstances, we venture to address a
word of advice iiot only to the State Department in
Washington, but to that better public opinion which, in
the eu d, controls the actions of ail Aniericai statesmen.
We imay presume that when the American diplomatists
miake a certain den and, and include it in a despatch
tlheir object is to gain a particular point. They do not
write despatches as literary exercises, but in order to
aelive a practical object. Naturally, then, they use
laguage whîich tLhey think will be of service to thîem
anid vill I attain that object. This granted, we ntust
assmei tliat tie American State Departmnent believes
tliat iL will carry iLs point best by imputations of bad
faitil alnd brokel pledges, and by the employaient of
veiled threats and imenacing phrases-in a word, by

using the toue and language which is generally be-
lieved to be siuecssful with a weak and cowardly, but
also rapacions person. Clearly, the United States
loreigin Ollice is iiispired by the belief that the only
way Lo treat John i3ull is to crack the whip over his
back and to threaten himi with awful consequences un-
less lie agrees to yield bis own view and adopt that of
his oppoieit Tlie adoption of such an attitude imeans
liat the United States officials have been foolish
ieogh and imnisinformîed enough to listen to the people

wlo openly preach that the only way of dealing with
iiiglaid is to hit lier over the head. It is one of the
chief conventions of a certain section of the Anierican
Press that England can only be dealt with as one deals
wih a cowardly burglar. Mr. Sherman seems to bave
taken this advice to heart, and to have acted on it to
tlhe full. Our object on the present occasion is to
point out that in reality this is the very worst possible
way of treating this country. If the Amnerican diplo-
maîtists only knew their own business, they wouild re-
alise that bullying of this kind is sure to defeat their
(nils, and that they would b fur more likely to find us
wiliiig to moet Uhen if, instead, they adopted a
pleasant and conciliatory boue. The injury to Ameri-
cai policy caused by the production of such despatches
as int sent by Mr. Sherman cani indeed hardly be
exiggerated. It niakes it almost impossible for us to
consider the sealing probleim on its merits. In the ab-
stract, niglislmei are very unch i nclined not only to
act in a frieidly wyay towards America, but also to do
whalever cau be done to prevent the extermination of
the scais. Aiy moderate aund friendly proposal, then,

muade by the United States Governmnent would ,have
been received by public opinion liere with no little
sympathy, and a strong desire would doubtless have
been expressed froin ail sides that our Governnient
should go as far as they could to ieet the American
demands. Our Governmnenlt, too, are always very sen-
sitive to outside pressure of this kind, and they would,
we feel sure, have been greatly influenced by it. The
Americans, however,have nade it quite impossible that
this pressure should be exerted. By not only writinîg,
but by allowing Mr. Shernan's despatch to become
publie property, they did away with all chance of getting
public opinion here on their side. As things stand, no
Englishman can be induced to go into the merits of
the case. When he attempts to do so lie is met by the
insults vhich Mr. Sherman thought fit to pour on our
Government. He can, of course, examineinto the truth
of these accusations, but by the tine lie lias discovered
how baseless they are, and bas realised that his country
is threatened witi the enmity of Russia and Japan if it
does notagree to Mr. Sherman's demands, lie is not, as
a rule, in a frane of mind conducive to a dispassionate
consideration of th merits and demerits of pelagic
sealing. And not only does te Anerican contention
get, under such conditions as these, no belp fron pub-
lie opinion. The Goverament, though personally
they nay care very little about being called hard
names, are placed in a very difficult position. After
sucli a despatcli as Mr. Shernan's, they cannot manke
bhe concessions they would be otherwise inclined to
make, for they know tliat to do so may inperil themt
with their ow'n people. No Government cares to run
the risk of being told they have been successfully
bullied by a foreign Power. A minatory despatch
inakes a resistance to its demands almost obligatory.

We most sincerely trust that the Ainerican people
may be induced to take a more reasonable and more
serions viewv of their relations wxith this country, and
that they will mnake their public men feel that the
nation vill not tolerate the coînmmittal of outrages like
the Sherman despatch. The Americans are the last
people in theworld to subnit to being bullied, and they
should surely be able to understand that the nation
fron which they spring is eqmally determined to yieli
nothing to the language of menace. It is idle to say
that America does not possess ien specially trained in
the work of conducting foreign relations, and that aî
certain latitude mnust be allowed to the amateur
diploniat. America possesses plenty of cultivated aid
well-bred men, and the general standard of nanners in
the nation is quite as high as in European countries.
IL is not because lier public men do .not know any bet-
ter, but unfortunîately because they think it pays that
tley treat us diplomiatically as they do. Tii the end, of
course, they will find out their mistake, but this awak-
eninig to the fact that we are not good people to bully
mnay have most unpleasant consequences for both
nations. Let us trust, then, that before things have

gone too far the officials in Washington may be made
to realise the hoiely truth that notbing is ever lost by
civility and good n1anners, and that the worst possible
way of getting decent people to act as you want theu
to act is to begin by cursing, calling naimes, mnd using
tlhreats."
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INDUSTRIAL FIRE INSURANCE.

