ness, and civilisation on the other. The combatants
in the two camps have differed more widely, in
gifts, in character, and in purpose, than “the armics
of the God of Israel,” whom David led to victory,
differed from the impure rabble of:the Philistines,
The only weapoas of the Muscovites have been per-
fidy, hypocrisy, and murder ; those of the Catholics,
prayer, resignation, and martyrdom. The one have
fought for: God and Christian unity, the others for
Satan.and nationalism, Both were worthy of the
masters whom they followed, as we shall now see
by examples chosen from either camp. Io 1709,
by the decisive campaign of Pultawa, in which the
power of Sweden was crushed, Peter the Great be-
came the patron and arbiter of Poland. Savage as
he wag, in spite of his genius nnd energy, he always
spoke of his own snbjects as “my barbarians.’’ In-
capable of religious motive, all his acts were deter-
mined by policy. “ Before Xurope,” says the lcarn-
od author of the Life of the Martyr St. Josaphat, who
has studied Russian history in all it3 aspects,

« Peter the Great wished to pass for a wise and tol-
erant prince.” He saw in the beginning of his car-
cer that communion with the West, and the influ.

cnce of Latin Christianity, were csseatial to the

civilisation of hir chaotic empire. * He made no
difficulty in permitting some of his subjects to pro-
fess the Catholic religion, He artfully encouraged
the hope of the conversion of Muscovy, which
nothing could tear from the heart of the Sovereign
Pontifls. Peter was nbove all jealous of hiz own
glory. The admiration of Europe would not have

consoled him for the disdain of the Roman Conrt.

For this rcason he refrained from all hostility
against the Latin Church. What could he have
done in Poland, if he had wounded the religious
sentiments of the nobility? Sanguinary victories
would not have won for him the influsnce over
them which he had already required almost tglth-
out striking a blow, The Polish Bishops received
from him, therefore, only reverence aund respect,
and whenever he met the represcntatives of the
Holy See in Polaud, in Italy, or in Germany, he
trented them with more distinction than they re-
ceived even from Catholic sovereigns! (3) It
would have been still more advantageous to Russia
than to Poland if he Lad persevered in this policy.
Tussia would have been civilised, and Poland would
not have been overwhelmed by the horrors of bar-
barism. But Peter,:whose ambition was insatiable,
bad formed the project of transferring his capital to
Constantinople a hope which was imprudently flat-
tered by the schismatical patrinrchs of Onex_:tal
sces, who would have found him a wnore tyrannical
master than the Caliph. :He;had already throttled
his own pational sect, and: planted his foot firmly
upon it. . # Tsarodoxy” had .bound the Mfuscovite
.church in fetters, nnd its' bishops obsequious. vas.
sals of the State. The astute barbarian was able to
admire ihe liberty of Catholics and the_pposto_llc
dignity of their prelates, but only on condition that
they creatcd no obstacle to. his.policy. The Latin
Church of Poland was no offence to him, because it
was ¢omposed mainly of nobles, but {he Greek Ca-
tholic Church of Ruthenia, to which, the .peasants
belonged, barred the way to the {ur_thgr; cxtengion
of his empire.

pound of an unprofitable religious sentiment with
the passions of a beast and the malice of & demon-
was always a ‘characteristic of Russian” Tsars. In
our own day they still lie, torture, and murder in
the name of religion and the Orthedox Church,

