The Canadianrevenue for 1883 amounted to about
ten millions of dollars, Of this amount only
$3,717,738 went to pay the intereat@on. its debt.

. 'The greater part of the remainder was expended in
salaries, &c. It may mot be amiss to notice a few of
these expenditures,

‘the salaries of the Governor General and the mem-
bers of the Ezecutive and their subordinates, acd
the contingenecies of their offices—amounted &s we
have sbowi}$d 430,527, for the year 1863,

But this .is not by any means all of the public
money the politicians share amongat themselves and
their feiends; the expenses of the Legislature in
1861 were $463,124. Last yesr they amounted to
$627,377. :

Their House of Assembly i3 composed of 130 mem-
bers. Their Legislative Council of about 60 mem-
bers, we believe. The whole is a little more than
three times a3 large as the New Brunswick Legisla-
ture. .Imagine our Legislature spending on itself
the one-third or even the one-fourth of $463,000 per
anoum “in ordinary years, or of $627,377 in suech
years as last year was iz Canads.

It is but fair to state that last year the expenses of
boldiug elections amounted - to about $537,000; but
pearly ail the remainder, $370,000, went to Dpay the
expenses of the Legislature itself,

Each Housa pays ita Speaker $3200. The clerks,

messengers, &c., of the Legislative Council, are
gearcely more numerous than those of our owa
Council, and the salaries do not seem very extrava-
gant. The first clerk ge1s 32000 a year, the second
$1800, and & Law Clerk 31000, Tboe Cheplsin and
Librarian gets $1000. The current expenses, what-
ever they were, amounted to $35,000, and the Mem-
bers Indemnity, or pay, as we wouid call it, to
$105,000.
In the Assembly, the clerk gets $1994; an English
translator, $2000 ; the sssistant clerk, S1600. The
contingent expenses of this House in 1863 amounted
to $171,407—more than thirteen hundred dollars for
every member ! How paltry and insignificant the
contingency account of our Assembly at the worst
of times appears when  compared 1w this. A faw
petty acts of plunder have sometimes disgraced our
Legislature, and excited tke just indiguation of the
people ; bus extravagance such as this no Assembly
lu this Province has ever dared to venture oa.

The indemnity to members of the Assewbly
smounted to $178; $52--mora shen §1352 for each
member.

It ia something for & needy politician to be mem-
ber of sueh u Legisiature as this. Faocy some of
our leading politicians snngly settled io office as
President of Council, or Minister of JAgriculture,
with nothing on carth to do, and a salary of $5000
8 year, and pay as member of the Legislature 31350 |
aud his personal share of the contingeacies, say
$650 more,— wouldn’s it be nice ? Is itnout something
worth meking an effort to obtajn ? ’

And then, you know, when this Confederation
tekea place, and the Viceroyalty is established, the
snlaries of the ministera must be increased so as to
be commensurate with the vasiness of our territories
and resources, and ¢ 85 to enable them to sustain
properly the digoity of the Viceregal Government,
People would soon lose all respect for the Viceroy- |
alty if ita chief men had only $7000 or $8000 a year
in salary and pickinga. $10,000 would be the smal.
leat salary for which any man worthy of the position
wonld uadertake the duties and responsibilities of an
office in the Viceregal government, whica would
sway the destinies of so many millions of square
miles and so many millions of people, and dazzle the
eyes of wondering Yankee Republicans with its
splendor,

Three assistant judges were paid $4000 each, and
this amount is added to the expenszes of the Legisia-
tare—why, we do not know. R. E, Oaron, for sa.
laries und contingencies ¢f office as Commissioner
for codifying the laws during 1863, was peid $15,.
¢68. The printing for the Commission cost $3555,
and the printing of the laws $32,489, and the dis-
tribution of the laws cost 83,100.

We have pretty clearly shown why & needy man
who seeks to make a living by politics, and {0 take
care of himself above all things, and who thinks or
hopes that he would be elected to the Legislature of
ihe new nation, shonld dezire most eagerly a union
of the Provinces. Ia our next lezson we will show
what gpecial advantages a quion offers to aspiring
Iawyors.