Industrial life assurance has reached the classe
whose incomes are nearly the lovest earned. Ther
are now few of the latter class of artisans without

policy of life assurance of somue kind, the facilities foi
obtaining which are provided, in most cases too freely
by the friendly societies to which they belong. I
the matter of fire insurance this is not so, there ar
few vorkmen whose homes are protected by a fire in
surance policy. Yet there is no class who more nec
such protection for their household goods than thos
whose entire belongings are represented by their furn:
turc, apparel and tools. The securing of these po
sessions lias usually been a work of considerable tim
involvinlg snall econonies day by day which have bee
elkeeted at the sacrifice of the ordinary comforts
domestic life. When a home which has been furnish
ed with so muich dilliculty is devastated by fire, the ls
is often alnost irreparable, as the owner is no longe
i circumstances to allow of. his replacing the good
out of his vages. There are nany thousands in thi
position; they have furuished a home in early life, bu
are now burthened with a family, the needs of whic
absorb the whole income, 'however economicall
mnanaged. 'l'o such a housebolder fire insurance is a
absolute duty to bis vife and family.

Ainong this class we believe there is a wide open
ing for fire insurance business. A company has ju
been formed in England to carry on Industrial Il
surance. The rates are, for furniture at the dwellin
including tools at the workshop, four cents weekly c
a value of $300, and two cents weekly on the furn
ture alone, on sane amount. The promoters seem
beexperienced men, and they are confident of succes
There bave been efforts made in this direction vhi
were failures, but it seems most probable that tl
failure was not froni losses by fires in the dwellings
sinall insurers of the artisan class, but fron fires in t]
simall stores which abound in districts where this cla
mnost do congregate. Such stores bave a precar
ous existence. They are continually changing hand
or being closed. The moral hazard of such risks is e
tremle, as the proprietor bas seldom anytbing to lose I
a tire, and frequently ruas a chance of making soir
thing by a quick transfer of his stock to an insuran
company. The moral hazard of insurance on.
artisan's household goods is slighît; his property b
been acquired too laboriously to be dealt with eith
recklessly or .fraudently. It is indeed remarkable hi
few tires occur in cities among the poorer class
houses. In this eity we have frequent fires in sto
blocks, in alost new warehouses of the costliest co
structioi, while whole districts of houses renting
fromî $6 to $10 per month are very rarely visited
fire. The field we believe is very extensive for indu
trial fire insurance, which, if properly organized, mnig
be made profitable and serviceable to a nunîero
class.

THE METR[C SYSTEM.

A deteormsined effort it is said will be made at the next ses-
sion of the U. S. Congress ta secure the enactmsent of the bill
for tie adoption of the neftric system of veigits and
mseasures, which it will be reimseiibered was recommsitted on
a foi-mer occasion becauso of the fear that the systemu would
become obligatory before the people were ready for it. It
will also be reiieibered tiat a resolution was carried at the
meeting of Colonial Chambers of Commerce, held in London

isme two years ago, ta seek speedy adoption of the smetrie
systei thosugiout the British Enpire, but the idea perished
under the severe strietures and contrasts made by Englisi
experts. It would doubtless assume t widely dilierent aspect
however if tihe United States legislated in favor of the de-
cirmal systei in weights and mîeasures, andsince the question
promises to becomse a live on1e again, it will be interesting to
recapit.ulate soie salient figures.

In this classilication the commerce of ail the United King-
dom emibraces practically all that claimed as pernissive ex-
cept Japan, which has a characteristically Oriental system,
mixed in use with the nietric system, whici is gradually re-
placing thne former. Turkey is also classed as permissive,
because the law, while obligatory in measurement of cereals
and use of weights, is not enforced. Russia and Denmark
are elassed as nonmetric, althongli the msetric system bas
been introduced in Finland, an important partof Russia, and
by royal decree of January 13, 1895, pharmacists and mnedi-
cal men throughout the Empire are compelled to use the
metrical systemn alone in preparing and dispensing their
muedicines. In Denmark the muetric systemi is permitted and
largely used. In Guatemala, Nicaragua, Honduras and
Salvador, the respective governments have formally promul-
gated the metriu system of weights and measures and ail
ollicial transactions are based npon it. The population of
the netric.using nations, aggregates 445,290,003. It practi-
cally includes the civilized world except Great Britain, Russia
and the United States.

MILLING IN BRITAIN SIXrY YEARS AGO.

The country was dotted ail over with wind and water msills;
the port imills were conspicuous by their absence, and the "jolly
milier" tiourisied everywhere. Tie great bulk of the tieur in
1837 was made fromu homegrownwleat, wbieh was ground wlhol-
ly upon stones, not always ta accurately balanced or dressed.

The miller lad many dilliculties to contend witi which are
quite unknownt to-day under the modern roller system. Frou
the very nature of the wlieat the fiour was soft; froin the absence
of cleaning machinery and fromn bad seasons it was often very
dark. Then again the presence of germ made it always dillicuilt
of manipulation by the baker. Ofte'n alter a wet harvest the
latter had ta use the new flour most sparingly. Tiose were the
days of the admixture of alun, and no wonder, for, in many
cases, without it the loaf would have been alnost black. One of
the things taugit to the miller by the scientific expert of to-day
is to avoid grown wheat. But in the early part of the
Quieen's reign-and for many years after she camie ta the throne
-it was impossible ta avoid it. Hence the dark, ill-looking laif
-the tuaf whieh the faddists, and those Who sigh for ilour mixcd
with impurities and cry for the return of the millstone, would
again force upon us.