In spite of his' wild atd tarbulent passions and
the pagan excedses of his disordetly life, Peter wag
able to appreciate both intellectual greatness and
the majesty 'of & true spiritual- authority. The
Rector of the Jesuits in Polock advised him to visit
Rome, «Iwished to do so,” he replied, *When I
was st Venice, but I wss obliged to return home in-
great haste because my barbarians had revolted. I
hope to go there later, and have a ‘great- desire to
gee that most' famnous city and the’ supreme ‘Pope—il
sommo Papa.? (5) The Tsar'then’ rose amd drank
to the health of Clement ' X1,, the reigning Pountiff.
# May God punish ;me,” he added, *and not suffer
me to see my kingdom again, if I entered the
charch of the Basilians with the intention of doing
evil ;" and then he swore thathe would never again
iojure Catholics, and would respect the liberties of
the Greek Uniats. Some of his successors have
made the same promises, and have keptthem ag
w:ll as he did.’ He continued his eavage persecu.
tions, avowed himself the protector of all Polish
g-hismatics, and almost every year supported their
seditious complaints to the Government of Warsaw
against both the Uniats and the Latin clergy, They
were instruments of his barbarous policy, and no
law of God or man, no suggestion of truth, justice,
or mercy could make him swerve from it. He has
been exactly imitated, both in hypocrisy and craelty
by later Tsars, whose crimes baveall been com-
mitted, like his, in defiance of reiterated trenties
and pledges, and whose sole aim has been to sub-
gtitute ¢ tsarodcxy” for the Gospel, and fo crosh 1a
other lands the liberties which they had *destroyed
in their own. In the Spirifual Regulation, ingerted
afterwards in the Rusidn Code, are contained the
words in which Peter is designated ¢ the guardian
of orthodoxy”—that is, of Russian policy—*‘and of
all things relating togood orderid the holy Church.”!
He was nbout as well: qualified for such an office as
Poatiui  Pilate was to bs an?apostle. His chief
counsellor in' ecclesiastical matters was, first: his
own arrogance. and then the Swiss Calvinist, Le-
fort. Tondini observes that any one reading the
Spiritual Regulation, text and notes, “ would have no
difficulty in understanding with what good reason
Protestants can and must look upon Peter as one
of themselves. . . . The priests, the monks, and the
Bishops of the Orthodox Church, treated as they
wera by Peter, were made to appear simply cor-
temptible ;" while the ridicule he cast upon holy
things by bis infamous orgies can hardly be recon-
ciled with the idea of the fulfilment of his firet duty
as & Christian prince” (6) The influence of Peter,
which s still ali powerful in Russia, has been as
fatal, Tondini remarks, to # orthodoxy” as to liberty.
The religious zenl of Russia is displayed only in
connection with cruelty, ignorance, and supersti-
tion. One hundred thousand ‘Russians are said to
die every year from the abuse of alcohol. Pietro.
wski relates, in 1863, that during a voyage on the
Dwina, all hiscompanions belng religious pilgrims
of the orthodox chuich, visiting what they con-
sidered sacred places, # every soul on board, irom
the master to the poorest of the bohomolets, threw o
piece of copper money into the stream, to render
the Dwina propitious to their course along its
breast.” (7) ©The Russians themselves,” says
Colonel Lach Szyrma, in a book published with the
sanction of the Russian censure, “do not refuse
belief-in the prognostications of the Shamans’—
devil worshippers—and Russians of all religious
sects {requently consult them about what s to bap-
pen to them in the most important proceedings of
life, and never doubt'the truth of the revelations
made to them.” (8) Such are the fruits of “ tear-
odoxy,” and of the brutalising despotism in spiritu-
al things inaugurated by Peter the Great. .
t If Protestants,” observes Tondini, ! may faitly
claim Peter I.as their own, unbelievers haves full
right to do the same with Catherine II., and glory
in it, as in fact they do.” Wriling to Voltaire, this
depraved woman called herself Hlead of the Greek
Church, to her own immense amusement and his.
% No sincerely orthodox Tussian,’’ continues the
same writer, ¢ could rend the correspondence of
Catherine with Voltaire without blushing., In
various passages of these letters she ridicules - not
only the ceremonies but also the sacraments of her
Church, ' If'to this wagadd the fuvour shown by her
to the infidel philosophers of the Eneyclopedie, the
atmosphere of impiety with which she surrounded
herstlf, and the state of her own moralg, so plainly
indicative of an unbeliéving sonl,"—we Lave an-
other example of the horrible scourge of “taarodoxy.”

.and evergreens twined across the streets, blazoned
with mottoes like ©Ceade mille Failthe, Father,
Tom,” * Happy homes and saltars. free,” and * We
live for God and country.”  Darkness and the rain
came down to draggle the emblems before they
could be brought into use. For hours troops of
people stood on the Castlerea road in the dripping
rain in waiting for the carriage, When at last it
was signalled by a shout the whole population
poured into the streets with cheers wild enough to
be yells of enthusiasm, and, with the Sligo brass
band at their head, tramped out through torrents of
rain fo the episcopal residence at the abbey, where
a few fervent words of thanks from Father Burke
were then sufficient recompense. Nearly every
window in the town was by this time illuminated
after fashions ranging from the ambitious devices ig
gay shop windows to the single candle glimmering
in the pane of the bovel, and with bonfires, fire-
works, cheers and rattling music the market place
was to a late hour a very furnace of cathusiasm. A
-fow hours' sunshine oo Bunday forenoon enabled an
enormous congregation to get together from wide
districts of the three surrounding counties, and
those were swelled by the freight of a special train
from Sligo. The cathedral of St. Nathy—the proud-
eat memorial of the present beloved bishop's fruit-
ful sway—grand in its.Gothic outlines and arches,
and wanting only its towering spire to rise a miracle
of palatial beauty from the surrounding poveriy—
wag packed to overflowing. High Mass was cele-
brated Coram Episcepo by the Rev. T. Loftus, the
Rev. T. Doyle officiating as deacon, Rev, D, O’Hara
subdeacon, and Rev. A. O'Donohue (Curry) master
of ceremonies.