SLAVERY (¥ AMERICA.
(To the Editor of tie London Times,)

* Sir,—Mr, Baxter, referred to in your able leader of
td-dey does not siaud nlone in his belief thas the
Nortbern States of Americu are opponeats of negro
glavery, and the theory that they have been fighting
for ita abolition, You will find in private life many
1ntelligent and. otherwise well-informed mer whe
are victims of this delusion.

Allow me to suggest a mode of arriving at the
truth in thia matter.

The Constitution of the United States left the ques-
tion of slavery in the hands of the separate States,
each to determioe for itself. So far, therefore, the
existence of negro slavery, if nol confirmed, was re-
cognized and permitted by the Federal Congtitution.
It wag & part of the flaw ot the land,! Bug, like any
other part of the coustitutional law a mede for i
removal or correction was provided. Now, I ask,
did the Northern States, or the representatives of
those {Statates, ever raile the question or propose to
pegative the permission of slavery before eitber the
Senate or the House of Representative3 (the Honse of
Lords and ot Commaons), and take, or ever propose
the formal and legal steps for that alteration of the
Constitution which would have cancelled the limited
toleration by which alone slavery was permitied ?
Did they -in their alleged hatred of aegro slavery
ever take those steps by the Constirution for its ex-
tinction by legal and peaceful meana? Did they re-
peatedly, and for the course of years, adopt this
course, and pertinaciously pursue it? Did they ten
timeg, in this their Parlinment, propose, in thig legal
form, the abolition of negro slavery ? Did they pro-
pose it five times? Did they propose it oace ?

The North commercially has been the counting-
house of the South, They have conducted, and there-
fore could have controlled, all it3 affairs. Can the
merchants of New York, in their alleged hatred of
slavery, praduce & single case in which they have re-
fused a commission of 2 or 5 per cent., or declined a
brokerage, ou the grouad tkat the trassaction was
tainted with slavery ?

What e broker in Wall-street has iz pest time re-
fused to discount a bill because it wae a cotton bill,
founded and produced by this much-hated institu-
tion ? : .
Tell ug—Ilet us know, that we may honor them —
the names of the Wilberforces and the Clarksons
who have signalised themselves during the last 10 or
20 years in the Northern States by their pablic war
oot against the Soutn, but the slavery of the South.
Let their names bs now published to to the world ;
let medals be struck, and statees erected for them ;
et them not ‘die without their fame;

Hag not the ‘Monroe doctrine’' more to do with
this hateful and bigod-atained war than has *he abo-
lition of slavery ?

Gavarnzi—To the Ediior of the Weekly Register —
Sir,—I was induced through curiosity to attend yes-
terday a lecture given by Gavazzi on Italian and
English Catholicism. The audience was not nu-
merous ; I should think it scarcely exceeded thirty,
or, at the most forty. Ag all of them were unkunown
to me, I could not judge of their intelligence, but it
did not appear that Gavazzi had formed a high es-
timate of it, o> he would pot venture to tell them
that Cutholics left out the Second Commendment,
and that the different Orders iu their Church were
so many different denominations implying that they
were so many differest religions. Gavazzi's style
was declama'tory,and his gesiiculations and grimaces
borderad on the burlesque. He compleined thag
Englaod sent forty thousand pounds to Jerssalem to
convert the Jews and failed, he could ot get eighty
pounds to comvert Italy, a far more important
objeet, for if Italy were converted to Protestantism,
it would be a death blow to Popery in Engiand. His
abuse of the Cutholic Church was of the ordinary
kind, such a3 we seo stereotyped in the anti-Outho-
lic Press. He was equally severe on the Caurch of
England, aad especially on'the Bishop of London for
allowing within his diocese such exhibitions ag those
at All Saints, St. Margaret's, and similar Puseyite
Churches. Hedenounced the High Church party
a5 treacherously underining tkeir own Church and
promotiag Popery, =2pd that tod by meang of the
very funds which Protestants themeelves supplied.
He stated that three huodred Protestant Clergymen
had goope over to Rome—that Popery was making
immense progress in the country, especially amongst
the nigher and lower classes; that within the last
nine years more perve:siond had taken place than
in the three hundred and fifty years preceding; iu-
deed he did not hesitate to declare his conviction
that Englond was rapidly degenerating into Popery,
and that the only stay of Protestantism in this coun-
try was 1o be found amongst the middle ciasses snd
especislly the Dissenters, but even amongst them
suok only as repudiated Gothie churches and con-
fined themselves to . the architecture of the old Dia-
genting cbapels. He considered that all those who
built Gothic churches were in reality buoildiag them
for the Papists. .From the desponding view be took
of Protestantism apd the immense progress he at-
tributed to Catholicism, I am disposed to believe his
lecture would do far more good than harm {o the
Catholic canse; for if in England, ia this enhight-
ened nineteeath century, whez every ons is at hibex-
ty not only to form his opinions but express them,