The equipment of a ilour mill in 1831 was most primitive. The
miiter haid not discovered the Iigh art of bolting; that was not
the business ai the millwright, and the milling expert.was not
born. If the millwriglht made the engine runi smoothly, proper-
ly balanced the stones, and adjusted the few reela then in use,
ie thougit lie had done ail tihat was expecrted of im. It was no
business of lis if the flour were dark and ill-looknig. His lines
were cast lin pleasant places compared witi the milling expert of
1897. The latter mussst so adjust lis machinery as ta turn out the
most colouiry and salable flour whicl it is possible t msake froin
the whcats used. In an ordinary mill lie is confronted with
ylelds-e must minake the best patent ie can and the most of it,
the best bakers' lie eau and the inoat of it, and the same witL
other grades.

In the early part of the Queen's reign, if the baker iad to con-
tend with dark, weak flours, however, lie was not bewildered by
such a nuniber of grades as are taken off in a modern miill of ta-
day. As a rule there were two grades oaly, "lines"'and
"seconds" ail the remainder going into the off al sack. The best
bread, of course, was made from the "fines," but the bulk of the
people ate houseiold bread, which'was made fron hai "flnes"
and half "seconds." The improvement to be found in the bread
of to-day mnay be directly traced ta lmproved agricultural and
milling machinery, and indirectly to the development of steam
powver.-Fr<» thubilec iuinuber qf iinUt Liverpwol.

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SEVELItAL IMPORTANT FAILURES..

RoRERT LINTON & CO.

General regret will be evinced by the business comnunity at
the enforced suspension of paymie t of Messrs. Robert Linton &
Co., wholesale drygoods, Montreal, whicli occurred on Wednes-
day of ths week. The trade liabilities of the lirn are placed at
about $50,000, and a meeting of creditors lias been called for
the 18tL inst. The partuers ii the firm are Mr. Robert Linton
and Mr. John Black, wbo succeeded Mlessrs. Robertson, Linton &
Co. li December, 1801. Messrs. Robert Linton & Co. as fer
back as November last it appears,on the occasion of stocktaking
found ont that tley were losing money beyond any iimîediate
chance of restoring the balance uàder the prevailing duli
season, and in view of sonewlat serious business lusses threat-
ening. In order to liquidate the business s as to be able to pay
trade creditors in full, Mr. Robert Linton then made ar-
rangements for the postponeiment of several loans anounting
to $80,000, anticipating that by doing se, the lirn wouild eventul-
ally dispose of its business obligations, but this unfortunately

proved unavailing un accouint of manufacturers withholding sup-
plies. The feeling in the trade la one of great synpathy for Mr.
Linton, and favorable disposition te facilitate ai arrangement
whereby this old established firi nay keep its place in dry
gooda circles, for inany years te corne.

MICHEL LVFEBvRlE & Co.

A demand of assigement made by W. T. Tassey, inerchant, Te-
ronto, and subsequentlya second deniand made by A. W. Papillon
for $384, resulted this week lin the precipitation into financial
trouble of the lirm of Michel Lefebvre & Co., vinegar maanufac-
turers, Montreal, for the second time within eighteen months,
the last donand being made by the Banque du Peuple in March
1896, whbich was contested. It will be remenbered the liabilities
of the lrin were tien stated te be about 500,000 of which the
bank was down fur $123,000. ILt will also be recalled that the
irms resumed business alter naking Ln abandonment of certain

property te the bank as security. ILt as been known that M.
Lefebvre & Co., have nut enjoyed good credit since this experi-
ence, and also that they have been liamapered in their business
by the transferance made to the bank, and if is not perhaps as-
tonishing that they have been unable any longer to keep il the
swim--Tie-liabilities in this present assignmient are about
$200,000. The liri la composed of M. T. and T. Lefebvre, the
former brother being Chairian tof Police in the City Council, an
aldermanie seat lie has tilled with imuch credit to himiself and
blneit to the citizens for more than three years past.

Messrs. Tees, Wilson & Co., wholesale tea importers, Montreal,
hield a meeting of their creditors on Wednesday last, when direct
liabilities were shown to be about $22,000, and the assets $0,500
insecured. This is an old Montreal flrin, and was known a
quarter of a century ago as Sinclair, Jack & Co., changing saul-
sequently to James Jack & Co., then to Tees, Costigan & Wilson,
and afterwards Tees, Wilson & Co., its present style. The
creditors present intimated te the flira that it would be prefer-
able te then te entertain an offer, and with this understanding
the meeting adjourned to Monday next the 9th inst. ILt is re-

ported that the liri are likely to effect a settlemnit and te
enter into liquidation imnmediately afterwards.

Canned goods
are quiet, with what there lS of interest,
connected with the recent meeting of the
Canners Association, when both output
and price was left ta cannera discretion.