PROGRESS IN EDINBURGH.

Re-Orexing orF St. Patrics’s Cuorex.

Cn Sunday last, a ceremony of a very interesting
character was witnessed in the church of the very
flourishing congregation of St. Patrick’s, Edinburgh.
During the past ten years or ro, there has been
going on in this Scottish metropolis, radiating from
this parish as its centre-point, a great and ‘eminently
sucessful work of -Catholic- orgnnisation- and eleva-
tion. At the commencement of the present decade

The tbird lecture for the season of 8t. Kevin's
Branch of the Catholic Union was delivered at the
lecture hall, Camden Street, Dublin, en the 21st
ult, by Michael Carter O'Mearn. Mr. O'Meara -
apologized for the necessary incompleteness of the
gketch which he intended to give, He had rather
selected this subject in order to bring before them
the education and surroundings of the youth and
early manhood of Lord Edward Fitugerald, to show
he never could have organized or consented to take
part in the insurrectionary movement with which
his name was inseparably connected if it had really
becn the wild and impossible scheme it hnd been
too ofter represented [hear, hear]; and that the
fact of bis, a man of position and family, baving
thrown himself into the agitation was complete
proof, if such proof werc wauated, that by reason of
the policy adopted towards this country by the
British Ministry it was an impossibility that Ite-
land could have escaped passing through the or-
deal of an insurrection [henr, hear]. Lord Edward
Fitzgerald was born on October 15th, 1763, being
the fifth son of the Duke of Leinster. In the latter
part of 1780 a lieutenancy was purchased for him
1n the 96th Regiment and in & year after, at theage
of 18, he was ficst introduced to the horrors of war
at a battle fought in the American War of Independ-
ence, where be received a severs wound, and was
left for dead on the field, A negro found him and
carried him off to Charleston, In after life Lord
Edward regretted the part be bad taken in this war,
and said on one occasion that he-had been fighting
against liberty, Of him Major Doyle wrote abount
this time—¢ I never knew a.more lovable person,
and every man in the army, from the general to the
drummer, would cheor the expression. ... He
had great animal spirits, which bore him up against
all fatigue; but his courage was entirely independ-
ent of thoss spirits—it wasn valor sui generss”
(bear, hear]. In'1783 he returned from Americs,
and was returued member for Athy. In Octeber,
1792, while in Paris, he attended a mecting to cele-
brato the victories of the French armies, and among
the toasts were—* Tho armies of France: may the
exsmple of its citizen soldiers. be followed by all
enslaved countries, till tyranny Dbe extinct;” and
another, still more Republican—*The speedy aboli-
tion of all hereditary and feudal distinctions.,” For
this he was dismissed from the army. Io 1793,
when a vote of thanks was being moved to the
Viceroy for a proclamation for digpersing all unlaw-
ful assemblies, TLord Edward rose and said, “I
give my most hearty disapprobation to thataddress,
for I do think that the Lord Lieutenant and the
majority of this houso are ihe worst subjects the
‘King has,” A perfest tumult followed, and when
‘called on for an explanation he said—" I am accus-
ed of having declared that I think.the Lord-Lieu-
tenant and - the majority of this. house the worst
subjects the King hns—] said go,d&t istrue,and I
am sorry for it" [laughter], It was needless to say
this explanation was. rejected. .