You mow ia the gister country uphold a
Protestant Caurch Establishment which Mr. Macsu-
lay twenty years ago said that foreigners wondered
should e suffered to exist among civilised mep, and
at the same time Fou grantimoney to & college wheoae
pupils are the inveternte enemies of that Church—a
grant which Sir R, Peel last year said hag failed in
the object for which his father had intended it ; and
you mulke stipendiaries also of the opposing Presby-
terian bodies in the North—tbe orthodox and the
Ucitariana —by doling cut to them a pittance in the
shape of Regium Donwiin, which oue of their own
Clergymen says has made them * the moat beggarly
denomination ia Christezdom,” and which the ia-
cressing non-endowed bodies positively refuse to
take; and you cherish, after all, the hope that this
curious state of thicgs will be abiding. Gentlemen,
you know that [am a Dissenter and a Voluntary;
but { deprecate any scdden, violeat, radical change.
There are, however, what pave been called extreme
ultra-Dissenters with whose opinions and feelings [
have sume acquaintcace. Now, of this [ am sure,
that, in the furtberapce of their ulterior views, there
are two things which they ardently desire —viz., firsy
a Church Establishment forced upon and upheld
againat the sentiments of the majority of the nation,
as in Ireland ; and, secondly, the friends of a Church
Establishment insisting oz maintaining rights which
irritate Digsenters, and keep open the sore, as in Eng-
land, and they do not want the weaker taken out
of the way till the stronger can be successfully as-
sailed.

I do
uot look upon the peace demonstratione that wo have
read in the newspapers, although some have accept-
od them a3 proofs that we are uearer a seitlement,
ag anytbing more than mere electioneering devices.’

But he repied * No, the word
of——" He then pgave the defendant uto enstody.
The defendsat said be went to the chureh with
anotber person, and was 1aterfered with and roughly
bandled. Mr. Tyewbitt fined him 5(, for miscon-
duct, and 103. for the assault, The fine was paid.
— Times,

‘When, however, Dr, Pusey quits the dizcussion of
clerical responsibility, aad addresses himseif 1o the
relation between pround, it is » perfectly fair
question whetber the Church-— that is the eclergy,
ought to lhave exclusive jurisdiction in spiritual
causes over the clerical body, aod we venture to
assert that it is s perfectly simple one. What Dr.
Pasey conaiders rightis plain enough. Referring
withenvy to the liberiy of tha Wesleyans, Baptisls,
and other Dissenters, he tells ua that “it is a case
whitout parallel that the Church should not have the
puwer either explaining toe mearing of her own
formularies or of making them clear, if others
judicial authorities shouid allege them to be ambizu-
vus.” There is scarely o word in thiz sentence that
does not involve anerrorof fact. The Chkarch has
the power of explaining any formularies whatever,
and of definiug that which Courte of Law have
declered to be ambiguons. What she has uot iz the
power of ousting from his pralerment any clergyman
who differs from the majority, but is careful to keep
within thelaw. Nor cuu *he formulaties in quesstiou
be called ‘ ber owa formularies,” in Dr. Pusey's
sense, inasmuch a3 they own their validity to the
sanction of the State, which has made them one of
the title-deeds of our clergy.

There is no truth in the statement that the Rev.
Mr. Spurgeon hag, sinee his withdeawal ‘rom the
Evangelical Alliance (announced jo the ¥mes ng an
importent ecclesiastical event), been deputed by
Foreign Office to propose terms of pexce to the
Auwerican belligerents, oo broad Chureh principles.

It isof
littte consequence however how the document 1n
guestion 1s worded, since from the exultant or

We
have but to pray, and possess our souls ia patience,
and ere long it will be given to us to see the
triumph of our Pope, and the accomplishment of
the promise that “his enemies shall be made his
footstool. :

The Northern® papers doast of a victory
gained by Sherdan, but the details are vague
and inconsistent. ‘The (ruth seems to be that
baving 1n the earlier part of the fight got the
worst of it from the Confederates, Sheridan

himself from a disastrous defeat.