Tuz Sapsrieno MoxtMENT, — The Dublin Nution
says:—We are deeply gratified to learn that the
Sarsfield Memorial Committee of Limerick are tak.
ing action to forward the grand national project for
the realization of which they are associnted, and
to bring it to a satisfactory completion, A meet-
ing of the committee was held a few nights ago, a
statement of the {funds submitted, and o resolution
adopted to invite tenders fur the ercction of a
brouze statue to the hero. We regret, indeed, that
the committee (ind themselves compelled to resign
the iden of getting wu equestrian statue, which of
course, would be the most suituble memorial of o
cavalry ofticer. The cost of such a statue, itis
calculated, would be not less than £3,000, Thisis
a sum which the committee despair of collecting.—
We fear their opinion en-this point 13 but too well
founded. But really. it ought not to be so. Five
thousand pounds is but a small amount to ask from
.the Irish race for the ercction of a monunment to
one of her bravest aud most devoted soldiers, a
hero whose career sheds an unfading lustre on
ber military anaals, We should be delighted if
the committee should find their estimate of the
probable total of the natiounal contributions greatly
exceeded by the reality, and if fands should pour
in to them day after day, uutil the amount needed
for the erection of nn equestrian statue is placed in
their hands. As it is, however, they have uot yet
been put in possession of a sum sufficient for the
crection of a statue of the ordinary class. The
amouat contributed up to this time is £719. About
£50@ more would be needed for the erection of the
statue, Let us hope it will be promptly and gen-
erously subscribed, without putting the committee
to the trouble and expense of issuing circulars, ap-
peals, ete,  ‘The failure of the subscription for the
Mengher Monument is a kind of iacident which,
for the honor of our countrymen, we do not wishto
gce repeated. There is scarcely a msn in Ireland
who could not, by a little saving for a few weeks
from his ordinary expenditure, enable himself to
contribute proportionately to his means towards
this national work ; and although the calls on the
generosity of our countrymen are many, we hope
they will s0 act in reference to this one that many
years will not have passed away before there shall
stand in the midst of the grand old city which he
so bravely defended, a handsome snd cuduring
statue of the heroic Patrick Sarsfield.

Turke-
Russian war is inevitable, and that Russia is merely
playing fast and loose with the Plenipotentiaries of
the Powers In order to gain time to complete her
preparationa. St. " Petersburg advices confirm this
statement to a certain degree, sserting that Russia
fa determined to rectify existing grievances, but
will tako no decisive step until she is' sure of suc-
cess. From Turkish Bources we &re informed that
the Sultan’s advisers are equally stubborn in their
determination, not ouly to oppose any foreign oc-
cupation of Ottoman territory, but to object to the
disarming of the Mohammedans and the control of
the administration of the Provinces by au Inter-
pational Commission. Severaljother measures which
the representatives of the Powers intend preesing
upon the Porte will also be unfavorbly received,
and in the meantime active preparations for war are
under way. On the other side & Russian genersal
has been appointed to command the Servian troops
who havo received orders to join their colours on the
09nd jnst. The Austrian plenipotentiary Las been
appointed to report on the reforms needed in Bosnia
and Herzegovina, and it is likely that Lord Salis-
bury will undertake the same task with regard to
Buigaria.

THE LATE LIEUT. GOV. CARON.

We regret to announce the death of the Hon, Rene.
Edourrd Caron, Lisutenant Governor of the Pro-
vince of Quebec, which occurred at half-past four
o'clock yesterday (Wednesday Dec. 13th) afternoon
His Honour, as our readers arg aware, hed been in a'
very precatious state of health for some time past,
A few weeks ago it became necessary to appoint an
Administrator. Since that time the Lieutenant
@Governor has been gradually sinking, and his de-
cease was therefore not unexpected. ,

Mr. Caron was born in the year 1800, at St, Anno,
Cote of Beaupre, County of Montmerenci, where his
father Augustin Caron, & tarmoer, had also been born
and lived. . The elder Caron, who was in ensy cir-
cumstances, twice reprosented the County of North-
‘umberland in-the old -Lower Csnada "Aas‘embly;-

missioner in the codification of the civil law of the
Province, conjointely with Messrs, Morin and Day
He aleo held at different times several offices of 1;
minor and unprofessional character, He wag Presi.
dent of the Institut Canadien; of the Literary gnd
Historical Society; and of the 8t, Jean Baptiste
Society of Quebec, He was created 8 Q. C.in 1548
received the degree of LL.D. from Laval Unjver.
sity, 1865 ; created a Commander of the Order of
St. Gregory the Great in 1873, and a&night Com.
mander of the same Order in 1875,

The foregoing sketch of Mr. Caron's life showg
that his carcer was eminently busy and Pros-
perous, As a Judge bis opinions were re.
ceived with much respect, and his labor
on the Codification Commisefon have been fre.
quently the subject of commendation. In manger
he was grave and courtsous, and his style of Epeak.
ing clear and concise. He was very regular in hig
attendance at the terms of his Court, and at a time
when the dignity of the Bench was frequent!
raftled Ly scenes of & pecallar character he was di:'
tinguighed by uniform courtesy and politeness )

M r. Caron was married on the 15th of Septem'ber
1828, to Josephine, daughter of tho late . Ger:
mnin' de Blois, of Quebec, by whom he haq a'hrge
family.

at 8 good old age and full of honors. Hig ]ifye
affords a signal example of an active and successfn}
career, Contemporaneous ‘with the century, he
played an important part in the changes w’hich
bavo occurred during the last ﬁ'fty'l'yeafa in our
conatitution and government.