Much excitement has been occasioned by a
raid on the Banks at St. Albans by a party, said
10 be commissioned by the Confederate Govera-
ment, and who made Canada the base of therr
operations. We are happy to say that our Go-
vernment have acted with praiseworthy alacrity
and determnation 10 enforcing the neutrality of
British terrtory. Orders were at oace issued
to the police and military authorities, in conse-
quence of which many of the randers who had
escaped with their booty to Canada, have been
arrested.

‘What our government will do mth the St.
Alban raiders whom it bas arrested, and who are
actually prisoners in the bands of the British au-
thorities is a very delicate question, fraught with
interest, and seriously aflecting our relations with
the Federal Government. The latter will pro-
bably demand their extradition, as robbers and
brigands, under the provisions of the Ashburton
Treaty: can the British goveroment comply
with this request if 1t be formally made?

It is confidently asserted that the prisoners hold
a commission trom the Confederate government ;
and if so they must be treated as belligerents,
since both the Federal and the British govern-
ments have formally recognised the belligerent
capacity of the South. As a belligerent, the
government of Pres. Davis basas much right to,
order a'taid upon St. Albans, as bad Gen. Grant
1o order. the laying waste of the Shenandoah
valley.” As simply.the commissioned servants of
a recogoised belligerent, the St. Alban’ raiders.
have as much right to claim the protection of the
“British flag, as would bave Generals Lee and
Beauregard were the fortune of war to compel
1h¢ Jatter to seek refuge 1n'Canada.

. ‘But 1t will be urged that, these prisoners, these
St. Alban raders, were not in uiiform as sol-
dlers. True, but this constitutes not a civil, but

of Brnitish law which the_r bave violated. Our
authorities are bound to enforce the observance
of British neutrality on both bellwerents, and to
compel British soil to be respected. But we do
not see from the facts before us, how Lbey can
coasent to deliver up to one belligerent, the culy
commissioned officers and soldiers of the other,
even ‘though it may appear’ that the servants of
the latter bave been gulty of offences against
military law—a case not provided for, or con-
templated by the Asburton Treaty.

The Conference has continued its sittimgs, and
its deliberations at Quebec during the past week,
but with closed doors, so that nothing positively
official has transpired. "The Globe, as organ of
the President of the Council, professes to be 1
the secret, and issues daily bulletins of the pro-
gressmade. According to this authority-—which
our readers will accept for what it is worth—
the following are the results arrived at:

The Executive of the Central Government is
to consist of a Governor General named by the
Crown, assisted by a body of Ministers: the
Executive of the local or munieipal governments
to coasist of lieutenant governors nommeled by
the bead of the central government, with the ad-
vice of his Mmisters.

The Legislative branch of the central govern-
ment is to consist of an Upper House composed of
76 members named by the Crown for life: of these
76 members, 24 will be assigned to Upper, and 24
to Lower Cezpada; to New Brusswick and
Nova Scotia 10 a-piece ; mithi 4 to P. E. Island,
and the same sumber to Newfoundland.

The Lower House to he based on the princi-
ple of Representation by Population, and to be
regulated by a decennial census. Tt s to con-
qist of 194 members, thus apportioned :—Upper
Canada, S2—Lower Canada, 65—Nova Scotia,
19—New Brunswick, 15—Newloundland, S—P.
E. Island, 5. The constitution of the focal or
municipal legislatures to be determmed by the
existing Parliaments.

Discarding all questions as to the credibility of
the Globe, 1t is evident that in the plan of con-
stitution by it sketched out, there is not the most
remote resemblance to a Federal form of gov-
ernmest, and that under’ it not a vestige would
remain of State autonomy, or the siightest gua-
rantee for the peculiar interests of Lower Ca-
nada. Thelocal goveraments would practically
be of Jess consequence, and more dependent upon
the central government, than are any of onr ac-
tually ezisting municipalities, since they at least
enjuy the delegated power of electing thewr own
chiefs, or mayors ; whilst the chiefs or Lieutenant
governors of the other would be appointed hy
the central executive, nommally, but virtually by
the majority for the time being of " the central
legislature—in which Lower Canada on every
occasion when her interests as a Cathclic coun-
try were at stake, would be outvoted by a majo-
rty of at least two to ose, 'We have always
opposed representation by population under ovr
existing legislative union with U. Canada, as
unjust and ruivous to Lower Canada: but as of
wwo evils we should always select the less, so
would we prefer the origival Clear-Grit scheme
for swamping Lower Canada, and for putting
down Popery, to that which the Globe now an-
nounce to us as the scheme adopted by the Con-
ference at Quebec.