_ It may be agreeable to the King (Charles Albert
of Savoy), to know of an incident relating' to the
close of ths Emperor Alexander's reign, which, I
beliove, has been hitherto unknown, but which is
pevertheless true. It has attractéd the attvntion of
all the faithful devoted to the Catholic Church to-

wards this prince. : ..

The Emperor Alexander was aware that Count
Micbaud, one of his general aids-de-camp, was &
Catholic, Far from taking umbrage at this, he was
pleased, without being requested to do so by the
General, to excuse him from service during the
Pasclial season, so that he might attend the offices
of Holy Week, according to the Boman rite, I even
belleve that this Prince treated hisaid-de camp with
greaf kindness and had great confidence in him, be-
cauge he selected him to perform a secret mission
with which he charged him, towards the close of
his reign. .

The Emperor had frequcntly, though not in the
presence of others, spoken to the General, with a
certain derision, about the prerogative of the head
of the Greek Church which the Antocrats of Rus-
sin were wont to arrogate to themselves.

When Alexander was getting ready to go to Italy
to attend the Congress of Verona,he expressed a
desire to see Rome. His tendency towards Catho-
licity was suspected in his family ; the Empress-
mother was afraid thut an interview with the Holy
Father would induce her son to return into the
bosom of the Church, and she carnestly besought
him not to go to Rome. The Emperor Alexander,
always full of deference towards his mother promised
and kept his word. 3

The journay to Odessa having been decided upon
in 1825, the Emperor told Count Michaud, his aid-
de-camp, that he would not take him with him;
that ke would send him to Italy to see his family;
that he wae then to go to Rome, where, a8 & good
Catholic, he would not fail to present himself to
the Pope; that after this first visit, he was to ask
for a tecond secret audience in his capacity of aid-
de-camp to the Emperor, duriog which he should
perform the confidential but official commission to
the Holy Father which would be entrusted to him.

He gave him his instructions verbally, and in
dismissing him his Imperial Majesty added these
words: ¢ Well, if it is necesgaty, I will become a
martyr

The second andience was asked for and granted
with all the precautions which seemed necessary.

When Count Michaud appeared in the presence
of Leo XIL, he took off his sword, which somewhat
surprised the Holy Father; he fell upon his koees
and begged himto listen to him with all the secrecy
of the Confessional. He then executed the com-
mands of the Emperor. His Majesty expressed
hia firm willingness to stop the schism, to bring
back to the bosom of the Church the people sub-
ject to his imperial sceptrs, and to personally
abjure, without delay, the errora of the Photlan
gect,

His Majesty prayed the Pope to secretly send to
St. Petersburg a doctor (theologian) armed with the
authority of the Holy Father, and in possession of
his entire confidence, He asked that he should be
neitker a Nuncio nor & Prelate of high rank, buta
simple priest, with whom everything was to be ar-
ranged and concluded. This envoy was to go to
St. Petersburg ag a simple traveller, without any
official characier, as soon as Count Michaud return-
ed to the capital, where the envoy was to take up
kis quarters at the Dominican Convent.

It is probable ths General was the intermediary
of communications with the Emperor, or with the
personage whom His Imperial Majusty entrusted
with the matter,

This theologian was designated, I am notaware
whether Count Michaud spoke to him or not, but I
koow that he was in communrication witk the Car-
dinal to whom the Pope confided the secret and the
management of this important affaiv. The matter
stopped hera because of the sudden news of the
death of the Emperor Alexander.

As soon as this sad event became koown, Count
Michaud set out immediately for Russia, where he
met the funeral cortege of the Emperor, and where
he had the sad pleasure of helping to carry the cof-
fin which contained the mortal remains of his bene-
factor.