What part our Lower Canadian Ministers
have taken or will take in this business we know
pot, and cannot guess, but we do still hope tbat
they will never sanction such a scheme as that
which we have copied from the Globe. For
their own sake, for the sake of the country which
has so generously trusted iz them, we do hope
apd pray that they will indignantly repudiate all
complicity therein.  Their enemies, amongst
whom the TRue WiTNESS has no desue, or
claim to be numbered—could not wish for them
a worse fate than that reprobation and ignomi-
nous immortality which would deservedly be the
lot of all Catholics and French Canadians who
should take any part in imposing upon their coun-
try the scheme of constitution as announced in
the Toronto Giobe. 1f Lower Canada must
perish ; if it be- doomed as the Liberals boast,
that French Canadians “ be wmproved off the

WHAT 18 FEDERATION ?— W herein consists
the essential difference between a Federal and a
Legislative or Incorporating Union? Every
body pow-a-days has the words ® Federation”
and % Federal Principles” on bis lips ; how few
they are who care to define their words, or who
even attach any definite meaning to the terms
they employ. And yet above all things, 1 po-
litical, as in religious controversy, a clear sharp
defipition of all terms employed is the one thing
needful, without which there can be 10 end of
controversy.

That there 15 a difference between a Federal
and a Liegislative Union is universally admitted,
but wherem “tins difference consists, no one of
our public men will condescend to explaie. And
yet it was, it is, incumbent on them to do so,
since it is evident that in the great questions
presented to our consideration, details are of se-
condary, very secondary importauce ; and that
the principle, the formative or essential principle,
upon which the proposed ¢ constitutional
changes” are to be based 1s of paramouat im-
portance. The politieal and social future of
Britush North America depends, in so far - as
anything can be said to depend upon maoy on the
principles by which their relations to one another
are regulated, and on which their Union is based.
The mere details are, we repeat, of Very second-
ary importance.

For upon the prmclples, not upon the- dera.rls,
will it depend whether the Union be essentially

There are of course accldental resemblanees
between a Federal, and a -Legislative or- Incor-.
porating, Union. 1o both, there wil be a
“ eentral government” and some kind of * lacal”
or municipal bodies charged with the exercise of
local or municipal functions.. But the formal or
essential difference between one kind of Union
and the other is not thereby. aflected. That
Jiflerence consists, not in the existence of * cen-
tral” and ©local” or municipal governments;
neither does it at all consist in the extent of the
functions by those governments severally exer-
cised—for we can conceive a Legislative or Tn-
corporating Union, with very important and ex-
tensive functions delegated to the local or munici-
pal governments; and e can conceive also a Fe-
deral Union with very exteaded functions delegat-
ed to the central government, and with o.ly very
restricted functions reserved to the several local
governments, We must look elsewhere, there-
fore, for the essential or formal difference be-
tween a Federal and a Legislative Usion.

In the last analysis that difference will be
found to consist essentially n the relative posi-
tions of the said central and local governments;
pot at all in the extent, but in the origin, of the
functions by them severally exercised. —
Wherever the local governments hold from, and
‘exercise functions defined, and delegated by a
central government, the Unon betwixt the said
ceniral and local governments—no matter what,
or how extznsive may be the functions of the
latter—is essentially or formally, a Legislative
or Incorporating Union. Wherever, on the
contrary, the ©local” governments form the
delegating power, aod where by them the func-
tions of the central government are defined and
limited, there but there oaly, no matter what the
pature or tbe extent of the functions delegat-
ed to the said central government, does thare
exist a Federation or Federal Union. Between
the latter and a Legislative Unioa there 15 the
same essential diflereace as there is between the
vinding together of a number of metal bars, each
bar retaimog its distinctive form and structure —
and the fusing together of these same bars iato
one bomogeneous mass aund new metallic com-
pound. 'Thus the tusion or Incorporating Union
of the Kingdoms of England and Scotland pro-
duced, uot the # Tlnited Kingdoms of Englaad
and Scotland,” bat a new political compound
known in history as Great Britan. The bind-
ing together, or Federation of the several com-
porent parts of the North American Republic,
gave us simply the ¢ United States.”