Some time after Count Michaud learned that
Alexander, already a Cstholic at heart, passing, on
his fitst journey through a town where there wasa
Dominican Convent, admitted the Prior to bis pres-
ence and told him to await his coming at midnight
at the privato door of his Convent. The Emperor
appeared, unattended, in the darkness of night,
asked to be taken to the church, and that the Dless-
ed Sacrament be exposed. The Prior obeyed. On
hLis knees, at the foot of the altar, he prayed for
some time, and then asked for the Benediction;
the Prior complied, and on turning around, after
replacing the Blessed Sacrament in the tabernacle,
he saw the Ewmperor prostrate upon the floor,
and the steps of the altar went with his tears, In
a few moments ho arose, thanked the Prior, and
retired with the same secrecy with which he Lad
come. :

Count Michaud, deeply grizved and full of regret
that Alexander's good intention could not have
been carried out, and hoping, doubtless, without
sufficient warrant, that the news of eo important a
resolution the preliminary steps of which had al.
ready been taken, wonld make a deep impression
upon the mind of the Emperor Nicholas, and that
it might induce him to follow this example, Count
Michaud, I say, resolved, after hig return to Pled.
mont, to write out an accouat of this event. He
boped to find an opportunity of presenticg it to the
reigning Emperor, if he ceme to Italy, or to have it
placed in his possession after his death. _

This account has been written, und I do not doubt
but that, during the crisis which terminated the
long sufferings of General Michaud, and” which &l-
lowed him a .little respite before:his death, he
thought of sending, through trusty hands, to his
1iajesty ihe Emperor Nicholas, the documsnt con.
taining the recital of the above mentioned incident.
Count. Michaud told me, while at Turin, that he had
it all ready. i

I do not, therefore, consider myself any longer
bound to keep a secret which 18 no Jonger such, at
lenst; to his Imperial Majesty, and which'I .venture
to confide to the discretion of my Sovereign, from

arrival the Pope informed him of the secret mission
‘of the Tsar's envoy, and propoted to him to set of
at once for Russiz on the impartant mission; Padre
Cappellati, however, implored the Pope to excuse
him, alleging, amongst other excuses, his ignorance
of the language, and the difficulty of learning it at
his time of life. The Pope then asked him if he
knew of any other religious who would be a suit-
able person to undertake the duty, and desired him
to mention some one of the Conventual Fathers.
Padre Cappellari thereupon named Padre Antonio
Francisco Orioli, who was agreed to by the Pope.
Padre Ogioli having accepted the weighty duty
thus imposed apon him, the Pope introduced him
to General Michaud ; but while Padre Orioli was
preparing for his departure the sad intelligence of
the Emperor's death, a death strongly suspected at
the time not to have ariscn from natural causes.
Thus disappeared all the hopes that had been
cherished by the Holy Father, and the few others
who were in the gecret of the Emperor's intentions.

POSTAL.

On and from the 1st of January, 18%77,an arrange-
ment will come into effect, provided for the trans-
mission of post cards between Canada and the
United Kingdom, and for the assimilation of
charges on printed and book post matter, and trade
patterns, and samples of merchandise passing be-
tween Canada and the United Kingdom, to the
poatal rates of the general Postal Union. Under the
following regulations, special post cards to he used
for transmission to the United Kingdom are in
courge of preparation,” and will be issued for tale to
the public at two cents. These cards will pass at
that rate, subject to the generanl rules applicable to
post cards sent within the Dominion, and whether
forwarded in the mails for England vis the United
States or by Canadian packet. On transit newas-
papers addressed to the United Kingdom the rate
will be two cents per 4 o0z, or fraction of 4 oz,
weight, the packet to be prepaid by postage stamps.
Canada newspapers, posted from the office of publi-
cation to subscribers in the United Kingdom, if to
be sent in the mails forwarded via New York or
Boston, must be prepaid by postage stampa at the
transient paper rate of tw¥o cents per 4 oz, ; but if
seat by Canada packet, such papers may pass, &8
now,on prepayment Ly the publisher at the or-
dinary rate of 1c. per. pound: The term book pack-
ate, as applied to correspondence trith the United
Kingdom, includes all printed matter other than
newspapers, and all matter permitted by the postal
regulations to pass at ook post rates. In all such
mattar sent to the United Kingdom the rate will be
two cents per 2 oz. or fraction of two 0z, and must
bo prepaid by postage stamps. The chsrge on pat-
terns and samples of merchandise will be the same
ns ok book packets, two cents per 2 oz. or fraction
of 2 0z., to t'e prepaid by poslaze stamps, the articles
sent to or received from the United Kingdom by
post as patterns or samples must be the bonajide
patterns or samples of merchandise. (ioods sent for
salo or in execution of an order, however small the
quantity may be, or any article sent by one private
individaal to another, which are not actually trade
patterns or samples, are not admissable, It will
be observed that the rates to be charged on post
cards, newepapers, and other book-poat maiter and
patterns and samples sent to the United Kingdom
will be the same whether sent in the mails for-
warded to England s the United States, orin
those made up for the Canadian packets with the
single exception of Canadian newspapers from the
office of publication to subscribers in the United |,
Kingdom which, if forwarded in the mails sent vie
the United States must be prepsid in like manner
with other newspapers so sent, but when forwarded
by the Canadian packet, such newspapers may con-
tinue to pasa as if addressed to places within the
Dominion, From the first of January, 1877, the rate
of letter post from Canada to Newfoundiand will be
5c. per half oz, (prepayment by stamp compul-
sory.) .