Siople as these things may appear—indeed
they are truisms self-evident to the dullest in-
tellect—we are induced to 1psist upon them
by the reckless dishonesty, or gross ignorance, of
some of our contemporaries, who write and ar-
gue as if in the delegation by a central govera-
ment, of certain defined and limited funohons, to
dependent local or municipal governments, was
to be found the essential priuciple of Federation
—instead of the very destruction or denial of
that principle. Thus the Toronto Globe, the
orgac of the President of the Council, in its
issue of the 15th instant, hesitates not to betray
either its profound ignorance of what constitutes
the very essence of Federal Government, or its
profound contempt for the intelligence of those

whom it addresses ;—
4t Federation is, in a large degree, but an extensicn
of our political system, and is suatained by precisely
the same reasoning &s are municipal inatitations. It
would be very absurd for Parliament to take upon
itself the management of the municipal affairs of the
various omes, towns and townships of the country.
In one city, one kind of by-laws and regulations i3
preferred ; in another something else suits better.
There can be no harm but much ndvantage in allow-
ing esch municipality to choose for itself, and in
place of attempting to regulate the mumorpnl affaira
of she conatry, Parliament deputes that task to the
municipalities. There i3 surely ncbody to object io
that—nobody to pretend that the municipalities of
the country would be better o if they got their by-
laws realy-made from Quebec, Why should we
fear to extend & sound principle? Why should we
fear to do for Upper Canada whut we bave done for
every municipal corporation in it? If Parliament
can safely depute the local affairs of. the towns and
cities to jocal care, surely 8 whnle Province can be
similarly trusted. Snrely we can safely put into our
constitution provisicns which will, as regards the
separate Provinces, correzpond to t.he Mugicipal Act
upon our statate book,”

-According to this decision, as our
seaders will remember, it is perfectly lawful for a
geutleman holding an appointment as minister 1n
the Church of England as by Law Established
to teach, that though the book vulgarly called
“ the bible” contains the * Word of God,” all
that it contains 1s not necessarily the ¢ Word of
God,” and may, probably does, partake of bu-
man error ; and secondly that the pupishment of
the wicked is not necessartly everlasting. This
judgment, to mea who recognise no” living au-
thority to determine what portions of the bible
are wnspired, to distinguish or separate buman
error from the Word of God, is tantamount to a
repudiation of the Bible altogether: for if one
man is at liberty to reject one passage, another
man aobther passage, 1t is evident 1bat betwixt
them they may repudiate the entire book, with-
out any one of them bhaving forfeited lus legai
standiag ground as mmsler or teacher in the
Anglican Church,  Hersupon our evangelical
friend breaks out; calling upon bis brethren to
make a determued stand against German neology
and Popery :—

CerebRATION AT THREE Rivers.—Weal-
luded briefly last week to the meeting of the
Prelates of Caonada at Three Rivers, to cele
brate the twelfth anniversary of the Consecratiou
as Bishop, ond the fiftieth anniversary of the
ordination as Priest, of the Right Rev. Mgr.
Cooke, Bishop of 'Three Rivers. The following
are the particulars of this interesting event:—

All the Bishops of the Province, with'the excep-
tion of Mgr. Turgeon, Archbishop of Quebze, and
Mpr. Pmsonneault, Bishop of Sandwich, were pre-
gent, and took part in the celebration. They were :
Mgr. Baillargeon, Bishop of Tioa, and Administrataer
of the Diocese of Quevec; Mgr. Bourget, Bishop of
Montreal ; Mgr. Guignes, Bishop of Ottawa; Mgr.
Laracque, Biskop of 5t, Hyacinthe ; Mgr. Horan, Li-
shop of Kingston ; Mgr. Farrell, Bishop of Hamilton,
and Mgr. Lynch, Bishop of Toroanto. About one
hundred Priests were also present. A procession
baving been formed, the Biskop and his distinguisbed
cortege passed througl the principal streets of the
town, which were handsomely decorated with flags,
trees and banmers, to the Catibedral, where solemn
gervice was beld by the venerable incumbent of the
Diocese, who was assisted by Messires Villeneuve
and Lamarche, of Monatresl, Rooney of Teroato, and
Hercule Beaudry of St. Constant, the Assistants be-
ing M.M. Gocke and Sasche ot Quebee, Deacons,
and .M. Belle and Desaulniers. The Sub-Deacons |
were M.M MeDonoel! and Taschereau, Mgr. Cooke,
noiwithstanding kis pairiarchal age, looked hale and