Tue Late Crsis 15 Fraxce—Lospoy, December
15.—The Daily News correspondent at Paris says M.
Simon has reccived perfectly satisfactory assurances
trom Gen, Berthout, Minister of War, on the question
of military escorts at funerals. The order issued by
Gen, Berthont on this subject was the ostensible
cause of the late crisis. Martel's indisposition is
not serious, and ke will assume the office to which
he has been appointed. ‘The Paris correspondent of
the Times comments on what  hie 'describes as the
mocking, almost aggressive, attitude: of Gambetta
and bis immediate followers while Minister Simon
was making his statement before the Chamber yes-
terday. It is Asserted that after the sitting Gambetta
declared the new Cabinet was'madse against him
and he would not forget it.

VErsaiLLes, December 15.—3. Simon, the head
of the Ministry, in the Chambers declared himself
profoundly » Republican and Conservative and de-
voted to liberty of conscience ; he also had a rever-
ence for religion. He said President Mac3{ahon had
endeavored on all occasions to act strictly in accord-
ance with the principles of the Constitutional Gov-
crnment. ‘The Ministry, united among themselves,
and with the Parliamentary majority in the Senate
would maintain a Republican Constitution. To
establish real liberty, o strong and united authority
was necessary, and the Government must there-
fore have officials who would not only execute
orders and apply the laws, but would set an example
of respect for the Government they served, The Gov-
ernment would be absolutely strict on that point.
The deputies of the Left repeatedly cheered this con-
cluding statement. Jt was remarked that Gambetta
did not appland. Simon repeated the same state-
ment in the Senate, and was much applauded, es-
pecially by the Left. The Bonapartists recolved to

Washington and John Adams were elected by elect-
ors chosen by State legislatures. ThomasJefferson
was elected in 1300 by the ¥ousze of Representa.
tives over Aaron Burr and John Adams, . John
Quincy, Adams was elected in'the samu way in 1824,
These are the only two instauces in the history. of.
the Governiment where Presidents have bedn elect-
ed by thé House of Representatives, There have been
five ¢ minority Presidents,” so far’as 'the popular.
vote bas been’ concerned, viz : John Quincy Adains
in 1824 ; James K. Polk, in]1844; Zachary Taylor,
in 1848 ; James Buchanan, in 1856 ;‘and‘Abraham
Lincoln'in 1860, In 1825, there were four candi-
dates in the field—J. Q." Adams, Andrew’ Jackson,
W. H. Crawford, and Henry Clay. Adams received
105,321 votes, Jackson 155,872, and the ofher two
candidates combined, about 100,000. In 1844,
Polk received 1,337,243, ngainst 1,361,462 votes for
Clay. In1348, Taylor, received 1,360,099, against
1,500,000 for Cass and Van Buren. In 1856, Buch-
received 1,838,169 against 2,215, G98 votes ‘cast for
Fremont and others. In 1860, Lincoln received
1,866,352 against 2,810,501 votes cast for Douglas
and Breckenridge.

There are in life, in human life, and ia thelife of
nations, coincidences, which, if they are foriunitous,
would make a man incline to think that there is
more in fortnne than he has ever been willing to
admit.

Story of a Protestant Clergyman'’s Change
of Belief.