bearty, and easily supported the faligues of the day. |

The sermon delivered on the occasion was preached
by Mgr. Buillargeon, condjutor to the Bishop of Que-
bec, who selected the nature nnd the object of priest-
bood sas bis theme, and delivered thereupon a Tery
eloquent sermog, after which Mass was concluded,
and the vast assembly collected on the occasion dis-
persed. Mgr, Cooke is now 72 years of age, having
been born on the Tth of Fehruary, 1792, a few miles
from Thres Rivers. He studied at the Nicolet Col-
lege, and heving been ordained on the 1lth of Sep-
tember, 1814, wa3 appointed Viear of the parish of
Riviere Ouelle. He then served as a missionary io
t=e Gulf'districis for the space of six years, was ap-
pointed to the care ot the parish of St. .Amboise, in
the diocese of Quebee, wehre he Ilabored for
twelve years, and finally cume 1o his native
district 1 1835, where he succeeded Messire
Cadieux as Grand Viear of the Diocese. Algr
Cooke was consecrated Bishop of the Dioccese in Oec-
tober 1852. During bis tenure of office be has
erected 30 parishes, founded 3 convents, and ordain-
ed 91 priests. During the course of the day an ad-
drezs of congratulation was presented to Mgr. Cooke
by the Barof Three Rivers, without distinetion of

Sir,~Believing you to be one of the ablest

At the hour appointed (10 o’clock) my bumble
selt wended his way towards our beautiful lttle
chufch, and, when I entered, bursts of aspirations
after the Infinite, sprung up within my mind, and
1 felt my soul mngle, as it were, with thoughts,
strong and swift as eagle’s pinions, to soar to-
wards the Eternal. In the aisle there was a
Catafalgue covered with a large and costly pall—
the altar as well as other parts of the Church
were draped in  black—the people seemed sad
and thoughtful ; 1 fact, every thing wore the ap-
pearance of solemmity and gloom, and for the ten
or filteen mioutes before Service commenced, I
felt as if carried off, in a kind of reverie madita-
tiog, shall I say musmg on the grandeur, the
more than figite charity of the Charch, which
teaches that Heaven-born doctrime.~* It is a
holy and a wholesome thought to pray for the
dead that they may be loosed from their sins.”

i Now, there 1s nio reason why it must neces-
sarily be so mmportant a matfer to recall from
Rorme, in the course of two years, 10,000 or i2,-
000 Freach soldiers ; the change materally coa-
sidered is, in point of  fact, insignificant. But
{he moral effect will be incaleulable. We shall
look as if we were giving ground before Pied-
moat ; as if we actually invited the Revolution
to work its will.

AgrcHAEOLOGY.—In & letter addressed to . Elie
de Beaumont, Father Secchi of Romse givesan ac-
connt of two interesting monuments discovered by
him near Alatri, in the Compagna Rowana. This
town, of Pelaagic origin, and celebrated for its Oy~
clopean walls, i3 situated on the top of a mountain,
and being at the time cf the Romansz ill-provided
with water, the Censer L. Betilienus Varus, as a ce-
lebrated inscription tells' us, caused an aqueduct 340
feet high to be constructed between Alatri and the
peighboring mountains ; it belng expressly stated
that he built it with arches, and provided it with
sirong pipes. The present researches ordered by
Pope Pins [X,, in order to renew the supply of water
to the town, have led to the diacovery of a large
portiogs of the old aqueduet. From the survey made
by Father Secchi it appears that the lowest point of
the aqueduct lies 110 metres below the highest point
of the town, a figure which coiucides with the 3410
feet of the imscription. Here, therefore, is an aque-
duct built 160 years before Christ, in the shapve of a
reversed syphon uader a pressure of 11 atmospheres,