The Rev. B. W: Whitcher, formerly an Episcopal
clergyman, related to a large audience in St. Ber-
nard's Church last night the story of his conversion
to the Roman Catholi¢ faith, He said that he
graduated at the Theological Seminary in Tweatleth
street, and was regularly ordained a minister of the
Protestant Episcopal Church. In his collegiate
career, his doubts regarding the accusations of Ro-
man Catholic persecution and idolatry led him to
read much on the subject. Having satisfied him-
gelf of the falsity of the charge, a feeling of rever.
ence and [ove for the Roman Catholic Church grew
in his heart, ¢‘To such strength did it ‘attain,”
said he, “that I felt on longer continuing my pas-
torate in the Protestant Episcopal Clurch I was
imperilling my soul., I gave up my parish, went
into the country and commenced ancw the study
of the history of the Church. A second reading
only confirmed me in the belief that the Church of
Rome was the only true Church.” As to the charge
of idolatry brought sgainst the Catholics on account
of their prayers to saints, he said : #*While Catbolics
ask the intercession of those who have led holy
lives, and who they believe in the spirit world are
saints around the throne of God, the Protestauts
pray to each other. The Catholics on bended knee
says: ¢ Hail Mary, full of grace’ while the Methe-
dist minister steps ferward and says, ‘Sister Susan,
lead us in prayer.’ "—ANew York Sun.

Porasa a8 A" FermiLizer—Potash forms one of
he best essential constituents of a fertile soil, and
one of the most important of all the fertilizing

agents withio reach of the agriculturist.- In many |

plants it constitntes more than one-half of their
ash, and in most at least one third. In neutralizing
acids in the seil and in the liberation of ammonia
3t acts in the fame manner as lime, but when it is
desired to simply eflect these Iast mentioned objects
the Iatter should be -used, as being cheaper, and
potash, generally available in the form of aghes,
should be applied as ‘a manure, using the word in
its strictest sense, to indicate a substance that con-
tributes directly to the building up of the structure
of the plants.

have come to the conclusion that the very best pre-
paration—the very best manure—is 8 good crop of
clover * * * A vast amount ofmineral manure
is brought within reach of the corn crop, which
otherwige would remain in a lock-up condition in
the sofl, TLecloverlants take nitrogenfrom the at-
mosphere, and manufactare §t to their own sub-
stance, which, on decomposition of the clover roots
and leaves, produce aburidance of ammonia. In
reality, the growing of clover is eqaivalent, to 8
great extént, to manuring with Peruvian guano, and
in this paper of mine I show that you obtain a
arger quantity of manure than in the largest dose
of Peruvian guano which a farmer would ever think
of applying.

Courost oF Hears,—~It is often recommended
that when manure is thrown into heaps in the field
it should be covered with a layer of earth to pre-
went the escape of the ammonia, The experiments
of Dr. Voelker in the Royal Agricultural College at
Cirencester, in England have established the fact
that the evaporation of ammonis from large heaps
©of manure goes on but slightly for the reason that
during the decomposition of the manure certain
orgauic acids are formed at the same time the am-
monia iz involved, and then immediately unite
with ammonia, forming non-volatile compounds.

Gt of large heaps, where the heat {e too greatfor
the chemical changes above referred to, but as it
approaches the exterior part of the heap, where the
heat s very much less, the ammonia is completely
taken up by the organic acids and retained. There
will be but a trifling escape of ammonia where there
is sufficient moisture to retain it, for water absorbs
and retaing many hundred times its bulk of am-
monia gasst ordinary temperatures, Theso non-vola-
tile compounds, from being highly soluble in water,
are liable to be washed away at every rain.storm,
glving the well known color to the draining of man-
ure heaps. . .

Tur VeGETABLE GARDEN.—Deep Cullivation Indis-
pansable;~Nothing is more essential to the snccess of
the kitchen garden thandeep plowingand thorough
culture. The severe draught of the past summer
has been a useful lesson on this point. It bhas
opened the eyes of many carcless farmers, and has
given new force to the argument for deep cultiva-
tion. It has shown conclusively that the best
protection against the injurious effects of a diy
geason is the gu g)il plow, Every gardener or
farmer who freely and fearlessly uses this imple-
ment, if he follows it up by a continual stirring of
the sofl will find that he has comparatively little
to fear from the effects of a drought, and that the
abgence of rain is a less calamity and more easily
mitigated than the opposite condition of long con-
tinued wet weather, But the advantage and neces-
sity of this kind of culture are not by any means
confined to the protection it affords during a
seagon of drought It is no less cfficient in the de-
struction of weeds, inaerating the soil so as to fas-
cilitate the accees of both water and air to the roots
of growing plants, ¥The general principles involved
in this trcatment of the soil are of great practical
importance, and hold good in every branch of hus-
bandry. They are equally vital and essential to
successful culture whether applied to a garden, a
small farm, or a thousand acres. Co

Exronrarion o5 Live Stock axp Fresn MeaTi—
To give our readers some idea 6f the views on the
other side of the ¥ herring pond” with reference to
